The Texas Vaqueros save a wonder-
ful exhibition of horsemanship yester-
day afternoon in the presence of 4,000
people. The performance was received
with great enthusiasm by the crowds in
attendance, and the applause the riders
received was deserved. The principal
feats consisted in picking a nickel from
the ground with the horse at a full
wallop; roping and tying steers against
time, and other equally interesting
maneuvers.

The racing begins to-day with the
Minnesota bred horses, and the day will
be devoted to racing between horses
bred in Minnesota only, and not over
two years old.

VITALPOINTS IN LAW
Involved in the Contest

Against the Street Rail-
way Company.

Grounds on Which the De-
fendant Must Bass Its

Clai ins.

Rights of Community toDe-
mand AllNot Explicitly

Granted.

Celebrated Cases Which In-
volved the Very Points

at Issue^

A Globe reporter last night dropped
intoa room in the court house, where
were gathered, as if by chance, a half-
dozen lawyers, who were conversing
about the street railwayimbroglio. One

of the gentlemen was a distinguished
Maryland lawyer. He was delivering

an off-hand opinion of the matter, and
the other members ot the group were
listening with deference. From the re-
marks of the speaker and the com-
ments of his hearers, the followingis
drawn :

As Iunderstand the affair, the St.
Paul City Railway company asserts that
title to its privileges is derived from or-
dinances of the city council, enacted
for the benefit of its predecessors,
which were acquired by it through
purchase from them, and which rights
were subsequently confirmed and vali-
dated by an act of the legislature. The
grant was to lay a line of railway with
single or double track "inany or all of
the streets of St. Paul." and the cars or
carriages to be used thereon were to be
propelled "by BOOS other than animal
power.' 7

The rival companies to which grants

have been recently made discard ani-
mal power, and availing themselves of
the light of modern science, will use
electricty as a motive of propulsion.

OROUKDS OF defense.
:The action of the city council will,it

is presumed, be resisted on the follow-
iu? grounds: •".<;

-
;:.-'••:

First— That by virtue of the grant to
Merriam and others— to whose rights
the city railroad company succeeds— it
was entitled in perpetuity to the use of
streets in St. Paul. •\u25a0

Second— this right wasexclusive.
Third—That the city had not the right

to establish other lines of travel on any
ot its streets; and

Fourth— That the grant to the city
railway was a contract on the part of
the city and state, and that the grants
of the city council to rival,companies
impairs the obligation of that contract.

To succeed, the city railway company
must show that the terms of the con-
tract between it and the city council
have been violated. In other words,
the company must show that the city
had entered into a contract with it,oosr s
with those whose successors itclaims to
be, to exclude all rival . companies
from the streets. Itmust be premised:
that on ihe grant from the city council,

to .the city railway the word exclusive f
is nowhere used. Nor does the railway .j

company assume any undertakings be- v
yond those of pledges to a faithfulper.-,
formance. of its duties to furnish trans- .
portation to the public. There was no
moneyed consideration for the grant of
rights and privileges,, as valuable as
they are extensive. The charter of the
railway company is a written iustru- \
nient which must. speak for itself and y

be interpreted by Its own terms. Itis"
the grant of certain franchises by the'
public to a pnvato corporation, and in f
a matter where the public interest is;
concerned.'' The ruie ofconstruction' in
such cases is well settled, both in Eng-
land'aud by the decisions of our owii
courts. Inthe case of the proprietors
of the Stone Bridge -canal against,
Wheeler and Others, 11. B.&A.,793,
the court says:-"The canal havingbeen
made under an act of parliament,
the rights of the plaintiff are derived

entirely from that act. Thus, like many
other cases, is a bargain between a com-
pany of adveutiirers and the public, the
terms ot which are expressed in the
statute, and the rule of construction in
all such cases is now fully-established
to be this: That any ambiguity in the
terms of the contract must operate
against the adventurers and in favor of
the public, and the plaintiffs cau claim
nothing that is not already given them
by the act." .

KIGHTS OF THE COMMUNITY.
Inthe case of the United States ver-

sus Arredendo &Peters (UnitedStates
supreme court), the leading cases upon
thissubject are collected together by the
learned judges who delivered the opin-
ion of the" court, and the principle
recognized that in grants by the public
nothing passes by implication. Inthe
case of Beaty versus Lessee of Knowles,

IV.Peters, U. S. S. Ct., the court says:
"That a corporation is strictly limited
to the exercise of those powers
which are specially conferred \u25a0on

it will not be denied. The
exercise of the corporate franchise be-
ing restrictive of individual rights, can-
not !be extended beyond the letter and
spirit of the act of incorporation."

Again Chief Justice Marshall, of the
sup-vine court of the United States, in
the Providence bauk;vs. Billings, IV.
Peters, 574, in speaking of the taxing
power, says: ''As the whole community
is interested inretaining it undimiu-
ishecl, that community has a right to in-
sist that its abandonment ousht not to
Ix-presumed in a case in which the de-
liberate purpose of the state to abandon
itdoes not appear."

The grant from the council to the city
railway company confers on it the or-
dinary facilities of a corporation for the
purpose of building and operating the
road. Itauthorizes the corporation to
lay lines of railway "in any or all the
streets of said city, to be operated by
none other than animal power"
(Third street excepted). This is
the grant. Although it gives

to the city railway company the right
to operate its cars in any or all the
streets, it does not give the company
the exclusive right to do so. Itdoes
not arm the corporation with powers to
prevent other persons from establish-
ing lines of travel in the streets. There
is no agreement on the part of the city
that rivallines shall not be established,
no undertaking not to sanction com-
Detitors. Done that improved channels \u25a0

of communication shall never be auth-
orized or established. Upon all these
subjects the charter is silent. No words
are used from which an intention to
grant exclusive rights can be inferred; .
if the railway is entitled to them, it \u25a0

must be simply implied from the nature
of the grant."and cannot be inferred
from the words by which the grant is
made.

The whole community are Interested
in this inquiry, and they huve a right to
exact that the powers of promoting
their comfort and convenience, and of
advancing the public prosperity by pro-
viding safe and cheap ways of trans-
portation shall not be construed to have
been surrendered by the city, uuless it
shall appear in plain words that itwas
intended to be done.
Itmay be asked how the city railway

can be injured by the establishment of
rival companies. None of the fran-
chises have been revoked by the city
council, and Its right to operate its
lines and collect fares granted by the
charter remains unaltered. Its income
may be diminished when competing
lines are in fulloperation. But this re-
mote and apprehended danger might

have been guarded against at the proper
time by apt stipulations. It did not do
so, and it must abide the con-
sequences. It will be readily con-
ceded that the city railroad is
without power to operate any
cars, except those propelled byanimai
power." Conceding, for the sake of
argument, that its rights to this mode

of propulsion are exclusive on the
streets of St. Paul, yet the Improved
means of transporting passengers,
whether by cable or electricity, could be
employed by itonly after gaining per-
mission of the common council. Buton
the face of a grant of franchises
which is

and where existence can only be in-
ferred by implication, would not a court
ftf justice hesitate Before pronouncing
a decree that would stop the march ot
Improvement in this young and growing
fity,exclude rapid transit and maintain
In perpetuity the ascendency of street
Cars propelled by "animal power?"
, Itwould present a singular spectacle
If, while the supreme court of the
lTnited States and the courts of other
states are restraining within the street
car limits the spirit of monopoly and
exclusive privilegs in the nature of
monopolies, and are confining corpora-
tions to the privileges plainly given
them in their charters, the courts ofthis
state should be found enlarging, these
privileges by implication and constru-
ips a statute more unfavorably to the
public and to the rights of the com-
munity than should be done in a like
ease by the United States supreme
court, and the courts of other states of
the union.

A case in many of its main features
almost identical with that of the city
railway was decided 05* the supreme
court of the United States XI.Peters
419. In that case, as in this, the
charter was silent as to exclusive
privileges, but the aid of the court was
invoked tomaintain a monopoly and to
establish the exclusiya nature of the
grant by implication. Chief Justice
Tauey, as the organ of the court, said :

"The object and end of all govern-
ment is to promote the happiness and
prosperity of the community in which,
itis established, and it can never be as-
sumed that the government intended to
diminish its power of accomplishing the
end for which it was created. And ina
country like ours— free, active and en-
terprising, continually advancing in
numbers and wealth, new channels of
communication are daily found neces-
sary both t'w travel and trade, find
are essential to tho comfort, con-
venience and prosperity of the people.
A state ought never to be presumed to
surrender this power, because, like the
taxing power, the whole community
have an interest in preserving itun-
diminished. And when a corporation
alleges that a state has surrendered for
seventy years its power of improvement
and public rcommodation in a great
and important line of travel along which
a vast number of its citizens must daily
pass,

to insist, iv the language or tin; court,
•that its abandonment ou^ht not to be"
presumed in a case in which the delib-
erate purpose of the state to abandon it
does not appear.' Tha coatinued exist-
ence of a government w mid be of no
gnat value if, by implications and
presumptions, it was disarmed of
the power necessary to accomplish
the ends or its creation, and
the functions it was designed toper-
form, transferred to the hands of priv-
ileged corporations. The rule of eon-
siructioh announced by the court was
notconfineU to the taxingpower,noria it
so limned in the opinion delivered. On
the contrary, it was distinctively placed
on the ground that tue interests of the

•'community were concerned in preserv-
ing undiminished the power theu in
question ;and whenever any power of
the state is said to be surrendered or di-
minished, whether it be the taxing
power or any other affecting the public
interest, the same principal appltes and
the rule of construction must be the
same. No one will question that the
interests of the great boily of the people
of the state would in this instance be
affected by the surrender of this great
line of travel to a single icorporation.
iwith the right to exact tolland exclude
•competition for seventy years. While
the rights of private property are sa-
credly guarded, we must not forget that
the community also has rights, -nd the
happiness and well-beingof every citi-
zen depend on their faithfulpreserva-
tion,"
