The Vll-
llards occupied rntber a secondary position
In the market, though.there was liberal buy-
ing ot those shares by brokers supposed to
act for the insiders, and the impression that
the purchases forMr. Villardhad been com-
pleted was not so much believed. The bear-
ish feeling, based upon frosts in the West,
was very small, and, while there was a feel-
Ing that the reaction snould have continued
further, there wns considerable hesitancy in
making further short sales. The coal slocks
were the great feature of the day. and the
effect of the recent demonstration ofhar-
mony in continuing the restrictive policy
finallyscared the shorts in those shores, and
a liberal covering movement was chiefly re-
sponsible for the rise to-day. The smaller
coal and iron companies were especially
strong, and the Tennessee Coal wag also
helped by rumors of improvements to
be made by new capitalists inter-
ested In the company. Among the
specialties which exhibited marked
strength were Manitoba, Wisconsin Central
Tennesee Coal. Wheeling & Lake Erie pre-
ferred and Kingston &Pembroke. W heeling
&Lake Erie advanced on the continued good
earnings and hints of developments in the
stock from London, where a large amount of
ithas lately been sent. The London prices
this morning were generally lower, but our
market, opened higher, with advauces over
last night's figure?, extending to % percent.

Flour was in some request but not in
amounts large enough to keep nil mills run-
ning to outside capacity. There is usually a
big request at this season on contract for
flour from old crop wheat. Thl3 season
buyers are not mKkingsuch contracts but are
holdingoff toget flour from the new crop,
for that reason they are buying onlyenough
to meet the current demand instead of stock-
ing up as in former years. That course,
while depressing now, pr&mises a trade ex-
tended more evenly through the year, and in-
dicates good business later.
