CHOSEN FRIENDS.
ANational Convention With Sixty

Delegates Meets inMinneapolis
The supreme council of the Order of Chos-

enFrieuds convened yesterday morning at
the West hotel, for the seventh biennial ses-
sion. The session Mas a secret one and the
work of the morning was the reception of
the reports of the supreme officiers, showing
tne work of the order in the past two years.
The report of Supreme Kecoraer S. B.Linn,
showed that sines the organization of the
order, June 30, 1*7!). the net cash receipts
have been $3,785,753.4fi. On 1.801 deaths
Inthe past ten years, 53.549.903.24 have
been paid, and on 222 disabilities, 5238.500
have been paid, leaving 5352. 22 in the
treasury. Inthe la«t two years the total re-
ceipts have been «C4.r.!t^(;!t. the expendi-
tures. 501. <i!0.1i0. making a balance of $3.-
--103.44 for the last two years. In
these two years 202 councils have been or-
panized, 98 suspended or consolidated.
There are 700 councils nowin the order. In
the two years 15.2G0 members have been ad-
mitted, 7,308 dropped from the rolls. There
is a present membersnip of 40,034. Seven
hundred and sixty-nine deaths and 96 dis-
abilities have occiirred inthe two years. In
closing his report Mr. Linn surrended the
tillice whichhe has held for ten years.

Supreme Councilor 11. E. Morse made a
long and interesting report reviewing the
history and setting forth the present condi-
tion of the order.

Supreme Treasurer Newton made a report,
the main points in which were covered by
the report of the recorder. He showed also
that the relief fund has grown from $292
096.62 inISB4 to S7SS.SG<»3I in18«9.

The report of Supreme Medical Examiner
Henry Jameson showed 6i)oexaminers com-
missioned in the two years: 10.372 applica-
tions made, of which all were accepted but
937. Virginia has the greatest death rate,
more than 19 in1,000. while New Jersey is
the lowest, being 6.05 in 1.000.

These reports were referred to a committee
Dn distribution.

Abrief session was held in the afternoon,
»nd tne following committees appointed:
Bute of the order. Charles H.Kandall. W. J.
Newton, C. D. Pearson; finance and ac-
counts, J. P. Van Ness, D.F. Haines, N. B.
Kilimer; laws and supervision. J. F. Lecfc-
lider, J. McG.

Ar,adjournment was then taken until thU
morning at 9o'clock. The election of offi-
cers tomorrow morning at 10 o'clock willbe
the most important part of the day's pro-
gramme. There are 'about sixty delegates
present attending the convention. It is ex-
pected to complete th^ w<.rk laid out Satur-
day. Thuisday the convention will visit St.
Paul.

HELLO PEOPLE.
The Convention of the National

Telephone Association.
The national telephone convention was in

session at the West hotel yesterday. At10
o'clock a special train from Chicago brought
100 delegates. The National Telephone as-
sociatiou is composed of representatives
from the 200 telephone companies leasing
districts of the Bell Telephone company.
The association was organized in ISBO.
Tbeir convention is of three days' duration,
and is not formal, but is half-social inits
nature, and besides exchanging ideas on the
operation of telephones, avoiding ofelectrical
disturbances, nt. to the best batteries, bells,
wires and switches, the delegates mean to see
the two cities and enjoy themselves.

To morrow they will be guests at St. Paul
of the local company, which v.P. Wainruder
represents as general superintendent of this
district. They willbe banqueted at the Ryan,
and driven through St. Paul.

The convention came to order at 12 o'clock
yesterday, with President Henry Metzgnr. of
Pittsburg. presiding, ana Gen. C. H. Barney,
of New York, acting as secretary.

After a report of the' secretary Judge At-
water. was introduced and delivered a cor-
dial address of weloome extended by the
board of trade from the city.
