THE SEPTEMBER TERM

Begins With a Large Calendar of
Cases.

The September term of ccurt was begun
yesterday, when Judges Young, Lochren,
Rea and Ricks held forth in the main court
room, and interested the 300 or more at-
torneys present by setting the cases, The
lawyers present were proportionate to the
extent of the ealendar. The attendance cf
legal lights was the largest in the history of
the county. The calendar embraces 1,290

civil cases. The personal tax cases
number 543. The new Hay law in re-
lation to grand juries, recived its

initial test yesterday, and the result was not
cslculated to strengthen the new act. Here-
tofore the list of grand jurors consisted of
twenty-three freeholders, and 1t required
seventeen to make a quornm. The new law,
the principal object ot which seems to have
been economy, provides for the drawing of
fifteen jurors, thirteen of whom wiil
constitute a quorum. This leaves a
pretty smail margin. Yesterday but eleven
of the chosen fifteen were present.

Before the required thirteen were secured
it was necessary for Judge Hooker to issue
two special venires. Those resulted in gath-
ering in Thomas F. Andrews and P. J. E.
Clementsen. Judge Hooker, who will con-
duet the eriminal business delivered a plain,
matter-of-fact charge. He outlined the duty
of the grand jury and admonished the jurors
not to be influenced by personal prejudices
or by the newspapers.

STREET CAR TALK.

Certain citizens interested in the wel-
fare of the North side have been using
their efforts towards securing the build-
ing of a street car line on Plymouth
avenue. At the time the city council
decided to have an extension laid on the
avenue the storekeepers near Washing-
ton opposed the measure. The western
part of Plymouth avenue 1s practically
a desert for lack of houses, and as the
country appears to be most favorably
locate or residences the property
owners naturally endeavored to win
over the opposers to the scheme, but
with poor success for a time. Many in-
fluentlal citizens have been using their
efforts to change the minds of the store-
keepers and property owners who did
not favor the street ear project, and
they have been quite successful; so
much so that now only a few of the res-
idents or tenants of Plymouth avenue
are unfavorable to a street car line on
that thoroughfare.—North Minneapolis
Chronicle.
