Minneapolis: and this summer, for the
first time. the dear girls have had an
opportnnity to learn the art of keeping
aticat under the guidance of an in-
structor without visiting the lakes,
where there is more or less publieity,
whieh, out here in the wild, untutored
West is considered really an objection
instead of desirable.

It is not unlikely that the majority
of the inhabitants of Minneapolis are
unaware that there is, as has been dur-
ing the summer, such an nstitution gs
a “natatorium’ for ladies within its
corporate limits: and, possibly, if they
did know of the place, would prefer to
visit the Exposition. state fair, tourna-
ment or other amusements, which
flourish like a green bay tree at this
season of the year.

Still it is a fact that a natatorium. or
swimming school, is a favorite place
of amusement with a certain eclass
of young ladies. From observation of
the fair visitors at the school, I judge
that, in order to become properly en-
amored of the swimming fad, it is nee-
essary to be in “society,” and thus as-
suring one’s self of select associates,
also to possess a mental and moral con-
stitution which shall combine sym-
metry, strength and fearlessness unal-
loyed by any lingering trace of prudery.
The girl who swims well may be seen
early in the morning riding horseback,
a little later playing lawn tennis: at the
ball gawe late in the afternoon, and
rowing on the lake in the twilight.
Please do not confound her with the
eirl who does faney work, eats choeo-
late creams and reads erratic novels.
The two belong to tetally diifferent
classes. and indulge in a cordial dislike
for each other, even when exchanging
hisses and other little affectionate con-
ventionalities common to modern so-
ciety.

One day recently I met several Min-
neapolis young ladies who were taking
some fair cousins to initiate them into
the joys and terrors of swimming
school. I gladly accepted an invitation
to join the party, for I had long wanted
to learn to swim, but couldn’t muster
couraze enough to go alone.

The Natatorium is a three-story
frame building on the corner of Sixth
street and Third avenue south. To the
right of the main entrance is a tank
about 20x40 feet, where ladies receive
their first lessons before venturing
among the perils of the larger tank,
where anybody who can swim is free

to go.

We entered arow cof little apartments,
and donned our bathing suits. Nearly
all the girls owned their own costumes;
but two of the cousins and myself had
to content ourselves with Lired suits,
whiech twisted and flapped about with
all the limpuess and largeness of a
Jenness-Miller costume. Perhaps it's
needless to remark that “the girl in the
picture which heads this column is not
myself. Her costume is made of navy
blue jersey flannel, edged with narrow

silver braid: and the rubber ecap is to

keep her fluffy bangs from getiing damp
and straight. An obliging lady attend-
ant helped us into our suits, and then
disappeared. One of the cousins looked
shyly at the other, and said:

“]-I'm afraid these costumes are real
naughty, Annie: w-what do you think?"”

Annie looked at her shapely ankle
and concluded that the bathing costume
wasn’t any naughtier than a decollete
party dress. The surface area exposed
seemed to be about the same in both.
On the whole she rather iiked it.

The leader of the party, Miss Lilian,
came back from a consultation with the
teacher.

+Oh, girls, he says we ecan all go out
into the big tank and practice, if we’ll
be real careful and not venture into the
deep water alone. Come along, it’s lots
more fun than in this little stuffy tank.”

One trlp satisfied our curiosity. We
agreed with Lilian that it was jusé
lovely, but none of us could be induced

to try the slide again. :
OWhen 1 lsa.wugi.ilian spring into the

tank and swim away as easily and
gracefully as a mermaid, I thought,
“How easy.”  After a haif hour of
hard work and several involuntary trips
to the bottom of the tank, 1 concluded
that swimming is one of those things
which are not what they seem.

“How long would it take to learn?” I

“Why you could learn to swim well
with four or five lessons, that is if you
are not afraid of the water,” said the
teacher with an encouraging smile.

After some questioning he admitted
that although he had thought swimming
in Australia, California and several
other states before coming to Minne-
sota, he had yet to meeta woman
who dared trust herself in five feet of
water without some member of the mas-
caline persuasion close at hand to res-
cue her in case she should taice a notion
to remember her perilous position.

There were several of us wantiong in-
struction, so we had to wait our turn.
The teacher said we could splash about
in the shallow water and amuse our-
selves. We did. The water was quite
warm. and some iron rings suspended
from the roof gave us a chance to prac-
tice in a new element, the exercises
learned at the gymnasium. The build-
ing fairly rang with our shcuts and
laughter, as we splashed and tumbled
about. 2

While resting a few moments and
waiting my turn, as a pupil, I remem-
bered some hints culled from one of
those invaluabie manuals of General
Information, which nobody ever uses,
but which book agents always sell
Among the hints aboutavoiding drown-
ing in case of accident, was the state-
ment, that: “*by exercising a little pres-
ence of mind, nobody need drown, even
if unable to swim, by keeping the head
just above the water, and the arms
paraliel with the hips. one could float
for any length of time.”

Sliding off the edge of the tank. I
carefully and conscientously followed
directions. Instead of floating gently
and gracefully, I sank to the bottom
like a piece of lead. After a seeming
lapse of ages, I emerged with my faith
in beok wisdom sadly impaired, and an
uneasy conseiousness of having swal-
lowed several quarts of water that
wasn’t Inglewoed, and tasted bad
enough to even undermine a Christian’s
prohibition prineiples.

Not easily discouraged, I then tried
to*‘tread water,” as per instructions. I
don’t remember exactly how it hap-
pened, but the girls say that for a few
moments only my feet were visible
above the troubled surface. When
fished out there was a bump on my fore-
head and a strip of skin off my nose. as
aresult of atoo intimate acquaintance
with the floor of the tank.

The teacher thought my experience
ample for one day and advised me to
postpone the swimming lesson for an-
other time. It needed all the encour-
agement and the assistance of the
party-to induce me to venture into the
tank again, but several succeeding les-
soms have taught me that swimming is
a pleasant exercise, and a tank of water
not at all dangerous when you know
how to handle it.
