For
the thirty-seven uncontested seats the
members elected consist of twenty-eicht
Royalists, eight Ministerialists and the
Boulaneist Lehrisse.

munists." Most of the foreien diplo-
matic representatives made ita point to
be in Pans during the elections. Not-
able exceptions were the ambassadors
of Germany and Italy. The boulevards
were thronged until midnight. There
was much cryingof "Down withFerry."
Gen. Isrnatieff was among the crowd of
distinguished foreigners remaining in
Paris. Laguerre poled 621 over the re-
quisite majority. Itseems to be popu-
lar feeling in the French capitol that a
genuine crisis has been reached. A
common remark is that to-day's election
is the most important for France
since the day of Sedan. The
anxiety to obtain returns iBHear-
ing the result in the provinces is very
marked, and every scrap of news bulle-
tined at the leading newspaper offices
to-night is being eagerly scanned by-
large crowds of people. The election is
conspicuously an expression of the pop-
ular wiil.and inthis respect differs from
many previous French elections, which
were merely the registration by the peo-
ple of a result already achieved by their
leaders. The arrangements for the rapid
recording of the results of the elections
reflect the greatest credit upon Minister
Constant. In the dining room of the
ministry of the interior 200 newspaper
reporters were provided withseats

AT A HUGE TABLE,
which was furnished with every con-
venience for writing. The billposters
employed by the Revisionists were hard
at work throughout Saturday night, and
the morning found every available
space covered. Continuous rain after
dusk yesterday evening kept the streets
(juiet. The display of transparencies
by newspapers had been forbidden.
Returns from the provinces are coming

in slowly. M. Thevenet, minister of
justice, is elected inthe Second district
of Lyons. In the other divisions of
Lyons second ballots will be necessary.
In all the divisions of Bordeaux
second ballots will have to be
taken. M. Rouvier, minister of
finance, has been elected in
?Sxasse, in the Alpes-Maritimes divis-

inn. and H. Meline. president of the
dumber of deputies, in Seniiremont in
the Yosges division. Tlie Boulangists

have gained two seats, Millevaye de-
feating (Joblet at Aiuiens and Count
Oreffulte being elected in ileluu. M.
Flourens is elected in Einbrun. There
are only five definite results in Paris.
One Republican. Brisson (who defeated
Thibaudin. Boulangists), and four Boul-
angists. namely: Laguerre, Kevest,

Farcy and St. Martin. Of eleven seats
inPas de Calais the Republicans won
nine. In the other two districts in
Boulogne, where a Conservative and a
Legitimist head tiie polls, second bal-
lots are necessary. Tlie workmen in
the Montmartre district deposited their
ballots early and departed immediately

meanor of the electors throughout the
day was quiet, and there was no crowd-
ing at the polls. After the closing of
the urns there was some excitement in
various parts of the city, especially in
tha bourse quarter. Here tfae different
parties paraded the streets, the Bou-
langists singing popular refrains.
There was a peat uproar at the offices
ofthe l'resse. whore an announcement
ofBoulanger's alleged victory in Mont-
martre was displayed on a transpar-
ency. The news was received with
mingled cheers and hoots by the
rival contingents, and as a row
seemed imminent* the j.oiice and
the mounted guards charged upon

anil dispersed the crowd. Several
persons were arrested. Notwithstand-
ing the fact that an electoral contest
was proceeding, the streets of Paris
early presented a deserted aspect. Bain
cleared the boulevards and kept people
withindoors. Tlie country visitors to

The crowds were good-humored, and
there was no apparent tendency to a
disturbance. The authorities had taken
precautions atrainst a riot,but there was
no display of force in the streets. Sol-
diers were kept in readiness in the
barracks, and the police were ni-^sed
under cover at various points, with in-
structions to remain inactive unless
compelled to interfere. The clergy
of Montmartre ordered prayers in Jiou-
lauger's favor. The Boulanger com-
mittee were in continuous secret ses-
sion directing the contest. There was
a riotat Avignon. A crowd forced the
doors ot the building occupied by the
Boulansrist committee, burned the vot-
ing papers and set tire to the building.
Thence the crowd went to the Boulan-
gist club, broke in the doors, wrecked
the furniture, and drove out the mem-
bers.

Welsh People Warn Each Other

Against Tithe Collectors.
London, Sept. 22.? The bitter feel-

ing in Wales over the tithe question
shows no sign of abatement. The op-
position to the payment of the tithes is
deeply rooted, and has its originin the
fact that, thousrh the benefits for which
this tax was an equivalent, have long
since ceased be shared by the people,

ail complaints and efforts to se-
cure a repeal or reduction of the
burden have been disregarded by
the government. The office of tithe
collector just now is by no means an
easy one to fill, noi even a safe one.
Invarious places, streets and houses are
barricaded, and it is a task ol great

difficultyfor the collectors to reach the
persons of whom they are todemand
tithes. They are then likely to find
that those whom they are seeking have
lied, as the approach of the official is
heralded from afar by means ot guns
and horns, the inhabitants allworking
together in their resistance to what they
consider oppression.

"SMOKELESS" POWDER.

The Ansfrians Have an Article
That Beats the German.

London, Sept. ?The new smoke-
less powder invented by an Austrian
officer, and whichhas just been success-
fully tested by the Austro-Hungarian
government, is said to exceed incarry-
ingpower the similar powder adopted
by the German army, but to be slightly
less "smokeless." In fact, neither is
entirely without smoke, but the German
article is so nearly so as to be practi-
cally perfect. The Austrian powder is
sufficiently free from smoke to make it
nearly as effective as the other, while
its greater power in projection may
make it,on the whole, equally valu-
able.

A Rap at the Chinese.
Guayaquil, Sept. 22.? (Via Galves-

ton>?Ex-President Caamano. governor
of Guayaquil, left yesterday for the
United States as minister plenipoten-
tiary and Ecuadorian delegate to the
Washington international congress. He
has been granted ninety days' leave of
absence. The goveroient has forbidden
the importation of Colombian pesos,
they being inferior to the national coin-
age. The government prohibits Chinese
immigration.

Fireworks for the Snltan.
Tangiers, Sept. 22.? The sultan of

Morocco made a state entry into this city
to-day. Twenty thousand followers ac-
companied him. The city was gaily
decorated inhis honor. The festivities
closed with a brilliant display of fire-
works and a general illumination. The
sultan will remain here ten days. A
Spanish squadron has arrived here.

Probably Discussing France.

DRIVEN TO MURDER.
A Pennsylvanian Kills His

Wife and Mother-in-Law
and Shoots Himself.

The Latter, However, Merely

Plowed a Couple ot Grooves
in His Head.

A Letter Found on His Person
Which Blasts His Wife's

Reputation.

One of the Daughters of John
Hatfield Found Begging

in the Street.

Bellefoxte, Pa., Sept. 22.- AtPhil-
ipsburg. this county, to-day, Seely Hop-
kins, uted twenty-live,shot and killed
both his wife and mother-in-law, and
then made an unsuccessful attempt to
killhimself. Hopkins has engaged in
numerous quarrels withhis wife during
the past two or three months. Two
weeks ago he left home, returnine yes-
terday. They had another quarrel this
morning, in the course of which Hop-
kins pulled a revolver from his pocket
and shot his wife dead. T is occurred
on the first floor of their home, and the
frenzied man. after killing his vifo,
rushed to the third story, where his
mother-in-law was. and shot her. too.
killing her instantly. Hopkins then
left the house and went to a neighbor-
ingliverystable, where he attempted to
killhimself, firing two shots at his head,

but neither of th"m did much damaee
beyond ploughing a couple of grooves

in the topof his skuil. He confessed to
killinghis wife and her mother. The
following letter was found upon him.
which shows the probable motive for
the crime:

The church was draped with mourning
and illuminated magnificently. Mayoi
Langelier, Maj. Wilson and several
prominent gentlemen occupied seats ol
honor inthe chancel. After the servic*
the procession proceeded to Woodfield
cemetery. As the cortege passed in
front of the St. Bridget's asylum thfl
orphans turned out in full force, lining
both sides of the road, and knelt down
with inclined heads before the long
line of the sad train.
