What a vast number of religious fa-
haties there ave in this world. Even in
this eity alone there are hundreds and
hundreds of people who are absolutely
fnsane on the subject of religion, and
ought, for the safety of the publie, to
be incarcerated in insane asylums.
Everybody knows how disagreeable the
weather was yesterday. The streets
were wet and muddy and the atmos-
phere filled with malarial microbes.
About 3 o’clock it rained very hard, vet
throughout it all, with head bare and
mouth agape, stood a man, at the ap-
proach of the Wabasha street bridge,
singing some religious song as loud as
he could.

“Dead to the world and alt its joys.”
sang he, while the rain dm&vs splashed
and spattered on his face. He was are-
ligicus fanatie, and was trying to save
sinners by standing singing in the rain,
and probably catchinghis death of a cold.
Now, if such people are not erazy, what
on earth are they? This man ought to
have been taken care of by the police
authorities, as it was very evident he
was not able to take care of himself.
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The most eccentric fanaties in the
city are the two Hungarian brothers
who live in separate hovels on the side
hill near the \{'estministvntrcet bridge.
They are familiar to every resident of
St. Paul, as a day never passes, either
winter or summer, sunshine or rain, but
what one of these two men
can be seen walking bare-
headed and barefoeted through the
streets. They are doing penance
for the whole world and are making
martyrs of themselves by torturing the
flesh. They generally choose the
roughest streets to walk on and seem to
be best pleased when their feet are
bleeding and they are suffering the
most. If they find & piece of bread
they carefully place it in their pockets
and when they get home burn it asan
offering. The strangest part of it all is
that both of the men are clever wood
carvers, and one of them works at his
trade a week while the other walks the
streets doing penance. The next week
his place is filled by his brother, and he
in turn goes out to suifer for the sins of
+the world. This is kept up the whole
year around. The men are such a
familiar sight on the streets now that
nobody molests them. So from morn-
ing until evening they walk up and
down, never speaking to anybody, but
with lips constantly moving in prayer.
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On Rice street near the interseetion
of Como avenue, lives an old lady
named French. She is nearly eighty
years old and as blind as a bat, and has
been so for the past forty years. Yet
such a remarkable memory has she and
so well versed on the Bible, that she is
able to quote whole chapters from any
part of the Scriptures. The old lady is
uow in her dotage and is taken care of
by a son who is employed in the rail-
road yards. She does nothing now save
sit in front of the fire grate or at the
window where the sun can shine on
her, erooning and mumbling some lines
from the Bible and continually wigg-
ling her thumbs backward and forward.
If a stranger addresses her she will
reply by some Biblical quotation. She
never makes a mistake in her lines
either, and her son defies anyone to
detect a flaw in his mother’s Biblical
knowledge.
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There are a great many of these so-
called religious enthusiasts who are
rank hypocrites, and simply adopt the
mask of piety for some purpose of their
own. Some time ago one of the subur-
ban Methodist churzhes here had quite
a sensation. Oue of the sisters, who
had always been very devout, got up in
church one Sunday morning and an-
nounced that she had been to heaven.
She had always claimed before this that
she was subject to trances 1n which she
saw heavenly sights and prophetie vis-
ions. This last time she claimed that
she had been in heaven three whole
days, and to her interested auditors she
iold about how her soul bhad taken
wings one morning and soared into the
infinite beyond. 'The streets of heaven,
she said, were paved with gold and dia-
monds, and the whole place in fact was
one chaotic blaze of splendor.

Among these were
several wags who determined to expose
the heavenly visit as a *fake.”” Know-
ing that the sister who had told the story
was a firm believer in Spiritualism they
put up a job on her and invited her to
attend a private circle.

THE RUN OF CATTLE,

Why Orders for Patent Cars
for Montana Were Coun-
termanded.

Rangemen Holding Back on
Account of Prevailing
Low Prices.

A Strong Effort Being Made
to Strengthen Current
Prices.

Total Shipment- East of Cat-
tle by Roads Through
St. Pau’

In an endeavor to lesseun the rush of
cattle to the Northwestern markets the
Montana stock growers are decreasing
the volume of shipments for .a time by
postponing their loading wuntil later
dates than those which they had figured
on. A. R.Jones, Northwestern agent
of Street's Stable Car line, said to a
GLOBE reporter yesterday: ‘1 have
just received notices of orders having
been countermanded by Northwestern
cattlemen to the extent of eighty-six cars
on the Manitoba, and 180 cars on the
Northern Pacific and other Northwest-
ern lines: a total of 266 cars. We had
considerable equipment up there, and
had just sent 150 more cars. I have had
to write the company that there is suf-
ficient equipment on hand to last nntil
the first of October, and perhaps beyond
that date. Although I had expected
that the equipment was only about suf-
ficient to meet the requirements of the
present. The large supply, and conse-
quent low prices of cattle, have
caused the countermanding  of
these orders for cars, and the
continuance of unfavorable markets
wiil probably result in a further reduc-
tion in the number of cattle to be
shipped from the Northwestern ranges.
The castle owners would rather hold
their stock on range feed a little longer
than take $2.50 or $3 for range steers
with the tops bringing only $3 or $3.70.
We have been handling the bulk of the
range stock this year, but we are not
likely to make anything on the North-
western run. 1 do not say this com-
plainingly, but it is a business
proposition that the same cars used
in a distriect where they could be kept
actively at work would bring us better
returns. The effect of these counter-
manded orders will be te reduce the
shipments during the week, and they
will probably decrease the ‘run’ of the
season.”

President Fitch, of the Union Stock
Yards Live Stock assoeciation. 1n refer-
ence to the above said: **Maybe the
Western men not only seek to strength-
en prices but also hope to secure some

concessions 1 freight rates. In view
of the extremely low  prices
of cattle their movements are

not surprising. The large number of
cars held back and the districts from
which the countermanding orders eame
indicate that not two or three, but in-
stead, quite a number of Western cat-
tlemen have realized the situation.
While most of their stock when ripe
will come forward. yet they ean delay a
little, and delays are likely to leave cat- |
tle on the range that otherwise would |
be marketed. !

“1 noticed,” said Mr. Fitch, “the !
GLoBE article on the Northwestern cat-
tlerun of this season, and its figures
up to the present time are close to the
records. The numbers of cars sent
eastward by the various railway lines
are as follows:

“These 1,629 cars contained about
33,000 head and with the shipments of
Western cattle that went through Min-
nesota southward and elsewhere, the
figures of the GLOBE have been reached
even though the above table included
1,000 head of horses. Some ot the roads
may have shipped out a few common
cars that eseaped the notice of the
transfer accountants. More cattle have
been slaughtered in Minnesota this sea-
son than ever betore, and a large pro-

ortion of them have been ‘rangers.’
While the Northwestern cattle come
into competition with the native stock,
they are so much preferable to the com-
petition of *“Texans’ that their arrivals
meet with but little objection. A lit-
tle let-up on them may strengthen the
values of natives a littie.”

A CARNIVAL iS CERTAIN.

Bat the Veto of the Appropriation

Will Prove a Heavy Damper.

The turning of the leaves, the dewy
grass and the inclination of the atmos-
phere toward frigidity remind one very
forcibly of the fact that winter is draw-
ing near. Winter here in the North-
west, especiaily in St. Paul, is one con-
tinued round of preasure, as then the
Carnival City is at its height. St. Paul
is know all over the world now as the
Carnival City, and is famous for its
winter festivities and ice palaces. The
fact that winter is approaching again
has stirred the Carnival association
men.ters to action, and it is very prob-
able that arrangements will be made for
the most successful earnival yet held.
Tne annual meeting of the as-
sociation will be held some time
next month, although the exact date has
not been set. Things will not eome as
smooth, though, as in former years, as
the carnival treasury is empty, and His
Eminence, William R. Merriam, has
shattered all hopes for any municipal
aid. Through the kindness of the legis-
lature the city was aliowed $20,000 asan
appropriation for affairs of the carnival
kind, but that appropriation has long
since been used up. It was for the pur-
pose of assuring the suceess of the 1590
carnival that another bill for the appro-
priation of $20,000 was passed through
the legislature last winter, and things
looked brighter than ever. But Gov.
Merriam, in his all-wise way, could
not see the necessity of spending any
money in advertising the city, so he
singled out the appropriation bill out of
hundreds of others and vetoed it. That
threw a damper on the wiole business.
What money the association did have—
about $5,000 in all—was expended in ad-
vertising the earnival tor 1889, which.of |
course, as everybody knows, did not
occur on account of the banana belt
weather that prevailed here. Now,with
no money in the treasury and oo hope
for assistancee from the city, the asso-
ciation iniends to do its utiost to getup
an ice palace at any cost. It will have
to be done by private subscription, but
some hard work will have to be dore to
realize the required amount. It is hoped,
however, that the business men of
St. Paul will see the benefit and
put their shoulders to the wheel and
their hands in their pockets. During
the two menths in preparing for and the
holding of the carnival everybody is
busy, and money to the tune of between
$600,000 and $500,000 is put into  circula-
tion. 1t fills in the void and puts life
into that portion of the vear which is
otherwise necessarily dull. Besides,
the benefit derived from the advertise-
ment and notoriety which the eity re-
ceives is incaleulable. The palace this
time will be built on the West side,near
the Robert street bridge, as ealculated
last year, and will eutwrival anything
ever held, either here, Montrral or St.
Petersburg.

THE SUNOAY FIRE FIEND.

Arlington Hilis Again Terrorized
by the Incendiary Monomaniac.
There was great excitement over on

Arlington Hills last night. The people

were terrorized agaiu by the work of

Incendiary Jack, the Sunday night fire-

bug. Five fires were charged up

against him' the preceding Sunday
night, and when two more buildings
were fired early yesterday evening the
whole populace was aroused. Shortly
before 8 o’clock a fire was started in the
cellar of a new $4,000 residence on the
corner of Greenbrier avenue and Wells
street. A quantity of shavings were
scraped into a pile in one corner and
used for kindling. Officer Hanson dis-
covered the blaze soon after it had been
started, and, with the assistants of resi-
dents of the vieinity, extinguished it
before any serious damage was done.
The house was unoccupied. At 8:15
the fire department was called out by
another blaze in a summer kitchen in
the rear of Andrew Johnson’sresidence,
at 869 Greenbrier avenue, one block
distant from the first fire. The blaze was
started in 2 quantity of rags and paperin
one corner of the shed, but was discov-
ered in time to prevent material loss.

Both fires bear unmistakable evidence

of being the work of an incendiary, and

there is no doubt that all the fiendish
work in that vicinity has been done by
the same hand. At Mr. Johnson’s house

a slight clue was obtained that may lead

to the discovery of the perpetrator.

About five minutes before the fire was

discovered three small boys playing

near the house saw a man enter
the summer kitchen. But a min-
ute or so eiapsed before  he
came out again and walked
rapidly away. They described him as
a man of medium height, wearing dark
clothes and a straw bat, but could not
discern his features on account of the
darkness. No such individual is known
to Mr. Johnson’s family. From the
fact that his work has been confined to

Sunday, the idea prevails that the fiend

is a laboring man employed during the

the week, and that he is affected with a

peculiar monomania. The distrietisa

populous one, inhabited prineipally
by iaboring men and mechanics,
who own their little homes, rep-
resenting years of hard labor. They
recognize the fact that none of their
homes are safe until the monomaniac is
placed under arrest, and should he be
caught in the act of firing another build-
ing his fate mny be asorry one. The
great erowd of people that gathered
about the Anderson house last night
was a very angry one, and loud threats
of vengeance were heard. Long after
the firemen and police authorities had
left the place, knots of excited prop-
erty owners gathered about the place

| and discussed their unpleasant situa-

tion.

Upon this text, drawn from the Epis-
tles of St. Paul, Rev. W. S. Vail
preached to the Universalist congrega-
tion yesterday. The idea of the text is
not hard to understand. It teaches the
embodiment of the religious life so fully
that a person may become a kind of
concrete demonstration of the word he
brings to the pecple. And inelucidating
my theme, I shall ask you to follow me
in the footsteps of a man who seems to
me one of the best modern examples of
union of precept and example. Far to
the north and west lies a bit of territory
little known save to the traveler, and
from Alaska I bring my sermon to-day.
A great many years ago William Dun-
can asked privilege to make his home
in Fort Simpson until he could master
the language of the natives, affirming
his attention at that time to devote him-
self to their development and improve-
ment. He was a bright, able man, but
" to understand his work we must under-
stand the possibilities of his position.

What, then, are the possibilities of
ecclesiastical ambition? A Wolsey is
one of the developments of every age,
and is found in all churches. Your
church politician is worldly wise. He
makes use of the position to gain his
ends. He has visions of high, easy

laces, and knows that he has a very

arge value in appealing to a certain ele-
ment desirable to all leaders. Like Wol-
sey, too, he usually gets all that pomp
and plate, and palace can give a man to
make him happy. But witlr all this he
is apparently humble, smooth and
pious, and one always recalls the
saintly ecclesiastic of Browning. who,
looking on the boy who had never had |
a good meal, himself dressed in satin,

flashing - the diamond from his finger,

and thinking of his elaborate dinner

and raying: ‘*‘And so, my boy, you are

minded to give up this miserable

world.”

THE CHURCH POLITICIAN,

too, is not without a certain hope of

E!org. Do you remember the bishop of

St. Praxed’s? how he called the sons

and told them of the one hope he had so

long cherished, the hope of making a-
tomb for himself that would outrival

all others? how he had preserved the

gem that his silent nrarble figure might

hold the same in 1ts hands and startle

with admiration all who saw it? Such

thoughts and ambitions and hopes have

filied the minds of religious men. They

presented themselves as 1deals of this’
man.

The other ideal was that of devoting

his lifé to the development of noble

thought and high eharacter, of carrying

tomen the revelation of what might

be possible to human life were it

possible to rouse man from his torpor

With the Dbelief that he must devote

himself to man, Mr. Duncan left for the

distant Jand. Will you stop to think

what he sacrificed? When he stood on

the walls of Fort Simpson what a deadly

sorrow seized him as he beheld a man

torn limb from limb and his body eaten!

And when he saw the terrible medicine

man failing in the attempt to cure, con-

demned an innocent girl to death, what

need of reform presented itselt to him!

And when he went out from the fort
withont arms and only a Bible in his
hand, he saw broil and riot in the village
below, heard the howl of the mountain
lion in the hilis, while in the moonlight
white snow-capped mountains held
watch and word over the scene; he
seemed going to an unequal fight.

And when he eommenced his work,
what did he rely on as evidence of his
truth?

What is the best evi-
dence ot the Christian religion?

The grandeur of the
ocean should be apparent the moment a
man sees the wide sweep of boundless
waves. No one need to explain the per-
fume of the rose. And ifa man really
has the spirit of Christ in him, if he is
an epistle written by the spirit of the
living God, no eouncil or conventien
can take away his claim.

The desert blossomed, wise men eame
toseeand to praise; buthis superiorsin
the church of England thought toc mueh
laxity was indulged, and made his life
so much a burden that he left the vil-
lage of Metlakatla and retreated within
Ameriean territory. A thousana In-
dians came with him. A new island
was found, and thoagh stripped of their
property, they began life anew. In the
new villaze to-day the same industry,
sobriety and thrift prevail.: A new
sawmill has just been sent to their
home, and in the near future we may
hope to see this village among the fore-
most in the development of all that is
good in Alaskan life,

And the lesson is the embodiment of
the Christian life in a man. He had no
creed of solemn import beyond the
comprebension of most people.
