CHICAGO, Sept. 23.—President A. G.
Spalding, of the Chicago Base Ball club,
was interviewed last night regarding
the big base ball trust. He said:

“I shall not retire from business on account
of the great plot, but get the best ieam I can
get together next season and go on. The
plotiers may get grounds in Chicago but
they will not play at ‘Black Stocking Park.”
That is certain. Ileased the land five vears
from the Richmond estate. The lease expires
this fall. but I bave nad an understanding
with a partner of Agent Ciark, who has
communicated with Mrs. Richmond, so that
for a certain sum ] can have the park next
season. Notihing will be done about it until
the war is over; and there will be war. 1 was
not prepared for suca a ponderous pHlot. The
league has taken a fatberly interest in the
Brotherhood, recognized it upon its declar-
ation by President Ward that it was a benev-
olent order and aimed to improve the morals
of its members. It can have no grievances
that caunoi be done away with by the league.
Last June President John Ward cailed on
me,” continued Mr. Spalding, “and asked
that the committee of which I waschairman
call a speeial meeting of the leagne to
consider complaints from the brotherhood.
‘What are the complaivts? 1 asked. Mr.Ward
was eautious and said that the brother-
hood wanted a modifieation of the sales sy»-
tem. & consideration of the case of Catcter
Sutcliffe agaivst the Cleveland elub, and the
abolition of the classification law. 1 said to
him that those were not great grievances and
that I realiy did not see the necessity for
calling 2 meeting while the champion season
was on, but promised to get the ideas of
Messrs. Young and Day, my committee asso-
ciates, and notify Ward of the result. Messrs.
Young and Day agreed with me, and I sent
the promised notification w0 Mr., Ward
at Pittsburg, July 2.

care of which it became & possibility? What
will be the conduet of the teams? Can they
stand loss and can the men behave them-
selves, stick together, and make personal
sacritices for the general good? Certainly
base ball can gain no immediate benefit If
the plot thickens, and out ot it springs the
Brotherhood's league. Ifsuch a league comes
