The Love Tree, a Peculiar Trop
ical Plant.

The Allegheny greenhouses have a
peculiar attraction at present in the
shape of a blooming *love tree.” The
plant stands just inside the entrarce-of
the palin house, and it attracted the at-
tention of all the visitors to the con-
servatorles.

The “love tree' or philodendron dili-
ciosa, is a tropieal plant, its elime being
Brazil. 1ts usual growii g places areon
the rocks, and, as a wali plant against
a Louse, it develops rapidly. The leaves
are large and peculiarly shaped, having
deep incisions, which divide them into
many elongated false leaves. The blos-
soms resembles the flower of the calla
lily in color and size, and it combines in
its fragrance all the delicious perfume
of the e¢n ire flora,

A peculiarity of the plant is the fruit,
which takes a whole year to develop
and ripen. Mr. Hamilton, who showed
the reporter the *“love tree,” pointed
the fruit out. 1t looks like the ear of a
large cow.

*It will not be ripe until next July,”
said Mr. Hamilton, **but it is well worth
waiting for, because 1 do not believe
that there is another fruit so delicious
as that of the ‘love tree.”

CHicago, Oct. 1.—Wheat was aclive again
to-day. The prinecipel news of the day was
bearish, but for the greater part of the ses-
sion the local trade was sufficient to boost
prices and give the appesrance of strength,
This was deceptive, for the bottom fell out
of the little bulge betore 1 p. m., when there
was a break of 8jc¢ in December ir a tew
minutes. At the opening prices were a trifle
improved from last night on light deliveries,
The wheat on ocean passage was reported
at a decrease of 70,000 bu for the week.
This was all there was in sight in the shape
of bull news. On the other hand, the re-
ceipts at Minneapolis and Duluth reached
close to 900 cars. The receipts here were
294 cars, or nearly 50 cars over the
estimate. The weather was on the
bear side. There was an increase of
850,000 bu in Liverpool stocks. Prices
here were also off range with the other
markets. It wasa little strange. therefore,
that before noon Octoter wheat was put
from S1%c to S2¢, December from S83c to
831sc, to t415¢, and May from 855g¢ to S64kce.
There was good buying on the first bulge,
with December at 833@S83tec. and May at
8615c. Later there was a slight aip to the
bottom prices of the uay, already named;
then the slow, gradual bulge to the top
prices named at 12:30 o'clock. It was at
this hour that December dropped from 837&e
&3t5¢c. without any previous sign of weak-
Cables were not of any consequence.
At New York Wall street bought some wheat
and a few exportersscld. Export clearances
were light, only 86,000 bu at New York and
Phiiadelphia and 12.000 bu at New Or-
leaus. The break in wheat at 12:30
to 83ts¢ for December was followed by
a further dip to 827gc before the close.

Closing prices vere 1@tc lower glwx yes-
terday. The break was caused by hedvy sell-

ing. Deliveries of wheat were very light.
Receipts, two days’ inspection. were 202 cars
winter wheat. 92 cars spring wheat, 671 cars
corn and 324 cars oats by rail and 39,600 bu
corn and 14,000 bu oats by canal. With-
drawals from store were 27.832 bu winter
wheat, 396,959 bu corn and 71.668 bu oats,
Deliveries of corn were very large. Itis said

contracts caused great weakness in this
month, and prices declined to 3034 October;
later prices recovered to the closing figures.

Later there
started a buying of October wheat which put
the price to $11.5). The tables turned in
short order,as it by a prearranged plan.
