All the Power of the Federal
Administration Is Behind
the Scheme.

HELENA, Mont., Oct. 4—The Repub-
lican managers stili refuse to admit
that the Demoecrats have secured a ma-
jority inthe uext legislature, although
they admit the election of Toole for
governor. The returns so far, while
unoflicial, show a sure Democratic ma-
jority in the legislature of at least four,
with all chanees of it reaching nine.
The Republicans are shouting fraud,
and the Democrats say the scheme
of the Republicans is to wait
until they see just how many
Democrats they will have to throw out
before they can eontest the legislature,
and when this is known they will com-
menee operations. The feeling is be-
coming very bitter, and at the firstinove
of the Republicans to commit any out-
raze there will be trouble. Yesterday
the Democeratic managers held a meet-
ing to consider the situation and this
morning the Independent. the leading
Democratic paner, contained the follow-
ing editorial under the caption **They.

Their plot to
defeat the will of the peop ¥ trumping u
flimsy and fraudulent charges, on whicE
they hope to throw out the entire
vote of precinets giving heavy Demoeratie
majorities is known and will be defeated.
The scheme of beaten candidates and ais-
appointed senatorial aspirants, as batched
in a back room in this ecity yesterday, to
overthrow the solid majority for Teole and
uuseat the. Demoerat members of the legis-
lature in a neighboring county is a desperate
and dangerous undertaking, in which hon-
esi men can take no part and from which
discreet men wonld shrink.

Prohibition Carries in North Da-
kota by a small Majority.
Special to the Globe.

Farco, N. D.,, Oet. 4.—Eighteen
counties officially return a vote of 11,509
for Miiler, and 4,884 for Roach. Barnes,
Dickey, Grand Forks, La Moure, Nel-
aon, Pembina, Riehland, Rolette, Stuts-
man and Walsh, report majorities for
Miller, nefting 3,980. Towner county
givas a majority for Roach, of 57. The
counties not yet officially eanvassed are
Bottinean, Biilings, Emmont, Feester*
Griggs, Hettinger, MeHenry, Mercer,
Oliver, Pierce, Traill and Wells, The
twelve are unoflicially reported to give
1.060 net majority for the Republican
ticket, with the outlook that this will
be increased by the returns from the
unorganized counties, This gives Miller
6,625 from the first named eighteen
counties, 3,923 from the next named
counties, and 1,060 from the last, plac-
ing Miller's majority In the state at
11,808, which the official count will not
probably change 100 votes.

PIERRE, S. D., Oct. 4.—Excitement in
Pierre since Tuesday’s election is una-
bated, bat out of it is coming one of the
Jargest real estate and building booms
ever recorded. To-nigut’s train was
made up of six coaches, each
packed  with  passengers. It is
thought the rush to Pierre will
soon equal the stampede to Oklahoma
during its first days of settlement. Men
from every seetion of the United States
are here, and during the dav hundreds
of thousands of doliars’ worth of real
estate has changed hands. Speculators
are going cmzf‘. Fortunes are made
in buying and seliing every hour.
Deais = of Immense wmagnitude are
made by telegraph., and there is
complaint that the wires cannot carry
all the business that pcople are anxious
to transact. Petitions are being sent to
the Western Union headgquarters to in-
erease the telegraph facilities here at
once. Ex-Gov. Chureh, who was the
ehief manager of Haron’s capital cam-
paizn, came here to-night. He will in-
vest here heavily and remove to this

city. Other prominent men from
all” parts of the state are here
and will Joeate in the capi-

tal at once. Every hotel, dwelling
and business honse 1s packed fuil, and
the demand for more room has reached
sueh proportions that buildings by the
score are being started. Preparations
for receiving and entertaining the mem-
bers of the new legislature and state
officers are going torward, and thc?-
will receive a royal welcome on the 15th
inst, when a session is called
to elect two United States senators.
Before the winter meeting the city
will erect large pavilions to accommo-
date the legislature, and numerous ho-
tels are perfected for the same purpose.
The boom has crossed the river, and
every foot of the mile square set aside
by the government for town site pur-
poses is taken. The question is whether
speculators can be kept from encroach-
ing on the Sioux reservation. Indian po-
lice are constantly patrolling the line and
warning people off. It is thought the
government will bave harder - work
than was experienced in Oklahoma be-
fore spring in keeping settlers from
going on. ‘The present boom keeps up.
Outlying tracks of land for several

miles aronnd Pierre are being
platted. thrown on the market
and sold hke hot eakes. FProp-

erty iuside the ecity limits improved
is selling at agents’ figures. Every
train that arrives is met by brass bands
and processions, with cannon booming
and fireworks. Sueh is the boom Pierre,
the capiial of South Dakota. is having
at the present time, and no one knows
when it will end.

MELLETTE IS NOI POPULAR.

HILL'S TRUMP GARD.

The Old Manitoba Railroad
Will Soon Be No
More.

It Is to Be Swallowed Up in
the Great Northern
Railway,

The Most Gigantic System of
Railroad in the
World.

There Is More in the Deal
Than Appears on the
Surface.

7. J. Hil has played his ace of
trumps. The Manitoba road uifder this
name, which has long been a misnomer,
will cease to exist. How many other
roads will be absorbed remains yet to
be seen. The scheme is the product of
the brain of the Manitoba magnate and
sprang therefrom, full-grown and in
fighting trim, as did Pallas Athene
from the brain of Jove. It isthe fore-
cast shadow of this coming event which
has caused the remarkable rise in
Manitoba stock. ‘The anuouncement
had-a rather dampening effect upon the
stock, which sagged off three points,
holders evincing an unecertainty as to
their opinions and a tendency to unload.

A new company will be formed under
the name of the Great Northern Railway
of Minnesota. To this will be leased
the Manitoba road,with all its branches
aud appurtenances. The * authorized
capital stock of the new company will
be $40,000,000. Of this £12,000,000 will
be preferred stock, entitled to dividends
as such at the rate of 6 per cent per
annum, non-cumulative and free from
taxes. No addition can be made to this
preferred stock without the econsent of
the holders of three-fourths of the pre-
ferred stock outstanding. The balanece
of the stock, $28,000,000, will be held
*by the Great Northern railway, sub-
jeet to future disposition for its bene-
fits.”” The $40,000,000 are offered
at ar to the stockholders of
the Manitoba road, each man having
the option of takinz one share of Great
Northern preferred stock for each share
of Manitoba stock owned by him on
Nov. 15 prox. They will be required to
pay $0 a share in cash, the balance
being paid by the trans®er to the new
company of certain assets amounting to
$22,000,000, subject to the collateral
trust mortgage of $8,000,0 0, which will
be redeemed by the Great Northern
Railway company.” Bonds ‘secured by
this mortgage will be accepted on ac-
count of subseriptions to the preferred
stock. All the stoek of the Manitoba
road and Northern line of steamships
will be deposited in trust for the bene-
fit of both companies. The Manitoba
road wiil lease all of its roads, rolling
stock and other chattels to tiie new com-
pany for a period of not less than
ninéty-nine years, the new company
agreeing to pay sufficient rental to
guarantee dividends on the $20,000,000
of Manitoba stock at the rate of 5 per
cent, payable guarterlv. The Great
Northern Railway company will guar-
antee all the obligations of the Mani-
toba, and indemaify it against all lia-
bilities.

Sueh is an outline of the scheme which
the fertile brain of J. J. Hill has been
gestating for some time. The publica-
tion of the circular giving details
caused econsiderable comment among
railroad men yesterday. The general
opinion seems to be that there is much
more behind it than appearson the face,
In the first place it, doubles the eapital
stock of the Mavnitoba road. The last
annual statement of this road showed a
heavy falling off from its receipts of
last year, and was more than a disap-
pointment to every one. The reason
for its loss is to be sought in the fact
that the extension of the road that runs
out into Montana is in a region
of country that is absolutely unsettled.
While there is a good local traffic in
parts of Northwestern Dakota, the di-
visions from there west to Great Falls
are practically uninbabited save by a
few prairie dogs. The through traffic
between here and Helena is not large
enough to make such a line pay. That
it is Mr. Tlill’s ambition to reach forth
his arms to the Pacifie coast is well
known and admitted. A project with
this end in view has been outlined in
these columns within the last few days.
This inerease of eapital it is thought
will enable the road to be completed to
the coast. A transcontinental road
might pay, where one stopping short of
the coast would not.

But it is hinted by men at Mr. Hill’s
right hand that the new road is likely
to absorb a good deal more than the
Manitoba. That it will take in the
Eastern Minnesota and Montana Cen-
tral there can be no doubt, as these,
though ostensibly under a separate
management, are part and pareel of the
Manitoba. Sir Donald A. Smith and
S.r George Stephen have their fingers in
we pie. I'bis provably means that the
Duluth, South Shore & Atlantic and
Minneapolis & Sauit Ste Marie will be

obbled up. By its alliance with the
f}aundian Pacific this would form che
most  gigantic system  of rail-
road in the world, and when ex-
tended to the Pacifie coast, as
reliable information states will be
done soouer than most people expect,
would form a chain of roads such as
was never dreamed of a few years ago,
and will become a poteut factor in the
Northwestern business. Another de-
velopment may be expected at once, and
that is an extension of the Eastern Min-
nesota from Sioux Falis to Sioux City,
where it will connect with the Union
Pacific. The big men in the uew road
will be J. J. Hill, Sir George Stephen,
Sir Donald A. Smith and Gen. Thomas,
who will form a strong combination.

J. J. Hill was asked yesterday after-
noon what he could say about the new
deal. He replied: “I have no informa-
tion to give be;‘ond what bas already
been published.” An effort was mads
to interview Mr. Minot, but he sent
word that he was too busy to see any
one.

Gov. Larrabee 1s After the Com-
missioner of Railroads.

[LABOR'S BEST FRIEND.

Powderly Publicly Disproves
the Charges Made Against
Him by Enemies.

No Less Than Ten Forgerieg
Unearthed at a Mass-
Meeting.

Jay Gould’s Treacherous Ree
pudiation of a Solemn
Promise to Strikers.

An Appeal to Knights to Close
Up and Perfect Organ-
ization.

St. Lovrs, Mo., Oect. .—Ever since
the announcement that the general exe
ecutive board of the Knizhts of Labor
would meet this week in St. Lonis, pub
lic attention has been Kkept fixed on
Grand Master Workman Powderly and
his board by a constant series of at-
tacks which have been made upon
them and their organization by disaf-
fected members and ex-members,
Powderly’s opposition to the ape
pointment of Detective Furlong to the
United States secret service and
his exposure of alleged ecrookedness
in the attempts to obtain the appoint-
.ment afforded the disaffected elements
and Furlong’s friends an opportunity
to join forces in an attack which they
have been boastiug would compel Powe
derly’s retirement and destroy the
Knights of Labor. Sinee his arrival on
Tuesday, Powderly and the board have
spoken only at private mectings of
knights, but to-nizht it was announced
that Powderly would meet and disprove
all charges which enemies have been

HURLING AT HIS HEAD.

On Wednesday, Detwiler, of Chieago,
and Blake and M. D. Shaw, of St,
Louis, spoke at a publie meeting, maks
ing charges ad lib. against the Knights
and their officers, and to-day Furlong
addressed an open letter to Powder]
through the press in which he cha
lenoged his truthfulvess and made a
number of serious charges azainst him,
The expectation that ]Sowdurly would
answer all these drew an immense
crowd at to-night’s meeting, Central
Turner hall being erowded to ifs ute
ing room  being oeccupied.
