The near future
will see more and more consoldation of
roads. and ir this alene is to be found
the soiution of the
PROBLEME THAT CONFRONT UR.

1t will be a slow proeess, but it is in-
evitable. When this has prozressed
sufficiently far a gigantic “irust’” may
be formed. It may not b2 called a
“trust,” as the word stinks in the nos-
trils of a certain class of people. It
must be called an association. 1t must
have no bearing upon the stock marke!
and must not be of the naturcof a
secret society, but must be to ali intents
and purposes & corporation. It will
have many corporate parts. For in-
stance, the country could be di-
vided up into territories and all thelines
operating within each of these terri-
tories could be formed into a 1 with
one central management. The roads
operating between St. Paul and Chi-
cago would form one such pool. between
Chicago and New York another,between

Chicago and St. Lonis another, and so |

forth. Of course, the details of this
partition of territory would have to be
carefully mappea out, and itis tooearly
to begin tc dothis now, exeeptin a gen-
eralizing, broad way. Non-paying
branch lines would have to cease to
operate, or be operated on_ alternate
days or twice & week, aceording to eir-
cuinstances. All the roads within each
of the different territories would be
operated under one management and
the profits divided pro rata on some ar-
ranged basis, which might be the
amount of business done. Sueh a
system of territories would have
to be under the absolute control of a
central office, which woula have abso-
lute authority over the whele country.
This would form a gigantic pool, of
which every railroad in the country
wonid be a part. Interterritorial boesi-

ess would be figured up at the central
offices and

THE PROFITS DIVIDED

among the roads cn the same basls as
those of the individual territories.

Such a pool might be formed on the
basis of a corporation, with a capital
stock suifoiently large for necessary
purposes. otock could be issued to
stockholders in every road in exchange
for their old stock. All mortgages and
ponded indebtedness weould have to be
redeemed as soon as possible. The
issne of stock would require a goed deal
of calculation to ascertain how many
shares would be necessary, aud in what
proportion to the shares in the present
companies it should be issued. Many
other sueh detalls should be figured out
when the time came, but are mere
questions of mathematics.

Such & pool could regulate every-
thing for the benefitof its stockholaers,
and by judicious management could
keep out all internecine warfare, cut-
ting of rates would be a thing of the
past, charges to the public would be
greatly reduced in proportion to the re-
duction in cost of management and
operating expenses. The federal and
state governments would have no more
chance to interfere, and a miilennium
would be the result.

Taken to Protect Him From
Assassination.

Under Pressing Insistence He
Will Favor Bismarek With
An Interview.

The Iron Chanecellor Is Sus-
pected of Playing a
Double Game.

BeRLIN, Oct. 5.—Qfficial telegrama
from Fredensborg, received at Potsdam
and the foreizn office to-night say that
the czar will start for Berlin on Thurs-
day next. Accerding to the present
programme the czar will go to Kiel. jour-
neying thence by way of Oldersloe and
Schwarzenbeck to Berlin. This pro-
gramme is subiect to alteration. M.
Schirinkine, <lef of the ezar's
secret police, passed through Berlin
to-day on hizs way to Kiel. He is
accompanied bp the inspector of impe-
rial trains. The ezar’s special train,
once owned by the E.npress Eugenie,
lies at the station here. havine come
from Wirbalten. There are swarms of
Russian police here. at Kiel and at the
stations along the proposed route. Rus-
sian troops line the rails from Wirbai-
len to Moseow. The precautions taken
far excel those on the occasion of the
former visit of the czar, and are due to
his intense fears of an

ATTEMPT UPON HIS LIFE.

The czarina leaves Copenhagen on
Oct. 12 for Konigsberg,reioining the czar
atsome point on the howmeward jours
ney. Only Ceurt Minis er Worontzow
Paschkoff and Aldes-de-Camp Generals
Tehereirne and Ricliter will accompany
the ezar. Under the pressing insistanco
of Count Schouvaloff, the Russian am-
bassador {o Germany, the czar will ac-

cord Prince DBismarck the de-
sired interview. As soon as
the promise of a conference
was  received, the semi-official

press was instructed to deny the state-
ment that the government iniended to
apply to the reiehstag for a military
credit of several hundred mwillion
mairks. To-night the National Gazette
turns upon itself, deelaring that no
money demandsof any importance were
ever contemplated by the government.
The statement that the movements of

Russian  troops were threatening
the safety of the frontier 1is
likewise pronounced exaggerated.

The czar will pass forty-sight hours be-
tween Potsdam ard Berlin. Nothingis
expected to result from ‘his meeting
with Prince Bismarck. The Moscow
papers ridicule the idea that the ezar
will accept any conciliatory overtures
unless they are well backed by solid
concessions. An uneasy feeling ap-
pears to prevail in the Austraiian ofti-
cial eirele, it being feared that the
chancellor is about to make a new
move by offering to assist in restor-
ing Russian dominance in Bulgaria as
an inducement to draw the czar from a
French alliance. The Vienna, Fem-
denbatt’s article advocating the recog-
nition of Ferdinand as prinee of Bul-
garia, has been quoted by the North
German Gazette without comment.
Other semi-official papers leave German
support doubtful. although the Vienna
cabinet is known to attach supreme
imiportance to lhe question. rince
Bismarek is suspected of
PLAYING A DOUBLE GAME,

It is thought on the one hand he wil
threaten the ezar with a movement
looking to the firm establishment of
Bulgarian independence, while on the
other hand he will offer an entente
based on a p:oposal that Russia shall
have a freer hand to deal with Bulgaria
and intervene in Armenia. 1Itis cer-
tain that if the ezar receives
Prince DBismarck’s provosals with
colduess, recogniticn of Ferdinand
by the porte, the powers form-
ing the tripie alliance and England
will be the immediate sequence. The
sultan has already agreed to recognize
Ferdinand, and only awaiis the visit of
Ewperor William before issning a for-
mal proelamation to that effect. The
Kreuz Zeitung to-day reproduced Em-
peror William’s article in the Reichsan-
zeiger rebukicg its attack on the Cartel
parties. The Zeitung frankly adds
that it assailed the National
Liberals beecause convineed that the
line of policy of the Cartel parties ander
the influence of the National Liberals
was injurious to the state: and by virtue
of the spirit of loyaity that has sni-
mated its eriticismn, it now bows betore
the opivion of the emperor. The re-
sponse of the Kreuz Zeitung, generally
admitted to Le dignified and well pug,
eouceals its mortification and Junker-
thum at finding that the emperor has
unabated confidence in the chancellor's
international policy, and that he is also

READY TO RESENT TOADYISM
from the ultra-Conservative. The
weight of the imperial rebuke isen-
hanced by the announcement thatit
was written by the emperor solely on
his own initiative, and without the
Enowledge of Prince bismarck. All
parties feel the imoortance of the utter-
ance for the coming elections. It will
help squash the ultra-Conservatives,
an enormously  strengthen  ihe
United Conservative and Nation-
al-Liberals. The news from Athens
that a fever is ravaging the
populace there, and that several cours
oftieiais are among the victims, alarms
the imperial circle. The emperorisdue
at Athens on the 28th inst. If the epi-
demic ccentinues the marriage fetes will
Le curtailed. The present programme
of three days fetes and a review of 23,-
000 troops will be reduced to a quiet
marriage ceremony. The preparations
that are being made® at Con-
stantinople for the reception of
Emperor William indicate a prolonged
stay. It is reported that he will remain
two weeks at the Turkish capital. He
will be accompanied by Count Herbert
Bismarck, The !ength of the emperor’s
visit is attributed to an intention to in-
quire into the condition of the Turkish
army, =nd to test the statement of Ger-
man officers that the drone is still abie
to maintain a standing army 0f400,000
men.
