the Penalty.

He Makes a Dramatic Plea
and Is Cheered in

Court.

Foul Murder of a Lake Mari-
ner by Besotted Ship-

Federal Officials Riddle the
Bodyof aDesperado With

Bullets.

Raleigh, N. C, Oct. The Boyle
rape trial here proved intensely Inter-
esting to-day, and the entire day was
devoted to arguments. The courtroom
was packed with people, who gave the
closest attention to the long and able
arguments of opposing counsel. Boylo
was quiet, and paid less attention to the
faces of the jurymen than he did yes-
terday. Thomas P. Devereux, for the
prosecution, argued that Boyle had for
some time before committing the
crime pursued Geneva Whittaker,
and she had thought of him
only as her spiritual father.
Argument closed at 1:30 p. m., and
Judge Armfield at once began his
charge to the jury. The jury in the
Boyle rape case returned a verdict of
guilty, after being out three hours, and
Judge Armiield sentenced the ex-priest
to be hanged, but pending execution of
the sentence, granted an appeal to the
supreme court of the state. Boyle made
a dramatic speech, denouncing the op-
posing counsel, and attributing the
verdict to prejudice. lie was so earnest
that he was applauded.
