HARRISON AS. HOST,

The President Gives a Grand
Reception to the Knights
Templar.

Every Soldier of the Cross
Welcomed at the White
House.

Assistant Secretary Bussey
Rescinds Tanner's “Order”
Abolishing $2 Ratings.

Such Loose Methods Never
Before Prevailed in the
Pension Offica.

Wasm~zGToN, Oect. 9.—The eye,
sated with the sight of splendid spee-
tacular street parades and handsome
floral indoor decorations, eould still find
much to admire and gratify the sense
of the beautiful and pietaresque in the
appearance of the White house to-
night, on the occasion of the reception
tendered the visiting Knights Templar
by President Harrison. From the south
portico of the White house the seene
was an ideal stage pictare transferred
to the open air and set in a border of
nature. Rows of large Clinese lanterns
were strung on wires beneath the trees
on each side ot the grounds. Other
rows of lanterns encircled eclumps
of plants and foliage here and there,
while at various points, well adapted to
enhance the eflect, were cireles of small
colored glass globes, lighted by elec-
tricity. Within docors, the decorations
were also varied from the ordinary dis-
play of potted plants and cut flowers.
Palms and other plants were used, but
were relieved by Masonic floral designs.
Over the doorway leading from the
main corridor to the East room. two
Awmerican flags were draped. while on
the opposite side, and facing those who
entered, two other large national flags

WELCOME. SIR KNIGHTS,

were placed in red flowers. In the cen-
ter of the room, on a mass of potted
plants, was a hauberk in red and white
immortelles, supported by two erossed
swords, worked in the same flowers.
Over the mantels on each side of the
room were a Maltese cross, a shield and
two other iusignia of the Templars’
order made of red immortelles. 'The re-
eeption began at 8:30 o’clock, and was
to have lasted until 123 but, owing to
the great throng that desiied (o shake
the president’s hand, it. was consider-
ably after that time before the last
Knight passed through the line. Thou-
sands of Knights and their lady friends

were received. The gates were opened
at  8:15, and the long line of
Knights that were patiently waiting

marched to the door. The reception
committee then entered, and forming in
the corridor, were presented to the
president and party, who came down
stairs promptly at 8:30, 2s the Mariue
band stationed in the corridor played
“Hail to the Chief.,” The president
then took his stand at the entrance ‘o
the Blue room and
THE HANDSHAKING BEGAN.

The president was asgisted by all the
members of the cabinet exeept Secre-
taries Blaine and Proctor, and by Mrs.
Harrison, Mrs. Miller, Mrs. Windom,
Mrs. Rusk and Mrs. Noble. The pre-
sentations were made by Eminent Sir
Knight Myron M. Pavker, of this ecity.
The knights, generaily accompamed by
one or more ladies, passed quickly
through the Biue room and theuce to
the East room. After lingering here
a short time, they descended by way
of the stairs of the Green room into
the garden below. Although there was
no delay, the number in line was so
great that at 9:30 there was still in wait-
ing a line of people two deep, stretch-
ing from the door of the White house to

i the gate nearest the state, warand navy

department building. thence down the
avenue to the western end of the treas-
At the close of the re-

ful display of fireworks in the White
lot. The exhibition drill of Knights
Templar commanderies at the eapital
base ball grounds this morning, was
witnessed by more than 4,000 peocple.
The gay attire of the knights was eon-
spicuous among the erowd, while the at-
tendance of ladies was very large.

The day was Dbright and Dbreezy.
As each commandery marched on
the ground it received liberal applause.
The Apollo cammandery. of Utiea, N.
Y., the first to appear, executed the pe-

enhar evolutions of the Knights Tem-
plar with grace and precision. Louis-
ville, Ky., commandery followed and
showed the spectators the perfection it
had attained in the

maneuvers. At the conclusion of their
drill Grand Commander Rvan, of Ken-
tucky, on behalf of Mrs. John A. Strat-
ton, of Louisville, presented the De
Molay commandery with a handsome
basket of flowers. The Detroit com-
mandery, sixty members, came next and
for so large a body of men did exeellent
work. 1ts marching and countermarch-
ing and other maneuvers of like charac-
tor, were executed in a manner that
elicited admiration and applause. But
it was “the bovs” who carried the day
by storm. When “The Little Com-
mandery” from the Masonic home at
Louisville, Ky., came upon the field,
accompanied by the De Molay and
Louisviile ecommanderies, with their
bamds playing “Old Kentueky Home,”
the spectators cheered vociferously.
The boys executed the most difficult
maneuvers known to the Knights Tem-
plar mannal drill and the various figures
with such perfection in detail that it
was difficult to discover a flaw in any
movement. Theapplause that followed
fairly kept the boysdrilling to the sound
of constant cheering.

To-day’s spectacular feature of the
grand encampment Knights Templar
was the parade of the Nobles of the
Mystie Shrine. The procession formed
near the treasury building and marched
thence to Fifteenth, K and Nianth
streets to Pennsylvania avenue to the
capitol, countermarching thence to the
place of starting. Owing to its novelty
and the air of mystery surrounding the
order, the affair attracted considerable
attention, and the pavements along the
line of mareh were thronged with spee-
tators. Lulu Temple, of Philadelphia,
turned out over 200 Nobles, nearly all in
the regulation uniform and was alto-
gether the most notable body in the

CORRECTING A TANNERISM,

Tanner’s “Order” Abolishing $2
Ratings Rescinded.

WasHINGTON, Oct. 9.—Assistant See-
retary Bussey to-day rendered a deeis-
ion in the pension appeal case of Lunde-
ville, late a private in the Vermont vol-
unteers service. which he reviews and
rescinds the “order” issued by Commis-
sioner Tanner on the 25th of last April
abolishing the rating of $2 per month,
and establishing in its stead the sum of
&4 per month in all eases dating from
March 27, 1839, The assistant secretary
in his review of this order says:

“Jt appears that, glcmﬂng the report on
this appeal, the chief of the law division of
your office referred the case to the medical
referree for an opinion as to whether, under
the present practice of the burean of pen-
sions, the claimant is entitled to any ad-
vance of the site ($2) for chronic diarrheea.
In respouse to this request, the medical ref-
erree, in a slip dated May 8, 1889, says: ‘In
accordance with an order from the imnor
able commissioner, he is entitled to $4.18
from March 27, 1889.” I find by refarence
to a communication, dated the 2d inst.. and
addressed by the acting commissioner to the
secretary of the interior, that the order re-
ferred to in the aforesaid slip is as follows:

‘April 25. 1889—Order-~In all cases where
a pensionable disability is found. the rate
allowed shall not be less than $4 per month,
to date from and including March 27, 1889,

James Taxxer, Commissioner.’

The foregoing order ot the commissioner
seems to be the only ground upon which the
proposed increase of claimant’s rating (32
for chronic diarrhea) is to be based, but the
question ralsed: Isthe orderitself cousist-
ent with the establizshed precedeuts of the
aepartment, or in conformity with the meth-
ods whereby & pensionable rating, having
been conferred upon & claimant, may there-
after be legitimately mo<ified by increasin;
or otherwise changing the same? A carefu
examination of this inquiry impels me to
answer in the negative. Excepting the rat-
ings that are expressly fixed by congressional
legislation for specific disabilities, for pen-
sions based upon military rank and tor serv-
ice pensions, the ratings made by the bureau
of pensions are determined by degrees of
disabllity. as the same may be ascertained by
medical examinations of claimants. In con-
formity with the authority bestowed upon the
bureau of pensions, the ultimate rates of

nsion for non-specific disabilities are so

ivided and subdivided as to constitute a
schednle of ratings predicated upon degrees
of disability ascertainable by medical exam-
inatlons. 1t was in pursuance of sucha
schedule that the rating ($2 per month or
one-fourth total) was allowed this claimant
for alleged chronie diarrheea, and the theory
of this practice requires that a similar rating
for a similar disability shail be given to all
equally deserving claimants, Itis upon this

rinciple alone that a system can be enforced
Pn accordance with justice to all who may
seek 1ts benefits, and one of the essential
features of this system is that an increase of
pension must be datermined by an increase
of disability, as the same may be found by
medical examination. In view of this fact,
it is obvions that,-if it were admissible that
rates of pension for non-specific disabilities
might be increased by a mere order of the
commissioner of pensions, uninformed by or
regardiess of medical evidence as to the
degree of said disabilities, the whole schedule
of ratings for such disabilities might be oblit-
erated, or revolutionized by a similar order.,
and as a consequence the grossest inequali-
ties, not to say the most flagrant injustice
might be established in the practice of the
Eeusiou office. And it may be properly added

ere that it such an order might by legiti-
mately enforced by the commissioner in one
case, he might by a “stroke of the penin
crease and rerate all pensioners for mnon-
specific disabililies without any restraint ex-
cepting his own diseretion. The error of the
above-mentioned order issned April 25,
1889, by the late commissioner of pensione,
is manitest and the rescinding of it neces-
sarily follows. It has neither the color of
law nor the authority of precedent, how-
ever, if it appears to you in the light of a
medical examination that the pensioner is
entitled to an increased rating foran increase
of disability from chronic diarrhcea you will
proceed to adjudicate his claim accordingly.

Fiendish Attempt to Poison a
Venerable Priest.

ONEIDA, N. Y., Oct. 9.—Rev. Father
James Keily, of this place, is seriously
ill, and the ecircumstances econnected
with his illness point to a crime of mur-
derous intent. He celebrated mass in
the rink yesterday morning and partook
of about two teaspoonfuls of the wine,
when he was at once seized with great
pain and a burning sensation in the
stomach, which he regarded as symp-
toms of poisoning. He quickly retired
from the altar, and making known his
situation sent to a drug store foran anti-
dote. The emetie had the desired effeet
of relieving his stomach, but none too
soon, A physician was summoned and
applied the best known remedies for
poison. Father Kelly was deathly siek
when conveyed to hizs home. One of the
parishioners yesterday went to Spracuse
to have the wine in the bottle analyzed.
Several tests were made, each disclosing
the presence of arsenic in large quanti-
ties. The theory is that some one en-
tered the rink by means of a false key
Sunday or Menday night and put the
deadly drug in the small bottle of wine
left there, as arsenic was found scat-
tered on the table on the altar.

A PALACE IN ASHES.

Stude baker’'s Magnificent Resi-

denc * Destroyed by Fire.

Sovrn Bexp, Ind.,Oct. 9.—The mag-
nificient stone house of Clem Stude-
baker, and which cost about $300,000,
was almost entirely destroyed by fire
this morning. The residence was one
of the larzest and costliest in the West.
1t was built of Iudiana field-stone, with
tile roof and copper facings, and the in-
terior was finished in the costliest of
native and foreign woods, while it was
furnished in the richest style through-
out.

’eloek this morning in a cluset opposite
Mr. Studebaker’s *den’” and under the
rear stairway. 1t was evidently caused
by spontaneous combustion of some oil
rags which painters had been using and
thrown in there. Next to the closet was
the elevator shaft, reaching to the roof,
and by this the flames shot and spread
all over the building in an incredibly
short time. The servants had a narrow
escape, and Mrs. Studebaker herself was
found out on the terrace nearly in-
sensible and dangerously burned, and
clasping her grandehild in her arms.
Owing to the careful manner in which
the stroeture was built and its supposed
security from fire, Mr. Studebaker car-
ried but $25,000 insurance.

CLEM DEPARTS FOR HOME,

of South Bend, Ind. While the party
was dressing on the train in Worcester
after sunrise this morning, a messenger
entered with telegrams for the various
members; of these was one for Mr.

Hon. Clement Studebaker—The house is
burning. The family were alarmed in time
to make their escape. Come home at once.”

Another dispatch, filed about two
hours later, read:

~The walls are saved but the inside of
the house is almost entirely con-
sumed. Everybody escaped without injury,
and most of the hooks and pictures were
saved. Come atonce.”

One of the anticipated points in the
itinerary had been a visit by the excur-
sionists to Mr.-Studebaker’s home. Sad
and anxious Mr. Studebaker at once
took leave of his colleazues at Worces-
ter and started toward hus home.

secret was out. On opening the box in
the safe deposit vault Mrs. Green found
a letter from her husband saying he
never expected to retarn: fhat he had
paid up all his debts and had little
money left, and advising her to sell the
house she is living in.

LISWELL'S HARD LUCK.

The Captain of the Swift Says He
Was 1wun Down Intentionally.

HAvrrax, N.S. Oct. 9.—Capt. J. W.
Liswell, of the ship Minnie Swift, which
was recently sunk in a eollision with
the French steamer Geographique, has
arrived here. Nothing of importance
was noted, he states, until the 1ith,
when the barque Suletta was fallen in
with, water-logged and dismantled.
Twelve of the Suletta’s erew were taken
from the riﬁging by the Swift. Her
captain au two sailors had been
drowned. Capt. Liswell’s account of
the collision with the Geozraphique
does not differ from the story already
printed. The meeting eany in the
morning of the 2d; the sud-
den change in the steamer’s
course; the disastrous results to
both vessels, and the subsequent pick-
ing up of the survivors by the bark
Petitcodia are graphically reiated by
Capt. Liswell. He thinks those in
charge of the steamer ran him down in-
tentionally. The statement of Capt.
Paussett, of the Geographigue, was re-
ceived here to-day from St. Pierre. He
says that when he retired at1l a, m.on
Wednesday the weather was bright.
The steamer began filling rapidly and
shortly after 11 a. m. went dowu. Capt.
Paussett saved himself by jumping into
the sea and swimming to the boat. A
fireman and two English sailors were
also on board at the time. He does not
know what became of them. The
captain says he was told by the first
lieutenant that the Swift was changing
her course and he could not see her
lights very well. The steamer’s lights,
he avers, were burning all night.

SLATTERY Is SINKING.

The St, Louis Millionaire Who
Was Slugged Is Dying.

St. Lovis, Mo., Oct. 9.—Capt. D. P.
Slattery, the victim of the brutal as-
sault at Jefferson and Cass avenues last
Sunday morning, is worse to-day, and
there is some anxiety among his friends
as to his ultimate recovery. His im-
provement was suddenly checked to-day
and he is now suffering more than at
any time since he was so eruelly beaten.
His wounds consist of a long cut in the
back of the head, a badly battered face
and a number of bruises on the body.
To-day he was much troubled with
severe pains in his temples and the top
of his head. This may be due to nerv-
ousness and reaction, but there are
fears that the wounds are more serious
than was at first supposed. The dia-
mond ring and stud, which it was sup-
posed Alex Hunt, his assailant, had
swallowed or concealed, are still miss-
ing, and the matter of the assaultis
still somewhat of a mystery, except that
all indications point to it asa partof a
scheme to rob Capt. Slattery.

A SIMELE SENSATION

Was the Rumor of the B. & 0,
Alliance With Loeal
Roads.

Northern Pacific and Wiscons
sin Central Officials
Laugh at It.

The Saskatchewan Valley Ate
tracting Railroads To-
wards Its Wheat.

Local Railroad Intelligency
and Gossip of the Sev-
eral Offices.

Sensational dispatches were published
in Chicago and St. Paul papers yesters
day to the effect that the Northern Pa«
cific and Wisconsin Central railroads
were about to form a coalition with the
Baltimore & Ohio, and that the first
mentioned road would build a railroad
to Alaska, W. S. Mellen, general mans«
ager of the Northern Pacific, and S. I%.
Ainslie, general manager of the Wise
consin Central, were asked yesterday
what there was in it. They both
laughed, saying they had heard abso-
Intely nothing of it exeept what they
had read in the papers, and entirely dis-
credited the rumor.

‘The origin of the rumor lies, doubty
less, in the fact that the Baltimore &
Ohio has been looking for terminal fa.
cilities in Chicago. While there the
officials of the road examined the new
depot and terminals of the Northern
Pacifie and Wisconsin Central. The
rumor is by no means new, however, a
similar article having been widely
printed six months ago. The consolidae
tion of the Northern Pacific and Wise
consip Central was admitted at the time
to be with a view to eastern extension,
but it is the Grand Trunk and not the
Baltimore & Ohio with which the
Northern Pacific desires a ecloser allis
ance. The Grand Trunk isa road thag
has been disappointed in its projects on
more than one occasion, and has an
aching desire to tap the Northwest soas
to come into competition with its hereds
itary rival, the Canadian Pacific. The
Grand Trunk was after the Duluth,
South Shore & Atlantic at the time Van
Horne snapped it up, and was much
chagrined at the way in which the
Canadian Pacific euchered it. The
great wheat rezions of the Saskatche-
wan have caused the directors of the
Grand Trunk to cast their eyes
westward for a means of tapping
them. The Northern Paeific’'s exs
tension in Manitoba and the
Canadian Northwest made it a most de«
girable ally. The Manitoba road was
out of the question in this connectio
being so intimately associated with th
leading men of the Canadian Pacific.
The Northern Pacific has had its eyes
turned eastward for a trunk line ally so
as to give it equal facilities on the Ats
lantic as it has on the Pacific eoast, and
enable it to run through trains fro
ocean to ocean. This is the dream o
Henry Villard’s life. and as both lincs
would receive mutual benefit from tha
allianece, it is only a auestion of time bes
fore the Grand Trunk becomes a pore
tion of the Northern Pacific sysiem, so
far, at least, as the purposes of shippin
are concerned. The Wisconsin Centra
depot and terminals in Chicago will acs
modate all the lines _and a traffic ar-
rangement with the Baltimore & Ohio
is the utmost that is likely to happen.

As for the story that the Northern
Pacific will build to Alaska, such &
rumor is wildly absurd. No one credits
it and most people would think Villard
and Oakes had lost their senses if there
was any truth in the rumor. The dise
tance is vast and such a line would run
through an absolutely unseitled region,
1t would have to eompete against a fine
line of steamers making short time and
an easy trip on practically iuland
waters. Suech eompetition would be too
much for them for wnany years to come,
and though a railroad down the Mackens
zie river basin is a practieal certainty at
some time, 1t must be at a pretty distan®

ate.
