THE CITY HOSPITAL.
Sudden and Astonishing De-

sire That It Shall Be
Abolished.

A Row Among the Exposition

Directors That Promises
Fun.

Jewish Scrolls Supposed to
Have Been Stolen From a

Synagogue.

A Day's Doing's in the City

About two years ago a great ado was
made because Minneapolis had no city
hospital. The city really was in a de-
plorable condition. Almost daily some
one was injured on the street or taken
ill in such a manner as be rightfully a
charge of the city. There was no fixed
place to carry the patients. The plan
was to distribute them among the pri-
vate hospitals of the city, and yet no
one of them were obliged to take
a city patient if they were
crowded or for any reason it was
inconvenient. Moreover, an order from
the city superintendent of the poor was
necessary for admission to any hospital.
At that time it was found absolutely
imperative that the city have a place

where patients could be taken and
there be no question about their being
received and cared for. The city was
poor itis always poor when things of
absolute necessity are to be paid for;
and in lieu of a new building an old
one was rented, and through the agency
of one or two hustling city officials
was converted into a very adequate hos-
pital. Itseems to fill the need very well.
No complaint was made of It or the
work it was doing. Itcame to be
looked upon as a permanent institution
of the city, and one that could not be
done away with.

Suddenly within the last fewdays Itis
announced that the 'hospital is to be
abolished and the old slip-shod method
of treating maimed humanity is to
be resorted to. No reasons are given

for the action. There are forty-five
patients now in the hospital. Itcosts
but $5...... a week per capita, an amount
much less than the private hospitals
will take patients for. lhe rent tor the
buildingis paid fora year and ahalf yet.
The city has only recently paid ?10,000
for gas fixtures," an equal amount for
heating apparatus, large sums lor in-
struments, medicines, furniture, and
numerous little accessories, allof which
will be practically thrown away. Be-
sides this the hospital is innice run-
ning order, with a good force ot at-
tendants, and is just such a comfort-
able, home-like place for the unfortu-
nate as the city should have, lthas
taken work to "make itwhat it is, and
ifitis not all it should be itis a good
start for something better, when this
great metropolitan city, with thou-
sands of dollars to expend on parks and
boulevards tor the wealthy, millions
to spend for court houses and public
buildings for the powerful and those in
authority, can spare a few hundred to
invest in a building for the deserving
unfortunate.

But the pertinent question Is: What
is the cause for this unexpected and ap-
parently unwarranted action on the part

the administration? Why should a
growing citylike Minneapolis be with
absolutely no hospital to which her pa-
tients may be taken. There is no ques-
tion but that the city must have a hos-
pital at a time iii the near future.
Why, then, should the embryo
be
'

destroyed. Why should this
administration of retrenchment and
reform, alter expending several
thousand dollars in fitting up and
leasing such a place, abandon it and go
to the additional expense, not to speak
of the greater question of inconven-
ience of throwing all city patients into
private hospitals.

To use an inelegant but expressive
phrase. '"There is a nigger in the wood-
pile somewhere," and interested parties
willnot have to look far to findhim.

The state university now offers, oris
willing to otter, a piece of property as a
donation lo the city tolie used as a site
for a city hospital. The university
is not rich, ami while there is
no proviso in the offer, it takes
no foresight lo see that if the
hospital were located in the university
grounds il would serve as an admirable
laboratory for the practice oftbe classes
in clinics "inmedical school. There are
those in the city council immediately
interested in the university.

Ina short time, with no hospital, tho
old cry would lie raised for such an in-
stitution. The city, of course, would be
poor. The university authorities would
offer the site, lt wouldappear like get-
tingsomething for nothing. The city
would doubtless accept the land, build
the hospital under the wing of the uni-
versity, and it would practically be a
portion of that institution.

This is exactly what the city should
not do. Acity "hospital should be an In-
stitution distinct trom the dominating
Influence of any medical school.

The present "building is good enough
for a year and a halt yet. It will an-
swer every purpose of a hospital. In
the meantime tliecity finances willhave
an opportunity to recuperate, a sire
can be purchased and a building
erected. The accessories of the hospi-
tal can be removed, with the patients,
to the new building and the founding
of a new hospital will not have to be
re-encountered.

A FINK OLD ROW.

Several Staid Gentlemen Treated
to Some ofBlethen's Aggressive-
ness.
An executive session Isa dangerous

thing, as has been shown by the ex-
perience of the board of education, the
police commission, board of trade and

j other bodies. The latest organization
i to fool with

_
star chamber session and

get hurt Is the exposition directorate.
That body held an executive session
Tuesday and hasn't recovered from it
yet. That body is made up largely of
the same element that composes the
board of trade, and that disagreements
should follow is to be expected. The
leading light in the rather amusing
controversy that has arisen is the fiery
and inflammable A. J. Blethen, who
''writes pieces for the Minneapolis
Tribune." backed up by Lieut.-Col.
Charles W. Johnson, who is in the city
pending the meeting of congress, and
the directors, headed by D. M.Gilmore,
J. C. Eliel and A. B. Barton. What
started the internecine warfare
seems to be the criticism that
was made of the Tribune's course
in announcing that the exposition
was "510.000 in the hole" this year, It
is now given out by Manager Byron
that the Exposition deficit, including
the $7,500 debt of last year, will not

amount to over $12,000. This willleave
the actual deficit for this year in the
neighborhood of ?5,000, and certain
members seemed to think that the
Tribune's flaming announcement that
there was a big deficit was unjust, un-
called for to a degree ? that bordered
upon the heinous crime of "betraying
the interests of the city." They pre-
sumed to criticise Mr.Blethen, and he
roared in return that itwas the an-
nouncement in the Almighty Tribune
of "JIO.OOO in the hole" that brought out
the peoDle on the last week to the aid
of the Exposition, and pulled itout of
the hole, to use his same phraseology.

The further result of the disagree-
ment was tho appearance in the after-
noon edition of the Tribune yesterday
of a bitter attack upon the anti-Bleth-
enites, of which the following is a
sample:

"Ruled by the Minority," "The Star

Chamber Session of the Exposition
Directors," "The Public be ,'\u25a0 "The
Non-Progressive Element on the Board
Governs It,""Some Old Fossils," etc.

"The star chamber element is led by
I). M.Gllmorc, with .1. ('. Eliel and A.
B.Barton as acting lieutenants. Itis
strange, but nevertheless true, that the
Gilmore and Eliel factions do not com-
mand the majority of votes on the ques-
tion of star chamber sessions. When
the meeting is called to order. Capt.
Gilmore says: 'I-oppose this Jis an ex-
ecutive session.' S. C. Gale, the chair-
man, answers: 'Unless there is oppo-
sition it will be considered so,'
and without a word of com-
ment either 'aye' or 'nay,'
the choice of the board is sup-
posed tobe echoed by rapt. Gilmore.
The star chamber element represents
the non-progressive element, tho ele-
ment that has not sufficient interest in
the exposition to walk over tothe build-
ing when meetings were held there.
givingas an excuse that it was too far
away. Itis this element that has hung
around the manager's neck and has
clung to him like an old-man-o-the-sea,
dragging him down when he or other
directors advanced a progressive idea,
and severely criticised the expenditure
of 10 or 15 cents.

'?This fossilized element so success-
fullydampened the ardor of the more
progressive directors, that for quite a
while now they have run things their
own way. The element has run things
witha high hand, and not until the last
meeting was there an open opposition
to them."

To say that the gentlemen so attacked
weie exceedingly wounded, mortified
and scandalized would hardly express
it. They labored under the impression
that they had been conferring a lasting

benefit upon the city by their volunteer
services. And now to be called "fos-
sils," '"non-progressive"! Besides they
were all qiuet gentlemen of staid busi-
ness habits, and Blethen's "aggressive"
manner and harsh words shocked their
sensibilities.

J. C. Eliel fairly gasped for breath
when he read the screed, and said I
have no answer to a thing like this.
When a man throws mud Iwon't throw
mud back, and when he throws mud at
me from behind a fence 1pay no atten-
tion to it.

S. <'. Gale could only say: "Iwas
not present at the last meeting, but the
whole tenor of this statement, so far as
it affects the general action of the board
is extravagant and misleading. There
has been no "old fossil,' 'old-man-of-the-
sea' clement in the board of directors.
There has been some hot discussions
ofmeasures and men. but on the whole
there has been a remorkable unanimity.
Mr.Eliel has been a progressive and
energetic member of the board, as well
as Mr. Gilmore and the others who are
mentioned here as 'fossils.'

Capt. Gilmore and Mr. Barton have
not been herd from up to to-day. but it
is understood they consider Blethen's
attack tobe unworthy of reply.

Just what the progressive Mr.Blethen
willhave tosay inhis morning edition
is only tobe conjectured, but the guess
is made that he will repudiate the at-
tack of his evening edition, and that he
and George K.Shaw will again prove
that they are editors of two different
papers, united or divided as necessity
demands.

THE SACKED SCROLLS.
Allegations That They Were Stolen

From a Jewish Synagogue.

The sacred bonds of the Ah Ilavath
Scholem congregation have disappeared.
Three weeks ago last Saturday, at the
meeting of the congregation in the little
store room at Sixth avenue north and
Thirdstreet, there was a break in the
ranks. President Zimmerman called
upon all members who had failed to
pay their dues to please respond or
consider themselves as strangers, but
the delinquent failed to do so, and
as there was about an equal division of
the house, Isaac announced that there
would be no meeting. After the meet-
ing broke up. the delinquents bribed
the janitor. it"issaid, to permit them to
remain and conduct the meeting, which
he did. Soon as the janitor left they

loaded up all the stray furniture and
departed with it. Zimmerman finally
decided to call the law in requisition

and an action in replevin was
brought to get possession of "two
scrolls of the law, written in
Hebrew characters," valued at 3175. a
lot of furniture, and some llebrew
prayer books, valued at 5250 in all. The
papers were filed on Monday by Johu
T. Byrnes, Zimmerman's attorney,
against B. Babenowitz, D. L.Kofman,
H.Nunen and Jacob Nunen, charging
them with withholding the above-men-
tioned property from its rightfulown-
ers. Officer Magaanlen began the
search Tuesday, but as yet has not suc-
ceeded inunearthing tne treasure.

COUXCILi COMMITTEES.
Twenty-Five Hundred Dollars to

Be Appropriated for Entertain-
ins the American Congress.

The committee on ways and means of
the council recommended yesterday
that the sum of 12,500 be appropriated
inorder toentertain the representatives
of the American congress. They also
recommended an appropriation of
$10,000 to build a police station in North
Minneapolis, at the corner of Nineteenth
avenue north and Third street.

The committee on roads and bridges
considered the proposition of the St.
Paul, Minneapolis *

Manitoba railroad
to build a bridge across the tracks on
Laurel avenue, but the motion toac-
cept was lost by a vote of3 to 2.

The committees on public grounds
and buildings and sewers also held a
session to consider bids for supplying
the city with coal. A$5,000 appropria-
tion willbe required to insure the par-
formance of the contract. About 1,200
tons of hard coal and 1,400 tons of soft
coal will be required for the ensuing
year. Allcoal bought must be delivered
in quantities required by each depart-
ment, which must be inspected by the
city engineer, or an assistant. Allbids
presented were considered inexecutive
session.

R. L. Penney, at-
torney for the Manhattan club, is under
the Impression that the social club does
not violate any ordinance of this city.
"The intent of the liquor law," he said,

"is to suppress tho evils that result
from the sale of liquors in saloons. I
have no objection to the arrest of any
man or keeper of any dive who makes
himself a nuisance, but a social club
has none of these evils. There is a dis-
tinction between a party of fifteen or
twenty persons associating themselves
together for social purposes and a sa-
loon, but the prosecution say that when
liquor is sold and paid for by ticket, it
is illegal, and they propose to test it,
and the club

men regard this
action an infringement on their
personal liberty." Ifthe action against
the Manhattan club is successful. In-
spector Hay states, he will carry the
war into"Africa" and stop them all. as
he looks upon them as mere subterfuges
to escape paying a license.
