THE AJLHANISAN CREED.
Its Insertion in the Episcopal

Prayer Book Deemed Inexpedi-
ent.
New York,Oct. 10.? After the read-

ing of the morning prayer byRev. Dr.
Doty, of Western New York, and the
pronunciation of the benediction by-
Bishop Watson, of Eastern Carolina,
the general convention ofthe Protestant
Episcopal church went into regular ses-
sion again to-day at 10 o'clock, with
Lev.Dr.Morgan Dixin the chair. The
secretary. Rev. Dr. Hutchins, read a
number of messages from the house of
bishops informingthe house ofdeputies
that a number of changes in the book
of common prayer had been resolved
upon, and that the house of depu-
ties concurring notification of these
changes should be sent to the
several dioceses preliminary to
action upon them at the next general
convention. The standing committee
on prayer book reported, substituting
psalm 04 for psalm 69 in the proper
psalms forgood Friday: that the hymnal
Nunc Dimittus has been legally added
to the book of Common Prayer, and
that the insertion ofthe Athansian creed
is deemed inexpedient. The reports
went on the calendar. The committee
on constitutional amendments reported
in favor of an amendment to the con-
stitution, providing that no change shall
hereafter be made in the book of com-
mon prayer or the articles of the consti-
tution, unless it has been adopted by
a majority of the house of deputies and
bouse of bishops of one general conven-
tion, and similarly approved by the suc-
ceeding convention. The resolution
was adopted. Dean Gardner.of Omaha,
presented a memorial to the committee
on liturgical revision, recommending
an addition to the office for
the burial of the dead, com-
mending the departed soul to its creator
and savior. An objection being made,
itwent on the calendar. Resolutions in
reference to provisions for an increase
ofchaplains intbe army; tor increased
religious provision for seamen and for
proportional representation in the gen-
eral convention were offered. They all
went on the calendar. At 11 o'clock
the report of the committee on the ju-
dicial system of the church being the
order of the day, came, up for discus-
sion. After along discussion the vote
was taken on tho resolution, which
reads:

Inevery diocese the mode of tryingpres-
byters and deacons may be instituted by the
convention of the diocese, except in so far as
tl"general convention shall otherwise pro-
vide.

The resolution was lost, the vote
standing: Clerical, 23 ayes and IS nays,
5 divided: lay, 23 ayes. 24 nays, 2di-
vided. The house adjourned at 12:35
o'clock until 9 o'clock to-morrow morn-
ing. At1o'clock the delegates partook
of the luncheon to which the missionary
society had invited them in the Acad-
emy of Music. and in the afternoon they
listened to addresses made before the
society by a number of missionary bis-
hops, who told of their work arid ex-
periences in their respective fields.
A large missionary meeting was held in
the Academy of Music this afternoon.
Bishop Tuttle, of Missouri, conducted
the preliminary services, and the other
bishops and clergy occupied seats on
the stage. Bishop Dudley, of Kentucky,
presided. Speeches were made by Dr.
Courtney, bishop of Nova Scotia; Rev.
Philip Brooks, of Boston; the mission-
aary bishops ot Wyoming and Idaho
and Hon. Seth Low, the newly elected
president of Columbia college.

C. T. Pearsd), Mount Union. 0.. a
butcher, complains of thirteen pigs
nearly all weak in hind legs: began to
be so the first month; were at time of
writingthree months old. In explana-
tion of the above a correspondent of the
New York Tribune says: "The trouble
appears to be altogether in the legs, not
in the back. Are of thiee different
sows; are kept ina good-sized open pen,
part board and part earth floor; eat
well, are In good flesh, but don't grow
much." "The sows were, Ipresume,"
writes F. 1). Curtis, "fed on offal, and
corn, the former containing too much
nitrogen and the latter carbon. They
lacked phosphate food, succulent food,
and coarse food for bowel distension,

Give them less of these concentrated
foods rich innitrogen and carbon, and
put them on fresh grass and feed bran
and middlings. The pigs larked mater-
ial for bone and no doubt were made
feverish by the highly concentrated
foods. Ifnot able to torn them out to
pasture cut fresh grass and clover and
feed them in the peri. Green corn stalks
will also be good. Itnothingbetter can
be done, give them ground bone. Some
coarse food should always be fed to
hogs when eating flesh offal, and es-
pecially when fed to young pigs. The
most of their food should be bran or
shorts, with verylittle offal."

HER BODY CREMATED.
The Remains of Mrs. Van Wisse

lingh.ofPhiladelphia, Reduced
to Ashes.

The body of Johanna yon Wissellngh,

dressed in the white alum winding
sheet and plunged iuto the fierce 2,000
deg. Falir., floated away on the winds
yesterday afternoon and rose unseen to
join the huge banks of clouds in the sky-
above the crematorium at German-
town.

The great round columbarium or min-
iature above-ground catacombs of Rome
was filled at 2:30 o'clock with friends
and relatives of the dead woman. Supt.
Maytrap and Manager Kelligreceived
the casket from the undertaker, ltwas
put in the center of the room on a plat-
form of an elevator even with the floor
and protected by brass railings.

A great black cloth was placed over
the casket. The . elevator rod was
pulled. The black cloth hung still
upon the railing,but the coffin was no
longer there. Itwas down twenty feet
below. The husband of the dead
woman watched the proceedings down
there.

The casket was taken toa back room.
A little foot-tub filled withalum dis-
solved in water standing in the comer
was the only thing Inthe room besides
two stands. On one was the coffin, on
the other was the iron crib. A sheet
was dipped in the alum water, wrung
lightly,and, wet as could be without
dripping, was placed on the iron crib.
The corpse was put in it. The sheet
was folded over it. They carried the
crib to the long arm extending from a
truck, the long iron arm ? with its two
iron hands hooked to the crib handles at
either end carried the. corpse and laid it
down in an oven that melts nickel off
like ice. There was a swish of steam
as the black iron door %vas banged shut.

Terrible pictures have been drawn of
a burning body in the crematory. The
imaginative eye dwells upon the twitch-
ing flesh as ina frying pan, the eyes
staring wide, the hair waving and float-
ing as in some mysterious fluid, the
movement of the lips as though ina des-
perate effort tosay yet another word to
friends, now frightful contortions of
the face and steaming.crackling grease.

This is allimaginative nonsense. The
subjects, watched closely throughout
the whole process, are first enveloped
hi steam.

HEAKT.BKOKEN HORSE.

Instances in Which Death Has
Been Caused by Eqnine Grief.
The emotional life of the horse is re-

markable. There are Instances on rec-
ord where the death of the horse has
been traced directly :to grief. One in-
stance, says an American contemporary,
is called to my mind which occurred
more than twenty years ago. A circus
had been performing in the little town
of Unionville, Pa., when one of the
trained horses sprained one of his legs
so that he could not travel. He was
taken to the hotel and put in a box
stall. The leg was bandaged,
and he was made as comforta-
ble as possible. He ate his food,
and was apparently contented
until about midnight, when the circus
began moving out of town. Then be
became restless, and tramped and
whined. As the caravan moved past
the hotel he seemed to realize that he
was being deserted, and his anxiety and
distress became pitiful. He would
stand withhis ears pricked, inan atti-
tude of intense listening: aud then, as
his ears caught the sound of the retir-
ing wagons, he would rush as best he
could withhis injured leg from one side
of the stall to the other, pushing at the
door withhis nose, and making every
effort to escape.

The stableman, who was a stranger to
him, tried to soothe him. He would
not be comtorted. Long aftdr ail the
sounds of the circus had ceased, his agi-
tation continued. The sweat poured
from him in streams, and he quivered
in every Dart of his body. Finallythe
stableman went to the house, woke up
the proprietor, and told him that he be-
lieved the horse would die if some of
the circus horses were not brought
back to keep him company. At
about daylight the proprietor mounted
a horse and rode after the circus. He
overtook it ten or twelve miles away,
and the groom who had charge of the
injured horse returned withhim. When
they reached the stable the horse was
dead. The stableman said that he re-
mained for nearly an hour perfectly
still,and with every sense apparently
strained to the utmost tension, and
then, without a sign, fell,and died with
scarcely a struggle.

To Get Ridor Cockroaches.
A correspondent writes as follows:
Ibeg to forward you an easy, clean and
certain method of eradicating these
loathsome insects from dwelling-houses.

A few years ago my house was infested
with cockroaches (or "clocks'' as they
are called here), and 1 was recom-
mended to try cucumber peeling \u25a0 as- a
remedy. Iaccordingly, immediately be-
fore bed time,strewed the floor of those
parts of the house most infested with
the vermin with the green peel, cut not
very thin, from the cucumber, and sat
up half an hour later than usual to
watch the effect.

Before the expiration of that time the
floor where the peel lay was completely
covered with cockroaches, so much so
that the vegetables could not be seen
so voraciously were they engaged in
sucking the poisonous moisture from it.
Iadopted the same plan the following
night, but my visitors were not nearly
so numerous, Ishould think not more
than a fourth of the previous night.

On the third nightIdid not discover
one, but, anxious to ascertain whether
the house was quite clear of them, I
examined the peel after Ihad laid
it down about half .an hour, and per-
ceived that itwas covered withmyriads
of minute cockroaches about the size of
a flea. Itherefore allowed the peel to
remain tillmorning, and from that mo-
ment Ihave not seen a cockroach in the
house. Itis a very old building,and I
assure you that the above remedy only
required tobe persevered in for three
or four nights to completely eradicate
the pest. Ofcourse it should be fresh
cucumber peel every night.
