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CZAR MEETS KAISER.
Konarchs Fall on Each Other's

Necks and Shed Alligator
Tears.

AHypocritical Hugging"Match
That Fasses Current for

Real Affection.

Wily Old Bismarck Gets in
His Work on Russia's

Ruler.

After Filling- Up on Rhine
Wine the Emperors Attend

the Opera.

Berlin, Oct. 11.? The czar arrived
here this morning. The czar was ac-
companied by the Grand Duke George,
his second son. Emperor William, sev-
eral of the royal princes, Prince Bis-
marck, Count Herbert Bismarck anda
number of generals and court officials
received the czar and the duke at Lehr-
ter station*. The czar was attired inthe
uniform of the German Alexander regi-
ment, of which he is honorary colonel.
He and Emperor William embraced re-
peatedly. Alter their greeting was
over, the czar turned to Prince Bis-
marck anti shook hands withhim. He
also held a brief conversation with the
chancellor. The members of the czar's
suite were then presented to the suite
of Emperor William, after which the
guard of honor defiled before the czar,
the band playing the Bussian national
bvmn. The party then proceeded to
tlie state carnages which were in watt-
ingand drove through the Brandenburg
gate across the Koenigsplatz and to the
Bussian embassy, the horses going on a
fast trot for the entire distance. As the
Imperial carriages passed the Branden
burg gate apark of artillery began hr"
ing a salute of 101 guns. The streets
along the route were plentifully dec-
orated with flags and bunting, but
the crowd which had gathered
did not cheer as the czar passed
along. Emperor William wore the uni-
form of the Bussian Wyborga regiment,
and had on his breast the decoration of
the Russian order of St. Andrew.
Prince Bismarck also wore his Bussian
orders. The admirals attached to the
British Channel squadron, which is
now at Kiel, were present at the sta-
tion when the czar arrived, ami were
saluted by him. Prince Bismarck
held p. conversation with the czar,
lasting twenty minutes. The czar took
luncheon with the German officers form-
ing his special suite.

Instead of leaving the Bussian em-
bassy after a few minutes' stay, as prev-
iously stated, Emperor William re-
mained toattend a dejeuner given by
the Russiam embassador. Count Schouv-
aloif presided, and the two emperors
and all their attendants were present.
Count Schouvaloff, raising his glass,
welcomed the czar and called for three
cheers for his majesty. There was a
hearty response, and the band of the
Alexander regiment played the Russian
national anthem. The czar, speaking
In French, toasted Emperor William.
The two

duringthe repast. Emperor William
leftthe embassy at 12:30 p. m. In the
afternoon the czar drove out in an open
carriase surrounded by cavalry. He
visited the ex-Empresses Augusta ami
Frederick. On returning to the em-
bassy the czar retired for a short time
for rest and quiet. At 4:30 o'clock
Prince Bismarck arrived and remained
in conference with the czar until 0
o'clock. The chancellor, upon leaving,
was escorted to his carnage by Count
Scbonvaloff, the Russian amoassor. A
dinner inhonor of the czar was given
this evening in the White hail of the
schloss, at which 140 covers were laid.
The czar, dressed in the uhlan uni-
form, sat between the emperor and em-
press, facing Prince Bismarck. The
emperor, in toasting the czar, said:
Idrink to the r.el:'areof myhonored friend

nun guest, the emperor of Hiisri:!. and to the
continuance of the friendship which has
subsisted between our houses for over a
bundred years, and which Iam resolved to
cherish us a legacy from my ancestors.

The czar, reply inFrench, thanked
tbe emperor for his friendly sentiments
and drank to his welfare. Turning then
to Prince Bismarck, the czar raised his
glass and drank to the chancellor, who
stood up, emptied his glass and bowed
deeply. There was a similar exchange
of courtesies between the Emperor
William ami the Russian ambassador.
Ex-Empress Frederick will give a din-
ner in honor of the czar to-morrow.
The invitations are limited to royal
personages. Tho Russian imperial
yachts Per Java and Czarina have left
Kit'i. returning to Copenhagen. The
Ueichsanzeiger says:

"Tne exalted guest of the emperor has
been welcomed to the capital withthe ven-
eration due the ruler cf a great stale living
an peaceful terms with Germany. The feel-
ingof the German people Is inharmony wiih
the friendly relations between the two mon-
erehs which they inherited from tbeir
fathers. May the visit conduce to the wel-
la.c and happiness of both nations."

ROYALTYAT TIIE OPERA.
Berlin, Oct.. IL?To-night the czar

attended a gala performance at the
opera house. The second part of
Wagner's "Bbeingold" was given, fol-
lowed by the '-Coppelia" ballet. The
czar sat between the emperor and the
empress. Grand Duke George and
members of the German royal family
were present, ln the interval between
the opera and ballet tea was served In
the royal box. Atthe conclusion of the
performance the czar and his sou re-
turned to the Russian embassy.
Atthe opera the czar wore his Prussian
uniform, whiie Emperor William wore
his own cuirassier uniform. Both
looked grave and somber until the
ballet began, when their faces lighted
up, and thereafter they conversed in a
gay and unrestrained manner. After
the banquet in the scliloss the guests
were entertained in the picture gallery.
The czar, noticing Prince Bismarck
standing, rose ami kindly bade him to
6eated while he himself stood and con-
versed genially with the chancellor.
The czar's toast at the banquet was
couched inthe fewest possible words,
which were hardly audible. The im-
pression produced was like a
cold draught. Emperor William
spoke in German except at the
end of his toast, when he exclaimed in
Russian, "Long live his majesty the
czar! Hurrah for the czar.'" The
presence of Prince Bismarck at the
opera house caused a sensation, as he
had not attended an opera or concert in
twenty years previously? not even
being present on the occasion of the
celebration of the late Emperor Will-
lam's ninetieth birthday.

Crusade Against Cyprians.

BEST FOX STOCK.
Nitrogenous Food Shown by Ex-

periments to Be tbe Best for
Weight.
Corn is considered the cheapest food

that can be fed, but itis doubtful ifcorn
is profitable if the value of the corn-fod-
der be taken from the - crop. Farmers,
howevcr,Jhave firm faith in the advan-
tages ofcorn as a weight producer, and
as long as corn is a staple crop itwill
hold a place in the farmer's estimation.
But the value of any kind of grain does
not depend upon its cost, nor upon
the advantages of feeding it with facil-
ity, but upon the product derived from
its use. So many experiments have
been recently made witha view of de-
termining the relative gain from the use
of nitrogenous and carbonaceous foods
that the results ofa test with lambs by
Prof. Roberta will throw light on the
matter, and probably point out some of
the mistakes that arc occasionally made.
growth OF LAMBS on DIFFERENT

FOODS.
Four lots of lambs, ordinary grades,

were fed by Prof. Boberts. todetermine
the cost and ratio of increase from dif-
ferent foods, not onlyof the careass,but
of the wool also. From November to
April?live months? the lambs were
given quite a variety. The four lots
contained three lambs each. One lot
was fed on a carbonaceous diet, having
all the whole corn and timothy hay they
could eat, with half a pound of roots
each, the estimated cost of the food be-
ing $2.70, Another lotwas erven food
of a nitrogenous character, consisting of
233 pounds bran, 100 pounds cottonseed
meal, 312 pounds clover and 100 pounds
roots, the cost being *4.6G. The other
lots were fed on mixed nitrogenous
foods, for comparison with the tirst two
lots. Aremarkable result was that the
lambs fed on nitrogenous foods drank
much more water than the others,
nearly four times as much. Wbile the
cost of the carbonaceous food was $3.70

less than that of the food of the other
lot (94.06), the gain from the carbona-
ceous food in the five months was 48.73
pounds, the gain from the nitrogenous
foods 77.31 pounds, the cost of the gain
from the carbonaceous food f7.s't, and
the cost of the cain from the nitroge-
nous food $0.03. The increase of wool
was also in favor of nitrogenous food,
the first Jot shearing 4.25 pounds and
the second 7.31 pounds, or an increase
of 72 per cent in fa.or of the nitroge-
nous foods.

THE RESULTS SHOWN.

Itmay be noticed that though the
carbonaceous food (corn, timothy and
roots) cost but *3.70, the cost of gain in
weight from such food was ?*7.5.?, as the
lambs so fed only gained 45.75 pounds,
and that though the nitrogenous food
(bran, cottonseed meal, clover hay and
roots) cost 54.G6, the cost of the gain
was only ?6.03. as they gained 77.31
pounds "in weight. The experiment
showed that though the carbonaceous
food could be procured in the market
for less than the mtroeenous food,
yet it costs more than a cent and
a half a pound to put a pound of
gain on lambs that are fed on the car-
bonaceous food than with the use of the
nitrogenous. Still another factor en-
ters for comparison. The manurial
values of the nitrogenous food was
$3.56. while the manurial value of the
carbonaceous food was only $2.12. From
that it may be seen that the cheapest
food (in price) may be the more costly
compared with some other food when
the final results are obtained, and that
itis not economic to rely on fattening
(carbenaceous) foods entirely ifrapid
gain in weight is desired.

THE TAIILKSTAPLE.

Much of the Value of the Potato
Lost by Not Cooking Rightly.

That the potato is the most popular of
all the vegetables cannot be denied, for
there are few homes in our country in
which itdoes not form an important
part in each day's fare. Indeed, inthe
majority of homes it makes its appear-
ance at each meal, either boiled, baked
or in some of the many dishes in which
itis the principal part. .No matter in
what way it is cooked it is generally
welcome. As to its healthful prop-
erties authorities disagree. but
where any harm has resulted
from the use of potatoes it can
usually he traced to the cooking of
them. A soggy, watery potato is one
ofthe most unhealthy things any one
can eat, yet this is too often the kind
that is generally puton a table. To be
sure the most important thing to con-
sider is to have the vegetable good, yet
a good ccok may render a very poor
potato palatable, while a bad one can
render a good one positively uneatable.

There are few ways of cooking a po-
tato as acceptable to a lover of this
vegetable as boi!ing,providingit is done
properly. It is a mistake made by
many women to cut off the ends ordig
out the eyes, lf a nice, mealy boiled
potata is wanted.it can never beobtained
ifthe skin is broken before boiling. Al-
ways get as good potatoes as can be bad
and wash in several waters until per-
fectly clean, but do not cut in any part
unless there is an appearance of rot,
which ought always be cut out. Have
the potatoes as near one size as possible,
put in a pot or saucepan and cover them
with boiling water. Set on the stove
and let boil, but be careful that they do
not boil too fast, or they will break into
pieces before they are done. Before
setting on the stove throw into the
water a teaspoonf of salt. Keep the
pot covered, while boiling,until the po-
tatoes are done, which will be from
twenty minutes to half an hour, accord-

ing to their size. To tell when
they are done try with a f rk,
and lt the fork goes through the
thickest part of one easily they
are ready to be taken from the stove
Remove the pot from the stove and
drain off all the water, then set iton the
back of the stove with the cover partly
off, so as to let out the steam, and shake
it once or twice so that the. potatoes
may dry equally on all sides. Serve as
soon as possible, and ifthe potatoes are
not meally the fault lies in themselves
and not in the cooking. Never cover
potatoes tightly after draining without
first letting out the steam, or they will
be sure to be soggy and watery, no mat-
ter how good a vegetable they were
previous to boiling.

The above receipt is from an Irish
woman, consequently it is good, for no
matter how deficient she may be as to
the cooking of other articles of food,
she is always an expert at boilingpo-
tatoes.

BUTCHEKI.NG STOCK.

Some Too Common Methods on
the Farm to Be Avoided.

Butchering time on the farm Is near
and wlilcontinue on various farms all
winter. Many farmers killat several
different times, that much of the meat
may be eaten fresh. How often a bar-
barous and disgraceful scene is wit-
nessed when the hog, atter being let
out, is chased perhaps all over the gar-
den, or some field, or up and down
the road, and then staggers squealing,
while he pours out his life blood after
being "stuck" until so weak that he
falls, says the New England Home-

stead. Such things ought never ;to be
seen or heard in a civilized age, and
particularly by children. The horri-
tied sensibilities at first protest
and then become hardened to a re-
volting degree. The dressing of pork
is necessary and cannot be protested
against, but that the most expeditious
and painless mode be followed ls only
humane. Abox can be made ofplanks,
having short legs and rods across the
front. Itismade long enough for any
hog, and the weight should be regulated
by a false side within,so that uo ani-
mal can turn over when once
in it. Place this over the hog,
or back him into it ami put the rods
shown inplace. Directly turn it over
on its ton, let the knife do its work and
right the box. The last movement. will
place the hog upon his feet, but no run-
ning and no revolting sight need be

witnessed, while the bleeding willbe
perfect. That the operation may be a
silent one, it is desirable to lirst strike a
blow upon the victim's skull directly
over the eyes and midway of
the face. As in the case of beeves,
this produces a stupor and death is
painless. The blow can be adminis-
tered directly by a hammer, or a metal
rod or spike can be placed upon the
skull and then strike one firmblow.
The latter is found to be preferable
where the box shown is used. The pork
willbe in no way injured, and blood
will settle only where one stroke was
received. , s:ssysill-i.i

AMONG THK FLOWERS.
Some Varieties That Need At-

tention Before the Winter Sets
in.

Special tothe Glooe.
Fountain, Minn., Oct., 4.? The

heavy frosts that lay our flower treas-
ures low. have not as yet laid its icy
hands upon them, and the chilling
winds are passing us by and giving
place to warmer winds and clear sun-
shine. Many of the floral pets have
lived, fulfilledtheir mission aud died a
natural death, while the more hardy
ones still maintain allof their summer
beauty and make the garden look gayly
In their robes of many colors.

But this month is the time for clean-
ing up the withered leaves and dead
flower stalks, making changes and
transplanting perennials into new
places, or making room for new bulks,
or rather new varieties of such as we
have.

There has been rains sufficient to wet
down Into the earth several inches-
just enough to be all right for our re-
quirements and the safety of the bulbs
we set out this fall. The Hyacinths
have been a delusion anti a snare for
our unwary plantings. Why, we really
thought they would come out into this
world and be a delightful sight to be-
hold, a pleasure to look upon, but they
never did. Never even peeped above
the soil that wehad placed above and
about them with so much care and so
many anticipations of enjoyment Inthe
coming spring time of blooming plants.

But that was only one more disap-
pointment, added to the many that we
have met. mourned over and became
reconciled and resigned to as life has
rippled over the rough and rocky bed,
wherein its waters ran so many times,
only to fret and foam over the dead
flowers, and then rise up determined to
compter the fates or? so something
or nothing. Well, we did try again,
and succeeded in ..rowing such beauti-
ful beds of hyacinths, and tulips of
wondrous mixture of many colors.

And now after the hyacinths disap-
pointed us again last spring, we will
try them again, by purchasing more
bulbs toplant out just as soon as possi-
ble. Again, they willbe set in sand,
not the fine white sand that is found
about hero, forIjust think It a dead
sand of no good for any purpose, unless
itmay be mixed wfth cement that is
used for loundation walls, as it seems
toform a hard, lifeless mass of earth
when mixed withsoil for potting pur-
pose of house plants, so Icondemn it
for use among plants in the garden.
Coarse river sand is used to
set bulbs on with old cow
manure under It for the roots
to find for them sel ves, which they surely
will,and then the bulbs are set on: the
sand an inch in depth, or more sand is
placed around on the bulb, with bits of
theoldcow manure carefully laidaround
the bulb.but not on the sand that covers
it,as it might penetrate the top of the
bulb and cause itto rotinstead of pro-
vidingfood for the growth of the bulb
from the roots themselves. There should
be about five or six inches depth after
the sand has been placed on top of the
bulbs to fillwithrich soil. Tulips and
narcissus may be treated in the same
way, and good covering of stable waste
spread on the whole surface.

Nearly or quite all the hardy spring
flowering bulbs may be planted this
way witlioufloss, and will give any one
that has even a love for flowers a thrill
of admiration and pleasure on behold-
ing the adventof spring arrayed insuch
gorgeous coloring as these bulbs al-
ways present toour view; coming into
bloom so early after the snow has dis-
appeared, and often before the snow
has left the fence corners, or out of the
places where the sun does not reach it.

Among the bulbs, one can sow the
annual flower seed in the early spring,
and have them grow as shade for the
soil in the summer sunshine, and keep
the bulbs in a cool condition, and give
you flowers until late in the fall..If
you sow petunia seed in the fall,before
covering the bed. you willbe rewarded
with flowers until the snow flies an-
other fall 'in the month of November,
as the petunia is a much better bloomer,
and endures more cold than is usually
found among the annuals.
