BERr.rx. Oct. 12.? Prince Bismarck
willhave another confidence with the
czar to-morrow or Monday morning.
Yesterday's conference was chiefly oc-
cupied by Prince Bismarck in reading

to the czar memoranda on the aiuis of
the European alliance of peace. The
exact terms of the memoranda have not
been divulged, but semi-official hints
percolating through the foreign office
suggest that the chancellor tried to con-
vince the czar that the alliance was
Himf|MIiiliw and directed toward the
realization of the objects of the Berlin
ireaty; that Germany was especial-
ly interested in the preservation
of peace, and, as a final
aid impressive stroke, that all
the great powers, excepting France,
were united to prevent or shorten Euro-
pean conflict. The czar's subsequent
friendly, and even amiable, demeanor
toward Prince Bismarck proves that he
took the chancellors exposition with
good-natured courtesy. But. if a .semi-
official note in the inspired Hamburg
Correspondence be true. Prince Bis-
marck must have imnlicedly menaced
the czar witharguments based iu>on the
explicit engagements of England and
Turkey to support the triple alliance.
The presence of an English squadron
at Kiel was meant to impress upon the
czar the fact of English co-operation,
just as Emperor William's visit to Con-
stantinople marks the absorption of
Turkey into the peace league. Prince
Bismarck isrepresented as advising the
czar that, in view of this coalition, what
Russia had best do is toaccept

A POIJCY OF COXCILIATIOX,
recognize Prince Ferdinand as ruler of
Bulgaria, and aid the other great pow-
? rs In effecting a permanent peace pro-
gramme that will ultimately result in
decreased armaments and the increased
prosperity of the different peoples. The
chancellors fidelity toward Austria is
not now doubted in the Vienna omV-ial
circle. Immediately upon his return
here on Thursday, Prince Bismarck re-
ceived the Austrian ambassador. Ar-
ticles published in the official Abend
Post and Fremdenblatt on the following
day express supreme confidence that
nothing will be done in Berlin to
weaken mutual ties. The Fremden-
blatt hopes that the meeting will have
weighty consequences, remove the mis-
understanding about the objects of the
allied powers and induce the czar to as-
sist in giving Europe a sense of per-
manent security. The official press
here remains silent on the probable re-
sults until the czar's departure. The
National Gazette records the impression
of the highest circles that the visit will
increase the cordiality of the relations
between the two monarchs. without al-
tering the political situation. The
Cologne Gazette trusts that the czar
willirealize the fact that no power in
the European alliance desires aught
but peace, and that the alli-
ance relies upon its strength
ultimately to enforce peace.
The gracious behavior of the czar to-
ward Prince Bismarck at last eveiiinc's
dinner in the Sehioss is a notable
change from his aversion to accord the
chancellor an interview. After the
banquet the guests adjourned to the
picture gallery, where the czar chatted
with the chancellor freely. While con-
versing the czar, noticing that Bis-
marck stood, wheeled his arm chair to-
ward him. referred to his long day ex-
ertions and begged him to sit down.

Four of the Fiva Parliament-

ary By-Elections Result
in Their Favor.

Gen. Boulanarer Owes Much

London-. Oct. 12. -The Liberals are

exultant over the result of the five par-
liamentary by-elections, which have
taken place since the prorogation of par-
liament, the last being the contest in
the northern division of Backs, where
the Gladstonian candidate was victori-

jous by amajority of 203, a gain of 259
votes. Of the five elections the Tories
have been successful on only one?Slea-
ford?where Mr. Chaplin went before
his constituents on his appointment to
a ministerial office,and his return by
an overwhelmingly Conservative con-
stituency was a foregone conclusion,
though his majority was re-
duced far below the expectations
of his ? friends, and the fisrure
conceded by his opponents. The Lib-
eral press 'taunt Joseph Chamberlain
unmercifully on hi3recent characteri-
zation of these elections as aminiature
general election, which would indicate
by their results the outcome of the next
general appeal to the people, and are
disposed to regard him as a wonderfully
accurate political prophet. The Con-
servatives wore so confident of victory
that they fixed the tune of holding the
Buckingham fair for to-day in order
that the celebration of their triumph
might be made the more comulete.
