It would be a marvel and exception to
the history of new countries if there
were not oceasional instanees of disaster
1o farmers, and here and there a town
wrongly located, but general statements
of this nature are not warranted by ex-
isting facts. The towns are, as a raie,
prosperous and growing. The largest
one is stated by the local papers this
week to be doing more business than
ever before in its history. The large
farms are confined to a few counties
along the line of the Northern Pacifie
road, and are gradually being reduced
10 the more Jdesirable small farms.
North Dakota is more likely to have
1,000,000 population ina few years than
it was twenty vears ago to ever have
any winte settlement. But as two, if
not the entire three, who will represent
that state in the houses of congress are
capable journalists, they will do much
1his winter to disabuse the publie mind
of unfavorable impressions. The plea
of the bishop that he shall be provided

with a special personal ear to use
as a migratory church and spirit-
ual dispensary in his missionary
campaign seems very amusing to
the Dakota people. There have
been  several instances in which

great political lights have shown from
the platforms of rail cars. Perhavs the
first instance of the kind was that of
STEPHEN A. DovarAs when he ean-
vassed Illinois for the senate against
ABRAHAM LINCOLN in 1858, He went
about the state with a special ear, with
a platform car attached, on which was a
cannon that was fired for eclat and to
call the crowds at the small stations to
hear the “Little Giant™” talk from the
rear of the car. It wasa novelty, and
drew the populace that the senator en-
thused. 1 made a rip-roaring eampaign,
and carried DovGLAs back to the sen-
ate; but the quiet LincoLy, in logical
appeals to the judgment of the thought-
ful. without any of the spectacular array
of his opponent, sowed his seed, and two
vears later it developed a popular ma-
jority for him for president against

Dotrcras in their common state.
Others have tried the special car
plan  with no very striking re-

results, ANDY JOHNSON swung round
the circle making little speeches in this
way when president, but he was not
elected again. Mr. BrLAiNE had a not-
able rail ear cavaleade in 1881, but he
Lias not quite been president yet. But
a religious campaizn on this plan has
not vet shown its possibilities. It may
be that it is just the thing to start the
religious natures of the Dukotians.
Still, if it were to operate when those
40 below zero Dblizzawds the bishop re-
ports are geiting in their work, there
would be discomfort for the prairie
andiences, and some of the spiritual
food might be transferred by those icy
spears that he finds 30 aetive in bliz-
zards.

LET 1T RAIN.

In the cities and towns where the
means of irrigation are plentifully sup-
plied, votes of indersement of the mau-
agement of the weather of late would
be ecarried by acelamation. No urgent
need of rain appears while the sprink-
Jers do duty, but in a scope of country
comprising most of this state and the
Dakotas, perhaps also other districts,
there is such need of ramn as has almost
pever been known at this period of the

. 1o reduce the home market.
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vear. It would be a ealamity of very
grave proportions to have winter set in
without copious rains. The water sup-
plies in small streams and lakes are
failing, and in many localities the prin-
cipal business of people is to haul
water, often several miles. A great
deal of stock will have to be sacrified if
no rain comes. Then, in the forests to
the north, millions of feet of timber are
being burned, and ruin is threatening
numbers, all for lack of rain. Let it
rain.

WOOLLY PROTECTION.
Montana will come into the Union as
a wool state. That is one of the lead-
ing agricultural features as it is in
Wasnington. In North Dakota also the
drift 1s largely toward sheep, especially
in the western portions. It is stated
that the number of sheep there has
been nearly doubled the past year. The
conditions are favorable to its becoming
a profitable industry. No doubt the
vote in each of these has been very con-
siderably influenced by the impression
that the higher the tariff on foreizn
wool the greater the prosperity of the
home growers. For nearly twenty-five
vears the tariff makers have been pro-
tecting and builaing up this produetion,
and the result is that there is less wool
produeed and the prices to the growers
are less than they were in the low-tariff
days. This is shown by figures. The
states of lowa, Illineois, Ohio, Penn-
sylvania, New York and Michigan
have been among the larze wool
producers. In 1870 they had an aggre-
gate of 16,903,000 sheep. In 1887, under
constant protection, they haa fallen to
10,994.507. That this was not due to a
general decadence of animal industry

| is evident from the fact that there isa
| large increase iu those states of horses,

cattle and hogs. The gain in cattle was

. | 40 per cent, while the decrease in sheep
| was 35 per cent.

At this ratio, and

| under the same poliey, it would not take

a very long period for the extermination
of the sheep. Some of these sheep
have beeu driven to the cheaver lands
to the westward, but there has been an
actual decrease of the sheep of the
entire country in the past five vears of
8.000,000. According to the figures
of the agricultural department for

this year, there are 42,599,077
sheep in the country  valued
at $90,640,369. This is less than the

value of the wool and woolen goods im-
ported the past year, with some $10,-
000.000 duties to be added. Most of the
foreign wools are varieties not grown in
this country, aud their importation
tends to benefit rather than injure the
hhome growers, as they furnish a mix-
t ire for the native and aid to develop
manufactures. Figures and experience
show that protection has not only not
benefited the wool growers, but has em-
barrassed the manufacturers and tended
It has also

| added tothe cost of the consumer of

i

woelen goods.
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DID PRORIBITION CARRY?

The official vote of North Dakota con-
firms the report that less than a ma-
jority of the vote cast was for the pro-
hibitory amendment. The vote for
governor was 38,083, for a maijority of
which 19,042 are requisite, while but
18,552 votes were cast for the amend-
ment. The enabling aet, in speaking
of the election, says that “a majority of
the legai votes cast” shall be for the
constitution to secure its adoption. The
separate articles are of course subject
to the same rules. That reference is
had to the entire vote, and not to the
constitution alone, is also iuferred from
the faet that in speaking of the first
vote on the Sioux Falls constitution the
ciause is added, “on this question.,” In
the passage of laws the vote of & ma-
jority of the members elect is required,
and the same principle would naturaily
apply in adopting the fundamental law.
Otherwise a very small minority might
adopt a corstitution. But the resuit in
this case depends upon the meaning of
the enabling aet, which seems to be
favorable to thosc¢ who hold that a ma-
jority of the vote cast is requisite, and
therefore the amendment is notadopted,

THE COLOR LINE.

The Congregational religious denom-
ination has its lineage back among the
New England fathers, and in the ante-
bellum time It stood on the advance
anti-slavery line. 1t would be presumed
that the **color line” had less hold there
thau iu other church organizations, and
possibly this is the faect, but at the gen-
eral council held 1in Worcester, Mass.,
the past week, the matter of association
with the dark skinned inchurch fellow-
ship was the subject that excited most
interest. This was due somewhat to
the movement to extend the denomina-
tion in the South. The colored clergy-
men disclaimed for their people all desire
for social intimacy or equality, and
only insisted that colored churches
should have full standing in the denom-
ination. It appeared from the state-
ments that separate churches for the
races are common in the Northas in the
South. Even in Oberlin, O., known as
the *hotbed of abolitionism,” the ex-
periment of a common church had
failed, and the colored members organ-
ized a society of their own. This nat-
ural distinction runs along the social
lines without much regard to latitude or

political bias.
- ———

ELASTIC LEGISLATORS.

If Gov. OrpwAY is authority, the
majority for prohibition in North Da-
kota was swelled, if fbt made up by
Seandinavians who were inclined to in-
duige in liquors and wanted to put the
temptation away from them by the clos-
ing of the saloous. It does not appear
why this should be the case more with
settlers from northern Europe than
from Maine or Kansas, but they are as
a class notably temperate, and in North
Dakota at lcast, their clergy urge them
to vote out the saloon and ao their
drinking at bome, if they do any at all.
‘That they quite generally voted for the
amendment is evident from the returns
of the counties where they are most nu-
merous. The governor leaves room for
suspicion that the legislature may not
be at all radical in its legislation to en-
force the arid provision, as he says he
knows of no way to compel the law-
makers to pass such law. They will be
bound by their oath to support the con-
stitution, but legislators often have
clastic systems of interpretation.

THE WORK MOVING ON.

It has scemed to protection benefl-
ciaries a very humorous conceit that an
edueational work in the way of tariff
reforim was in progress, and would con-
tinue to go on outside of any immediate
party effort. But the leaven has bLeen
operating all the time just the same,
and it will make trouble in congress
this winter for those who would abolish
the entire internal revenue system be-
fore a plank should be loosened in the
protective system. As incidents of this
educational progress may be noted the
tariff reform pienics that have been held
the past few months in the Western
states, and most numerously in Mis-
souri and Indiana, where no elections
are to be held. Discussions of this sub-
ject are not usually regarded as calcu-
lated to enthuse the minds of the
people, or secure much attention,
but in Missouri the farmers came outby
the thousand to these gatherings, bring-
ing their loaves and fishes, and often

-

they rivaled the great meetings of the

political campaigns in numbers and en-
thusiasm. Democrats and Republicans
alike attended and heard plain, unparti-
san and convineing expositions of the
system that takes so much and gives so
little to the farmer. This has been the
case also in Indiana to a considerable
extent. In lllinois the tariff reform
league is entering upon a systematic
work, free from all partisan asseciation.
It is organizing a reform elub in every
school district chiefly to diffuse litera-
ture in support of its proposition to free
list wool, iron, salt, lumber and all raw
materials that enter into manufactures.
The resuits will appear in the added
strength of the party that best repre-
sents these aims in the next national
contest, In the East the same edunca-
tional work 1s going on most encour-
agingly.

THE NEXT CAMPAIGN.

One of the independent publications
compiles the electoral vote as the dispo-
sition of the states now seems, and
reaches the conclusion that the chances
of the Democrats for electing the presi-
dent in 1802 have been materially re-
duced by the addition of the four new
states, It concedes Montana and New
York to the Democrats, and otherwise,
on the basis of the vote of 1888, foots up
207 votes for each party, but presumes
that the reapportionment will give the
Republicans advantage enough to make
up a majority. This computation as-
signs Indiana to the Republicans,which
is a coneession only allowable in purely
partisan calculations. It is naturally a
Democratie state, and was only carrled
by about 2,000 last year, with all the
prestige of a home candidate and the
lavish Quay and DuprLEY methods.
The recent voting at the home of
the president indieates that he will not
be an element of strength should he be
the nominee again. Indiana may be
counted for the Democrats in the next
campaign quite as certainly as New
York and Connecticut, and perhaps
West Virzinia. The Democrats may
win without eapturing any pronounced
Republican state, but they are quite apt
to take in Illinois, and possibly one or
two other states. Any predictions as
to the result in the next campaign made
now must be based upon problematical
conditions. They may. exist or may
not. The only present point of note is
that these new states, or the reappor-
tionment, will not materially affect the
chances of either paity. The events of
the two years may have a good deal to
do in shaping issues for the campaign.

NEW REVELA i1lON NEEDED.

Under the CLEVELAND administra-
tion there seemed to be progressin
checking the growth of the Mormon
system in its social and political phases.
Vigorous enforcement of the law and
encouragement of the antagomstic
elements had given hope that the ob-
noxious features were in a fair way to
ultimate elimination. It was believed
that the operators of that hierarchy
would realize the need of a revelation
that would dictate a return to the mo-
nogamy of the early Saints of that faith.
The action of the conference recently
held at Salt Lake City is not encourag-
ing. There wasno disposition shown
to look for a new revelation, but there
was persistence in the theory thatthey
had special divine illumination in the
adoption of polygamy, and that the
higher law was still operative. The re-
port of the commission provided by con-
gress admits the virtual failure of the
aets to put down the plural wife system.
The urgent need of Mormonism is a new
revelation. Effective execution of laws
against polvgamy ought to secure it.

IN viEw of the exposition of the rec-
ord in the legislature of the Republican
candidate for governor of lowa by the
agent of the Farmers’' alliance, the
Cedar Rapids Gazette, a leading Repub-
lican paper, urges that Mr, Hurcois-
<0X be removed from the ticket, and a
man who has not always sided with the
corporations be put in his place. It
says: “This state of affairs is humiliat-
ing to us because we had indorsed him
so fully and abselutely.” 1t is not
among the 1mprobable results that
Towa should fail to elect a Republican
governor this year. 1t would be a nov-
elty, though.

A HOME market is a good thing, but
this ecountry has too much agricultural
capacity to make it sufficient. The
farmers of New England and Pennsyl-
vania have measured its resources and
are not getting rich. Campaign rhet-
oric doesn’t materialize for them. But
there is encouragement for producers
in the fact that the products shipved
abroad the first eight months of this
{ear exceed these of the same time last
vear by $48,000,000. The foreign market
has a good deal to do with the prices the
farmer gets for his produets.

TOPEKA, the capital of Kansas, has
done a good deal of duty in prohibition
literature, as an example of what that
poliey would do for a community. Ata
meeting of the council this week to de-
vise means to pay a big monthly deficit,
the clerk stated that the income ot the
city had not increased in the six years
that prohibition had been in operation,
and that it had had a disastrous effect
upon the city finances. Other cities
are making the same report.

Nine
of the twenty-one are living, one ot
them being eighty-two. Mr. Rodgers
-used tobaceo for nearly 100 years. Un-
til a few month ago he read without
spegtacles.

STEP TOWARD ANNEXATION.

Hawaiians Want Closer Relations
With Uncle Sam.

SAN FraxNcisco, Oct. 18,—1he steam-
er City of Peking brings Honolulu ad-
vices to the effect that the
Hawaiian cabinet in answer to
4 committee representing a pub-
lic ‘- meeting of Hawaiian -citizens
who' made inquiry ejncerning the re-
lations between the kingdom and the
United States on Oet. 4, issued a state-
ment in which its position relative to
the .proposed treaty is explained. It
states that the cabinet has for a
long time had under considera-
tion’ the practicability of extend-
ing the treaty relations so as to
enchance and increase, both the com-
mereial and political beuefits which the
two eountries now enjoy by reason of
the existing treaties. As a result of
nearly two years’ consideration of this
subject by the ecabinet, the minister
resiaent at Washington has been
instructed to  ascertain whether
the government of the United
States is willing to entertain a proposi-
tion looking to the end above indicated.
And should he find such willingness he
is instructed to open negofiations with
that government for conclusion of a
treaty by which the following objeets
may be secured:

First—To continue In foree all the treaties
and conventions now existing between the
two nations until they shall find it mutualk
ad 5 to abrog: or modify sncg
treatles or conventions, or any of them.
“Second—That ali the proaucts of either
eountry which are by virtue of reciprocity
treaty admitted free of duty 1nto the country,
shall be treaty in_respect of bountles paid
exemptions, and all other respects. as i
such articles were of the growth, prod or
manufacture of the country iuto which they
were admtied. "

CORBNER IN BARBED WIRE.

Manufacturers Form a Gigantic
S Trust,

CHICAGO, Oct. 18.—The Herald says
that although nothing has been made
public concerning it, a meeting of
the barbed wire manufacturers is
said to have Dbeem in ses-
sion In  this city for several
days, and one of the most gigantic
trusts ever organized 1n this country is
about to be formed, if, indeed, its or-
ganization is not already complete.
Eleven of the forty-two mills en-
gaged in barbing wire, the Herald says,
have entered into a combine and have
agreed to sell no wire, or wire goods to
the thirty-one mills not admitted, and
Washburn, of the Washburn & Moen
company, of Worcester, Mass., who
own all the barbed wire patents that
are of any practical value, has pledged
himself not to issue to any one out-
side of the combine auy license for the
use of his patents. For this pledge the
trust has agreed to bear all the expense
of defending Washburn’s patents
in any suits that may be Dbrought
to contest his right to them. The
business of the trust has been di-
vided 30 as to secure the greatest possi-
ble production. There are in the
United States but five mills that manu-
facture the rods from whichall kinds of
wire are drawn. With these five mills
Washburn has gone into combination,
and has taken into the pool besides
all the pullers and drawers of
wire and wire-nail manufacturers. Until
other bar mills are built, and it requires
a vast amount of capital and consider-
able time to complete one, the mills out-
side the trust will not be able to con-
tinue business. The Herald states that
its informstion comes from one of the
oldest wire manufacturers who was not
let into the combination.

DAKOTA PRAIRIES ABLAZE.

The Village of Menoken Entirely
Swept Away.

BisMARCK, N. D., Oct. 18.—An im-
mense prairie fire many miles in extent
has been raging all day within a few
miles of Bismarck. Efforts of farmers
to check the huge conflagration have
been unavailing and a large number
of farms have already been destroyed.
A strong wind has been helping the fire
along and the flames make leaps of over
twenty feet. The village of Menoken,
fourteen miles below Bismarek, con-
sisting of sixteen blocks, is entircly
swept away., and the inhabitants are re-
ported destitute. The wind is rap-
idly earrying the fire to Bismarek,
and to-nigbt the city is enveloped
in smoke and flying cinders. Prepara-
tions are made to-night for a night
wateh around the outskirts of the town.
The residents apprehend great danger.
The people of Menokin have tele-
graphed tor aid, which will be sent im-
mediately.

FLY COPS ON GUARD.

Hundreds of Balfour’'s Min-
ions Detailed for the Mec-
Fadden Murder Trial.

LoxpoN, Oect. 18.—Nearly 200 addi-
tional policemen arrived at Maryboro
from Dublin this morning, and though
the popular excitement continued, the
court proceeded with the work of
selecting a jury to try Father McFad-
den and his associates for the murder
of Police Inspector Martin in February
last.- The court room was filled with
police, and the Indignant parishioners
of Father McFadden, whose violence
yesterday compelled the court to
adjourn, were carefully excluded.
The main object of the crown attorney
appears to be to blacken the character
of the accused priest, and todestroy his
popularity with his people. An admls-
sion made to-day by one of the
crowd of witnesses, a police officer,
who took part in the fight in which
Martin lost his life, is regarded as
of the highest importance by the coun-
sel for the defense. This man admitted
that before Martin was struck at all he
saw Father MeFadden with blood run-
ning down his face, evidently from a
wound in the head.

BETTER THAN NOTHING.

Lord Salisbury Prepared to Give
Ireland Partial Home Rule.

Loxpog, Oct. 18.—Attorney General
Webster, addressing a meeting of Con-
servatives at Hyde this evening, made
the statement that if the Irish parlia-
ment for which the home rulers were
clamoring, were intended to be given
authority over strictly local matters
only, the government stood ready not
alone to concede it. but was prepared
to father a measure looking to that end.
He did not believe, however, that Mr.
Parnell and his supporters in Ireland,
whatever might be said of his English
allies, would remain long satisfied with
such a reform alone.

FLAGS AT HALF MAST.

Berliners Pay Tribute to Emperor
Frederick’s Memory.

BERLIN, Oct. 18.—To-day was the
birthday of the late Emperor Frederick.
The flags on the royal palaces were at
half mast and were draped with erape,
aud the royal theater was closed.
Ex-Empress Frederick and her daught-
ers attended a memorial scrvice appro-
priate to the day at the Bornstedt
church. The North German Gazette
gives formal expression to the nation’s
farewell to Princess Sophie, the fiancee
of the crown prince of Greece, and
voices the best wishes of the people for
thelr welfare.

OLD BIZZY THANKED.

The Czar Pays a High Compli-
ment to the Chancellor.
BerLIN, Oct. 18.—Court reports ap-
pearing in the newspapers of this city
credit the czar with thanking
Prince Bismarek for supporting
the Russian protests to the Swiss
government against the harboring of
anarchists, and assuring the chancellor
that the statements regarding Gen.
Obrutschef’'s recommendation of the
double lines of strategic railways in
Russia were false. Prince Bismarek,
it is said, assured the eczar that Ger-
many was as little concerned regarding
Bulgaria as he was regarding Russia’s
plans in Asia, and that in his view an
understanding between Russia and
England with reference to Asia was de-
sirable, and could easily be obtained.
