After He Had Been
Sworn in.

' The Nine Others Were Chosen

Without Much Diffi-
culty.

The Prosecution Will Open
Up the Case This Morn-
ing.

‘ Speculations as to What the

Line of Defense Will
Be.

At exactly 2:30 yesterday afternoonm,
the last of the twelve “good men and
true,” who are to hear the evidence and
render a verdict in the case of The
State vs. J. Frank Collom, unless some-
thing now unforseen happens, was ac-
cepted and sworn, so that the jury as
constituted stands as follows:

J. F. Held, a gardner of Golden Val-
ley.

J. L. Jolmson, a boot and shoe dealer
at 211 Eleventh avenue south.

Jacob D. Atwood, a carpenter and
builder, who resides at 252 Fighteenth
avenue north.

J. J. Bell, beokkeeper for C. N. Prior,
residing at 914 Chicago avenue.

M. J. Moranetz. a commission mer-
chant at 21 Spruce Place,

J. A. Depew, a farmer, of Champlin.

Joim L. Higgins, a teamster, whose
home is at 100 Sixteenth avenue north.

William Barrows, a Iumberman, of
the firm of Merriman, Barrows & Co.

J. S. Arnold, a Jumberman, residing
at 621 East Nineteenth street.

After the jury was empaneled the

court adjourned until 10 a. m, to-day.
At the opening of thecourt this morn-

ing County Attorney Jamison will ad-

dress the jury, outlining the case of the !
{ state and its theory of prosecution.

J. T. Blaisdell will then take the
stand and testify that his signature, as
endorser of the note for $.000. given by
J. Frank Collom in June last, is a for-
gery.

D. T. Ames, of New York, the prin-

| eipal expert witness for the prosecution,

will then take the stand and testify
that, in his opinion, the indorsement of
Mr. Blaisdell is a forgery. He will give
his reasons in detail for his belief, and
will, no doubt, be subjected to a rigid
cross-examination for the defense.

The case of the prosecution will be
brief. and may be concluded to-day, un-
less the cross-examination of witnesses
takes up more time than is expected.

After it is in the case for the defence
will be opened. in which the theory of
the attorneys for Mr. Collom will be for
the first time made publie.

W hether Mr. Collom will be placedjon
the stand or not is not yet known, but
probably he will be a witnessin his
own behalf. He will be followed by
the expert testimony of the defense
which will be devoted to an attempt to
convince the jury that the endorsement
of Mr. Blaisdell is genuine and in his
own handwriting.

The testimony of Frank F. Davisas
to the alleged confession of Mr. Collom
may not come into the ecase until the

| testimouy in rebuttal is submitted, but |

it is bound to cut a big fizure and be
one of the prineipal points of interest.

The jury, as impannelled, is conceded
to be a good one. County Attorney
Jamison said that it was the best one he
had ever seen in the box. Most of the
jurymen are past the medium of life,
and apparently men of candor, honesty
and judgment. Whatever verdiet they
may render, ii they agree, will no doult
be acquiesced in as just and true.

GETTING THE JURY,

One Juror Released and the Nine
Additional Men Secured.

At the opening of the Collom trial
vesterday morning, Judge Hooker an-
nounced that W. B. Henry, the first
man sworn as a juror on Monday had
communicated to the court the fact that

he had discovered on further reflection |

that he had an opinion in the ecase, and
Judge Hooker said that he felt it to be
his duty to take cognizance of the fact.

Judge Shaw, for the defense, was of
the opinion that a juror conld not be ex-
cusad for that eause after having been
sworn, and read a decision of the su-
preme court of Minnesota in sustain-
ment of his view.

Mr. Jamison said: *The state is sat-
isfied to have Mr. Henry sit as a juror
in the case if the defense is.”

Judge Shaw expressed the willing-
ness ot thie defense to retain Mr. Henry
on the jury, but Judge Hooker inter-
posed and said:

*I consider it my duty, under the cir-
cumstances, to exeuse Mr. Henry,” so
that gentleman retired from the box,
leaving three jurors remaining.

The work of securlng a jury was
then quietly recommenced. and M. J.
Morriwitz, a commission merchant at 21
Spruce place, who was the first man
drawn. proved to be acceptable to both
sides and was sworn. _Some lew ques-
tions were asked this juror by the pros-
ecution, viz:

““Are you inferested in :the ownership
of the Blaisdell-Collom notes?”?

“At what bank do you do business?™

Mr. Morriwitz answered the first
question in the negative and said he did
not do business with any bank.

Gust Eckstrom, a teamster residing at
1107 Sixth street south, was then ecalled
and challenged for implied bias by the
defense, which was admitted, and he
was excused.

R. A. Jorgens, a plumber at 21 Fourth
sfreet northeast, next took the stand,
and was submitted to a rigid examina-
tion. ‘T'he defense finally withdrew its
challenges, and Mr. Jamuson took him
in hand, finally challenging him per-
emptorily and he was excused.

This made two peremptory challenges
used by the state, leaving butone.

The defense up to this time had also
exhausted two, and had three left.

J. A. Depew, a faimer, who said he
had rcsixlw‘ in Champlin for thirty-five
years, was called. Singularly enough,
he testified that he knew nobody on
either side of the case, and as he had
formed no opinion he was accepted.

Practical Suggestions for Uti-
lizing the Building--An
Auditorium Scheme.

The New Packing Houses
Start Up at the Stock
Yards.

A Mysterious Prisoner--Willis
Was Probably Not Mur-
dered.

William M. Regan was unanimously
elected as manager of the exvosition
yesterday Ly the board of directors«at
their weekly meeting. His salary will
be £5,000. It was decided by the direct-
ors to unite the position of seeretary
with that of manager, and Mr. Re-

gan will fill both positions. Mr. Re-
gan is in St. louis at present, but
will doubtless accept the
Mr. Byron will remain in the seere-
tary’s position until December, when
the annual meeting will ee held. Man-
ager Regan will assume his managerial
duties Nov. 1, and will be elected to the
seeretaryshnp at the December meeting.

Another important matter came be-
fore the board of directors.

The plans were looked over
by the directors, all of whom seemed
favorably impressed with them, and at
the close of the meeting the new pro-
ject was submitted to a committee con-
sisting of 8. C. Gale, T. B. Janney, B.
F. Nelson, W. E. Steele, Charles B.
Chute. which commnittee will go over

them, and at a future meeting submiit
them for the adoption of the board of
directors. =

_'The idea is to utilize the terrace on
the river side of the exposition fda
great manufacturing house. Itis toidbe
500 feet on Main street, 168 feet on Bank
streef, 110 feet on First avenue soyth-
east and 110 feet deep. It is to be built
through to Prince street and torun down
thirty feet below the level of Prince.
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The building is to be 30 feet in height,
two stories, and its appearance would
be that of a lower story of the exposi-
tion building, having the same general
facade. This immense building, which
in general terms will be 500x100 feet in
size, is 10 be divided up into apartments
from 25 to 50 feet in width. These
apartments are to be let fto
manufacturers from the East. For
only five weeks out of the fifty-two is
the'steam power plant of the exposition
in use. and itis Mr. Chute’s idea that
the other forty-seven weeks should be
utilized. The power for all the many
manufacturing establishmentsis to be
supplied from the main plant. The
rental of the Dbuilding and the

wer could thus be made so
ow that unparalleled inducements
could be made to manufacturers
from the East. The cost of the build-
ing is to be about $60,000. Mr. Chute
bad an outline plan of the location. The
railroad facilities are pronounced ex-
cellent, because the tracks are already
on the spot, and spurs could be put in
at slight cost. Thegeneral effect of the
building’s appearance would be height*
ened by the additional story.

Further than this, Director Chute sug-
gested that above the portion of the
proposed building to be used for manu-
facturing purposes, an immense audi-
torium, 160 by 240 feet, shall be bullt,
capable of seating from 6.000 to 8000
B:ople. The scheme was lucidly fa_id

fore the directors by its proposer, Di-
rector Chute, and was received with en-
thusiasm. ;

The hall is to be connected with the
exposition, to be used during the five
weeks of the great show as a music
hall, where the band can be listened, to
without the annoyance which now de-
tract so much from the band perfopm-
ances.

THE FIRST BEEF CUT UP.

The first steer that went to the
slaughter was a hugh red one, with
wide-spreading horns. But he was re-
signed to his fate. His follower, a big
black fellow. did not take matters so
quietly. He was cornered in the next
pen, and the men stood watching
him when suddenly he recared on
his hind legs and throwing up his fore
feet over the top of the inclosure he
made a violent effort to escape, but the
height of the pen prevented and he fell
back. The killer carefully raised a big
iron spear directly over the neck of the
animal, close to the horn, and in an in-
stant let it drop and the huge steer fell:
the doors swung open, a hook was
quickly attached to a hind leg, and the
animai was swung up for the butchers.
The spear penetrates only about an
ineh and severs the spinal cord.

The machinery in the big building is
the most complete of its Kind in the
country. Through the whole process
of killing. dressing.and cutting no work
is done by hand. Machinery does it all,
and from the killing room to the cooler,
out of the cooler to the car or the pack-
ing room overhead, trucks hurry the
dressed quarters of beef to their desti-
nation. 1t is claimed that the machinerv
in use will enable five imen to kill and
dress 100 hogs an hour. The porker
wili ascend a chute to the third floor,

, where a knife is jabbed into his
throat, and he is submerged into

the hot water tank. Machinery throws
him on a board 1n front ot the serapers,
and he is quickly sent to the dressers,
and from there to the clenser and he is
weighed, ticketed and sent to the eooler
in an ineredible short space of time.
There is also a large rendering room, a
sausage room and two huge packing
rooms connected with the estallish-
ment, and the two large coolers will ac-
commodate about 700 animals. There
are now at the yards ready for killing
250 steers and 3,000 sheep, 500 hogs will
be received to-day. The gentlemen in-
terested in the venture express them-
selves as well pleased with the work-
ings of the institution.

A MYSUERIOUS PRISONER.

Wonderful Secrecy—Is It Tascott
or Cooney, the Fox.

Sinee Saturday last a mysterious pris-
oner has occupied a cell on the upper
ficor of the central station and all at-
tempts of the reporters to learn his
_name or the charge on which he is held,
has been unsuecessful. The man is
deseribed as a Jew and rumor has it
that he is wanted in Chicago for steal-
ing a lot of sealskins. Yesterday De-
tective Rohane, of Chicago, was in the
city and in company with Detectives
Doyle, Howard and Lawrence had a
lengthy interview with the prisoner.
Another rumor has it that the man is
wanted in Chicago for complicity in the
bribing of the Cronin jury.

HIS SKULL FRACTURED.

The Coroner Invastigatés the
Death of Gedrgd H. Willis. ~

George H. Willis, the old man who
was brutally assavlted by Reddy Hack-
ett some time ago and who, immediately
after Hackett’s convietion, so mysteri-
ously disappeared, died early yesterday
morning at his home, 826 Sixth avenue
north. Willis left his home on Tues-
day last saying he was going to work
and on Sunday he was brought home in
a wagon by two unknown men. He
was unconscious when he arrived at
home and remained so until he died.
One of the men who accompanied him

said he had fallen from a house,
but, as both eyes were blackened
and as he had been previous-
ly assaulted, Coroner Towers at
once commenced an investigation.
The body wag removed to Vail & John-
son’s morgd®®, where an autopsy was

held by Drs. J. H. Dunn and M. J. Kist-
ler. A jury was summoned and Coroner
Towers held an inquest. The first wit-
ness examined was James F. Barnum,
a son-in-law of Mr. Willis, who lives at
617 Tenth-and-a-half street north, who
testified that Mr. Willis died at 2:30 yes-
terday morning at his home, ¥26 Sixth
avenue north. Mr. Barnum said that
the day following Reddy Hackett’s trial
he left home and was absent for ten
days, and whea he returned he said that
he had been staying with a friend out
near Como. A week ago Tuesday he
left the house, taking his tools with him,
accompanied by a mau named Phil, who
stated that he was going to work. and
that he would return one week from the
following Sunday. Last Sunday,between
5 and 6 o'clock he was bronght home in
a wagon. When he was brought home
he was unconscious. He never spoke
afterwards. Samuel A. Coburn testi-
fied that he lived at the Hotel Aunnex.
He was not acquainted with the de-
ceased but saw him for the first time on
Sunday ®evening. At that time he
looked as if be was suffering from
severe injuries. Mrs. Barnum and Mrs.
Castie had told him that two men who
were intoxicated had brought Mr.
Willis home. Phillip S. Wilson, the
man who took Willis away from his
home, swore that he had known de-
ceased for about three years, and that
he had worked for him at odd times.
Wilson was now employed by J. K.
Oliver, the druggist — at  Sixth
street and Sixth avenue south, to
finish his country house, which is
situated about seven miles from
the city, on the Osceo road. On Sun-
day, while Wilson was at the barn tak-
ing carc of the horse, Willis fell from
the second floor through an open space
to the ground instde the building, a dis-
tance of about ten feet. When Wilson
entered the liouse after attending to the
horse he found Willis lying on a pile of
Jaths and lumber groaning and swear-
ing. He made up a bed of hay and
blankets and rolled the injured man
over onto it. As he was delerious he
remained with him from 8 o’clock in
the morning until 2 o’elock in the afier-
noon. Then he started for help and
met Mr. Oliver on the way. The two
went back to the house, put him in the
wagon and took him home, J, K, Oli-
ver corroborated the latter part of
Wilson’s testimony, and said, as
far as he knew,- neither of the
men had amy liquor with - them.
Dr. J. H. Dunn testitied to making the
post mortem, In his opinion death was
due to celebrial hemherrage, the result
of a fracture of the skuil, which might
have been produced by a blow from a
blunt instrumentor & fall.  Drs. Kistler
and Allen, who assissed in- the exam-
ination, corroborated Dr. Dunn’s state-
ment. The jury retarned a yerdiet that
George H. Wilis came to his death from
injuries reeeived by falling from the
second -floor _of J.X..Oliver’s house.
The cause of the fall the jury were un-
able to state.
