When T. F. Oakes and Henry Yillard
passed through the city on their way
East, after attending the meeting of
the Oregon Railway and Navigation
company, about five months atro, the
Globe published an interview with
President Oakes, outlininga scheme for
buildingthe Northern Pacific connec-
tions In Manitoba through to the Pacific
coK>t. Mr.Oakes states that the route
they would lake would be the old Mac-
kenz \u25a0\u25a0 route, striking the coast at

Bkeena Bay, British Columbia, and
opening up the vast resources of the
baskatrtirwan valley; also that it was
possible a branch line might be ex- j
tended to the north, with the ultimate
Intention of tapping Alaska; he also
Btated that the lines projected by

the Manitoba government, and since
purchased by himself and Messrs.
Villaniand HcKaoebt, and incorpor-

ated under the name of the Northern
Pacific &\u25a0 Iriutnftotn railway, wouldbe
pushed to completion as soon as possi-
ble. All the details of this gisrantic
scheme were printed in the Globe at
the time. A St. Paul norninc paper
published yesterday a brief summary
of the Interview referred to as some-
thing new: gave itthe most prominent
place in the paper, and caused much
amusement aiming local railroad men.

The operations of the Northern Pa-
cific are becoming more and more ex-
tensive. 'Ihe $160,000,000 bonds that
tiny now have decided to issue willgive
them considerable money for exten-
sions. Last spring the Globe proph-
esied, as the probable outcome of
the Wisconsin Central deal, the
ultimate absorption of the Grand
Trunk. Last week tils was
reasserted. The information upon
which these assertions are based was
received on the very best authority. Sir
Henry Tyler, M. P.. president of the
Grand Trunk, told the writer in conver-
sation ?t Duluth duringthe summer of
J&NS that his object incoming to this
country was to buy the Duluth, South
Shore & Atlantic, but that he was just
twenty-four hours too late, and that
Messrs. Van Borne, Smith, Stephen
and Hillhad snapped it up. Itwas ab-
solutely necessary tor the Graud Trunk
toobtain closer Northwestern connec-
tions, and Sir Henry hinted that the
Northern Pacific ami Wisconsin Central
v the most probable combination.
President Oakes, of the Northern Pa-
cific, was told of the remarks of Sir
Henry Tyler a few days alter the ron-
Bun:mation ofthe Northern Pacific-Wis-
consin Central deal and admitted them
to be entirely correct. "The primary
object." said he, "of our c nsolidation
with the Wisconsin Central was closer
relation? with theGrand Trunk." This
Is fully borne out by the presence ot the
Northern Pacific officials at Quebec and
their liatiohs with the cabinet
ministers of th** province. Theie are
certain places at which the line of the
Grand trunk can be materially short-
ened, and their desire is to set a land
grant or a bonus as an inducement.
The Tehuscouata railroad will douht-
be absorbed and Gaspe, on the St. Law-
rence, may beconie one of the pattern

termini. The prophecies made In the
Globe during last spring, and on 6ev-
eial more recent occasions, are all being
borne out.

THIS LOOKS FOOLISH.

A Puerile How Between Railways
in Manitoba.

WiNMiKG. Man., Oct. There is

an Interesting squabble in railway cir-
cles here just now, whichillustrates the
stubbornness of the Canadian Pacific
management. James Ross, contractor
of the Regina & Long Lake railway,
purchased 250 carloads of ties along the
Northern Pacific lines in Minnesota,

the material to be used on the Hegina
road. These cars are arriving daily.but
bo far the Canadian Pacific railway has
refused to allow a transfer to In-made
to their line, so that the material can be
sent to JJegiua. They say that these
Northern Pacific cars shall not be trans-
ferred to their line until they are com-
pelled to receive them by order of the
dominion government. The Northern
Pacific has offered to put the tracks to-
gether temporarily, taking up the con-
nection as soon as the ties are over, but
the Canadian Pacific will not con-
sent to this. The tics will likelyhave
to be transferred to Canadian Pacific
cars by moans of teams, which will cost
the contractors in tho neighborhood of
$2,000.

The St. laul Will Break.
The St. Paul road, despite the decis-

ion of Chairman Walker, will put in
the old rates on coal from Milwaukee
on toe same basis as the rates from l»u-
--luth. This may mean leaving the asso-
ciation, as itis in direct contravention
of the decision of the association throuirh
its chairman. The road willalso (-dartre
demurrage on all classes of freight. The
local roads all agreed to make this
charge only on certain goods, but the
St. Paul announces its intention of
charging on all classes. This is only
another example of the futilityof these
railroad associations; they are utterly
unable to control their members, and if
the latter choose to act independently
tbeie is no wayof enforcing the rules
of the association or of making the re-
calcitrant roads live up to the agree-
ment.

Rochester Is Satisfied.

Rocitesteb, Minn., Oct. 28.—The
Rochester &St. Paul Railway company
have made the "proposition to the city,
through their attorney. W. Logan
Brcckinridge. to accept bonds payable
before maturity (thirtyyears hence) at
the option of the city. This eliminates
the great objection that was made
against that railway company's proposi-
tion. The city attorney has been in-
structed to draw up the bonds accord-
ingly.

HOW TO JUDGE.

Some of the Points by Which the
Excellence of Stock Is Deter-

mined.
The outward indications (color, hair,

length of horns, ears, tail,etc.,) of stock
are not always to be relied upon ar cer-
tain inindicating the excellence of an
animal for the purposes required, and
when a breed is bred strictly witha
view to have itexcel in the exhibition
of superiority of the outer character-
istics it is sometimes due toa loss of
vigor in the stock, the result of the sac-
rifice of the more important individual
characteristics of utility.Breeders have
made mistakes in adhering too closely
to the color marks, or rather in giving
a greater number of points to those sec-
tions that really are not so important
compared withothers.

JUDGING BYSCORING.
Formerly all animals competing at

fairs were judged by comparison, but in
recent years a scale of points (with 100
points as the possible limit)is used for
judging. The 100 points scale is fixed
as the ideal animal (as the cow. for in-
stance), and the supposition is that no
animal can reach the*ideal. A certain
number of the points are ascribed to the
different sections (head, ears, muzzle,
tail, quarters, udder, escutcheon, neck,
etc.), the whole, making 100. Sheep,
swine and poultry are judged Inthe
same manner, only tne, points differ ac-
cording to the breed and kind of stock.
Insome cases careful measurements are
made, and when an animal is deficient
in any section the percentage
of deficiency is subtracted, and
are styled "cuts" or "outs." For
instance.suppose the head hasten points,
aud itdoes not approximate the ideal by
20per cent. Tin* judge, cutting 20 per
cent off the ten points,allows the animal
eight points per head. Following this
course until he. has examined every por-
tion of the animal,, the judg* may tind
as many as ten defects which he sub-
tracts from the total of 100. and ends
his work by scoring the animal ninety
points. Thus, itwillbe seen, a judne
must not only understand the points
requite for the breed, but must be
keen in observing, and be very careful,
as half a pant may determine the win-
ner of a prize.

DISADVANTAGES OP SCOKHCG.
The outward points are the surest

evidences of the purity of the breed,
and are uecessary. Without them au
animal not btrictl} within the limits of
the requirements of purity could com-
pete with a well-bred animal, but by
the score system such an animal would
be cut so severely ior defects (or dis-
qualilied) as to lie unable to score to a
tieure sufficient to give it a place. Dut
the danger uf the system is that, in the
desire to breeders will breed in
tb« direction of those sections to
which the greater number of points are
given. For this reason the conventions
ot breeders of the many '.iiirerciit breeds
may be compelled troin time to time to
lessen tiie number of points in some
outward sections and increase them
where they will promote utility. Of
late ye;irs, however, the test systems
an beinn added, In which the really
meritorious animal asserts its superior-
ity hy competitive trials with others ot
its kind.

FARMEBS i\ POLITICS.

The Lous Contest of the Massa-
chusetts Farmers Over Oleo-
niargurine.

Massachusetts fanners have tried for
three years to get their legislature to
enact a law providing that oleomarga-
rine,or imitation butter, shall not be
colored yellowlike the genuine product.
They have been defeated each time by
a tie vote, three times repeated. Now
they have organized a farmers' league,
and propose togo right into politics to
secure the election of honest butter
representatives and senators. A red-
hot discussion of the issue is going
on in the local agricultural press. From
the communications that have been
published we select the following sen-
tences, each from different men, as
samples' of the farmers' spirit: Such
an organization will be more effectual
in raising the standard of agriculture
than anything which could be devised.
The league should be formed with all
hands up. No branch of business can
receive special favor without detriment
toall others. Anything toprotect their
interests should be the watchword of
every farmer. Let us organize and
assert our rights. When the farmers
step to the front and in a body
demand their rights, they will not
wail long to be heard and have their
demands granted. a class of political
organization willhardly succeed, while
the proposed league, working through
existing organizations, would be able to
accomplish almost anything. By all
means form a league so broad, interest-
ingand complete that farmers can take
the position aud have the inlluence that
belong to them. Desperate cases re-
quire desperate measures, and the farm-
ers' case is desperate in more ways than
one. To be what itought and might be.
the farmers' league willtake years to
grow. Itis time for us to wake up. I
hold myself as one who will spend time
and money toputoleo where it belongs.
If we sit with our hands folded, wenever shall make any progress.

DEAD IN A SECOND.
Sudden Demise or Alonzo A,

Capron on a Stillwater
Street.

He Dies of Heart Disease
While on His Way to Con-

sult a Physician.

MiloLevanway, aConvict, Es-
capes and Swims Across

the Lake.

A Frenchman Named St.
Peter Shelters Him and

Then Gives Him Away.

Alonzo A.Capron fell dead of heart
disease In front of the Grand opera
house, Stillwater, at 1:40 o'clock yester-
day afternoon while he was on his way
toconsult a physician for the first time
inreference to the trouble whichcaused
his death. He bad been in usual
health until quite recently, when he
complained of oppression and pain in
the region of the heart, but attached uo
serious significance to the matter, and
consented tosee a doctor yesterday only
after the persistent urging ofhis friends.
Life was extinct when he was taken up
and carried into Holen &Co.'s store.
The body was taken thence to the Spin-
dle undertaking rooms, and from thence
to the residence of deceased's brother,
WTilliam M. Capron, on South Third
street, whence the funeral will
be held to-morrow afternoon.
Mr.Capron was born inFishkill, N. V.,
in 1832, and, coming to Stillwater in
1854, lias ever since that time made this
city his home. He was a brave soldier,
serving through the war inCompany li,
First Minnesota Volunteers, and being
at the time of his death a comrade of
Muller Post Na 1, G. A. R. He had
never married, and his near surviving
relatives are his mother, Mrs. Edward
Capron; his sister, Mr«.Elizabeth Has-
kell. and his brother, William M.
Capron, all ofStillwater. The deceased
was well known among the old soldiers
of the state, being a welcome and jolly
guest at all their reunions, and was
probably without an enemy in the
world. He confined himself closely to
his, business of stencil manufacture, and
left his work but a few moments before
his death,

A PRISONER ESCAPES,

But He Is Recaptured Across the
Lake in Wisconsin.

Milo Levanway, a convict of French
descent, es* aped from the state prison
at Stillwater in the early, frosty morn-
ing yesterday by taking an icy swim
across Lake St. Croix to the Wisconsin
shore, where he scaled the precipitous
bluffs and male his way about a mile to
the house of a Frenchman named St.
Peter, who gave him shelter and after-
wards gave him away. Levanway was
letout of the prison yard about 7o'clock
in the morning in company with three
other prisoners, who were to work at
painting under Mr.Lemon in the boiler
house oo the lake front, immediately
northeast of the C. N. Nelson &Co.
millsitc. He failed to pass in, it seems,
with the others, but eluded notice and,
as afterwards appeared, plunged into
the lake and wailed and swam across.
Before his exact time of escape
had been discovered it was ne-
li ved that he had made his
wayto an island near the head of tiie
lake, and an effectual attempt was made
to burn the. island grass and brush in
order todrive the fugitive from cover.
St. Peter, at whose house the convict
sought refuge, gave the fellow refuee
and a hu.e overcoat, and Levinway
cuooeftled himself in the cellar, expect-
ing to m:ike ort under cover of dark-
ness. But St. Peter afterwards came
came ovei to Stillwater. and, being in a
convivial state, talked a little too pro-
fusely in the hearing of Sheriff Hol-
t'ninbe, who immediately proceeded
alone to St. Peter's house, and at once
confronted Levinway, who was endeav-
oring to hide tiis stripes under the long
overcoat. The fugitiveInquired: "Who
gave me away?'" and when told that he
bad been seen to climb the bluff and go

towards St. Peter's house, seeme satis-
tied, and accompanied the sheriff back.
This makes the third Minnesota con-
vict that Sheriff Hoicom be has recap-
tured unaided within the last year.
Levinway is thirty years old. and was
sentenced in Crow Wing county, March
30, ISS9, to six years for robbery.

STALL FEEDING.

Not Profitable for Steers in Mon
tana. From Scarcity ofFeed.

"On several occasions wehave, at this
season of the year, devoted considerable
t-me and space to the subject of Mon-
tana beef-erowers stall-feeding their
steers for the sprint; market, but the
condition? are not such as to warrant a
very large experiment in that direction
this year," says the Husbandman. "Our
position on this question has onlybeen
in favor of stall-feeding when there was
a surplus of feed, gut such a course is
not necessary now that there is a great
scarcity of feed, and the market of the
territory will be ample to consume the
entire product without resorting to feed-
ing. Insnort, we believe that Montana
willbe doing well to tide her herds
through until next sprine without stall-
feeding, and we regard itas a bteter in-
vestment to feed what the country has
produced this year to our she stock and
young cattle than to stall-feed a few
aud allow the foundation of our
herds to take the chances of a pre-
carious living on a short and closely
grazed range. There are a few instances

In which It is all right to feed steers.
Farmers, for instance, who have plenty
of pa3tnrc and hay to brine their small
herds through can often feed a fewhead
of steers to a (rood advantage, and there
willbe a good'market at home for this
class of feeders. We do not go back on
the proposition of Montana feeding on a
large scale by any means, but a season
like this, when feed is scarce and high,
it would be out of the question to at-,
tempt to compete with the Immense
corn crop that has blessed the states of

'
Nebraska, Kansas, lowa and Missouri.:
We can do better withour products,
When the surplus shall pile up asraiu,
our granaries become full to overflow-
ing,and our home markets prove inade-
quate, we can live we believe and stall
feed for, the states' market. But this•
year the highest aim for the cattle-,
grower to attain willbe totide his hard
through until spring safely.
