TANNING AN ELKPHANT HIDE.

ItIs a Pretty Big Job and Takes
Three Years.

St James Gazette.
Itweighed about 1,200 pounds, and

was about an inch and a third thick.
Afterbeing put ina reservoir of pure
water to green it,it was beaten for one
hour every day with an iron on a large
anvil. After being ten days in pure
water it was left for another ten days
in water withabout 4 per cent of salt.
Then it was replaced in pure water
again for twenty days. During those
ortvdays itwas constantly insoak. .
The head and feet, weighing about

300 pounds, were then removed, and the
skin hung on spikes in the drying room.
After hanging one day it was put in a
vat containing potash and a small
quantity of sulphate of sodium in the
following proportions: Water, 1,000
parts; slacked lime, 25 parts;
potash, 3 parts; sulphate of sodium,
20 parts. After being two days in
this bath itwas rinsed in pure water of
a temperature of 20 de?., when it was
again placed in the dryingroom. After
this double operation wasrepeated three
times the skin was ready to have the
hair taken off. This operation occupied
about one day's time, and gave about
seventy-five pounds of hair. Another
day was spent in cleaning and scrap-
ing. By this time itlost 30per cent of
its weight The operation otits prep-

aration lasted two months, and it went
through the same conrso as cowhide,
with the difference that each phase of
the work took three times as much time.
The skin should be stretched in the pit,
and placed in the inidtHe of cowhides.
Six layers of powder are then thrownla; two iirst, two second and two third
layers. Altogether the tanning takes
three years. The partition of. time is
thus: Becoming green, forty days;
worked, sixteen days: preparation, fifty
days; repetition, sixty dayt?; lust pit
(double), 200 days; second pit (double)
300 days; thud pit (double), 100 Jays.

Anderson as a Common-Sense

ing given the low-heeled English shoes
their wide popularity among American
women.

The feet of a statue in the sculpture
collection at the Paris exhibition were
modeled after those of a fashionable
young lady, and the marble nymph has
prominent joints, with the big toes
turned back on tne little ones, just as if
she had walked through Arcady wear-
ing thu most fashionable of fashionable
boots.

Only about eight people out ofevery
hundred have both feet of the same
size. Generally the left foot is larger
than the right, although.it is not uncom-
mon to see the latter the larger.

Short people are now made taller by
false feet made of cork, into which the
lines of the natural feet are so carefully
blended that the deception is scarcely to
be detected.

Many pairs ofgood boots are spoiled
by placing them too near the heat when
they are' wet. A much better plan
would be to leave them where it is
moderately warm and allow them to dry
gradallv.

Children's boots willwear much long-
er and keep in better condition ifthey
are oiled before wearing at all, and a
coating of oil is put on once in every
few weeks. At first the leather will
look gray, and willtake no polish what-
ever, but this treatment willmake the
leather soft, and willprevent its crack-
ingifitgets damp.

Women who are obliged to go out in
allkinds of weather should be provided
witha pair of stout boots, to be worn
only on rainy days. Nothing willspoil
a good pair of shoes quicker than tramp-
ing about in the mud and rain, and
every one kuows the effects of rubbers
on leather.

Children's feet are often spoiled In
shape by being cramped into shoes that
look "real sweet" to the mother, but
are neither large enough nor properly
shade.
