Solomon Island Savages Kill
and Eat an Englishman
and Three Natives.

Dr. Peters, the African Ex-
plorer, and His Whole
Party Massacred.

MELBOURNE, Nov. 6.—A number of
natives of the Solomon islands decoyed
an Englishman named Nelson and three
native boys to one of their villages and
then murdered them. The bodies of
the victims were devoured by their
murderers. Upon learninz of the mas-
sacre, the captain of the British cruiser
Royalist proceeded to the scene and
shelled the villages along the coast
where the murders were committed.
The natives aeserted the villages and
fled to the hills, where they are safe
from pursuit. Other cases of caunibal-
ism in the islands are reported.

MASSACRED BY AFRICANS.

Dr. Peters, the German Explorer,
and His Party Killed.

ZANZIBAR, Nov. 6.—It is reported
here that the Massais or Somalis have
massacred Dr. Peters, the German ex-
plorer, and his whole party, except one
European and one Somali, who were
wounded and who are now at Ngao.
The latest known here about Dr. Peters,
who started inland from Vita on July
98, was that he had reached Korkorro, a
long distance up the Tanu river. It is
not known whether the second column
of the expedition, which left Vitu in
September, under command of Herren
Borchert and Rust, ever joined Dr.
Peters’ advance party.

BERLIN, Nov. 6.—Dispatches to the
Emin relief committee confirm the re-
port of the massacre of Dr. Peters and
his party. The European who escaped
is Lieut. Tiedemann, a companion of
Dr: DPeters, who was wounded.
Brochert’s column did not join Dr.
Peters’ party.

Canada’s Ablest Jurist.

6.—Lord Ashborune,
lord enancellor of 1reland, has ecalled
Judge James Robert Gowan. of Barrie,
Ont., a senator of the Dominion of
Canada, to the Irish bar, in recognition
of his eminent services as a jurist.

1n
he course of his speech he asserted
that the Parnelites were in possession
of documents containing evidence suffi-
cientto prove the ecomplicity ot govern-
ment officials ina conspiracy against
the Irish, the publication of which
would create a sensation greater than
the revelations and proceedings before
the special commission. It was the in
tention of the Parnellites, Mr. Molley
said, to make a public exposure of the
conspiracy by publication of the evi-
immediately after the opening of the
next session of parliament.

FAREWELL 7T0 THE SULTAN.

Emperor William Takes Leave of
the Unspeakable Turk.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Nov. 6.—Emperor
William called upon the sultan after
breakfast to bid him farewell. At
midday the sultan returned the
visit and accompanied the emperor
and empress to the Dolmabogihe palace
on the Bosphorus, where, with their
suite, they took luncheon. The party
embarked at 2 o’clock, the sultan con-
ducting the empress to the landing
stage. Before parting, the two monarchs
shook hands cordially. Emperor Will-
jam assured the sultan that he would
never forget the splendid hospitality
with which he had been received. The
sultan returned warm thanks for
the honor the emperor had con-
ferred upon him. The empress em-
barked on the Hohenzollern, while the
emperor and Prince Henry went on
board the man-of-war Kaiser. The sul-
tan was very gracious to Count Herbert
Bismarck and entrusted him with greet-
ings to his father, Prince¢ Bismarck,
Emperor Willlam sent the following tel-
egram to Prince Bismarck to-day:

“At the moment of my departure from
Constantinople 1 inform your serene high-
ness that my stay here has passed to my full-
est satisfaction. The sultan and the whole
gopulaﬁqu of every class and religion, have

one their utmost, in the most friendly man-
ner, to manifest their complete good will to-
wards me."”

SYMPATHETIC DOCKMEN,

They Will Strike Unless the Light-
ermen’s Demands Are Granted.

Loxpox, Nov. 6.—The dock laborers
throughout the city have decided and
announced to-day that they would on
Friday decline to perform further work
until the master lightermen accede to
the terms demanded by the employes.
Although this aetion was not unex-
pected, in view of the fact that thelight-
ermen struck insympathy with the dock-
men on the oceasion of the Jatter’s great
strike, it was not believed by many that
any considerable number the dock-
men would allow their gratitude to lead
them to the length of deseiting their
posts while they were receiving the in-

creased pay which the lightermen heiped

them to get. The mast r lightermen
nad a conference with we lord mayor
and Cardinal Manning this morning,
which was also attended by Burns,
Tillet and Buxton, on behalf of the dock-
men and their allies. The questions at
issue were exhaustively and somewhat
warmly discussed, but no decision was
reached, and the meeting adjourned.

Schuyler Is a Monarchist.
CA1ro, Nov. 6.—It has leaked out that
at a conference of foreign representa-
tives and consuls, which was held here
before the arrival of the Prince of
Wales. Eugene Schuyler, American
member of the International court, pro-
posed that the party meet the prince at
the railway station in full uniform. A
vote was taken on the proposition with
the result of defeating it, whereupon
Mr. Schuyler indignantly left the meet-
ing and absented himself from the re-
ception.

Seeking salisbary’s Scalp.

Loxpox, Nov. 8.—William O’Brien
has applied for a new trial against Lord
Salisbury. Counsel Gully, in his ap-
plication, said that Lord Salisbury, hav-
ing in distinet terms charged O’Brien
with inciting to murder and robbery.
sought to justify his charge by quoting
a speech inciting to boycott. This de-
fense, said the counsel, was inadequate
and opposed to the facts, and O’Brien
was, therefore, entitled to a new trial.
The case was adjourned.

Hopes of a Reconciliation,
PAris, Nov. 6.—Ex-King Milan is en
route to Belgrade, where he will make
a short stay. 1t is expected that an am-
icable settlement between Milan and
Natalie will be the outcome of-#he czar’s
letter to Natalie.

Close of the Paris Expo.

Paris, Nov. 6.—The closing of the
exposition was marked by a brilliant
fete this evening. Four hundred thou-
sand persons were present, the largest
attendance since the opening of the ex-
hibition. There were a few slight acci-
dents, due to the erush. The weather
was beautiful and the fete was a great
suceess.

Buckeye Republicans Don't
Seem to Realize Just What

Returns Show That the Entire
Demoecratic State Ticket Has

are given. The Republican committ._ee
has nothing upon which they can refia-
bly dispute the fizures, further than
they do nos think the plurality of Camp-
bell will reach over 8,000 or 10,000, and
that the rest of the state ticket will not
be elected by more than 2,000 or 3,000
plurality. D. K. Watson, Republican
candidate for attorney general, and U.
H. Hester, Republican candidate for
clerk of the supreme court, are not sat-
isfied as yet that they are beaten, as the
news fromn Cleveland and other parts of
the state show that

and especially so Hester. The Repub-
lican committee though do not think
that the complete figures will be suffi-
ciently favorable to save any part of
their ticket. Both committees and chair-
man seem to be agreed that the Dem-
ocrats will carry the legislature in both
branches. It is not probable the fizure
as agreed upon asto membership will
be changed from that which has already
been announced, though from some of
the counties they do not have conclusive
information.
