ALLISON IS ALARMED
The Result of the Legislative

Contest Too Close for
Ccmfort.

Boies Has a Plurality of Over
Seven Thousand for

Governor.

Republicans Claim That the
Legislature Is Theirs by

Six Majority.

Indications That Part of the
Republican Ticket inOhio

Is Elected.

Dcs Moixes, 10., Nov. 7.? Complete
but unofficial returns from every county
in the state show Boies, Democrat, has
a plurality for governorof 7,100, which
willnot be changed much by the offi-
cial count. Republican claims of
the election of part of their
ticket are groundless. They claim
the legislature by six majority. The re-
sult is so close in several districts that
the official account alone willdetermine
who is elected. Senator Allison is
alarmed at the outlook. He visited Dcs
Moines to-day and was inconsultation
with the Republican managers all day,
and returned to Dubuque this evening

CLOSE BELOW GOVERNOR.

A Few Republican Candidates in
Ohio May Pull Through.

CoLiM?is. O.,? The indications now
are on figures received at Republican
and Democratic headquarters, that the
Republicans willelectall the candidates
on the state ticket with the exception of
Foraker and possibly lieutenant-gov-
ernor. The Republican committee sent
out telegrams to county chairmen for
the vote on the respective candidates in
the counties, and they have heard from
thirty-six out of eighty-eight counties.
The returns show that in these counties
the balance of the ticket without much
variance in the figures, has received 11,-
--(BSJ votes more than Foraker, or rather
the head of the ticket has run behind
that much on these figures. It is esti-
mated that Campbell must have a
plurality of at least 12.000
in order to insure the elect-
tionof the balance of the Democratic
ticket, and the Republican committee
does not think his plurality willbe over
10,000. Itis believed that Watson, for
attorney general, and Hester, for clerk
of the supreme court, will run about
12,000 ahead of the balance of the Re-
publican ticket, not counting the head.
AtDemocratic headquarters it is con-
ceded that Campbell's plurality will
have to be 11,000 in order to save Mar-
quis, and that the balance of their ticket
is inmuch greater danger. They, how-
ever, think that Campbell's plurality
willreach 13,000 or 14,000, which would
insure the election of the entire Demo-
cratic ticket. The Evening Dispatch
says:

The contest Isso close, according to the
estimates made on the meager figures at
hand, that Itmay require the official figures
to decide the contest. Unofficial returns
from allof the eighty-eieht counties, except
Ashland, Geauga. Ottawa and Pauldinp, give
Campbell a plurality of 0,240. The missing
counties in If87 gave Powell (Dem.) 430
plurality, which would give Mr. Campbell
y,lwO. The returns show that all the candi-
dates belcw lieutenant governor ran about
lo,<JOO ahead of the ticket in four counties
alone, thus making the contest very close
and uncertain, witha strong probability that-
some of the Republicans may pull through.
Mr. Lampoon. Republican candidate forlieu-
tenant governor, was badly cut by the liquor
intesests of Cincinnati. He was charged
with being a Prohibitionist. While on the
Reserve, in the vicinityof his home, where
the prohibition sentiment is very strong, his
sentiments were known to be in"favor of tax-
ation and regulation as against prohibition.
He was placed between two fires,and to this
is attributed the smalt vote received by him
compared with tUe other Republican candi-
dates.

Chairman Neal, of the Democratic
committee, left for his home in Hamil-
ton this af'tt moon, to attend the jollifi-
cation meeting to-night. The commit-
tee received but little information dur-
ing the day as to the state ticket, but
concede that unless Mr. Campbell's
plurality runs over 10,000, the chances
are in favor of the Republicans. They
have hopes however, that their ticket is
safe, but can give no figures on the re-
sult further than to say that the average
gain for the ticket in fiftycounties is
about 3,330, which, ifkept up, willelect
the entire ticket. While the figures are
yet meager, the election of the Republi-
can candidates for treasurer, attorney-
general, school commissioner and clerk
of the court is regarded as certain by
the Republicans. The official vote is
coming in, and the result Will be ascer-
tained by to-morrow.

THIS IS PUKE GUESSWOBK.
Columbus, 0., Nov. 7.? The follow-

ing was given out from Republican
headquarters at 10 o'clock to-night:

We now have returns from the entire state
showing the election of Judge Dickmau,
Attorney-General Watson, State Commission-
er llrown. Member cf the Board of Public
Works Hahn. School Commissioner John
Hancock and Clerk of the Supreme Court
Hester, by pluralities ranjrinjr 2.500 to 5,?'00.
We believe Lampsou is elected lieutenant-
governor, but the race between him and Mr.
Marquis watclos.e. and Air. Lampoon's plu-
ralitywillbe small. Itwillrequire the oflic-
ial vole to obtain the exact plurality of the
Republican candidates.

PAYNE'S SENATORIAL SHOES.

Dozens of Buckeye Democrats
Would Like to Wear Them.

Columbus. ()., Nov. -The Demo-
cratic scramble for the United States
senatorship to su--.ccd Mr.Payne has
already begun. Hon. John A.-Thomas,
the rich Springfield, manufacturer, is
now here on the ground setting up pins
for that place. He contributed largely
to the Democratic campaign fund, and
is working to succeed to Mr.Payne's
shoes. Hon. Calvin S. Brice, chairman
of the national Democratic committee,
wants to be elected, and has men here
figuring on his interests. Hon. Law-
rence T. Neal, of Chillicothe, Mr.
Campbell's competitor for the nomina-

tion is also in tie field, as is ex-Con-
gressman George L. Converse, of this
city. Mr.Payne willnot be a eandieate
for re-election. The other gentlemen
mentioned are John B. McLean, of the
Cincinnati Enquirer, and Hon. James K.
J\'eal, chairman of the Democratic state
committee. The Evening Post, the
leading Democratic organ here, pub-
lishes this evening the Following inter-
view withJohn R. McLean at Washing-
ton to-day:

John K. Mi-Lean says he would not have
the Ohio senatorship on a goldplatter. This
declaratiyn of Mr.McLean isbelieved byhis
most intimate friends to be final. Mr. Mc-
Leau made no secret of his desires in that
direction in 1885, but shire that time he has
resided in Washington and gained an idea of
what the position really is. He stated his
position toa newspaper man not long since,
in which he stated manifold reasons whyhe
would not and could not become a senator,

even were he nominated. Among other
reasons was his dislike of being what he
terms a lackey for ofliceseekere.

Mr. McLean is independently rich and at
the head of a great newspaper, and is satis-
tied with his lot. Infact, he believes that as
editor and proprietor or his great paper he
occupies a position second to no one in the
land. Atthe same time he \u25a0 has been loyal
and true to the Democracy ofOhio, and sent
his substantial regards to the party iv that
state.

The Post says:
There is a growing feelingamong the poli-

ticians that Col. James E. Neal, who con-
ducted the late campaign iv such a brilliant
and able manner, would be the proper man to
represent Ohio in the United States senate.
Be is young, brilliant, and as a senator would
be nearer the people than any other man who
could be sent there. His election to that body
they claim would inaugurate a new era in
senatorial elections, and put an end to the
claim that none but millionaires could break
into that party.

Almost a Walkover.
Richmond, Va., Nov. 7.? At this

hour (midnight) unofficial returns from
every county In the state except seven
show a Democratic majority of 42,715.
The house stands seventy-nine Demo-
crats, fourteen Republicans, doubtful
seven. The senate stands, twenty-nine
Democrats, nine Republicans and one
doubtful. This is the smallest repre-
sentation the Republicans have had in
the legislature in the history of the
state.

Everybody likes him and would regret his
loss.

Ex-Senator Bruce said he did not
think that the voters were passing on
the administration in any sense. He
thought the administration was not in-
volved in the election inVirginia. The
defeat of the Republicans, he thought,
was due tothe factional opposition to
Mahone in part, and more largely to
the "purging" of the registration books
and failure to count all the Republican
votes. He has been out in lowa, and
there the trouble, he said, was on the
iiquor and railroad questions. Repre-
sentatives Mills,Bynum, Peel and C'ip-
man were together at the capitol to-day
talking the matter over, and they all
agreed inattributing the result to the
tariff question, believing that the people
who are being "unjustly taxed" w^re
rising up to protest. The result in lowa
is especially agreeable to the tariff re-
formers. Senator Voorhees, speaking
to a reporter, took the view of the mat-
ter that ismost general among Domo-
crats. that it was the uprising of the
people, who felt that there was some-
thing radically wrong, and who pro-
tested against being taxed for neces-
saries of lifefor no purpose but to make
other men rich.

Came Together With a Crash.
Dover, Mass., Nov. 7.? A train of

empty gravel cars without a locomotive,
running on a down grade, on the Dexter
& Piscatoquis railroad, was run into
near Blackstream bridge by a freight
train to-day and several cars were
wrecked and thrown down an embank-
ment. A man named Shea, who had
begun work this morning, was killed.
An Italian named Jim was fatally in-
jured. Malcolm Livingstone, of Cape
Breton, two Scotchmen and an Italian
were also hurt, but not dangerously.

Spoils a Tough Story.

Dexvkr, CoL, Nov. 7? The sensa-
tional story telegraphed from Toronto
about a dozen girls being decoyed to
Denver under the impression that they
were coming to secure positions as do-
mestics and then being taken to a lum-
ber camp and debauched, and held pris-
oners for several weeks, is without the
slightest foundation. There isno lumber
camp withinseveral days' drive of the
city, and no such outrage has ever been
committed in the state.

Kent Goes to the Coop.
Chicago, Nov.7.? Judge Prendergast

this afternoon sentenced William E.
Kent to thirty days' imprisonment in
jailfor contempt ofcourt, and finedhim
$500 on the finding of guiltyby the jury
of interfering with judges of election.
Under the law Judge Prendergast could
not sentence Kent to imprisonment for
interfering with judges of election for
less than six months in jail,and avoided
this by inflictinga contempt sentence.

Snffocated by Foul Air.
Detroit, Mich., Nov. 7.?News has

just reached here of the accidental
deaths of Isaac Wood and George
Spear?, aged eighteen and twenty years,
respectively, in Hazelton township, this
county, yesterday afternoon. Wood
went to the bottom of a deep well and
was overcome by gas. Spears descended
to his rescue and both were tnuen out
dead.

Jaegar, Thief, Jailed.
Toronto, Ont., Nov. 7.?Alfred Jae-

gar, of Utica, N. V., was arrested hero
to-night, at the instance of J. A. Wine-
burjrh, of Utioa, from whose store Jae-
gar had stolen two diamond rings. The
jewelry was pawned in Utica. after
which Jaegar Kot married and started
for Canada on a wedding tour.

BiJTTE. Mont., Nov. 7.? Judge De-

wolfe to-day rendered a decision deny-
ing the canvassing board of Silver Bow
the right to appeal against his order for
the issuance of a peremptory writ of
mandamus commanding the board to
canvass the returns from the Ilonle-
stake Tunnel precinct. Inhis decision
Judge Dewolfe quoted authorities to
prove the correctness of his opinion.
Immediately upou the decision being
rendered, William Hall, C. Caleb and
E. Irvine, members of the canvassing
board, were served with copies of the
peremptory *rit, commanding them to
convene forthwith and canvass the re-
turns. This afternoon Hall, who has
all along declared that he would go to
jailbefore he would comply with the
order of the court, appeared, and the
canvassing board assembled. Hall de-
clared that he would only canvass the
vote for those candidates expressly or-
dered by the court. Accordingly only
the votes for the five contesting legis-
lative candidates and district judge
were canvassed. The returns as can-
vassed to-day show that nine Demo-
cratic members of the legislature are
elected in Silver Bow. McHatton,
Democratic candidate fordistrict judge",
is elected. The Democrats will
invoke the same process of law as in
above cases to secure the election of the
other Democratic candidates from Sil-
ver Bow. vVrits will be issued early
to-morrow, commanding the board to
canvass the vote in.the disputed pre-
cinct for all the other candidates on the
Democratic ticket except Judge De
Wolf. This will elect nine Democrats \u25a0

and one Republican to the legislaiur#
from Silver Bow, and willalso elect the
entire Democratic county ticket, except
treasurer .and assessor. Corrected cer-
tificates will be issued at once by the
county clerk to those elected. Local
Republicans admit to-night that they
are beaten at last, and that Montana's
legislature will be Democratic. And
yet itis not improbable that the Re-
publican candidates will try to claim
seats in the legislature upon the state
canvassing board's certificates. As the
lawonly recognizes certificates issued by
the county clerk, the Democrats are
winners.

SOUTH GOES NORTH.

A Granger Financier Skips to
Canada.

Fabgo, Dak., Nov. 7.? A young

farmer named Frank South, livingnear
this city, recently purchased property,
mostly on the installment plan, making

small payments, giving chattel mort-
gages for the balance. The sheriff pro-
ceeded to satify one of these chatttel
claims yesterday by levying on forty
head of stock and some farm utensils.
No sooner were these proceedings com-
menced than sixty-seven other chattel
mortgages against the same property
were filed. South evidently anticipated
trouble and crossed into Canada a day
ahead of the officers. The amount
taken by him is variously estimated at
between $5,000 and $15,000. The rent of
the farm on which he was a tenant has
not been paid, and other chattel claims
against property amount to about
$12,000, while the property isonly worth
about t3,000. Inasmuch as no two of
the sixty-eight chattel mortgages cite
exactly the same pieces of property
complicated litigation must follow.

Three Prisoners Break Jail at

CARNEGIK AS GUIDE.

The Great Iron King Shows the
Pan-Americans Around Pitts-
bur?.
Pittsburg, Pa., Nov. 7.?The Pau-

Americans have been shown some of
Pittsburgh largest industries to-day.
They have also seen something new iv
the line ot iron manufactures. This
morning the party were conveyed to
Ripley &Co.'s glass works. Here they
witnessed the making of the various
kinds of table elassware. The
next place visited was the Oliver
Iron and Steel company's works. The
manufacture of barbed and plain wire
was shown the visitors, and they were
shown the nail machine soon afterward.
Jones. & Laughlin's steel works were
given a few moments' inspection, then
a train was taken for Carnegie's Home-
stead steel works. Aidrew Carnegie in
person couducted ihe delegates and
party through the immense establish-
ment?a thing he has never done before.
The party was shown the largest rolls
for the manufacture of armor plate
in the world. They also saw the
most powerful hydraulic shears for
cutting the thick steel platen that
have ever been made. After
a thorough inspection of this plant
the visitors repaired to the train, and
started for the Edgar-Thompson steel
works at Braddock. These works were
also shown to the Pan-Americans by
Mr.Carnegie inperson. The daily out-
put of steel rails here is over 1,000 tons.
At4:30 o'clock the party left the works
and returned to the hotel for dinner.
At8 o'clock they were taken incar-
riages under escort of the Eighteenth
regiment, N. G. P., and Battery B, to
the exposition building. A beautiful
exhibition of products of the different
manufactures of Pittsburg was shown
the visitors. After an inspection of
these articles the party was conducted
to a platform outside the building and
were treated to a magnificent
natural gas display, both in
air and on water. Four standpipes
were erected on the levee from which
spouted as many pillars of fire to a
heisdith of 100 feet. These flames were
given various colors by means of chem-
icals. Apipe was run into the river
and the gas turned on. It threw the
water high into the air, and when ig-
nited, presented a spectacle which will
never be forgotten by the South Ameri-
cans. While the display of gas was be-
ing given, the battery was firing the
national salute, interspersed with vol-
leys from the rifles of the infantry.

BLUSHED FOR SHAME,

Milkman Mertes Gives Dam-
aging Testimony Against

Coughlin and Kunze.

They Wore at Carlson's Cot-
tage the Night Cronin

Was Murdered.

This Evidence Troubles the
Ex-Detective, and His

Face Shows It.

Slowly But Surely the Con-
spirators' Chances of Ac-

quittal Grow Less.

Chicago, Nov. 7.? When the hearing
of the Cronin case was resumed this
morning. Coroner Henry Hertz was
called to the witness stand. After re-
lating bow the inquest came to be called
to investigate the death of Dr. Cronin,
and how the different articles of evi-
dence came into his possession, he iden-
tified the trunk in court as the same
which was turned over by him to the
chief of police. He also identified the
key with which the lock of the trunk
was opened. Mr. Forrest'sjcross-exam-
inatioi) was confined^to a few ques-
tions about how the coroner first
got the trunk. Mr. Forrest's point
was to show that there were
times when the trunk was not properly
guarded from possible tampering with
by persons inamicable to the defense.
He first saw the trunk in the court
room where the inquest was held. It
was brought thither by policemen and
a deDuty coroner. William Mertes, the
milkman, was then called. After in-
quiring the name and occupation of the
witness. Judge Loneenecker asked
Mertes ifhe knew where the Carlson
cottage is, and ifhe was near itMay 4.
Witness replied that he knew where
the cottage is and that he was near
there the time mentioned. He was
asked to tell inhis own way

-
what he

saw and heard. Judge Wing, for the
defense, objected, but Judge McConneil
permitted the witness to proceed.
Mertes told his story ina clear tone of
voice and faced the jury. He said:
Iwas on the east side of Ashland avenue

near the Carlson cottage about 8:30 o'clock.
1saw two men drive up to the cottage in a
buggy. The horse that pulled the buggy was
a dark brown with a white face. A big fel-
low got out of the buggy, went up the steps,
and itlooked tome as ifhe had keys and let
himself in. As soon as he entered the other
man drove rapidly away. \\hen he turned I
saw his face veryplain. He was a little man
with a bigforehead. He bad no benrd. He
looked tobe about twenty years old. The
man who went into the cottage was a big,
hi&h-^houlctered nmn. Iwent to the grocery
siore and stayed there about an hour. The
store is ablock and a halt south of Ashland
avenue. When Icame back by the Carlson
collage 1heard noises like there was nailing.
There was a small lightin the house, iwent
homo and stayed allnight.

When asked ifhe had seen those men
since, witness said "Yes," and identi-
fied Kunze and Dan Coughlin as the
men. The identification by the witness
was dramatic iv the extreme.

?'The fellow that staid in the buggy," he
said, "is that fellow there, John Kunze, on
the pillowthere, and the fellow who went
into the cottage wns that fellowsitting there
next to Mr. O'Sullivau," pointing at Dan
Coughlin.

At this damning statement every eye
was turned on the two prisoners. Even
Luther Laflin Mills swung himself
around in his chair and regarded them
intently. But to all appearances they
were more cool and collected than any-
body else in the court room. A faint
smile played over the ex-detective's
face, while Kunze flushed a trifle. The
witness was cross-examined by Judge
Wing, and said that he picked Kunze
out of a long line of men in the station.
He had stood lookingat the man in the
buggy for fullyfive minutes? and the
man looked at liim sharp, too. "Inever
saw a man look like he did at me."
said the witness. Mertes went on to
say that

when he saw him in the county jail.
This evidence troubled the ex-detective.
His face and neck became suffused with
blood and his eyes grew moist. The
cross-examination developed the fact
that Judge Wing had called upon the
witness at his house and put him
through a course of sprouts in the way
of an examination. Mertes, however,
had been warned by Capt. Schuettler
to tell nobody the evidence he was
going togive, and finding himself un-
able to shake off the attorney for the de-
fense, he had told him a fairy story.
Itwas upon this that the cross-examina-
tion was based, and as a result the law-
yer found himself treading on danger-
ous ground. The witness frankly ad-
mitted that he had lied to the lawyer,
because he had been told to say nothing
to anybody, adding:

"That was Inmy house, but this Is differ-
ent. Inmy house Itell whatever Iplease.
When Icome in court Iswear by God to tell
the truth, and, by God,Itell the truth."

At this there was loud applause,
which caused Judge MeConnell to say
that ifthe demonstration was repeated,
he would adjourn long enough to clear
the court and then resume the trial.
The cross-examination continued for
over an hour, but the witness did not
vary in his story. Officer Larch, who
was one ot the first to enter the Carlson
cottage, described its condition and told
of finding the paint-spotted key under
the carpet in the front room. The key
was placed in evidence and the court
took a recess. Ex-Capt. Sehaacic. of the
Chicago avenue station, was the first
witness at the afternoon session. He
testified to his conversation with O'Sul-
livan on May 8 and May 28. The ice-
man denied that he belonged to the
Clan-na-Gael and gave the witness a
very unsatisfactory account of his re-
lations withDr. Cronin. O'Sullivan re-
luctantly admitted that he had talked
withCoughlin by telephone shortly be-
fore the murder, and while the latter
was a detective under Schaack, and that
he made inquiry about Kunze. Chief of
Police Hubbard was the next witness,

and his appearance on the stand caused
a ripple of excitement, it having been
understood that he would have
SOMETHING SENSATIONAL TO REVEAL.

He was first asked about the custody
of the trunk since it was given to the
coroner. He said ithad been iv his sole
care until delivered to the state's attor-
ney. This was also true regarding the
lock and key. The chief identified sus-
pect Bourke as the Bourke he had first
seen in the Winnipeg jail, and the
direct examination ended much to the
disappointment of the spectators. At-
torney Wing tried ?ft bring out what the
chief knew about his client, Coughlin,
but the judge refused to permit him. as
Coughlin had not boon mentioned In
the direct examination. Police Captain
Schuettler next told of his connection
with the case on which he had been
working since the beginning. He first
heard of the Carlson cottage on the
night of May 22, the day the. body was
discovered, and went into itthe next
day. Among the things he found there
was a piece of blood-stained soap, on

which was some hair. He told of the
foot-prints on the blood-stained floor,
and upon being shown pieces of the
flooring that had been taken up, identi-
fied them. The witness controverted
the theory of the defense that the trunk
in court was not the one found in
Evanston avenue by indicating to the
juryan identification mark inaile 01; it
by him last May. .Before the conclusion
of the cross-examination court ad-
journed.

DOWNS AXDFAT.T.OXSUMMONED.

and Thomas Fallon, the men referred to
by Edward Spellman during his cross-
examination .while testifying 'in the
Cronin case, were to-day summoned to
Chicago to give evidence in th? same
trial, and left for Chicago to-night.
Downs and Fallon are the men who
Spellman says convinced him that he
had made a mistake in what he swore to
before the grand jury. Both men are
members of the Clan-na-Gaei.

IS THIS INSPIRED?

A Catholic Journal Takes New
Ground on a Church Question.
Baltimore, Nov. 7.? On the question

of the temporal power of the pope, the
Catholic Mirror this week takes ground
that is somewhat new to the Catholic
press. The mirror says:

We think the voice the intelligent scnti-
mentf ofAmerican Catholics when we say
that itis not desired to interfere with the
geographical lines that vow define the
boundaries of the Kingdom of Italy. The
kinglyprerogative that formerly inhered in
the pontificate inrelation to the temporalities
that constituted the paual dominions is
neither essential nor indispensable to the
spiritual authority or spiritual dominion of
the pope. The holy lather has no absolute
need for extensive territory wherein to
wield the power and exercise the rule of an
earthly kingtom. The transfer of those
states that constituted the temporal posses-
sions of the church from the con-
trol of. the papacy to that of the
secular power ot Italy cannot be re-
garded as a deprivation affecting the spirit-
ual interests of the Catholic world. Itwas
never contemplated that the maintenance of
the papcy was to depend upon the revenues
derived "from temporal possessions of any
kind. It is the business and duty to the
Catholics of the world to properly support
and maintain such a system as is necessary
tocarry on the government of the church.
The perpetuity of the churcn's mission does
not involve the possession of "temporal
power" in its old Bejjse. But while Cath-
olics do demand that the sovereign pontiff
shall enjoy absolute freedom in the' exercise
of his spiritual authority, he must uot be
subject to any secular power nor dependent
upjuany."

OUR CHRISTrAX HERTTAOE.
Baltimore, Md.. Nov. 7.? "Our

Christian Heritage." the latest produc-
tion of Cardinal Gibbons, willbe mark-
eted to-morrow. It contains 50S pages,
divided Into thirty-five chapters. The
first twenty chapters are distinctly re-
ligious: then follows an argument to
show that there isno conflict between
science and religion. There is one chap-
ter on labor, and the book goes on "The
Dangers That Threaten Our American
Civilization." These dangers, he says,
are Mormonism and divorce; an imper-
fect and vicious system of education,
which undermines the religion of our
youth; the desecration of the Christian
Sabbath ;the gross and systematic elec-
tion frauds, and the unreasonable delay
incarrying into effect the sentences of
our criminal eouru* and -the numerous
subterfuges by which criminals evade
the execution of the law.

ITS CHARTEK ANNULLED.

The North River Sugar Refining
Company Is Dissolved.

New York, Nov. 7.? Judgre Daniels
wrote the decision which was handed
down by the general term of the
supreme court to-day affirming the de-
cision of Judge Barrett at special term
of which the North River Sugar Refin-
ing company was dissolved for violat-
ing its charter in joining the sutrar
trust. Presiding Judge Van Brant and
Judge Brady concur in the decision.
The court holds that, though the trust
agreement does not set forth that one
ot its objects is the prevention of
competition and the enhancement of
prices, these objects may be judicially in-
ferred from the facts in the case and
from the ordinary motives governing
men's actions. And even though out-
side competition might prevent the
trust from realizing these objects, this
accidental fact would not relieve the
parties to the agreement from responsi-
bilityfor their illegal course. Itis a
condition under which a corporation is
allowed to be created and maintained
that itshall exercise and use its fran-
chises for the benefit of the public. And
when itvoluntarily declines to do that,
or places itself ina situation in which
that may be prevented as a consequence
of its voluntary action, under the statute
as well as the decisions of the courts its
charter may be annulled at the suit of
the attorney general.

FAREWELL TO THE WORLD.

Miss Drexel Dona the Weeds of a
Sister ofMercy.

Pittsbvrg, Pa., Nov. 7.? A $10,000,-

--000 heiress has bidden farewell to the
world. Miss Kate Drexel, the second
daughter of the late P, A. Drexel, of
Philadelphia, to-day took the white
veilof the novitiate at the convent of
the Sisters ofMercy in this city. The
ceremony was a particularly exclu-
sive one, none but the nearest
friends and relatives being per-
mitted to enter the place whore
the ceremony was performed. The
ceremony began promptly at;10 a. m.
and was conducted by Archbishop
Ryan and Bishop Phelan, assisted by
many priests. Miss Drexel. the postu-
lant, was attired in a magnificent dre^s
of cieani-white satin. When she
reached the altar, she kneeled and re-
ceived the blessing of the superioress
and asked that she be known as Sister
Catherine. The sermon was preached
by Bishop Phelan, at the conclusion of
which Miss Drexel was led to the altar
rail where she answered the usual
questions, after which she retired to
change her dress, reappearing in the
coarse, black garb of the novitiate.
After the service, a breakfast was par-
taken of by all, which was one of the
most elaborate ever prepared in this
city. .

A Hermit Supposed to Be "The
Fox" Turns Out to Be Another.

Ina cave on the banks of the LaCrosse
river, a short distance from Sparta.
The man was clad in rags and sqbsist>-d
on herbs, berries and raw corn. He is
unable to talk but wrote his name as
Bernard Malay. A fanner livingin the
vicinity of the' cave informed the magis-
trate that three months before the
strange man came to his house ami
asked for food. While there he spoke
gliblyof the Cronin murder and the
Clan-na-Gael. A photograph of the
fellow accompanied the communication.
The supposition of Justice Sholts that
the man is Cooney, "The Fox," is an
erroneous one, as one glance at the pic-
ture proves. Chief Elliott willtake no
action in the matter.
