Squanders a Fortune in

Little Prospect of Any Speedy
Improvement of Affairs
in Armenia.

Bpecial Cable to the Globe.

LoxDON, Nov. 9.—Correspondents at
Constantinople all agree that one of the
results of Emperor William's visit to
the sultan was to considerably increase
the financial difficulties of the ottoman
ruler. It was remarked by every one
who noticed the sultan’s appearance as
he passed to and from the Selamlik last
Friday how anxious and careworn he
looked. And no wonder, for he israp-
jaly getting to the end of hiz resources.
He has given notes of hand without
pumber, payable at sight ordate. and
pot a few are overdue; he has bills of
sale outstanding on his property in
every direction, and a heavy mort-
gr~e on his Asiatic estate is Leld
bv Russia, which may be fore-
closed at any moment. Before the em-
neror’s visit the outlook was suffieiently
«hpromising for the sultan’s further
pecuniary accommodation from anv
quarter; yet he was compelled to spend
the enormous sun of £200,000 in enter-
taining his imperial guest. For a good
many reason. a supreme effort was
made to produce a favorable impres-
sisu on

THE VISITORS.

The entertainments were on a mag-
pificent scale, and the diamend snuff-
boxes and other «akens of esteem which
were given to the members of the em-
peror’s suite, were costly in proportion
to the importance of the occasion and
the recipients, Where the £200,000
came from it is hard to say, asthe su'-
tan had very few things left which he

could give as security for such
a sum. Yetitis not because the rev-
enue is deficient nor the expenses of
the government excessive that the sul-
tan is in pecuniary difficultiee at this
moment. Large sums of money come
in. but the troops are unpaid. their pay

being over two years in arrears, and in
Constantinople there are government
officials with nearly twenty months sal-
ary overdue. Yet, with plenty of money

coming in. and no salaries being paid,
no one seems to know where the funds
go to. The palace absorbs, no doubt. a
Jarze share of the money, and the sul-
tan’s spy system is particularly ex-
pensive. Every one is spied upon. Spies
are set to watch spies, and this is go-
ing on all over the empire, and

creating a danger from which the sul-
tan himself is likely to be thegreat suf-
ferer. The disorder and discontent
with such a system of rule must event-
ually cause may be readily imagined.
As to government, as that word is gen-
erally understood, there is now abso-
lutely none in Turkey. This is the de-
liberately gxpressed opinion of men ec-
cupying high pousitions in Constantino-
ple.

The man was arrested and tried, and so
convincing and overwhelming was the
evidence that he was conyicted ana
sentenced to five years’ imprisonment
with hard labor. ut, to the astonish-
ment of everybody, he was reprieved,
and shortly afterwards nominated gov-
ernor of Scutari, the post he now helds.
This story is a fair sample of what
happens nearly every day in Tur-
key, and carries a lesson with
it which any intelligent person
may read for himself. The eensor-
ship of the press has now been carried
to such a point that the local newspa-
pers at Constantinople are worthless for
any purpose of information whatever.

A PASIOK ‘1 LETTER,

An Eloquent and Urzent Appeal
From Archbishop Ireland.

A pastoral letter from Archbishop
Ireland will be read in all the Catholic
churehes. Sundays, Nov. 17 and Nov.
24, in regard to the needs of the chureh.
The letter is a lenghty one, and opens
by deploring that the ecvllection of last
year asiked by the arcnbishop was not
so large as expected, and calls for a
greater effort this year. In 1887 the
amount collected was $7.512.95; that of
1888 gave $12,766.52, ap increase of
$5,453.57. The need of contributions is
particularly urged in order to wipe out
an indebtedness of $4,482.29, and the ex-
penses of the coming year will be very
many owing to additions to the number
ot students. ‘There is, sothe letter says,
a scarcity of priests, and some of
the districts have to be left with-
out any. The letter says: “Give
us the temporal means and we will,
within a few years, give you a clergy
who will serve you well and will do
honor to the hely c¢hurch. There is
plainly no work of religion so deserving
of your zeal and charity as that of edu-
cating the Levites of the sanctuary.”
There are at present in the seminary of
St. Thomas, forty-seven theologieal stu-
dents belonging to the diocese and
twelve in different European semin-
aries. The writer then alludes to the
promotions of the three priests to be
bishops, adding: -“Where fifteen years
ago there was ome bishop, there are
now six.”” The development of the
chureh in the Northwest has been mar-
velous. The diocese of St. Paul has
been divided into two jarisdictions,over
one of which will preside as bishopof
Winona one of the priests. The letter
closes with a “pang of grief” that the
changes will separate the writer from
ct}e mmediate jurisdietion of the peo-
ple.
