The Perfect Hone Is Something
in Prospect.

The perfect horse is yet to bo foaled,
says the Agriculturist, and we must
take facts as they are, and not expect to
find all good qualities inany one horse.
Indealing witha stranger rely on your
own judgment, and endeavor not to be
misled by any questionable statements
he may make. See that the horse
stands squarely on its feet, and that it
does not toe out behind or toe in for-
ward. Run your hand slowly and care-
fullydown the inside of each lee;; if
there is a bunch there you will feel it.
See that the feet are sound and well
spread. A dark hoof, if sound, is al-
ways preferable to a whiteor streaked
one. Look sharp at the eye. A bright,
fulleye denotes spirit; a mild, pleasant
eye, witha brownish oast, indicates a
pleasant, affectionate disposition, while
an eye witha good deal of white de-
notes temper. There is perhaps no oth-
er way to judge a horse's disposition so
well as by a careful study of his eyes.
and too much importance cannot well
be attached to the necessity of a good
disposition. Inevery case take a bill
of the horse, written by the seller him-
self, with the horse described therein
as sound or unsound. Ifabuyer is per-
sonally acquainted with any reliable
person who has a satisfactory horse for
sale itis better to purchase of him, even
though itmay cost more. Nearly every
man feels indignant at the suggestion
that he is not competent to handle any
horse, while the fact is this: \u25a0- "That
after you and Iare taken out of the list
there remain comparatively few men
really competent to handle a fine, high-
strung, nervous horse, although itmay
not be in the least vicious." Many a
man has made a serious mistake by get-
lingmore horseflesh than he can han-
dle. He may lack the patience required
witha wide-awake horse.
