TALKED HIS AUDIENCE AWAY

An Anti-Masonic Lecturer Whose
Excoriations Did Not Take.

“The murder of Morgan Dby the men
of the Mystic fold.”

It was with the sinzing of a solo, the
burden of which was in the words given
above, that an anti-Masonie lecture was
introduced to a few hundred people
who assembled last evening in the Sal-
vation Army hall, corner of Niath and
Jackson streets. The lecturer was Rev.
William Fenton, editor of the Christian
Liberator—a man well advanced in
years and undoubtediy possessing schol-
arly attainments, That he is opposed
to Free Masonry is hardly sufticiently
expressive of Mr. Fenton’s position.
His views of the mystic fold may be bet-
ter understood when he is guoted as
sayiug that it is “‘an infamous institu-
tion, & murderous institution. an insti-
tution that common cannibals ought to
be ashamed of.” But Mr. Fenton had
not a particularly responsive audience
before which he desired to unmask *'the
paganism” of Free Masonry. It is
questionable  whether half of those
yresent had the slightest idea of what
e was talking about—at the close one
individual inquiringly requested the
(GLoBE reporter to inform him “what
the parson had been preaching about,”
while a large proportion were so indif-
ferent that throughout the lecture there
was an almost continuous proeession to
the door. A fair sprinkling of those
present were ladies.

Rev. Fenton showed himself accus-
tomed tospeak to a luke-warm audience,
and utterly igunored his dismal sur-
roundings, the hall having a mostdingy
and cheerless appearance. He attacked
the Free Masons *‘hip and thigh,” de-
elaring Free Masonry was the revival
of all those ancient paganistic practices
before the Christian era. The state of
Massachusetts passed a law in 1834
which declared Free Masonry a erime—
wand it was & crime,” he dramaticaily
adued. He adduced quotations from
noted ministers and laymen to bear
upon this point, a proceeding which
bored the audience, the exodus being
very irritating. A little light into Mr.
Fenton’s opposition to Masons was
next shown, as he explained that
there were hundreds of them desiring
to have the secrets of the society venti-
lated. They were praying for it, 80
that they might be liberated from their
terrible oaths. Free Masonry was also
anti-Christ—the name of Jesus Christ
was not allowed to be used in their
lodges, and vet its ritual testified that
when a candidate applied for admission
his soul was regenerated. Free Ma-
sonry proclaimed the doetrine of sancti-
fication and ignotred Christ. How, then,
could mimsters of the Gospel legiti-
matelv beceme members of such a
blasphemous institution? Preaching
Christ in the pulpit; denying Christ
and preaching myths and fables in the
Masonic lodges!

Mr. Fenton had rambled on for
nearly two hours; the hall was almost
depleted of the original audience, and
those remaining were startled with the
statement that “*1 have scarcely begun
yet.”” While he believed in that old
maxim, * Early to Led, early to rise,”
ete., and was inclined to cut off there,
he could not refrain from explaining
the mode of initiating a Mason and the
oaths taken oy him. Eventually the
end came with: *I think we might
take up a collection,” and after prayer
the faithful few who had stopped to the
end were allowed to quietly trace their
steps homeward o1 purchase a few anti-
Masonic books which Rev. Fenton
offered ror sale.

Is it not rather nonsensical that a
young lady in Washington society must
have a permanent appendage by way of
an elderly woman to accompany her on
her walks, drives and rides, and share
with her all the calls and attentions of
her gentleman friends! This late inne-
vation of the chaperone is the aping of
social condition wholly different from
our own. English society is Dbased on
heredity and privileges of birth. Eng-
lish aristoeratic government divides
the people into classes. It creates
castes, which we are supposed to de-
spise. English social life from the
cradlesto the grave is one uneeasing
effort to maintain all the rank-one is
born with and prevent those of lower
caste from erawling up a step higher
This creates English exclusiveness
which American shoddyism loves to
imitate. This English idea of execlu-
siveness Is the secret of home training
for all who can aiford it. It explains
the tutor and governess idea, the herd-
fhg, as it were, of the family under the
ancestral tree. In consequence the
English girl grows up with an unusual
idea of the importance of her famly.
She is well instructed in books and de-
portment, yet lacking the confidence,
ease and grace of a woman who has
been taught to lean upon her own
strength. Snhe is innocent, awkward
and ignorant, shy, gullible and ex-
tremely susceptible. She needs a chap-
erone r guardian.

With our public school system and
mixed colleges, backed up by good Re-
publican ideas of equality, politically
and socially, our boys and fgirls come up
on a more natural idea of companion-
ship. They are from infancy sharers
and partakersin study and pleasure.
Both boys and girls are better for prop-
erly rezulated and guardea association.
Boys are softened, made mere gallant
and less selfish; girls are less suscept-
ible, more graceful and more womanly.
A boy with a good sister,a girl with a
good brother, are not only better, but
more prudent and polished members of
society.

Nine out of every ten American girls
now affecting a chaperone come up to
the debutante agze with a crowd of
play-fellows and schoolboy friends. If
she is a Western girl we will count the
ten. She played with dolls and at
dolls with them, jumped the rope,
played tag and blind-man’s buff on the
school play ground. She had her boy
sweethearts, too, and she will nevar find
a more gallant knight than the boy who
adored her chiefly by glances, and cara-
mels to the extent of his income. She
competed with boys for school standing,
and expended ber sympathy on them
when she beat them, All along the hine
the American girl is trusted till fortune
launches her into ultra fashionable
society, when the bars are putup and
her gentlemen friends must vield to
boredooin, espionage, and a double ex-
pense for the pleasure of her society.

A chaperone in society here means
one or three things—that the girl is
badly trained or irredeemably siily;
that the men who visit her are ill-bred
or wholly vicious. or that she is a victim
to a foolish and unreasonable affecta-
tion. The chaperone prevails in France.
Deoes that country show a higher level
of morality? Does the espionage system
anywhere increase feminine self-re-
spect? Does it elevate or dezrade? Does
it make women strong or weak? Does it
prevent or encourage intrigue? Are
women stronger, mentally or morally,
when marriage cuts the chain?

The typical American girl is not a
wood violet. She dances, plays tennis
and swings on a horizontal bar. She
studies philosophy and political econ-
omy, reads<Browning, Spencer and In-
gersoll; has decided views of church,
state and marriage. She discusses
suffrage and cherishes philanthropie
schemes; she has literary, musical and
artisticaspirations. The American girl
is. or should be, a thinking, self-re-
liant woman, to whom a hawk-eyed
chaperone is as unnecessary,.as the fifth
wheel to a wagon. The chaperone in
American society isan affectation not
creditable to our common sense or &
wholesome civilization.

The father was alawyer of great
lonrnlnﬁl and the translater of John
Stuart Mill’s works into French, Mme.
Carnot’s grandmother was English, and
she not only speaks English with flu-
ency, but has a little of the puritanical
appearance characteristic of the women
of Eugland duripg the last century.
Not a Frenchwoman understands better
than Mme. Carnot the political situation
of Europe, and nol one devotes herseif
more sincerely to the welfare of France.

A slight deatfness instead of detract-
ing trom her charms adds to ita cer-
tain originality, When her husband’s

)sition called her from a happy home
tife her natural grace and desire to be
agreeable to all fitted her to give to the
name “*wife of the president” a mean-
ing beyond that given 1t by her prede-
cessor.

Carnot must have reached
a *‘certain age,” because she isa grand-
mamma, but there is not a wrinkle, not
a line on her facer there 18 not a thread
of silver in her black hair, and her eyes
are brilliant as those of a younﬁegirl.
Mme, Cunisset-Carnot seems to the
twin sister of her mother, although she
is as blonde as Mme. Carnot is brunette.
