T0PS THE RESERVOR.

Sixth Ward High Ground Pre-
sents a Water Service
Problem,

Which the Commissioners
Will at Onece Proceed to
Solve.

A Great and Growing Terri-
tory Without Fire Pro-
tection.

The Commissioners View the
Land and Will Tackle
the Job.

1t is is a fact very well known that
within a few years there has sprung up
on the south side of the river a eity of
nearly 50,000 people. This eity is the
West side, or Sixth ward of St. Paul.
Its growth has been very remarkable—
phenomenal, in fact—and city improve-
ments have been unable to keep pace
with it. Most of the wonderful growth
has been upon the table land, or blufis,
and the comparative cheapness of prop-
erty has attracted population until the
river now divides two populous cities,
the smaller one second only to the
larger. Among the preblems of public
improvements in this flourishing see-

tion is that of the city water serv-
jce, The altitude of tha' major
portion of the Sixth ward has
recluded the possibility of participa-
tion in the general water supply, exeept
by means of The at-

ST al services.
tention of the v v commissioners has

\

been so absorbed the extension of
the supply facilities that the Sixth
ward problem had been set aside; until
now the demand is soimperative that it |
can go unheeded no longer. The ab- |
sence of city water, as a convenience,
added to its value as the element of
protection against fire, have combined
to attract attention generally. The in-
surance companies are raising the

premium rates, and the necessity of
providing a water supply is now most
imperative. At vesterday’s meeting of
the commissioners the subject came
up. and the board, with its oflicials, and
accompanied by Fire Commissioner
Martin. made a tour of the ward. It
was more in the nature of a trip of ob-
servation, as no aetion was taken, and
the board, upon its return, merely dis-
cussed the matter informally,
A GROWING SECTION.

The Sixth ward, as West St. Paul, at
present comprises a population of 50,000,
or nearly one-fourth of theentire census
of St. Paul. It has become a flourish-
Ing eenter for manufactories, and has
grown more and more into a desirable
residence district.  With the centers of
population springing up tothe south,
there is no section of the city that gives
more promise for future growth. Up to
this time its ecity water facilities have
been very meager, the result, as stated,
of its greataltitude. A submerged main
carries the low service water across
the river at Broadway. whence it is
distribated over all that portion of the
ward lying on the flat ground. The
territory thus *“‘irrigated” is bounded
by Onio street on the west and Robie
on the south, while the pressure might
readily admit of perhaps a slight in-
crease of the serviee. To supply the
hizh ground a special service will be
pecessary, as there are points .in the
ward actually h gher than the high
service reservoir. When the commis-
sion comes to act upon it the future
necessities will be considered and the
serviee arranged accordingly.

“The simplest plan,” said Secretary
Caulfield yesterday, *would be to erect
a pumping staton and standpipe, after
the service of mains has Dbeen consid-
ered. The standpipe, of course. will
give the altitude and gravity wiil fur-
nish the distribution. It is quite im-
portant to provide the best permanent
service and not spend money foolishly
in any temporary makeshift. The board
does not yet know from which branch—

high or low—of the service the water
will be jsupplied. We have an abun-

dance of water, and could supply a city
of four times our size, so there is noth-
ing to be apprehended on that score.
The Sixth ward is entitled to the city
water, and will have it at the earliest
possible moment.”

There is no probability of any steps
being taken this winter. The commis-
sion will perfect all of its plans during
the winter, and in the spring push out
and rapidly complete the desired im-
provement,

Death of William Turich, an Old Resi-
deat of the City.

TWO INCORRIGIBLE INFANTS.

An Attempt to Revive the Y. M. C. A.---
General News of a
Day.

William Turich, a soldier in the Union
army, and a resident of Stillwater for
nearly forty years. died yesterday at the
age of forty years of preumonia. The
funeral will take place Monday from
his late home, 908 Owens street. Mr.
Turich entered the army in April. 1861,
but was after wards discharged for disa-
bility, and from 1865 to 1872 was guard
at the Minnesota state prison. He was
a member of Muller Post, G. A. R., and
a citizen very much respected. His
widow, his daughter, Mrs. Archie Bot-
ting, and a brother, are the immediate
relatives surviving.

The father
testified that the boys were continually
running away from sehcol and from
home. and that after being unacquainted
with their whereabouvts for the last
three day, he had just found them at
South Sullwater. The boys said that
they would gladly go to the retorm
school, as they could not remain at
home. where, they claimed, they were
subjeet to eruel treatment.

John H. Stevens, with much risk to
himself, rescued from drowning a nine-
yvear-old boy named Engquist, who
broke through the ice of Lake St. Croix
while skating near the Union elevator.
The ice was very fragile, and Stevens is
an unusually l’eavy man, but, laying
out a plank he, dared the treacherous
ice and crawled ont within reach of the
boy, whose benumbed fingers and
strength, exhausted by the cold, were
just about to force him to let go his
bold on the slippery edge of ice.

BUOYING THE MARRKET.,

Illinois Inspectors Postpone the
Regrading of No. 2 Wheat.

CnicAco, Nov. 22.—For two days the
Illinois railroad and warehouse commis-
sion have been listening to complaints
of the Illinois Grain Shippers’ associa-
tion against the state inspection and
grading of No. 2 wheat. The fight has
largely been one between the small
shippers of the state and the Chicago
board of trade, and the commission
rooms have been an arena for the meet-
ing of these two organizations. It be-
came apparent to-day that the long con-
tinued debate on this subject and the
uncertain action of the commission was
atfecting the market, not only in Chi-
cago, but in the East,so the board
to-day. after some debate, adopted the
followiug resolution, postponing at all
events any regrading of No. 2 wheat
until July. 1890:

Resolved, That the facts presented by the
complainants will be earefully considered
by the commission, and all further light be
obtaived with & view to final intelligent ac-
tion.

Second—That 1t _is the sense of the com-
mission, in view of the sensitiveness of the
market and the liability that any uncertainty
may be taken advantage of to bear the mar-
ket. that this is a subject not to beacted upon
hastily or in otherwise than in aconservative
spirit.

Third—That_in no event would we deem it _

rudent or fair to make changes affecting
No. 2 wheat to take effect at an earlier date
than July 1, 1890, or which would affect ex-
isting contracts for the sale and delivery of
grain, and the trade may be assured no hasty
&Tmpruuem action will in any event be

ken.

EVERYTHING IS LOVELY.

Restoration of Eastbound Passenger
Rates Causes Delight.

D.,S.S. & A. COMES iNTO LINE

It Puts Rates to Eastern Points Up to
the Soo Line's
Basis.

—_—

The dificulties which have beset the
passenger business for some time are
gradually being adjusted. Anotherdis-
turbing element has now been relegated
to the category of the bad dreams of the
past. The Duluth, South Shore & At~
lantic has been runmng a free lance
line and making just whatever rates it
has seen fit. In doing this it has been
to some extent aided and abetted by
other lines. It is not a member of the
St. Paul & Minneapolis association and
is not bound by any of the rules or rates
of this association. Its east-bound rates
from St. Paul via Superior or Duluth
have been much lower than the lowest
by any other route, The St. Paul & Du-
luth and Eastern Minnesota have quoted
its rates, thereby causiag considerable
ill-feeling among other members of the
association, thougn it is elaimed by
many that the Eastern is not in
fact a member, having never signed the
by-laws. Talk has been frequently
heard of firing one or both ot these lines
from the assoeciation, but nothing has
ever been done, owing to the ap, arent
fact that neither of the offenders would
care. Charles S. Fee, general passen-
ger and ticket agent of the Northern
Pacific, has more than once endeavored
to bring about a settlement of the diffi-
culty, which placed him in a peculiar
position. owing to the rate from Duluth
to Eastern points being lower than that
from St. Paul, thus forcing him either
to ignore the South Shore road or to cut
his own rates by quoting lower fizures
from points on the Northern Pacific via
Duluth, than via St. Paul to Eastern
points. He succeeded in vringing about
a meeting yesterday. at which General
Passenger Agent Hibbard. of the South
Shore, met Messrs. fee. Teasdale, Gil-
fillan and Rockwel, of the North-
ern Pacifie, Chicazo, St. Paul &
Omaha, - St. Paul & Duluth,
and Eastern. The meeting lasted
all the afternoon, and the
result is most satisfactory. The Du-
luth, South Shore & Atlantic agreed to
advance its rates to the same figures as
those quoted by the *Soo” and pub-
lished in the Twin City rate sheet. Fair
examples of those rates are as follows:
St. Paul to Boston, #28.70 first class,
€24.40 second; to New York, $0 first
class, §26 second; to Montreal and Otta-
wa, $27.70 first class, 823 second. The
old rates to the same points were: St.
Paul to Boston, £4 first class, 1 see-
ond: to New York, 25 first class, £22.50
seeond; to Montreal and Ottawa, $23
first class, £20 second. Now there will
be a breathing spell, the elouds having
cleared away, leaving a fair field and no
favor. The question of the Duluth,
South Shore & Atlantic entering the
local association was not broached, as
there seems to be no reason why the
road should elaim a right to member-
ship, and it is verv apparent that should
it ask it there would be strong opposi-
tion.

FExchange of -ecurities,

BosToN, Nov. 22.—President Adams,
of the Union Pacific. says the following
with regard to the Ft. Worth ' & Colo-
rado; A new company is to be formed
to control the Ft. ‘Worth & Colorado
systems of the Union Pacific, by ex-
change of securities, making a consoli-
dation of the 1vads.

The
Union Pacific will eontrol the néw com-
pany by an ownership of a majority of
its stock.

COMPETIITION CEASES,

The Federal Steel Whale Swallows'
Ail the Small Fry.

CLEVELAND, O., Nov. 22.—The directs,
ors of the Federal Steel company comn
pleted their business in this city to-day,
and all of them, with the exception of
J. W. Gates and George F. Douglass,
who remain here as a comwmittee to,
finish detailed work assigned to them,
departed for their homes. The com-
mittee work was in relation to the de-
tails of exchanging stock in the old
companies for shares in the Federal
Steel  company.  Mr. Douglass was
found in the lobby of the Weddell house
this evening by a reporter and intery
viewed regarding the new corporation.

“Will Cleveland be ignored and no office of
the consolidation be opened here?’ was

asked.

*“No, I think not, Cleveland is too im-
portant a center, and it will have an office.”

“But not the headquarters?’ suggested the
reporter.

“No. The general offices will go to Chi-
cago and Piushurg. The ma'n selling office
will be in Chicago and the purchasing office
in Piushurg.”™
“Will the Clevelana office be for selling or
buying?

“It will be a selling office.”

“Will the works in this city be operated
separately under distinet managements?"

“The details have not been arranged. I
think, however, that there will be a manager
for the American wire mill and a manager
for the H. P. nail factory. There will prob-
ably be a’'general superintendent for all the
works in this city.”

Mr. Douglass said that the Cleveland
Roller Mill company was too big a fish
for the consolidated whale to swallow,
and that the five years’ contract for fur-
nishing wire rods represented the con-
nection between the two great corpora-
tions.

whicn, as vet, has not entered the com-
bination. Perhaps the anxiety to absorb
this local companv is one of the details
whivch the committee hopes to arrange
while here.

The
promoters of the consolidation of the
wire rod, wire nail and wire fenece in-
dustries anti(-ipwte no serious competi-
tion from outsiders during the next five
years. It is admitted by those without
the combination that the first compet-
ing companies organized, if notabsorbed
by the Federal people, will be unable to
break the market, and that it will be
some years before there are a sufficient
number of rod and wire mills in opera-
tion to cut a fizure as competitors in the
industrial world.

Talmage Preaches at Mars Hill to
‘thousands of Ath=nians.

ATHENS, Nov. 22.—Rev. T. De Witt
