HARDLY COMPREHEND THE FORCE.

Herrmann himsIf, merely asaskilled
tactician, executor of the manual of s
art, and as au inventor of its features,
some of which are inde:d startling, is
probabiy the ablest living exponent of
prestidigitation and its possibitities.

By a varied exelcise of these abilities,
and by catering to the public delight
and without any preteuse at profunduy
or the possession of sealed and hidden
theories, he has become one of the
wealthiest actors on the American
stage. He 1s a typieal Parisian, and his
wife, who was once a leader in the
gociety of the French eapital, was an
actress of much ecelebrity. He is the
proprietor of a variety troupe, which 1s
noted as one of startling spectacularity.
He is of shrewd commercial traits, and
has long sinee learned to bring fawme
and fortune to his feet.

In embarking upon a new tour of the
country he always exhibits some new
thing which he haolds as his own inven-
tion. At this visit he brought out ~“The
Cremation,” a weird and ghastly thing
to most beholders. “Florine, the Child
of Air.” is another, and this he exhibits
with a confidence defying eriticism or
detection. **The Cremation” is a theat-
rical success, but as a spectacleitis a
horrible presemiation. The St. Paul
public marveled at Florine, and one
councerted expression ol wonder and
amazement went up froin the crowded
floor. A voung girl, poured into a pair
of tights, with a loose bolice hanzing
in great puffs and tucks over the hips,
is revealed standing in the air, unsup-
ported and buoyant. The speectatur
comments upon the blaek screen which
seems to rise up directiy behind the
tripping, posing figcure. Some say she
must be suspended on a wire, or that
she is a tizht-rope walker and that she
stands on a wire. which, in the sub-
dued light, is not discernible by the
nakea eye, and theory upoi theory is
vented and given out all over the aouse,

inexplicable con-

until  Mme. Herrmann hawds the
ethereal goddess a tassellated hoop.
All eyes are  set upon the
hoop, and when the girl

undertakes to jump through it, turning
1t over her head and beneath her feet,
all declare in one aceord that she actu-
ally retains her elevated perch unsup-
ported! Because the hoop goes around
the fizure, the idea that she is hung on
a steel rod, which projecis through the
black and impenetrable background or
screen, is dissipated. If this were so,
most people thiuk the hoop could not o
round. Nevertheless here is the con-
trivance. The young lady—as much at
bome in the airasa crow or fairy—is
rigged oulin a steel corset which fits
her as perfeetly as her breath. Over
this there is another corset, also made
of steel, which turus arouna the inner
one, and which is fixed upon a strong
steel rod fastenea to

of the stage and behind the sereen,
through which the rod projects. To
raise or lower the figure the adjusted
support behind the stage is raised or
jowered. "Thus it can be seen upon
how simple a mechanisw the figure can

turn any aud all ways, turn somer-
saults and get funny in general. But
that hoop! When Mme. Herrmann

handed Florine the hoop, an observant
eye would have noted that the fair
Florine grasped it in a certain
place and held it there—immovable—
during the whole time sne played her
antics therewith. ‘Ihe hoop was cov-
ered with smail, but confused tassels,
and on that siue of the hoop which was
toward the sereen, there was an opening
of four inches. Through this opening
the supporting rod passed. In that in-
genlous niche in the hoop lay the
whole mystery of this puzzling trick.
The egz trick, where a seemingly
disinterested person leaves the audience
and mounts the stage, and there, at the
command of the magician, spits
three or four eges, is the simplest thing
in the worid. To begin with, the young
man who so promptly assisted M.
Herrmann when a call was made for
“gnybody” 18 a confederate, who has
traveled with the wmaician for a
long time. ‘The younz man holds in his
mouth,—expressiy for the occasion—a
loose piece of bleached skin which he
breathes to forin the egg-shape bulge
which is seen by the spectators, as Herr-
mann taps him on ihe head, as if to
kunock an egg out of his mouth. Herr-
mann himselt has the ezes concealed in
his vest, and as he fumbles around the
young man’s head, he secures Lhe egg,
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manner and after a | o

with incom- |
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and by a clever movement makes it ap- 1
pear to fall from the mouth of his
dummy.

Herrman awayvs wears a theatrical waist-
coat while exhibiting. This waisteoat
has a rubber cloth back and admits the
stowing away of any number of things.
The rabbits, ducks and vomag ele-
phants so often found in the hats bor-
rowed of these in the audience are all
hidden in that vest. Herrmana regret-
fully acknowledges that he cannot now
do some of the tricks he could five years
ago, and thisis because of a slight  cor-
puleney. Five vears ago he could hang
a towel over his left arm and earry nine
large glass aquariums tilled with water
and goldfish, and no one ever learned
how he managed such a teat. ‘T'he waist-
coat and its capacity play an essential
part in all performances.

When Herrmann drew from the inside
of Mr. Pease’s silk hat six large square
lanterns, people were astonished. How
under the sun be suceeeded in seereting
six square lanterns, each 4x5 inches,
in the hat noone seemed to have the
faintest idea. Awgain we find that sim-
plicity makes this triek a consummate
suceess. lnstead of having tour sides,
and a bottom and top, as the audience
of course presumed, the lanterns had
but one side, behind which was at-
tached a small eandle. An ordinary
silk hat would® hide two dozen of these
“glass frames.”

The “mystie table.” without which
many of Herrmann’s tricks could never
be accompl.shed, is an indispensable
part of his paraphernalia. Into this
table, which always stands in the center
of the si1age so that the audience cannot
see the top, sink many of the articles
which Herrmana  makes disappear.
The rabbit pressed  into its mate as the
two were side by side on the table was

If, instead of watching the canuon,
the audience had watehed a string in
the ceiling of the house, they would
have discovered that the high hat was
swung ot on this cord, and not blown
out from the mouth of that murderous-
looking cannon. The throwing of cards
across the audience is genuine, and ac-
quired after a long practice of flinging
stale sandwiches out of French restau-
rants,

It is conceded by those who are per-
sonally acquainted with Herrmann and
his eraft that the mouney-counting trick
is one of his best. Coming up toa
stranger in the audienee he counts into
his hands ten silver dollars. He tells
him to close his hand and hold it tight.
The auditor then counts back and finds
fifteen silver dollars. Considering that
Herrmann only employs fifteen dollars

in all. and that five of these
he ldays out on the platform
on which he stands, this seems

to be a most unaccountable accomplish-
In fact, the extra five pieces are
concealed in the hollow tray and are
slid ont with the rest.

When he takes a handkerchief from a
lady in the audience and affects to. tear
and burn it, ne creates another sense of
wonder. He burns and tears his own
handkerchiefs, while that of his rair
auditor is snugly tucked in his waist-
coat. Again, when he borrows a white
and yellow handkerchiet from two
membars of the audience he secures the
fermer from a stranger to his schemes,
but the yellow one is promptlv offered
by a eolleague. These are again shoved
into that capacions vest.while Herrmann
proceeds to cut and burn his own.

The chief featir: of Herrmann's en-
tertainment on his present tour is the
**Cremation.” In this the deeeption is

of the spectacte The enactiment of the
ghastly scene occurs in the dingy crem-
atory vanlt. 1In the center of the vault,
which is a dark and weird compartnient,
stands an iron ecasket about twice the

size of an ordinary coffin. With
an  unusunally odd ceremony the
subject for cremation is ushered

into the vault Ly attendants robed
in the conventional garb of hades. In
this scene Mme. Herrmann appears at
her best, and her beautiful form, draped
in a shroud of purest white, moving, as
in a trance. about the stone floor of the
vanlt, ehills the heartof every observer.
She is led to the cusket, into which she
is bidden by the executioner. She sits
down into the casket and submits to a
chloroform sleep. Just as she sinks into
unconsciousness the casket is closed
and allowed to remain so for a moment,
while the devils glide about the floor
and secure every exit. The lid is then
raised, aleohol is poured on the folds of
the still form ana the torch applied. In
a second all is ablaze avnd crackling be-
fure the appalled gaze of the audicence.
A SHUDDER GOES UP
from the house and women turn their
heads from the ghastly sight. There
the body blazes, and with a sickening
burst the flames eat their way through
it. The casket is closed and the bulkis
allowed to smoulder. One and all are
aghast at the reality of Mme. Herrman’s
anatomy undergeing the ordeal. While
the tallow body bLurns away in the
casket, Mme, Herrman is preparing her
toilet for the next scene and is nowhere
near the iron roast bin! As the box is
closed just before the aleohol is poured
on and the torch applied, Mme. Herr-
man sinks through the bottom of the
casket and herform 1s replaced from
beneath the stage with a tallow bundle
much resembling her shape, whieh is
draped apparently as she appeared to
be. This is burned, not the madame!
The next scene is whete her spirit
lingers about the grave, and this is seen
through a large mirror which covers the
entire rear of the stage. How that
scene is enacted, with noone on the
staze, has been the woader of nearly all
who have seen it. Behind the caskert,
the stage floor is sunk seven feet. The
mirror is placed at dn angle of about
fi flg’-ﬁvc degrees over the pit thus made,
and about twelve feet toward the rear
of the stage. Into this pit the actors
assemble and enact their seenes, and
when the light from the side of the
stage is shed upon it the reflection in
the mirror is what the audience sees—
though not a soul be on the stage. A
mere mechanical conir.vance, but a
very ingeiious one., and one which sat-
isfies the publie and brings gold to its
proprietor.

JUVENILE THIEVES,

Archbishop Ireland’s Letter
on the Merriam Park Dio-
cesan Seminary,

Father Cosgrove Will Sueceed
Father Danahy at Fari-
bault.

Colored Catholics of St. Pe-
ter's Regret Father Shan-
ley’s Departure.

The Coming Consecration of
Bishops Set for the Feast
of St. Thomas.

Yesterday was the day appointed by
his grace, the most reverend arch-
bishop, for the annual collection in aid
of the diocesan seminary at Merriam
Park. In all the churches throughout
the city the archbishop’s letter on this
subject was read, and a sermon appro-
priate to the occasion delivered. A
portion of this letter, which is in the
archbishops’s most vigorous style, is re-
produced here:

THE ARCHBISHOP'S LETTER.

As matters are at the present time, we are,
to our de~p regret. compelled to leave im-
portant districis without pastors; and we do
not, on account of the fewness of priests, be-
gin to put our hand to several special works
which we have in mind, and which will be
most condneive to the honor of religion and
the good of souls, The tuture of reiigion
the diocese depends, under God’s providence,
entirely upm the priesthood. Henece. as
your chief pastor, more than any other re-
sponsible to God for the care of souls, we are
resolved to make the preparation of candi-
dates for the priesthood the first and
most important work of our episcopate,
and we say to our Catholics in wvery
plain words—give us the temporal means,
and we will, within a few years, give you a
clergy who will serve you well and wilt do
honor to holy church. There is plainly no
work ot religion so deserving of your zeal
and charity as that of educating the Levites
of the sanctuary.

The prospects are most encouraging. There
are at present in our own Seminary of St.
Thomas forty-seven theological students be-
longing to the archdiocese. and twelve in
different European seminaries. Notwith-
standing our great need of laborers. we are
sending two of our priests to the new Uni-
versity of Washington, persuaded as we are
that the greater the opportunities for fultest
preparation we ean ailow the clerzy, the
more ahbundant shall be in later years the
truits of their ministry. We thank God vo-
cations to the priesthood are constantly in-
creasing among the children of the peovle,
and pious fathers and mothers are most
pleased to encourage the holy resolutions of
their sons.

The present year is a blessed one in the
history of the diocese of St. Panl. Our faith-
ful Catholics will rejoice with us in the great
things that have been accomplished, and will
take thence new motives for greate- zeal in
fuiure well-doing. Three of our priests have
been raised by the Holy Father to the exalted
dignity of the episcopate, and five newepis-
copal  eees have been created within the
lines of the ecclesiastical province of St.
Paul. Where fifteen years ago there was no
bishop, there are to-day six. and we ean fore-
see at no very distant time the need of the
vet further widening of the stakes of Christ's
tabernacle, and of the erection of other
episcopal sees. The development of the
church in the Northwest has been truiy mar-
velous: in no other part of the country has
the like been seen within the same short
term of years. The richer the blessings
poured upon us by - Almighty God, the more
marked must be in heart and deed our grati-
tude to Him.

Our own beloved diocese of St. Paul has
been divided into 'wo jurisdictions, over one
of whieh will preside, as bishop of Winona,
one of our worthy priests, loug tried in the
exercise of the ministry, and well fitted by
his piety and his zeal for the great work of
the government of souls. Itis not withouta
pang of grief, let us be permittéd to say, that
we separate from ounr immediale jurisdiction
priests and people, the companions of our
labor of years, whom we have so well known,
and so warmly loved. The consolation 1s

that henceforth eloser atteution than
our extensive work . allowed  shall
be given to their - spiritual interests,

For all our faitnful diocesaus of to-day,
whether they remain to us inthes older dio-
cese of St. Paul. or they be gathered into the
newer dioce<e of Winona. our prayers and
affections shall be the self-same.

This letter will be read _at all the masses in
the several churches of the archdiocese Sun-
day, Nov. 17,and Sunday, Nov.24. The
dayv marked for the taking up of the collee-
tion, the sermous in the several churches
wilirelate to the duty of Catholies to aid in
the extension .and ~perpetuation of the
chureh’s priesthood.

ACTIVE IN THE CHURCHES.

The collection in all the churches of
the diocese in 1887 amounted to $7.-
312.95, in 1888, #12.766.52. Of the latter
amount the cathedral congregation fur-
nished over $8,600,which was above half
of all colle~ted ti.roughout the city. At
the high mass yesterdav Father Shan-
ley made a stirring appeal to the con-
grezation to do even better than was
done in former years. He said that,
notwithstanding the rapid strides made
by the eburch during the past eentury,
as so strikingly ULrought out in the

late Catholic congress assembled
at  Baltimore, mnevertheless the
church had not kept pace with
the erowth of the country.

thoasands of those who should have
been Catholies Mad dritted away into
other sects. There were severai reasons
for this. Mixed marriages and the bad
example set by Catholice themselves
accounted in some measure for the fall-
ing off. but the most prolific source was
the scarcity of priests. 1f the archbish-
op had not been hampered in this way
a large number now occupying Protest-
ant pews would be in Catholic pews
listening to the faith preached to their
fathers centuries ago in other lands.
There were suflicient vocations for the
priesthood, and these vocations could
not be fostered as they should be with-
out temporal aid from the faithful.

A broad smile passed over the faces
of those in attendance when the speak-
er, in alluding to the impecuniousness
of certain of the parishioners, said: *“[t
does make me reai angry when 1 see a
man wearing a £300 diamond ring drop
a nickel into the contribution box on oc-
casious like these.”

The remarks of the prelate had their
effect, for pearly a thousand dollars was
collected.

Father Danahy’s Successor.

It has been announced in several of
the local papers that Father Danahy’s
place at Faribault, as pastor of the Im-
maculate Coneeption church, was to
be filled by Father Christie, of Waseca.
This is now contradicted on good au-
thority. ‘The honor, it is said, will fall
on Father Cosgrove, the well-known
pastor of St. Vineent's church, this city.
This will be pleasing news to the Catn-
olies of this city, who have come to re-
vere Father Cosgrove for his many tal-
ents and ardent piety. This pleasure
will 1n a measure be saddened,however,
by the knowledge that he is to bid adieu
to St. Paul, where he has done so much
good,

He has been but fourteen months in
the ministry., He received his educa-
tion at All Hallows college, Cork. Ire-
land, where he was ordained. After-
wards he came to St. Faul, and was
connected for some time with the
cathedral, from whenee he was trans-
ferred to St. Vincent’s.

St. Peter of Claver’s Church.

The colored Catholies of St. Peter of
Claver’s church are regreting exceed-
ingly the departure of Father Shanley
to new fields of usefulness, which event
will take place about Jan.1. It was
under the guiding hand of this zealous
pastor that this mission was maugur-
ated, and to his indefatigable labors that
the churchis in sueh splendid condi-
tion, both financially and in point of
numbers. His place will be tlled by
Father Harrison. of the eathedral, who
has already taken charge as pastor, and
is almost as much beloved as Father
Shanley himself.

Indeed, there are many who where
more impressed with the archbichop’s
vigorous style of oratory than the pol-
ished diction of Archbishop Ryan, of
Philadelphia, the Bossnet of the Catho-
lie pulpit.

A FURIOUS RUNAWAY.

One Buggy Ocecupant Hurt and
Another Narrowly Escapes.

A rattling runaway occurred yester-
day afternoon on Pleasant avenue—a
couble of fiery bays attached to a bugey
in which were seated A. (i, Thorpe and
Miss Ada Strahern. The horses first be-
came alarmed at the noise made by the
cars, and dashed down Kent street
at a terrific speed, and totally beyond
the driver’s control.

'An Aggregation of Don'ts
~ That Will Benefit Church-
f Goers.
Why Christians of St. Paul
May Give Thanks on
Thursday.

1 The Hold the Church Choir

Takes of the Boy Mem-
bers.

Bishop Gilbert preached one of his
thoroughgoing, incisive sermons in St
John’s church the other evening. The
subject was *‘The Duty of Giving Lib-
erally to Missions.” and the good bishop
scored several particularly keen points.
He told his hearers, among other things,
that many of them would think nothing
of paying 2500 for a fast horse, or even
for a poodle dog, when it would be
diflicult to seare a five-dollar bill out of
their pockets in aid of needy missions.
When Bishop Gilbert was rector of
Christ church in this city, he usea
often to give his hearers a “good shak-
ing up.” It is said that on one memor-
able occasion he electrified his congre-
gation by wpaying his respeets, in lan-
guage both forcible and eloguent, to
those who were accuvstomed to act in-
hospitably in the matter of sharing
their pews with strangers. The indig-
nant gleawm in the bishop’s eve and the
sturdy vigor of his gestures are recalled
to this day. The effects of that
sermon have been endearing, as
any one visiting Christ church at
the vpresent time can pleasantly
experience for himself, 1t is said that
Bishop Gilbert is one of the few preach-
ers who can cut into, lay bare and ruth-
lessly cauterize the follies, foibles and
vices of his hearers without wounding
their amour propre. Fearless and out-
spoken to a degree, it is not known that
his sharpest thrusts have ever made

“him a personal enemy. This is doubt-
less due to his unmistakable earnest-
ness, and the entire self-forgettulness
with which he seeks to advance the
spiritual interests of his listeners, while
at the sume time striving to bring about
the highest welfare of his church and
divcese. ‘

One of the oldest ministers of the
state supplies the following pointers to
his brother workers in the Lord’s vine-

. Don’t fail to take a warm interest in
all that concerns the welfare of your
flock. temporal as well as spiritual. It
is probable that quite as many souls
are added to the church by faithful
house-to-house visitation as by the most
eloquent pulpit efforts,

n’t, when people stay away from

’nl,‘l-r:ch. say coldly, “They knew where
tlie church is; if they do not care to

come, it is not mjy place to run . after
them.”

“ IDon’t forzet that your true mission.
first. last and all the time, is to save im-
mortal sounls. Pet schemes, personal
feelings, even whae ay be called
sproper pride,” should all be subord?-
nated to this one tremendous responsi-
bility.

l)gn't be too ready to insist upon a
fall recognition of your official author-
ity at all times anl in all places. Rather

“aim at winhing the personal love and
egteem of your people, and respect for
- your office’ will not be wanting.
- Don’t flatter yourself that you.ean
suceessfully manage your church by en-
couraging one set of members to live
ina state of chronic opposition to the
others.

Don’t allow one person to remain un-
der a wrong impression coneerning
another when you have it 1n your power
to remove it.

Don’t sit down on a parishioner who
offers a goo. suggestion, just because
you did not happen to thiuk of it your-
self first.

Don't listen to tittle-taitle from any-
body concerning anybody.

Don’timagine that ordination.whether
conferred l){ a bishop or a presbytery,
will of itself supply the lack of good
temper or good judgment.

Don’t fail to cultivate a friendly—not
to say affectionate—disposition towards
all your brother ministers. There can
scarcely be a greater stumbling block in
the path of Christian pregress to-day
than an absence of esprit da corps
among the clergy.

Don't stoop to bestow a kick upon a
brother elergymen, just because by do-
ing so you way gain a little momentary
popularity among eertain **wealthy and
intluentiat” members of the laity,

Don’t, for heaven’s sake, ever do or
say anything which, in the shghtest de-
gree, savors of double dealing., The
laity are very gnick to detect the least
aeparture fgom strict veraeity.

Don’t speak disparagingiy of woman
or woman’s work., Without their un-
ceasing and self-denying labors you
would probably cut rather a sorry fig-
ure in the ehureh to-day.

Don’t—in any of the varied relations
of life—be anything less than a Chris-
tian gentleman.

Finally, my reverend brethren, what-
aver else you may be deficient in,

Don’t be wmni’l'tg in Enct—»

“Give me the boys,” said a popular
elergyman the other evening, “and I
shatl have no anxiety as to the futureof
our church. The girls, God blessthem!
will be always loyal and true; but the
boys—ah! 1 must confess 1 often worry
about the boys.” The bright and able
speaker went on to advance the claim
that the modern Sunday school does not
suceeed in retaining its hold upon the
boys and young men of our churches,
and that some other instrumentality 1s
a pressing necessity of the times. That
instrumentality, e said, is to be
found in the church choir, which
has proved a grand agency for
keeping alive the interest of the bovs
after they have grown up to man’s es-
tate. Old choir boys seldom or never
become wholly indifferent to the church
of their early days. There are several
young and middie-aged men in this city
who, when mere lads, sang in the
vested choirs of English and Canadian
churches, and there are no more active
or #nthusiastic members of the ehurch
than these same men. There are sta-
tistics which show that quite a large
percentage of young men pass bya
perfectly natural transition from the
choir to the ministry. Alt this i a
strong argument in favor of boy choirs;
bat at the same time we trust
the Sunday school is not fail-
img in its mission to the extent
sgguested by the reverend gentleman.
Ifisuch be really the case, isit not due
to the failure in administering the sys-
ten ratherthan to any vital inadequac
in the system itself? The trouble with
the boy choir is that, excellent as it
doubless is as a religious and devotional
