A Robert Street Cottage,

Once a Kodel St. Paul
Dwelling1,

Now to Give Way to the On-
ward March of City Im-

provement.

The Days When Robert Street
Was "Way Out in the

Woods."

An Incident That Illustrates
Early Days and Growth

of a City.

Antiquarians and pioneers, ami tlioso
interested in the evidences of a city's
carl\ days anil meat icrowth? should, go
to Robert street, near the corner of
Sixth, this moraine, and take a farewell
look at the dilapidated: little cottage

numbered S8?. It is one of the land-
mark.', of the early times that will give
way to the march of improvement.
Withal, it is a curious littleeottaise,

with its low stoop on a level with the
street, though once itstood up at a re-
spectable heiirht. At the time it was
built that shanty was the most commo-
dious dwelling in St. Paul, and in the
old days resounded withmerriment.

f-T. TATI/s o.VK TIMK MANSION".
The cottage was built in ISSI by

Franklin Steele, the late Millionaire of
Minneapolis. At that time it stood oil

the edge ofa virgin forest and "out in
tlie country." The line of civilization
ended at the livery stable of Power?, it
WUkmghby, corner of Kobert and
Fourth. On Jackson and Fifth was a
little printing < face that seemed lo^t in
tbe woods, aud there was not a single
mark of improvement north and west

of the little cottage. Robert rtreetwas
not dreamed of in that locality, and
Fourth street was merely a wagon road,
filled with stumps, and very difficult
lor hauling purposes. At the time of
the building there was not a house on
the west side of Kobert between it and
the river. There was an old brick house
on the apposite comer at Fif'.h. On the
east side, near the rear of the Boston
clothing house, was a log house, in
which the late B. Presley carried on
business. The little store, which was
demolished by being undermined in the
excavation for the EncMeott block, was
the only other building on thai side of
Kobert

When this cottage was built by Mr.
Steele itwas occupied by his brother-in-
law, the late Thorn.is R. Potts, who was
a!>o a brother-in-law of Gen. K. W.
Johnson. The latter has passed many
niirlits as a ?iie>t In the hou>e. and can
remember well when it was the most
desirabie residence in St. l'aul in point
of size and eoiivenienee. Charles
Potts, of Finch, Van Slyke ?fe Co., ami
Mrs. Charles W. Melntyre were born in
that house at the time when it was most
creditable to be bara there, lii later
years, when bostttesa began to Dusn its
way up and out, the house was aban-
doned as a residence and taken up for
business. Peabody opened a retail
liquor store there; then it became a
twardtiic house, and finally fell Intodis-
repute and was occupied for oi.ior than
moral purposes.

Seven years ago, when tbe estate of
Franklin Steele was divided, this boose
fell to the daughter. Miss Vincent, now
of New York,at a valuation of 15,000.
bhc refused 832.000 a yearor so ago, and
the property is now probably worth
(SOLOOO. The inarch ofimprovement has
overtaken it at last, and workmen are
now engaged in removing itto make
way for a new business block. The
time is not distant when allof the old
homes willdisappear, but the old set-
tlers who oceupk-d them will be kindly
remembered for their hospitality. Soon
all the old landmarks will be removed,
and upon their site willarise handsome
ttusiness blocks or palatial residences
ior the homes of beauty and re tinemenu

OVEK FOUIS MILLION

Acres of land Ceded by Indians?
Inexhaustible limber tracts.

The Chippewa Indian commission has
completed its labors, and Hon. H. M.
Rice yesterday arrived in St. I'aul.
Eicht thousand Indians have signed the
agreement, surrendering over 4,000,000
acres of valuable timber and agricult-

ural land in Northern Minnesota. By
doing so they will receive *1.25 perac.re
for Ihe agricultural land and R per l,0<)0
feet, board measure, for the pine found
on the timber lands. The Indians reserve
homestead lots, and the total actual
money they will eventualiy receive is
estimated at -*15,000.000. Of this. 190.000
will probably l>e in their hands by next
year. By this treaty the tribal relations
cease and all become amenable to the
laws. There is not another tribe re-
maining in the state sustaining tribal re-
lations. Already on the Chippewa res-
ervations there are churches and
8cboo!s. The Episcopal and Catholic
religions are dominant, and where these
churches are at work the. Indians dis-
play a marked deprive of civilization.
Mr.Kice says the citizens of this state
have tio idea of the resources of the
iand ced d l>y these Indians. The sup-
plyof pine is practically inexhaustible.

IN RE CHILD LABOR,
The Charges Made Against

The Home &Danz Tin
Factory

Of the Employment of Chil-
dren at Hazardous Occu-

pations.

A Visit to the Factory Goes
Far Toward Setting the

FiimRight.

Accidents Due to Abstraction
?Maimed Employes Given

LiglitWork.

The recent chariot by the trades and
labor assembly against the Home &
Dan/ Company, tin manufacturers, al-
legintr that child labor was employed In
the conduct of the establishment, and
that scarcely a week passed without
MMaccident occurring toone or other
of the juvenile operativesof cutting ma-
chines?has created noliltle comment
on the subject of the employment of
children inso dancerous an occupation.
Inresponse to a request by an investi-
gatiiiK committee appointed by the as-
sembly at a recent meeting. Labor
Commissioner Lamb visited and made
a tour of the premises occupied by
Home &Dans as a factory, on Fillmore
avenue in West St. Paul. The result
of his investigation was a report
to the committee, in which he
stated that several boys and liirls were
found in the building, who reported
their aues as from ten to twelve years.
In the press room, whicn department
has invariably been the scene of the ac-
cidents referred to, but one boy was
found who admitted that he was under
fourteen yers old. In other depart-
ments of the factory younger children
<ici' employed insome few cases, though
not in a manner to allow of any possi-
ble injury resulting.

THE FACTOKY INSPECTED.
With a view todiscovering something

as to the actual situation in the factory,'
a Cil.ohk reporter yesterday visited the
place and inspected the machinery in
use. In the basement of the manufac-
tory.where all the cutting machines lire
operated, about fifteen hands are
employed. Only one of these,
as Das been stated, is less than fourteen
years old. the majority ranging fifteen;
to twenty. The machines operated by
these lads are of such a character that
only as a result of abstraction or care-
lessness cun any accident occur. The
dies are of various shapes, but all are
operated on the same principle, namely,
that the knife can in no case descend,
except by pressure brought to bear by
the foot or the operator on a pedal,-
which releases the springs holding it,
and allows it to fall. It seems to be.
pretty conclusively shown that the ma-
jorityof the accidents which have oc-
curred in this department have been
due to an attempt on the part of the
operator to hold a conversation and1

crack jokes with his vis-a-vis, and at-
tend at the same time a m; c mie whip}!',
requires the entire attention of any one
manipulating it. It is an easy matter,
after an operator has so learned the
motion of the machine at which he
works that his motions are mechanical,
to abstractedly press the foot gear
and cause the fall of the knife while
his fingers are within the range 'it
covers. .Whatever cause may be as.-'
signed for the abstraction, is -.abso-
lutely certain that no accident could i
occur in the operation of. the. machines 1

unless the attention of the operator-;
wore directed from the point ;on which
it should necessarily be concentrated! J^s.

A TALK WITH Ml!. I>AXZ. ;.??,
Mr. Dans, of the firm, was found by.'\u25a0

a reporter as busy as any of his em-
ployes, ingetting out orders for ship-
ment. In answer to questions by the
GLOBE man he. said: : .

"Yes, 1have seen the. report of the
labor commissioner, and have heard
about the efforts of the trades and labor
assembly to prove that children of
illegal age are employed by.us. Ican
only say that every facility has been
given the commissioner for the prosecu- |
tion of his investigation, and that, as a
matter of fact, ail statements to the
contrary notwithstanding, we have no
boy in the building whose age, as repre-
sented to us, was under thirteen years.
There have been a few boys seriously
hurt here, three more seriously than the
rest. 'Ihe worst' accident of all
was that occurring to a boy
named Philip Unger, who lost three
fingers in a cutting.machine last spring.
Unger is still employe'! here, but in a
different capacity, and willbe employed
here as long as he cares to stay with us.
Two other boys lost a linger apiece, all
in the same manner, viz: by pressing j
the lever while their tinners were under i

"Why do you employ so few men and-
so many children?" was asked.

Most of the boys in the building give
their rg;*s as between fourteen and tif-
tern, winle some forget how old they
realty are, orrefuse to give satisfactory
replies. Some of these latter can
scarcely, from their appearonce, be as
old as they should be to obtain employ-
ment of any sort outside of the.school-
house. From their replies, when ques-
tioned, however, it is easily gathered

that the money they earn by the labor
of their childish hands is sorely needed
by the, inmost cases, struggling fami-
lies of which they are members. The
hours of work in the factory are ten
hours a day. except Saturdays, whe/i
one hour less is demanded.
