The stock market
was active and weak to-day in all its depart-
ments, and material losses from Wedresay's
figures resulted. though the afternoon saw a
somewhat better condition of affairs than
the early portion of theday. The tull effects
of the Lyun fire and the sensation in Chicago
Gas trust were not fully over and the market
was subjected this morning, to the influence
of another disustrous fire in Boston, and
every one came down with the expectation
of seeing materially lower figures. in which
noone was disappointed. Asiwas natural,
there was considerable pressure to
sell from timid holders of  stock.
put the majority of the seiling
was for the short account. ‘The beaisex-
peeted that the heavy losses by the insurance
companies would eompel the selling ot
numerous securities, especially those in
which Boston is most interesied. and the re-
sult was seen in the speciai pressure put
upon such stocks as Atchison, New England,
Burlington. Union Pacitic. Denver, Texas &
Fort Worth and =« me of the specialties: but
the impression made, es&wc‘all in the first
few. was insignificant. 'he chief interest
was still in Chicaro Gas, and that stock fur-
nished a large proportion of the declines up
to noon, Chicago houses were again liberal
sellers of stock. and although rumors of in-
side buying were circulated the stock yielded
almost as easily as on Wednesday. There
was no rally of lm}»om\nce except after the
first drop in the forenoon. The influence
of this weakness was felt seriously
by Consotiaated Gas. whose position is
almost identical with that of Chieago Gas,
and on lLight dealings that stock ran off
nearly 3 per cent. The bears renewea the
attack upon Missouri Pacitic and furced it off
more than the average of ihe regular fist, 1n
which stop orders played a very important
part. Suzar Refiner.es soid off with the
others. but the other trurts were compare-
Livcl‘y well held. After the first decline of
the forenoon a rallying tendency appeared,
ana word was received from Boston that the
estimates of the damage were not only
largely exaggerated out that most of the
risks were placed with foreign corporations;
and, some covering resulting, the bears were
driven to other expedients to keep the ad-
vantage they then held. The money scare
was revived and was aided by the near ap-
proach of the first of the month with its
disbursements and by the fact that the day
was Friday, whben there is uvrually a
scarcity of money to loan because of the rule
making all loans run uctil Monday. The
rumor of the withdrawai of the public depos-
its from the national banks was avain made
to do duty in this connection, and money
which had ruled easy on catl at about the
legal rate all the forenoon, was bid up to 12
per cent before the close, precipitating au-
other selling movement among the weaker
holders and causing the loss of all the im-
provement from the lowest prices which had
come after the removal of the pressure of the
forenoon. Chicago Gas dropped still further,
and many of the stocks in the regular list
reached lower figures than they bad seen in
the morning. Tenuessee Coal and San Fran-
cisco preferred, however, which had each
broken over 4 per cent, held steady,
and the former even made some im-

rovement. Many of the svecialties were

NeEw YORg, Nov. 20.—R. G. Dun & Co.'s
weekly review ‘of trade says: Two henvy
fires with aggregate losses estimated at §15,-
00 1,000 or more may have an influence upon
several branches of trade which cannot yet
be estimated.

FODDER CORN.
Some Fxperiments Showing Its
Value tor Feeding.

The huportance of fodder corn as an
element of sucecessful farming has not
been so fully eclipsed by ensilages as to
be lost sight of entirely. Its production
s made a subject of experimentation at
some of the stations. 1t becowesan im-
portant matter to know at just whai
period of growth the produet possesses
greatest value for feeding purposes.

By experiments at the Maryland sta-
tion it appears that the productof green
fodder trom being planted in dnils is
greater that that sown broadcast at the
ratio of 100 to 58, and of dry fodder of
100 to 67. Similar experiments at
Cornell station give the ratio in green
fodders of 100 to 61, and of dry Ffod-
fer of 10 to 60%4. This is a very
striking smmilarity of results, At the
New Hampshire station the silking gave
the greatest tonnage per acre of green
fodder, but from thattime till the kernel
was full there was a constant increase
ot dry substance, which is the part value
for food, which fact was fully verified
by the Maryland experiments, in which,

on July 26, the water in the
fodder was, by an average of
four different varieties, 90.13

and the dry substance 9 7, while on
Sept. 16 the water was 73.86 and the dry
substance 25.14. At Cornell the differ-
ence in the dry matter from July 24 to
Sept. 3 was from 18,761 pounds per acre
to 27,674, and the computed value varies
from §14.05 July 24, to £47.33 Sept. 3.

Bulletin No. 3. of the Maryiand sta-
tion, in 1ts conclusions upon this sub-
ject, gives these important hints,which
we abridee for want of space: Fodder
corn should be planted in drills far
enough apart for cultivation aund to
give light. Thick seeding appears to
decrease the relative amount of ni-
trogen in the albuminoid form, which
diminishes the value of the todder, as
the amide nitrogen isconsidered to have
less nutritive value. To get the most
food value it should not be cut till the
plants begin to show signs of drying
and the seeds beginsg to glaze. Culti-
vated fodder corn serves to clean and
improve the land. To grow a large
crop-ot fodder corn requires heavy ma-
