STRANGLED 10O DEATH,

Horrible Scens at the Fxecution
ol a Canadian Murderer.

GueLrh, Ont,, Nov. 20.—W. H. Har-
vey, who in March last murdered his
wife and two da ighters, was hanzed at
o’clock this morning. The exveution
was one of the worst pieces of bungling
that was ever witnessed. The weizht
which lifted the body was: not heavy
enough and the scaffold was not hizh
enough to give sufficient rebound to
break the condemned man’s neck, and
his struggles and contortions as he was
slowly strangled to death were frignt-

ful. To add to the horror of the hang-
ing, the knot shipped and the gurgling
n tne man’s throat as his
life was being choked out could
be heard outside the jail walls.
During the night Archeacon Dion

passed a few hours giving  the doomed
man consolation, and this morning he
again visited him and bade him good-
Lre. Harvey said good-bye to the jail
officials and spent his few remaining
hours in spiritual conversation. lle
siept well and ate a hearty breakfast.
About 7:55 the hangman euntered Har-
vey’s eell and pinioned his arms, and
the procession, headed by Archdeacon
Dixon, marched to the place of execu-
tion. Harvey looked dejected and only
once raised s head as he neared the
gallows. The prayers for the dead ot
the English chureh were read by the
archdeacon. During the reading the
black-cap was fastened over Harvey’s
head and the rope was cut.

The crime for which Harvey paid the
death pennlty this morning was committed
during the dav of March 26, 1839, On the
morning of that day the citv was surprised
at the news that Harvey had been arrested
for emvezzlement from his employver. He
was bailed out, but, when his case was called
in the uf.ernoon, he failed to appear. Offi-
cers went to his residence, which they found
locked and apparently deseried. Foreing
taeir wav in they went up stairs and, in the
front bedroom, found the body of twraldine,
Harvey's th rteen year-old daughter, her
iong. vellow hair soaked in blood which was
dripping from a wound in_ber head,
In the rear room the body of Lydia, the eld-
est daughter, was found. She was also
wonnded in the head. D) wn stairs Mrs.
Harvey's body was found in the bath room,
with the brains oozing from a bullet hole in
the temple. ilarvey himself was missing
The Toronto police were notified, and that
same nightarrested Harvey on the street. In
his porket was a revolver with three unex-
ploded charges. On his arrival in Toronto
Harvey sent a note to his son. who was em-
ployed there, asking him to meet him (Har-
vey) on the cornerof Yonge and Kingstreets,
It is believed that Harvey intended to kill his
son and then himself. An attempl was made
to prove Harvey insane, but it failed. An
appeal to the governor was also fruitless.

MARTIN FAKRQUHAR TUPPER

Demise of a Well-Kknown Writer
in Washington.

W asHINGTON, Nov. 20.—Martin Far-

quhar Tupper. the well known poet and

prose writer, is dead. He was born in

1810.

Martin Farquhar Tupper, poet and prose
writer, son of a London surgeon, was edu-
cated at the Charter house and Christ church,
Oxford, He studied law, and was callea to
the bar in 1835. Previous to this he had
firured as an author. having in 1832 pub-
lished rome poems which, however. attracted
little notice, 1n 1938 there appeared Pro-
verbial Puoflosophy, in connection with
which Tupper is chiefly kuown. The suc-
cess of this pubnlication was extraordinary:
it was lengthened into four series, some of
which went through more than fifty editions.
An illustrated edition of the whole work ap-
peared in 1881. Among Tupper's other
works are *The Crock of Gold,” “Heart, a
Social Novel:” *“Probabilities, an Aid to
Faith;" “Stephen Langdon;" *“Raleigh, His
Life and Death,” and “My Life as An
Author,” (1886).

volves upon the officer whose doty it is
specially made to protect the state and
the public a much more careful ex-
ercise of duty in this regard. 1 trust
that the office may be so managed as to
avoid the difficulties that have fre-
quently occurred in this conrt. through
negleet of the surveyvor general’s offi-
cers to act in the manner which the law
preseribes, which leaves all parties, so
far as 1 know, remediless in mauy in-
stances, when the remedy wonld be
plain and the rights of all easily pro-
tected, if some attention were paid to
the provisions of the law.”
