EBERMAN'S TALK.

Commissioners for Parity of Food
and Drinks.

State Dairy Chemist Eberman has re-
tarned from attending the National Dairy
and Food Commissioner's convention, held
at Cleveland, 0. He speaks in an enthusi-
astic strain over the meeting. declaring it
will prove a national 1 enefit.

*The body of men who convened at Cleve-
land, ' he yesterday remarked, *‘went there
for work, and not for dress parade.
The Eastern states were lacking in spirit, or
enthusiasm, but the middle and Western
states had the canse at heart, The purpose
of the meeting was ‘T'o establish a uniform
standard for the purity of food and drinks;
to encourage honest manufacturers and aeal-
ers. and to protect the consumer.” It was
also decided to form an association, to which
the following are eligible as members: Dairy
and food commissioners, their assistants and
chemists: members of tne state dairy asso
ciations who are in good standing: a member
of the national or state board of health. A
delegate to the annual meetings may be ap-
pointed by the governor, in the event that
said delegate represents the production of
pure food. The name chosen is the National
Dairy and Food Commissioner’s Association.

After the adoption of the eonstitution and
by-laws. members of the convention e'uiucd
the association. At this point the fun began.
George M. Sterne was appointed by Gov.
Fifer, of Illinois. as a delegate from the
He is known as an active worker for
P D . and an earest advocate of
eleoma. Sterne has been a great
champion of oleomargarine before legislat-
ive bodies in meeting. the attacks of those
who have advocated pure food. For his de-
votion 10 oleomargarine and the interests of
bogus butter men, the convention refusea to
recognize Sterne's credentials, and Ar-
mour's representative was compelled 1o walk
out of Ohio's back door for the good of Ohio
and the nation at large. A permanent or-
ganization was effected by the elec-
tion of the following officers: H.
C.Thom, dairy and food commissioner
of Wisconsin, pre-ident; Lovejoy John-
son, president of the State Dairy asso
ciation of Illinois, vice president: F. A-
Derthiek. dairp and food commissioner of
Ohio, secretary, and H. D, Sherman, dairy
commissioner of lowa, treasurer; board of
directors, Warren J. Ives, dairy _and food
commisioner of Minnesota: J. K. Brown,
dairy commissioner of New York. and Prof.
H. A. Weber, state chemistof Ohio. All of
these officers comprise the executive com-
mittee.

“There was an interesting and somewhal
animated discussion on the subject of the
universal adulteration of food, especiaily
vinegar, baking powders and condiments.
The various state food laws and the several
national biils framed were freely discussed,
their good poinis commented on and the
weak ones revealed. The discussion of these
laws and proposed bills resulted in the ap-
pointmentof a committee to consider the

state,

question of & national law or uni-
form state laws on food adultera-
tion. This committee is composed*

of Col. R. M. Littler, of lowa, Henry Talcott
of Ohid, axd W. 8. Eberman, of Minunesota.
The comus \ee reviewed several of the state
laws, the various national bills, and, with
some considerable eliminations and some
abridgement, a skeleton was formed which
mayv be & pattern for many of the states to
copy after. y

“The last day of the convention a meeting
was held in the city hall, to which were in-
vited the dairvmen and cheesemakers of
Northern Ohio. A deep interest was mani-
fested and a great deal of formal talk con-
cerning the branding and the adoption of a
universal stundard for cheese, The popular
idea seemed to be that a cheese should con-
tain 25 per cent of ifat to total solids, Ne
definite action, however, was taken. The
convention adjourned subject to the call of
the exeeutive committee.™

Dr. Aldrich read an interesting paper on
the subjeet of fracheetorny, the treatment in
diphtheria by inserting a tube into an
incision from the outside of the throat
to enable the patient to breathe in extreme
cases. He contrasted this treatment with in-
tubatim, or inserting the tube from the
mouth for a like purpose, and spoke of the
prejudice of people against surgical treat-
ment in cases of diphtheria as being the
cause of greater loss of life from that dis-
ease. The (racheolomy treatment showed
the ratio of recoveries is 21 per cent, and in
that of Intuoulation, 27 per cent, and ex-
plained that these statistics were based upon
cases considered hopeless without such
treatment. He also said that the former
treatment had not as fair a showing as
it was entitled to for the reason that It was
not performed, exeept in more extreme cases
than in the latter, becanse of the difficulty in
overcoming the prejudice of friends to such
treatment.

The paper was discussed by Drs. Briggs,
Lawrence Haveland and others. 7

Dr. Ogden presented the facts in a peculiar
case of a young man in this ecity, twenty
years of age, who was attacked with paralytic
symptoms on Saturday last, and is now in a
hopeless condition. The fraternity agreed
that it was a very peculiar case.

A BOLD BURGLARY,

By Which Mrs. Oakes Is Relieved

of $2,000 Worth of Property.

The fact= of a bold burglary in lower
town last Sunday evening were learned
by a GLOBE reporter yesterday after-
noon. The residence of Mrs. Julia B.
Oakes, at 501 Olive street, was robbed
of money and valuables amounting to
over $2,000. The thief, ot thieves,
gained an entrance to the house through
a kitchen door in the rear, early in the
evening, while all of the family were
away from home,Mrs.Oakes having gone
out to tea. The house was pillazed
from kitchen to parlor and presented a
sorry appearance when Mrs. Oakes re-
turned. The thieves were not satisfied
with the large amount of silver plate,
two gold watehes and some money, but
ransacked the wardrobes, taking two
costly silk dresses and other valuable
garments. Several important papers
were also taken, but in leaving the
house the thieves made, perhaps, the
mistake of their lives, dropping
an envelope that contained $1.500.
‘I'he robbery having been boldly
committed so ezu‘l?' in the evening
it is apparent that the thieves were well
acquainted with the household and lit-
tle feared being arrested before com-
pleting their job, The value of the
goods taken is conservatively estimated
at $2,000, but is believed that a much
greater sum would not replace them,
No arrests have been made, and the

robbery was known yesterday to buta

few people.

ARE IN DAILY PERIL,

Cltizens‘ Who Wafk the Main
Thoroughfares of St.
Paul.

Fire Commissioners Protest
Electric Wires Should Re--
ceive Attention.

They Are a Standing Menace
to the Lives of the Peo-
ple.

Ald, Gehan Speaks of Crooked
Work in City Con-
tracts.

The Loard of fire commissloners has de-
clared war against the electric wire nuisance.
It eame before the common council last
nignt with a long communication eciting the
dangers to life and property from the deadly
lines. Attention was called to the lamenta-
ble Minneapotis disaster, the commissioners
citing the difficulties expertenced by the fire-
men in getting their ladders over the net-
work of wires, causing a delay ihat undouut-
ly resulted in loss of life. Viece President
Prendergast turned his guns particularly upon
the electrie light wires, and fired off the fol-
lowing letter:

The board of fire commissioner again call
the attention of your honorable body to the
necessity of early action for the removal of
all wires from the business streets of our
city. Great difliculty is experienced at fires,
especially in the erection of ladders, on ac-
count of telegraph, telephone and electric
light wires, which have become so numerous
as to form in some localities an almost im-
pengtrable network, causing delays whicn at
times seem disastrous to the workings of the
department. Loss of life will result from
these delays—such as befel some of tue in-
mates of the Tribune building in Minneapo-
lis—unless something .is done to remove
them. On the south side ot Fourth street,
between Wabasha and Jackson, there are
123 wires, and on the north side 78 wires.
Seventh street. on the south side. has 30
electric light wires, and on the north side 20
light wires. 5

The following localities are the most dan-
gerous in the city:

Third street, from Cedar to Sibley; Fourth
street, from Wabasha to Wreouta; Fifth
street, from Cedar to Jackson: Seventh
street, from Wabasha to Rosabel; Robert
street, from Fourth to Fifth: Jackson street.
from Third to Sewenth. The above locations
are right in the business district. In some
cases it would be impossible to erect our ex-
tension ladders or the water tower until the
wires that eross and recross the streets were
cut. The electric light wires, being consider-
ably larger than others, canvot be cut by our
n?plinnces, therefore they are disastrous.
We recommend that an ordinance be passed
tnat shall require electric light and other
com‘;)_mnes to properly insure the safely of
buildings into which their wires run, by
proper insulation and switches or cut-outs,so
as to enable the currents to be cut out in case
of fire. .We urge that some action be taken
by your honoraule boay in these matters, as
we think their importance demands.

The communication was -réferred to the
committee on streets. Two other resolutions
of considerable importance to the fire de-
partment were introduced and passed. On
motion of Ald, Weber the orainance extend-
ing the fire limits to lower Rice street, in the
Eighth ward, was repealed. Ald. Weber
stated that special ordinances granting the
construction of wooden bridges in this dis-
trict had been repeatedly passed. and that
the ordinance had been practically inoper-
ative for several months. On recommenda-
tion of the corporation attorney, the orig-
inal ordinance governing fire wardens was
amended wo provide a penalty of $100 fine
or ninety days’ imprisonment for a refusal of
householders to ailow the departmeut offi-
cials to inspect their premises. This amend-
ment was brought about by the refusal of a
Sibley street storage firm to allow Chief Jack-
son to inspect their warehouse,

Plans for New Bridges.

City Engineer Rundlett presented his plans
for the high bridge spanning the Mississippi
from Brozdway street to State, and recom-
mended that they be adopted at the earliest
possible qate and the city clerk instructed o
advertise for bids. He stated that the adop-
tion of the general plans and the letting -of
the contract was urgent, so that the work
of oputting in the river piers could
be carried on during the coming winter.
On motion of Ald. Conley the plans sub-
mitted were approved, and the clerk was in-
structed to advertise for bids. The enginesr
aiso reported plans for the bridge over the
Milwaukee traks at Selby avenue, but
recommended that the original order be so
amended as to fix the width of the carriage-
way at thirty-two feet, with two six-foot side-
walks, The matier was again referred to the
board of public works. The bridge, with ap-
proaches, will cost $30,000, A resolution by
Ald. Sanborn, authorizing the appropriation
of the additional $40,000 neeaed to com-
plete the structure, was referred to the com-
mittee on ways and means.

Bonds and Contracts.

Two other resolutions authorizing the is-
suance of bonds were referred to the same
committee, The first, by Ald. Cutlen, pro-
vided for $100,000 of four per ceut bonds,
for thirty years, tor general bridge purposes.
The secoud. by Ald. Gehan, authorized the
issuance of $6,000 of similar bonds for the
Western avenue bridge over the Manitoba
tracks. The several resolutions authorizing
bonds for park purposes were recommitted to
the committee on streets. The contracts
awarded by the board of public works to
Charles E. Sandeen and Dale & Bumgardner
for the grading of Jenks and Lawson
streets, which are mentioned in an-
other column, ecaused considerable dis-

cussion . when they came wup for
approval, Ald. Gehan alleged ‘“‘crooked
work.” He claimed that Sandeen was the

lowest vidder for both contracts, but that he
had been allowea to refuse the Jenks street
jobin favor ot Dale & Baumgardner. the
next lowest bidders, with whom he was in
collusion. The matter was referred to the
comnittee on streets.

Theg
journeyed te Dakota, took to farming, an
now every penny has been swallowed. The
husband has gone on to_ Detroit, but the
money furnished by friends failed to take
the wife beyond St. Paul. It was all their
Dakota friends conld do for them.

“Have you any friends in Detroit?"” asked
& gentieman interested in the lady’s story.

“Yes," she replied, with a heavy sigh.
“But they do not acknowledge me now that
I am poor.”
