From the Superimendent of Schools—
St. PAUL, Minn., Dee. 2, 1889,
To the Board of Education, City of St.

Paul, Minn.

GeENTLEMEN: I have the honor here-
with to present to your consideration
my report for the month of November,
1889,

The statisties for the month are given
in the accompanying tables. These
show an increase in the number ad-
mitted info our schools as compared
with November, 1885, of 1,008. Of other
matters my report will be brief. Dur-
ing this week sewing will be introdueced
into all grades from the fourth to the
eighth inclusive, Heretofore finstrue-
tion in this branch has been given by
the special teacher, Miss Ford. in the
seventh and eizhth grades only. Here-
atter the regular teachers will teach as
others under Miss Ford’s supervision.

While the girls of the school are re-
ceiving instruction in sewing, the boys
must be kept busy at some profitable
employment. U to the present
in schools in which sewing lessons came
during the afternoon, the teachers of
the Manunal Training School have gra-
tuitousiy taught the boys the elements
of manual training. As the number of
rooms whose girls are engaged once a
week in sewing will be now greatly in-
creased, and as the opening of the new
Manual Tramning building will make
the giving of such service on the partof
these teachers impossible, something
else must be done.

It seems to me feasible to devisea
course in the line of manual traiming
instruction which can be given in the
main by the regularteachers, and which
shall help in the complete development
of the child.

he snatched $5 from a man standing at

The two main lines of work in

this direction are these: First,
modeling—that is, workin out
in some plastic materia an
idea found in the child’s

mind, building up to his idea, in ma-
terial which he can readily work and re-
work.

Second—Cutting down to his idea in
some solid substance, such as wood or
stone,

These two philosophically include all
the elements of thought-expression in
material form. When they are mas-
tered the child is in possession of & new
language and a new world. Of these,
maodeling is the more elementary and
easy. 1 think it would be well to ar-
range a course for the boys such thas
the modeling should be taught through
the fourth, fifth and sixth grades, and
cutting in the seventh and eighth
grades.

To this end we are now bending our
energies, and 1 hope soon to be able to
presenta plan in detail for your con-
sideration.

The end of the first term of theschool
year is approaching. I have. ad-
vised the principals of the schools
to be very careful In the mat-
ter of recommending for confirma-
tion new teachers who have been on
trial. The way of improving the char-
aeter of our schools is by improving the
quality of the teachers, There is no
reason why we shouid not have i the
schools of st. Paul the best teachers.
‘There 1s material inabundance at hand.
We must only be diseriminating in our
use of it and must see to it that no poor
teachers are fastened upon the system.
The publie schools are not asylums for
the uanfortunate, though, of course,
other things veing egnal, those in great-
est need should be given the first op-
portunity, but we should be careful to
know that other things are equal.

We have nearly completed arrange-
ments for a course of lectures for the
benefit of the teachers by distinguished
men connected with the work of educa-
tion. ‘T'he first will be given on Dec.
10 by Dr. E. E. White, recently superin-
tendent of the Cincinnati schools. We
hope for great benefit from these lec-
tures.

In elosing I desire to speak with com-
mendation of the good spirit prevalent
among the teachers this year,and, as a
patural result, 1 can safely say that ex-
cellent work in general is being done.
