.Croix, Wis., in187:', which provided for
the- location .and entry by the latter
gentlemen of nine timber lands in
-ftlfthwestern Wisconsin. Page and
Pearlers furnishing the purchase
money. Tne .lands were to bo
entered in the names ofPane and Pear-
lers, and after three years they were to
sel_ lands to pay purchase money, in-
terest and taxes.

-
It also- provided for

the conveyance ofa half of the remain-
der of- lands to Glover and McClure.
Under this contract itwas claimed that
2.530.1."' acres of land were entered in
August and September, 1872, in the
names of Page and Pearlers, both of
whom died soon after; that McClure as-
signed his interest to Glover, and Aug.
11, 1874, Glover assigned all interest in
the lands to plaintiff for the sum of
$4,500; that after the death of Page and
Pearlers, who held the legal title to the
lands, their personal representatives
aud heirs disposed of the wnolo
amount of lands .in question
for sums aggregating about

"$20,000.
Itwas further claimed that the contract

on which the suit was based had never
been recorded, and that the plaintiff did
