GENE HAY ORNOTHING

Washburn Flatly Rejeects
Davis’ Prorposition for a
Compromise.

Davis Would Appoint Steen-
erson for United States
District Attorney,

And Ponahower Marshal, Giv-
ing Washburn Marcus
Johnson,

And Agreeing to Allow Gene
Hay the Rest of the
Universe.

Ever since the inanguraa)if“of Presl-
dent Harrison it has been a faet, more
or less well known, that the representa-
tives of Minnesota in the United States
senate were at loggerheads on the ques-
tion of the the distribution of the fed-
eral patronage. With one exception.
Messrs. Davis and Washburn had each
a candidate for every one of the pat-
ronage plums conceded as belonging
strietly to the senators. While every-
thing has borne a semblance of peace-
fulness on the surface, little excava-
tion was needed for some time past 1o
discover the faect that the fight
was being waged in dead earnest
both at Washingtion and throughout the
state. Meantime the souls of many Re-
publican patriots have been tried se-
verely over the faet that good, fat
places, like those of eollector of internal
revenue, United States marshal and
Unitea States district attorney, were
still being held down by such reliable
Demoeratie warhorses as Marshal Camp-
bell, Cellector Ciermann and Distriet
Attorney Baxter.

But yesterday there was a rumor
aficat that a compromise was to be
made, by which each senator would eon-
eede something, and in this way secure
these soft jobs from the wicked Demo-
crats. But laudable object as this was, it
has strange to say, fallen tnreuczh, and
the Democratic federal -appointees will
continue to draw their salaries asof
yore, while the Republican aspirants
will be obliged to stand aside, eating
free lunches and wearing their old suits
of clothes for an indefinite length of
time while their worthy senators keep
up their squabble at Washington.

DAVIS OFFERS A SOLUTION.

Last evening a GLOBE reporter, with
the view of securing the faets in rela-
tion to the propesed compromise, cailed
on Messrs. Kellogg and Severanes, the
law partners of Senator Davis, and
bluntly asked them whether there was
anything in the rumor.

Blood-Staimed Garments
Found in Milwaunkee.

MiLwAUKEE, Wis., Des. 8.—Supposed
bloedy relies ot the Cronin tragedy have
been discovered in this city, and are at
Milwaukee police headguarters. They
are clothes thought to belong to the
missing suspect, Cooney, and with them
in a trunk were four blood-stained
handkerchiefs,a number of photographs
and a bundle of letters.

1t would have been ree-
ommended by the present secretary of
the treasury but for the fact that he did
not wish to entangle the present mea-
sure with any other proposition. Gold
bars are used more extensively in the
settlement of international balanees
than coin. Of the shipments of gold
from the United States to Europe in
thre period extending from May, 1588, to
July, 1889, for the purpose of seitiing
the balances of trade and the
amount due on letters of eredit,
over £61.000,000 was in gold
bars, showing that gold bullion
is preferred as money in the settlement
of balances of trade. Why is it not just
as degrading to make payments in gold
bars, instead of gold coin. as it would
be to receive bars and issue the repre-
sentative of eoin upon it? The plan,
proposed by the seeretary is far more
advantageous 1o silver producers
than the enforcement of the extreme
limit of the present law, for the reasons:
Becaunse under its operatiops more than
£1,000,000 worth per month counld be re-
ceived. Any restriction

ACTS AS A MENACE
to the price of silver. Inereased coim-
age under the present law could net
continue indefinately, and it would be
only a question of $ime when it wonlkd
have to be discontinued. By supplying
an unlimited market for the product of
silver, it leaves it open to &il the natural
operations of the laws of supply and de-
mand. The tendency of this will
be to gradually and perma-
nently enhance its valne, thas
enabling produeers to  realize
a largef priee for their produet. At the
same time it will materiaily enhance the
intrinsic value of the large stock ef sil-
ver in cireulation in this conntry, either
as coin or its representative, 1 believe
that the ado‘)t.i(m of the measure reeom-
mended by the secretary would in a few
years so enhance the value of silver
that an international agreement looking
to the opening of the mints of the
world, or at least the states of the Latin
union and the countries of this conti-
nent, to the frea eoinage of both met.ls
at a fixed ratio, would not only be possi-
ble but desirable and readily accom-
plished. 8o far as coneerns the eriti-
cism that the plan of the secretary.
would make a large addition to paper
currency based on silver and the
imperil the eontinuance of the g
standard, it must be evident to every
one that the predominant sentiment eof
the country 18 in favor of the use of sil-
ver as money. and the only thing to be
eonsidered is what is the best way to
safely use it.”

FORECAST OF LEGISLATION.

Events Likely to Ooccar in the
Two Houses. 4
WasaisgToy, Dee. 8.—The recen§
defaleation in the sergeant-at-arms’
office and the consequent loss or incons
venience t0 many congressmen, have

‘been the engrossing questions of Inter-
‘est around the house of representatives
during the past few days, and little
‘thought has been given to the course of
‘business in  the eoming week. If the
‘committee investigating the defalcation
‘ecompletes its work in season to make a
‘Teport to the house to-morrow, it will
‘undovbtedly give rise to much discus-
sion, but the committee dees not expect
to be able to tinish its labors
until some later day. It is thouzht
that a  joint  resolution will
be introduced and pressed to
prompt to provide for the pay-
ment of the lost salaries, though there
are intimations that this will meet with
determined oppesition. The committee
on rules has not yet held a meeting, and
- when the house reassembles to-morrow
it will be governed merely by parlia-
mentary practice. In former years it
‘was the custom to mit representa-
tives to introduce bills before the com-
mittees were appointed, but this Jed to
such confusion in the d
measures that in the fiftieth congress
the practice was discontinued, and it is
hardiy provavle that it will be re-estab-
lished. There is reason to beligve that,
instead of waiting, as usual. to com-
plete the entire list, Speaker Reed will
announce several of the more important
eommittees this week; in fact. he has
indicated to one or twc wmembers
of the heouse a strong probability
that ne will do so. Until these
are announced, however, short sessions
and long recesses may be expected.
Wednesday at the capitol will be de-
voted to the programme of exercises com-
memorative of the centennial celebra-
tion of the inauguration of George
Washington. The senate and house of
representatives will assemble together
in the hall of the House, and thers will
be musie, a prayer by Rev. J. G. Ruttler,
chaplain of the senate: an address by
Chief Justice Fuller, and the benedic-
tion by Rev. W. H. Milburn, ehaplain
of the house. The exercises are to be
attended by the president and his eabi-
net, the supreme court, delegates to the
Pan-Americanjand International Mar-
time conferences now in session in this
city. and all the principal officials of the
government in Washington. It is not
expected that any business of impartance
will be completed in the senate this
week. Bills will be introduced and re-
ferred, and some of the committees will
begin their regular work. To-morrow
the Republiean caucus committee will
meet, and they expect to conclude the
wo k of rearrangement at that session.
Senator Voorhees this week will prob-
ably call mhis resolution, in accord-
ance with notice given at the time it
_was introduced, declaring in favor of
‘tariff reform, and make a speech in sup-
=>rt of it. Action will probably be

ken upon the nominations sent in by
%the president last week. num-
ber 133, all recess appointments except
that of Judge Brewer to be associate
Justice of the supreme court. 'The holi-
day recess will probably eome up this
‘week for settlement. It is believed on
the senate side that the recess will be-
gin Dec. 19 and end Jan. 6.

tion movement, has agreed upon a bill
which will to-morrow be . introdueced
T both the senate and the house. It
that a Three Amerieas’

1892, in commemoration of the four
hundrethanuiversary of the discovery
of America by Christopher Columbus,
and that tlie president of the United
States appoint a governmental board of
pine directors to formulate and super-
intend she exeecution of a plan for such
exposition, that said committee
include: A Three Amerieas’ mu-
seum to remain as a memorial
building commemorative of that great
historical event, and as a repository of
the antiquities and history of the West-
ern hewisphere. A Three Amerieas
-building for an exhibit of the repre-
sentative resourees, arts and industries
of the eighteen American sister repub-
lies, the Dominion of Canada and the
West India islands.. A state and terri-
storial building for an exhibiz of the
‘ntative resources, arts and in-
Fdustries of she forty-six states and terri-
“tories of the United States. A building
Lfor an exhibit of working models of
great American inventions. A build-
ing for a temporary exhibit of the repre-
sentative resourees, arts and industries
-of all nations, ether than American. A
statue of Christopher Columbus, to be
unveiled with apprepriate eeremonies
on the L2th of October, 1892, That the
president of the United States, throuzh
the department of -state, shall make
proclamation, setting forth the dates at
which the exposition shall epen and
elose, and inviting the participa-
tion of all mations of the world,
-and all the states and territories of the
United States. That the president of
United States speeially invite the presi-
dents of the eighteen Ameriean sisrer
republies, the king of Italy, the queen
of Spain, and the presidents and reign-
ing sovereigns of all osher nations, to
visit the United States in 1892 and join
with him the ceremonies attending the
unveiling of the statue of Christopher
Columbus.  That the Issuance of
$15.000.000 of the bonds of the Distriet of
Coiumbia is hereby authorized. or so
much thereof as may be found necessary
for the purpose, to bear such rate of in-
terest and to mature at such time as to
cougress shall seem best, to Le sold at
not less than par, the proceeds to be

PEDRO’S DEPARTURE.

First Accurate News of the
Deposition of the Brazil-
fan Emperor.

The Letter of Gen. da Fonseea
and the Reply of Dom
Pedro.

A Brief, Feeling Letter to the
People by the Comtesse
D’Eua.

The Imperialists Gratified by
the Action of Their Late
Ruler.

LisBox, Dee. 8.—The steamer Atrito
has arrived with advices from Rio
Janeiro to Nov. 22. The dispatches she
brings confirm the statement that the
revolution in Brazil was precipitated by
the attempt of the government 0 re-
move disaffected troops stationed at Rio
Janeiro to the provinces. The revolt
was confined to the military and the
students., The populace were passive.
The only act of bloodshed was the at-
tack upon Minister of Marine Ladario,
who was shot in three places. He isre-
eovering from the effeets of his wounds.
1In Bahia and Pernambueco business pro-
ceeds as if nothing bad happened. The
Bank of Brazil addressed a letter to the
chief of police, advising him that a
guard for the bank was no longer re-
quired. Gen. De Fonseca, the head of
the provisional government, in the
message sent by him to Dom Pedro
on Nov. 16 said: “The democratic
sentiments of the npation, com-
bined with resentment at the system-
atic repressive measures of the govern-
ment against the army and navy and
the spoliation of their rights, have
Brought about the revolution. In the
face of this situation, the presence of
the imperial family in the county is im-
possible. Yielding, therefore, to the
exigencies of the national voice,

THE PROVISIONAL GOVERNMENT

is compelled to request you to leave
Brazil territory with your family within
twenty-four heours. The government
will provide at its own expense the
proper means for transport, and will
afford protection for the imperial fam-
ily during their embarkation. The gov-
ernment will also continue the imperial
dowry fixed by law until the constituted
assembly decides thereon. The country
expects that you will know how ta imi-
tate the example set by the first em-
peror of Brazil on April 7, 183L.” Dom
Pedro’s answer, which was sent on

same day.-was-as follows: -

““Yielding to the imperiousness of
cireumstances, 1 have resolved to start
with my family to-morrow for Europe,
feaving this eountry sodear tv usall,
and which I have endeavored to give
constant proofs of deep love during the
nearly half acentury in which I have
discharged the office of chief of state.
While thus leaving with my whole
family, I shall ever retain for Brazil the
most heartfelt affection and ardent good
wishes for her prosperity.” The
Comtesse d’Eu issued the following
declaration: *With a broken heart [
part from my friends, from the whele
people of Brazil and from my country,
whieh I have so loved and still do love,
toward whose happiness I have done
my best to contribute, and for which I
shall ever entertain the most ardent
good will.”

A PAINFUL IMPRESSION.

The passage in the Comte d’Eu’s
letter to the provisional govern-
ment in which he offered to serve, no
matter what form of government, pro-
duced a painful impression among the
monarchists in Rio de Janiero. Others
defend his course on the ground that a
military man in active service could not
do otherwise. The order of expulsion
extends to Admiral Prince Augustus
of Coburg, the commander of a Brazilian
iron-clad, which is expected to reach
European waters shortly via the Suez
eanal. The actlon of Dom Pedro in
sending a dispatch to his major domo,
refusing the subvension offered him by
the provisional government and accept-
ing only that which the laws allow, has
gratified the imperialists. On quitting
the Alagoas Dom Pedro thanked the
captain for his unremitting attention
and kindness throughout the voyage
and presented him with portraits and
autographs of himself and family. The
Alagoas pulled down the old Brazilian
flag on the emperor’s departure. She
fles no colors now.,

D’EU IS DISCONSOLATE.

Comte D’Eu was interviewed to-day
on the situation in Brazil. He said the
Republicans there were few in number,
but that they profited by the immediate
abolition of slavery, whieh measure es-
tranged the land owners and merchants,
whe had hitherto been Conservatives,
The Republicans pretended that the
abolition of slavery was entirely due
to the throne, Meanwhile the army
had beecome tyranmical and insolent,
and the only means of cheeking it was
to revive the Garde Nationale, which
bad always been a Conservative body,
the ecrown nominating its officers.
The government, therefore, resolved

to ereate a regiment in Rio
Janeiro, whereupon the  Repub-
licans spread a report that the

authorities intended to revive the garde
nationale generally, and to eheck and
disarm the rezular army. The military
thereuvon decided to revolt under the
leadership of Gen. Da Fonseca, who is a
weak man and easily managed. At
the beginning of the uprising the troops
only eried “Down with the govern-
ment,” “Vive la liberdate.” In the
evening the students cried *Vive la re-
publica.”” and the soldiers joined in the
ery. sgarding the prospectof a restor-
ation of the empire, Comte D’Eu said
that Brazil was too far from Europe, and
that a man was wanted who could bring
the ey around to the empire. If the
emperor had appeared on the streets
when the rebellion broke out the crowd
wouﬁiwb“e cheered him.

HOW IT HAPPENED.

An Englishman, the agentof an im-
portant English bank at Rio Janeiro,
who was aboard the Atrato. said: “The
winist=rs were made prisoners. Before
the arrival of the emperer, the premier
handed in his resignation, but said
nothing to the emperor about it. We
know aotmng of the provisional
government, Business was suspended.
The greatest fears are entertained. not
af the soidiers, but of the blacks. Sun-

day the telegraph was seized. No mes-
sages were delivered. not even those ad-
dressed to the British eonsul. I went to
the consultate as 10 o’cloek in the morn-

ing, and was stopped by sol-
diers. Nicola, the aeting Brit-
ish consul was stopped  also.

We feared that exchange would fall to
nothing, but the godaloml govern-
ment notitied the Enghsh bank man-
agers that if they allowed exehange to
fall their establishment would be sup-
pressed. The provisional government
also offered to guard the bank, but this
offer was declined.

to 27d. 1 saw the emperor on a bal-
eonf guarded by soldiers. Nothing
could exceed the feeling of kindness
which every one, including the pro-
visional ministers, entertained toward
him. The cowardiee of those who ought

to have resisted was contempti-
ble. The wealthy eclasses were
timorous rather than  ipdiffer-
ent. The old loyal feeling

began to wear out after two days. The
Republican leaders had intended to
issue a proclamation in Deeemoer. but
seeing that the national guard was in-
ereased, they resolved on a eoup d’etat.
Ido not believe the North is strong
enough to se te. The only possible
secessionist movement will be from the
Germans. We have 250 passengers who
are fleeing from the country. The fall
of Count Prete exeited very slight sym-
pathy, and

was expressed. All officers who fa-
vored the monarchy have been re-
moved. Titles are disappearing, and
public functionaries are addressed as
*Cidade.” Official letters will hence-
forth terminate with the words, *“Salu-
taion. health and fraternity.” The
restriction on eommereial telegrams
was removed om Nov. 17, but
political telegrams were rejected. The
government provided against the publi-
eation of anything unfavorable or dis-
quieting. Even telegrams to foreign
ministers were quietly suppressed. The
Rio legislature on the 13th approved
a reconstruction of the econstitution
on the basis of a thorowgh democ-
racy. The same day was a pablic
holiday throughout Brazil. Gen. da
Fonseca is officiaily styled president of
the republic, and Dom Pedro ex-em-
peror. On the officers’ uniforms a_star
replaces the erown. On the 20th the
o&ial proclamations were dated the
“fourth day of the Brazilian re-
publie. The minister of marine,
at the head of a small body
of sailors and marines, tried to sup-
press what he believed to be a revolt of
the infanry at their barracks, but the
marines fraternized with the rebeis,who
summoned the minister to surrender.
‘This he refused to do point blank. and
tried to draw his revolver. The soldiers
immediately shot him down in the pres-
ence of either Gen. da Fonsaea or his
aide. Gen. da Fonsaca and dis-
affected troops antieipated that the gov-
ernment would move against them at
the head of two regiments of cavairy,

and a battery of artillery surrounded
the Santa Anna barrac where the
ministers had assembled. The

inside fraternized with those outside.
The barrack gates were thrown open
and the ministers wiinessed Gen. da
Founseca’s trinmphal euntry and exit,
saluted by the troops.

RECONCILED g«m INEVITABLE.

New YORK, - . 8,—The sieamer
Capua, which has jost arrived here
from Braziliang was at
‘Macecio when the news of the over-
throw of the Dem ro_government
reached that port. pt. Kuchenthal
says the news caused considerable ex-
citement. People gathered en the
wharves and streets, and excitedly dis-
cussed the situation. The presence of
troops, however, prevented any dis-
turbanee, and in a snort time the most
ardent supporters of the emperor be-
came reconciled to the inevitable. Se
far as he could learn the eaptain says
there was no bloodashed or rioting at
Maecio while he was there.

THE PEOPLE INDIGNANT.

An Archbishop Maxes an Unpop-
ular Move.

Crry oF MEexico, Dee. 8, via Galves-
ton— The jubilee of Archbishop De
Labastida was eelebrated to-day. The
city was crowded with strangers and
the cathedral was filled to overflowing,
it being estimated that there were over
25,000 persons in and about the church.
A pontifical mass was celebratea, and a
beautiful sermon was delivered by
Bishop Ygnacio Montes De Oea, of San
Luis Potosi. The entire ceremony
lasted nearly three hours. Thousands
of visitors are eneamped in outlying
towns, and the proprietors of hotels are
Laskinz exorvitant prices for sleeping

places. Five hundred policemen were
employed to keep orderin_the cathe-
dral during the serviees. The people
are indignant at the archvishop for his
action in establishing a difference be-
tween the poor and the rieh in the mat-
ter of admission to the eathedral.
