WHPPING THE KIDS,

Prof. White Addresses the
City Teacherson Corporal
Punishment.

He Says the Scholar Who Re-
bels Should Be Whipped
Into Line,

But Force Should Only Be
Used as a Last Re-
sort.

Knocked Senseless With a
Ruler for Mispronounc-
iny a Word.

There was a large attendance of teach-
ers last evening at the High Sehool
lecture hall to listen to an address on
the subject of *Punishment” by Prof.
E. E. White, formerly superintendent
of schoots at Cincinnati. The speaker
treated his subject specially with ret-
erence to the necessity or advisability
of corporal punishment in the schools,
and discussed philosophically on the
result of and necessity for punishment
generally. In his opinion there wasa
place in the public school for law, and
that law should make for every offense
committed by a scholar in the school a
punishment commensurate with the
crime. Punishment had an end,
and one of the principal ends of punish-
ment was the prevention of erime and
wrong-doing. There were, however,
more specific ends. One of these was
reformation: another the condemnation
of wrong-doing, If, when the occasion
arose for the infliction of punishmenton
a child, doubt existed in the mind of the
teacher as to the effect that punishment
would be likely to have—whether the
child would be benefited thereby or the
reverse—that teacher should hesitate a
long time before inflicting the punish-
ment. There should also be taken into

there is no occasion for whipping.
When rebellion came there should be
no hesitation as to the remedy—that
remedy was force. The scholar who
rebelled must be whipped into line. ‘The
teacher was the objective point of all
the finest sarcasm in the English litera-
ture. This was explained by the great
difference which existed in the meth-
ods of the teachersof the day in which
those books were written and the teach-
ers of to-day. An essay of Steele’s in
the Spectator showed with what horror
the mind of a child could be inspired by
the presence of brutal punishment in
the school. Steele recalled it evenin
his later youth, and would walk two
miles rather than pass the hated strue-
ture in in which he was knocked sense-

less with a rule for mispronounc-
ing a Latin word. All  that
had changed now. The sentiment

of the country and of the teachers on
the matter of punishment had changed.
It had been discovered that laws could
be made to govern the most unruly
scholars, who knew full well the result
that would follow their violation. That
result need not be corporeal punishment;
there were penalties which appeaited to
the pupil’s sense of right and justice
rather than to his sense of physical suf-
fering. Thatthe former wmethod was
more rational and effective in every de-
sirable way than the latter had been
proven beyond all doubt.

DANGEROUS ELECTRICITY,

Protection to Life and Property
PDemanded by the Chamber of
Commerce.

At the meeting of the chamber of
commerce, held Monday, the following
resolutions were offered, and referred
to the committee on buildings and fire
department. The Grose prints the
resohutions in full, so asto attractthe
publie attention to them.

Resolved, That for the better protection of
human life and ereater safely of property it
would be expedient to have some pubile
officer cha u‘x\uh the supervision and in-
spection of all electric wires that may be
used for any purpose whatever in our eity.
That such officer should examine carefully
as to thr method of hanging, connecting and
insulating said wires and ttmt the plan for
their introduction iuto all new structures, as
well as their use in o!d buildings, shounld be
subjected to a most rigid aud careful inspec-
tion by an expert in electricity and in elec-
trical mechanism, and that every known pre-
caution and applinnee which wiil lessen the
danger attending the use of electricity and
guard the safety of human life and protect
|»ubmr- and private property should be made
use of.

Resolved, That forthe present we recom-
meud that the common council of St. Paul
impose this duty upon the building inspector,
allowing him (if necessary) an assistant who
is skilled in electrical machinery and appli-
ances: who, under direction of the com-
mon council and mayoer and such ordi-
nances as may be passed to that end, shall
perform such duties as may be necessary in
connection therewith.

Resolved, That a copy of these resolutions
be transmitted to the commen council and
mayor of the city, with a request that action
be taken on this subject at an early day.

The attention of the public, as well as
of the city council, which is the repre-
sentative of the public, is invited to
this movement. In view of the recent
Joss of life in New York, and in many
other places, as well as the immense loss
of property from recent fires, caused by
the misdirection of the electric current,
there seems to be an immediate and
imperative demand for some such action
as suggested. The city is fortunate in
having a thoroughly level-headed, in-
tellizent and consclentious building in-
spector, and it he is given such proper
assistant, who is skilled in electrical
matters, as is sugegested in these reso-
lntions, the public will feel that the
proper thing will be done.

BEN TO BE ASKED.

The President ofthe United States
te Visit St. Paul Next Yegr.
The general passenger agents of all
the roads entering into St. Paul yester-
day met the general committee of citi-
zens having charge of the arrangements
for the National Educational associa-
tion. The railroads finally, after some
discussion, decided to bear $4,000 of the
expenses, and a plan was adopted by
which the passenger agents were to
recommend to their managers what was
considered a pro rata amount for each
road. This money will be used todefray
the expenses of the official bulletin.
The executive committee of the asso-
ciation also met. A resolution to ex-
tend a joint invitation of the city coun-
cil, chamber of commerce and board of
education to the president of the United
States and his cabinet, requesting their
presence in St. Paul next July, was
unanimously passed. Messrs. Peet,
Gilbert and Curry were appointed a
committee to prepare a formal invita-
tion and have it properly engrossed.

BRAVES COMPLAIN,

White Men Overrunning the Mille
Lacs Reservation.

Chief Mooz-o-mah-way, of Mille Lacs,
accompanied by Ozhow-wansh-co te- |
wan, a leading brave of the tribe, called
upon the United States Chippewa com-
mission yesterday,the object of his visit
being to lay a protest from his people
before the comm ssion to the effect that
white men were heedlessly rushing and
overrunning their reservation stak-
ing claims,  building claim shan-
ties thereon and cutting timber, ete.
The chief was informed by the gentle-
men of the commission that while they
had no power to enter a decided protest
against these encroachments, they felt
satisfied that the government would
protect them ‘in their rights, and all in-
dividuals squatting on their reservation
without proper authority would not be
allowed to reman or retain title to any
land witnin their reservation, ete., and
the gentlemen of the commission also
kindly admonished the chief to counsel
his people to be patient and refrain fiom
any insubordinate action on their part
and assured them that all would soon be
well with them.

TWO WERE. SKINNED.

Alleged Disgraceful Bogus
Sprint Match at Bass
Lake.

Local and Imported Skinners
Made Up the Inner 1
Circle.

Prominent Broker and Jew-
eler Said to Be Heav-
ily Bit.

Victims Were Thankful to Es-
cape With Scant Wearing ;
Apparel.

Bass lake, notorious for its drunken
brawls, disgraceful debauches and skin
games, was the scene of another brace
game Monday evening. It was an al-
leged sprinting mateh. As has been
the case in most sporting events that
have come off at this classic resort,
there was an “inside” and an “outside.”
An aggregation of local and imported
skinners made up the inner circle. On
the other side was a shoal of local
suckers. Several carriages left the
city late in the afternoon, arriv-
ing at the lake before 5 o'clock
with the principnls, backers and spec-
tators. There were few of the latter,
and all of those had money and bid fair
to become interested in the betting that
was being industriously “‘plugged up.”
The contestants were known as Kittle-
man and “*Skinner.” Awmong the back-
ers of the latter were a local gambler
named Turner and an attache of an im-
portant departinent of the city govern-
ment. These men bet heavily on Skin-
per and induced several other well-
known men to back him. When the
race came off *Mr. Skinner” was no-
where. The result was that a considerable
amount of money was dropped. Among
the mourners was a real estate agent
and broker who does business on Sixth
street, and a Seventh street jeweler. It
was reported that the broker lost in the
neighborhood of $1,000, but when called
upon by a GLOBE reporter, be denied
the slory, cluiming that he *‘only bet
a watch for a brother.” He did admit,
however, that an attempt was made to
run him against the gamne, and charged
that the city official mentioned stood in
with the fakirs, and bet *blind” for
the purpose of victimizing him. He
claimed that less than #250 was
lost by the innocents. The broker in
question prides himself as being “fly”
to all games, and would not admit he
had lost his all. An oyster is communi-
cative and even lequacious as compared
to the Seventh street jeweler when he
was ealled upon. The Grone’s dickey
bird states that all of the victims are
thankfal for having been allowed to
ride home and to escape with scant
wearing apparel. Fearing consequences,
some of the “pluggers’™ are said tohave
left the lake before the race came
off. The man Kittleman is said
to be M. K. Kittleman, originally
from Harper, Kan., who is known as a
fake sprinter throughout the country.
He has been at different fimes in com-
pany with Quirk, of Brantford, Ont.;
with Harry Bethune, of Toronto, and
“Bill” Boyd, of Woodstock, Gnt. Cer-
tain St. Paul and Duluth parties have
reason to remember Bethune. and, per-
haps, some of the other parties, 1t is
even possible that Skinner will prove
to be one of the above gang. About
three weeks agoa man named Strong,
an ex-city attorney of Kansas City, was
touched up for #2,500. Strong’s victim-
izers and the Bass lake takirs are said
to be identical. Every effort was made
to keep the affair seciet; and, as the
parties had not left the city last night,
it is surmised that they are setting bait
for fresh suckers.
