'TWAS DAGOi/li AFTER ALL,

Bat the Charge Preferred Was a

Very Flimsy One.
"Myman. \V. S.Daggelt. is tne one wanted,

after all," remarked United States Marshal
Campbell la speaking of the attem pted ar-
rest of that person by a deputy sheriff of
Hennepin county two days ago. "Ireceived
a letter from the sheriff at Minneapolis,

which explains tne matter."' Mr. Campbell
stated the history of the affair tobe about as
follows: Luiher s*. Brown, of Minneapolis,
was indicted by the federal grand juryupon
a charge of counterfeiting. Dnggett, as
deputy marshal, arrested him. At the Mine
time he seized a lot ofmoulds, dies and other
articles incident to a counterfeiter's kit.to-
gether with some bogus coins anil two pict-
ures of Brown. At the trial Brown claimed
that the outfit for the manufacture of Fpu
nous coin didnot belong to him.bnt toan old
mail that lived in the same house wituhim,
and the bogus coin found onhis person was
put in his pocket without his knowledge.
The juryacquitted Brown, and subsequently
he went before the grand juryof the Heiuie-
pin county district court and claimed that
Daggett hud stolen from hi- dwelling two
pictures ofhimself, valued at SI.

Upon this explanation of the waiter Dag-
gett readily admitted that he was the person
meant, ana expressed his willingness to go to
Minneapolis at any time be is wanted, as he
has no tear ofany conviction on the flimsy
charge preferred. The sheriff of Heunepin
county iufoimed him thai he could go up at
any time suitable to him.

Who Came to St. Paul Poor and
Died Wealthy.

'

About5o'clock yesterday evening occurred
the death ofMrs. Mary Casey, of 347 Minne-
sota street, relict of the lai.e John Casey. . In
her death the city loses one of its few re-
maining pioneer settlers of the "forties."
She died in the*sixty-seventh year ofher age,-
of a sudden billions attack. Though she had
been ailingfor a few months past, up to the
time of her fatal sickness Mrs. Casey was re-
markably active for oi •so aged. She came
to St. Paul in 1849. makingherhome forsev-
eral years with the family of William Pitt
.Murray, and thereafter marry! Job Casey,
whom she survived. >he leaves two sons,
Patrick J. Casey, of 90 GavGeld avenue, a
driver in the police department, aad John
Casey, who is in Montana.

Though she came to St. Paul a poor girl,
earning her own lirlibood, Mrs. Casey, died
worth probably $125,0 0. Her wealth, was
acquired through the remarkable advance in
St. Paul realty. Thtrtytwo years ago her
husband gained possession of a lot in what
was then known as lower town, and erected
a cheap cottage. This lot. 5"x150 feet in
dimensions, at the corner of Fourth and
Minnesota streets, is now in the veryheart
of St. Paul's business district. Early in the
history of their married life the eneruet'e
young matron resolved to assist her helpmeet
by takingin a few boarders. The venture
proved profitable, and ultimately a larger
bouse was bui t. From that time until
the middle of the past summer the little
boarding house was maintained. Amush-
room growth of frame ouiidings sprung up
around it. ana were torn down to give place
to massive brick and stone structures, but
notwithsteddiug tempting offers repeatedly
made the Casey for their property, were
all refused, and the littleframe buildingheld
its own against all comers. One corner of
the lot was eventually given up to a grocery,
which yielded a substantial rental, and three
vearsago Mrs. Casey built a three-story brick
block on the Minnesota street side, but the
wo ><len structure on Fourth street was never
torn down, he was also the owner ofsome
