While it is a relief to know that the

Jury i".ithe L'aoxrs case did find a ver-
dict, it is impossible to imagine now a
more irrational or unsatisfactory veidict
could haw been rendered. So far as
the defen itnts Beggs and Kivzi:arc
concerned, there willbe no complaint of
the Gnditig in their case. The law and
the evidence entitled BeeGstu an ac-
quittal, while the man Kuxze seemed
to have been the unconscious dupe of
the shrewder scoundrels who used him.
l)utwhen we ftthrough the evidence
azainst the three principals, Burke,
i.it.Hi in and Sili.ivax. wo fail to
understand how a Chicago jury could
mete out the death punishment to the
anarchists, where murder was rather an
incident than ? purpose, and theu with-
hold itfrom the slayers of Dr. Ckoxix,

?whose murder was the most brutal
crime that has yet disgraced our Ameri-
can criminal records. These three men
?were either guilty or not sruiity. If
the jury adjudged them to be guiity
beyond all reasonable doubt, then there
was not a single extenuating circum-
stance to protect them from the ex-
lremest penalty of the law. The crime
was of the foulest character, deliber-
ately planned, and committed with
malice aforethought. Every detail for
the commission of the crime was care-
fullyprearranged, and the murder was .;

perpetrated with a fiendish ness almost
without parallel. It is

'
possibly true

that '.he eleven men who were orig-
inally for conviction agreed to a com-
mutation of the sentence inorder to win
over the one obstinate juror, who hela
out against tb? law and the evidence
sind the honest judgment of wiser men
than himself. If this theory be true,

then itis another exemplification of the
lamentable failure of our jury system,

\u25a0which permits one man to bulldoze
eleven into an act of injustice.
The spirit and letter of the law
have not only !been violated by
a verdict which found anything

short ot death on the gallows as a fitting
punishment for the murderers of Dr.
Ckomn, but a grave injustice baa been
done to the people of Chicago, and, in
fact, of the whole state of Illinois. As
Ion? as these men are in state piison
the same influences which have been at
work to save their necks will be as act-
ively exerted toget them out of the pen-
itentiary. It will be a perpetual issue
in Chicago and inIllinois politics until
they die or are released. So we say if
they are guilty they should be hung. If
they were innocent, or if there was a
reasonable doui>t of their emit, they
should have been acquitted. Those
who have carefully followed the pro-
ceedings of the trial will have no diffi-
culty In agreeing with the jury that
they were guilty, and even more than
that; for it is apparent that there are
others equally sruilly and perhaps more
responsible, who have not yet been
brought to the bar ol justice. Still,itis
some consolation to know that there is
not to be another trial of the conspira-
tors who were arraigned ;and while they
didn't get all they deserved, there is a
pretty unanimous feeling throughout the
country that they deserve all they get.

PRCOUAC JINGOISM.
Iti- ta plain as the nose on a man's

face that the sympathies of the Harri-
sojt administration are not with the
Brazilian revolutionists, and that this
government does not propose to do any-
thing that will contribute to the petma-

iient establishment of the new repub-
lic. This is a source of infinite mortifi-
cation to the American people, for, if
there is any country In the world that
ought tn encourage the growth of re-
publics, it is ours; and, if there is any
spot of tbe whole world where republi-
can governments should be maintained
exclusively, the American continent is
the place. And yet, despite these facts,
our rational administration is giving
the cold shoulder to the Brazilian rev-
olutioiii>ttr. and, at the same time, going
out of its way to express sympathy
for the deposed emperor. Wiiy this
is being done is not so apparent.
President lla rj:i?ox is known to be a
man ofiaristocratic tendencie s. and does
not permit himself to be swayed by sen-
timent. Personally he may not have
much sympathy with the men who, im-
bued with the >}ii:itof our freedom, are
trying to unroot monarchy in Brazil.
Yet, ;i? tin- bead uf the nation, he ought
to realize the propriety as well as the
importance of giving encouragement to
liberty-loving people in all parts of the
\u25a0world. Still, we willdo the president
the justice to say that he is not so winch
responsible for our attitude toward the
Brazilian republic as is Mr. Bi.aixe,

who has immediate charge of all for-
eign matters. This is an instance
where Mr. Blaise is lamentably lack-
ing in that jingoism of which he once
was supposed to possess a surplus. Itis
his misfortune to have weakened at a
critical period, ami no less a misfor-
tune for himself than itis Tor the coun-
try. The men who dethroned Dom
Pedro and drove the imperial family
out of Brazil find their new govern-

ment tottering because itlacks the sup-
port tliat it had- a right to expect from

the model republic of the world. Ifthe
United States had recognized the inde-
pendence of the Brazilian republic im-
mediately upon receiving information
of its establishment, that would have
placed it beyond the possibility of a
downfall. Or, ifit had not been a
politic thing to do, our government
could, at least, have openly manifested
sympathy for the revolutionists, and
the moral effect of this sympathy would
have been beneficial. But it is really
disheartening to the republicans in
Bawl to be snubbed by this govern-
ment and to be told that the dipt -mntic
representatives of the United States at
the European capitals have instructions
to provide for the comfort of the de-
posed emperor. If Mr. Blaise is jus-
tifiedin t ispolicy, it is about time that
lie was making public thy grounds of
his justification.

FItEE RAW MATKIUALiS.
There is a good deal being said about

raw materials "used in manufactures,

and the propriety of exempting such as
are imported from tariff duties. In
their late state papers the president and
secretary of the treasury suggest an en-
largement of the free list of raw mate-
rials, but give no intimation as to what
they regard as such, although the pres-
ident adds the reservation that they
should be such as do not compete with
the products of American -industry.
Judge Ki.ii.kv isnn authority upon the
tariff question of the highest standing
with these official gentlemen. He has
explained in his speeches on this point
\u2666hat. with the exception of flax,hemp,
and one or two unimportant other arti-
cles, all the raw materials that are not
covered by the reservation of the pres-
ident are already on the free list,
Then the proposition of the messaae
fhrirels into deceptive meagerness. Its
oracular vagueness is a necessity of the
economic system upheld by that politi-
cal school. Practically there is no real
difference between the Haijuison and
Wisdom deliveries and the protection
organs who insist that there is no such

n<r as raw material. They argue that
the products of the mines, forest and
field are brought out with labor, and
therefore should have fie same tariff
fostering as the completed development
of them into articles of use. A mate-
riallydifferent idea is had inthose coun-
tries that are cited as sustaining the
protective policy. France and Ger-
many put on the free list wool, hemp,
flax, jute, manjlla, iron and cop-
per ore, dyestuffs, chemicals, gums,
stones, marble, clay and coal.
The former has a duty of $0.40 a ton and
the latter $2.50 on pig iron. Belgium
and the Netherlands have still larger

free lists. Great Britain puts manu-
factures as well as raw materials on the
free list. The burdens* or American
manufacturers will be

-
suggested by a

few examples in the way of contrast.
The duty on wool is from 85 to 65 per
cent: on hemp, jute and flax, from *10
to-525 a ton; on iron ore, 75 cents a ton;
on copper ore, 85G a ton; on dyestuffs
and chemicals, from 20 to 30 per cent;
on stone, 50 per cent; on coal, 75 cents
a ton; on pig iron. $G.72a ton; on bar
iron and steel, from ?17.50 to
BUN a ton, and on structural
iron and steel, 138 a ton. The latter
is almost double the present price
and of course prohibitive. With such
disadvantages it is surprising that
American manufacturers have been
able to make even small headway in
competition with the goods of other
countries. The superior alertness and
greater inventive genius of the Ameri-
can artisan should, have most of the
credit. There -is no indication that the
revision of the tariff in prospect by those
who are tied to .the protective system
willafford any substantial relief to the
people or equalize the industrial -situa-
tion incompeting for the trade ofother
countries. The favorite recourse is to
subsidize the freight carriers. This in-
volves taxation of the people for a futile
purpose, and is a sort of lifting,by the
boot straps. The distinction between
the lines of policy should be made very
palpable by the minority in congress.. ?

THE JUUY FIXERS.
Having performed his duty most he-

roically in prosecuting Croxix's mur-
derers, Judge Loxgexeckku now an-
nounces his purpose to visit the judg-
ment of the law upon the jury fixers
who sought tobuy a verdict ofacquittal.
We hope tosee him make a horrible ex-
ample of this class of scoundrels, who
infest our court rooms and corrupt the
streams of justice. Chicago is not an
exception in the matter of having pro-
fessional jury fixers. They are to be
found inall of our cities; and, to the
eternal discrace of the American bar;
they too frequently find an agency for
the accomplishment of their nefarious
schemes in the lawyers ho conduct
the cases. It i? a duty the bar associa-
tion of this country owes to itself to
weed from its ranks every member of
its profession who will either par-
ticipate in or 'connive at jury
fixing. It is the duty of every
prosecuting attorney to ferret out
the facts in every case where he-
has a suspicion that there has been
jury fixing, and to bring both the
bribers and the bribe-takers to justice.
The jury system is fallible enough at
best, and when it is still further being
degraded by permitting the jury fixers
to have access to the jurors, there is
necessity for heroic measures of reform.
The whole country will await Judge

Loxoxeckkk'.- action against the Chi-
cago jury fixers, and willstand ready to
applaud his triumph, and the triumph|
of justice, when he lands the whole jury
inthe penitentiary. Chicago has made :
4good record within the last two years
in the way of chasing criminals down, j
but there is a good deal of record to be
made yet.

ADVENT OP INFLUENZA,

The Disease Thai Is Epidemic in
Europe Appears In Now York.

"Nkw Yoiiic, Dec. IG?Dr. Ed.son, of
tho health board, to-day reported that
there had been discovered in tho city
six cases of foreign influenza. Later
the disease was diagnosed,, as

'influenza, the same form as has
lately spread over Europe. Thus far
eight cases have been reported to the
'health hoard, and thoy are all inr one
family. Tho first victim,a young lady,

tmi taken down on Thursday last. It
is supposed that she contracted the
ilincase from a family who returned
from Europe about ten days ago.
Her -first symptoms were- vertigo,
speedily followed by headache and
chills. Then she became deathly pale,
sick with pains in her limbs and

,muscles. This was succeeded by
bronchial catarrh, soreness of the throat
and coughing, followed by a high fever
and an exceedingly rapid pulse whichat
times reached 190 to the minute. Since
then seven other members of the family
have been attacked by the disease,
inall the cases tho symptoms are said
to be identical. The health officers say
they Tire not surprised afrits appearance
here. It is not dangerous, but if it
tends to become epidemic all cases will
be quarantined. The treatment is the
spraying of the affected membrane
freely and frequently witha solution of
quinine, and the internal administra-
tionof quinine, belladonaand camphor.
