FIGHT OVER A CHILD.

Western Chivalry Proves Too
Strong for a Hard-Hearted
Father.

Having Recovered His Child
by Law, He Loses Her
by Force.

An Awful Crime Recalled by
a Suicide at Hel-
ena.

Montana Republicans Forced
by the Faithful to Go
on Record,

OyManA, Neb., Deec. 20.—Lewis B.
Miller, of Oxford, Ohio, has had a most
remarkable experience with Western
chivalry during the past forty-eight
hours, Ten years ago he ran away
with and married the dauzhter of
Thomas F. Burrus, a farmer by whom
he was employed. A girl baby, named
Elvine, was the result of the union.
When she was seven months old her
mother died, and she has since lived
with Mr. and Mrs. Burrus, her grand-
parents, who now reside 1 Nemaha
county, Neb. Miller in the meantime
marricd again, and a year ago began
proeeedings in the federal court to get
possesion of the child. Burrus fougnt
the case desperately, but, after an ap-
peal, the custody of the little girl was
awarded to the father. When Miller,
however, attempted to take her in

eourt, the scene was so pathetic
that the spectators interfered,
and the egrandparents romised

to accompany the child to the depot.
Arrived there the same thing took place
again: the little girl ran to a reporter
for protection. and the newspaper man
was roundly cheered when he threat-
ened to knoek the father down if he
touched her. The child, the father and
the zrandparents returned to a hotel,aud
this morning another attempt was made
to get the child away. The mavor of
Omaha and a large number of promi-
nent citizens were at the depot. Miller
tried to take the child agzain, and the
grandparents accompanied him across
the river. At Coancil Bluffs the crowd,
numbering nearly a thousand people,
became so demonstrative that Miller
sought refuge in a passenger coach on
the Roek Island train. The crowd in
the meantime hurried the grandparents
and the child on a train on another
road. The conductor pulled out ten
minuates anead of time, and the child is

{ now supposed to be safe in Nemaha

county. The prejudice against Miller
there is very strong.

A TRAGEDY RECALLED.

Suicide McDonnell and His Con-
nection With an Awfal Crime.
Special to the Globe.

HeLEN A, Mont., Dee. 20.—It has been
discovered that J. C. MeDonnell, who
committed suicide here a few days ago,
gained considerable notoriety about
three years ago in connection with one
of the most awful tragedies ever en-
acted in Montana. In February, 18586, a
traveler stopping at what was known as
the Moore ranch, about sixty miles from
Helena, was horrified to find the dead
bodies of William Moore and his wife,
each riddled with bullets. Investiga-
tion revealed the fact that the couple
had not lived happily for several years,
owing to the attentions of a school-
master to Mrs. Moore. Finally a sep-
aration was agreed upon, and the cou-
ple, who had been in Helena for several
weeks previous to the tragedy, returned
to the ranch the day before their bodies
were found. It was supposed that
Moore had shot his wife and
killed himself, but some time af-
terwards the schooimaster was
connected with the erime, as it was re-
called that no powder marks were
found on Moore’s face and a horse,
which no owner ever came for, was
found tied to the tence. The couple left
two children and an estate valued at
about #40,000. The schoolmaster sought
to be appointed guardian of the chil-
dren, but failed. The schoolmaster was
J. C. MeDonnell, the suicide of a few
days age. Though he has lived so close
to the scene of the tragedy since its oe-
currenee, beyond his own immediate
relatives, no one knew he was the man
who broke up the Moore family.

Pedro Was a Good Potentate,
But the Republic Is
Better.

Should Recognize the Pro-
visional Government.

By a Striect Party Vote the
Proposition Is Side-
tracked.

WasniNaToN, Dee. 20.—After routine
business in the senate to-day, Mr.
Morgan called up his joint resolution
recognizing the United States of Brazil.
He said be would not have ventured to-
address the senate now on the subjeet,
but that he felt impressed with the ne-
cessity of having action taken by eon-
gress, The president had gone into the
matter as far as his constitutional
powers warranted. It was necessary
now in the present attitude of the ques-
tion that there should be a conjoint dee-
laration by the legislative and judicial
powers of the government as to what is
the status quo in Brazil. During his
speech Mr. Morgan paid a high compli-
ment to the patriotism and goodness of
Dom Pedro. Discussing the Monroe
doetrine, Mr. Morgan declared that the
.attitude of the United States in respect
of all the countries on the Western
hemisphere was a very distinet one, and
had been reasserted on

EVERY OPPORTUNE OCCASION
from the date of it announcement down
to the last raessages of the president of
the United States. He eoincided in the,
deeclaration mada by Thomas Jeffersen,
that it was the business and duty of the
United States to proceed to make, to
progress in making and ultimately to
consummate in making of the Western
hemisphere the home of republican in-
stitutions and not the home ot despotic
institutions. The question he wanted
eongress to decide was whether Brazil
was an empire or a repnblic—-whether
the house of Brazanza or the ple of
Brazil were the depositary of the sover-
cign power of that state, The answer
to that question, while it was perfectly
clear now, might become clouded by
later events, and he thought it unwise
to await these later events. He wanted
congress to announce the fact that the
empire bad disappeared in Brazil and
that the republiz existed. If, after tlus
day, the imperial power should reap-
pear in Brazil, that reappearance would
Ye in the nature of a new and fresh
power, and the re-establishment of the
empire would be against the Monroe
doctrine, and in spite of it. The con-
gress of the United States had the ab-
solute right to recognize the

and the existence of the republic, and.
be desired to have that recognition
plainly, beldly—he would ot say
defiantly. Mr. Sherman said that he
sympathized with the senator from Ala-
bama, and hoped that the recent move-
ment in Brazil might lead to the estab-
lishment of a firm. strong, powerful re-
publie, a kindred sister of the republie
of the United States.

20.—The seere-
tary of agriculture is in receiptof a
communication from Julius Gold-
sehmidt, consul general of the United
States at Vienna, with a report from
the latter gentleman upon the Vienna
agricultural exhibition, which is to be
held in that ecity irom May to Novem-
ber, 1890, under the auspiees of the Im-
perial Royal Agricuitural soeiety, and
the object of whieh 1s to give as com-
plete a representation as possible of the
condition of agriculture, forestry, horti-
culture, gardening and bee cuiture. and
to promoie and diffuse a knowleage of
the latest inventions and diseoveries re-
lating to these subjects. The report
states that the society is preparing with
great completeness, and under the di-
‘rection and in connection with men of
prominence and trust for this univer-
sal agricultural and forest exposition,
and that a large number of important
premiums, in money and medals, *is as-
sured the firms of the various indus-
“trials eircles.” Mr. Goldsmith warmly
rses the Indjan corn exhibit, pro-
posed to be undertaken inconnection
~with the late Paris exposition under the
auspices of the New York produce ex-
change, and other commereial bodies,
under the management of Col. C. J.

RIOT ON A SMALL SCALE,

Railroad Laborers Scrap For Pos-
session of a ( oftractor’s Tools.
Kaxsas City, Dc. 20.—At 10 o’clock

this morning word was received at the
police station that a general fizht was
in progress at the ecorner of Fourteenth
and Wyoming streets. A squad of po-
licemen hastened to the spot and found
between forty and fifty men fighting
with stones, clubs and improvised
weapons of all kinds. The mob fled at
sight of the officers. The fizhting was
caused by the refusal of J. D. MeNeely,
a contractor laying the grade of the
Chicagzo, Kansas and Nebraska division
of the Rock Island railroad, to pay his
men this morning. The men took pos-
session of twenty earis containing tools
Lelonging to MeNealy, which they de-
termined to hold for the wages they
said were due them.

The Provisional Committee of the
Non-Partisan W. C. I. U. to the Pube
lic—Greeting: For five years a serious
division of sentiment and epinicn has
existed among the membership and bes
tween the leaders of the National Wom-
en’s Christian Temperanee union en
the subject of the proper attitude toe
wards pelitics and political parties,
Five years ago this organization, by
resolution, alhed itself to a political
party. While confessing by the words
of their most prominent leaders that all
that has been achieved for temperance
in legislation has been through non-
partisan methods by the joint efiorts of
the best men of all parties, they com»
manded us to place ourselves in such
position that we conid neither ask noz
accept such aid in the future. Many
left the union and gave up temperanca
work. Others continued in their local)
unions doing non-partisan work and ads
voeating non-partisan doctrines, whila
at the same time paying their dues o a
partisan national,

QUIETING THEIR CONSCIENCES
by the specious sephisiry that it is cons
sistent to advocate and defend a prins
ciple at home. and at the same time pay
money to support the national, to de-
novonce and anathematize that same
principle abroad. Many women have
remained in auxiliary relations, becausa
by vears of patient labor, or by bequest,
they have become possessed of valuabia
property, which they held as corporate
bodies, and did pot feel willinz to go
out without a struggzie and begin anetwr
the long. hard task of gaining a foot=
hold and a support, leaving to others
for their pleasure and profit the fruits
of their years of labor.

- Th’;rd—.!.n increasingly large nmmber of
women, who have contributed money, infia-
ence and years of hard seif-denying labor o
build up the National W. C.T. U, feel
thut their usefulness is crippled ana their
consistenc %ncsliuned by the eguivoeal
poliey of the National, which avows i
giance to.and boidly champions the cx of
a political party.while at the same time it de-
nies its partisanship.

Fourth—The refusal of the Nationa! nnion,
by an overwhelming majority, to a«
non-partisan amendment to its const
makes it imperative for honest noa-p:

thousands of women who will net be com-
promised by the partisan attiiude of the Na-
tionul W. C. T. U.. as well as thousands who
have not, yet enlisted, mni combine their
etforts, and, “in the unity of the spirit and
the bouds of peace," labor for the overthrow
of the drink wrafiic.
