Whipped from the start, has added to
the exasparation of sporting men. One
good result lias come from the fight,
however, which affords a good deal of
consolation to allmen who take interest
in pugilistic matters. The status of
Smith as a fighter is as detinitely settled
as though he had won the battle easily
ami fairly,or bad been fairly knocked
out—as he certainly would have been
bad the fight been permitted togo en.
All accounts of the mill agree that
Smith was not in it, and this fact, to-
gether with the action or the thugs who
went to tne ringside in his behalf
to prevent bis being whipped, willren-
der itimpassible for him toever again
obtain reputable backing, while every
pugilist of reputation wiilbe abundant-
lyjustified in treating his attempts to
arrange a fight with contempt. Wheu
the news of the fight was received at the
Pelican club not a man present had a
goal word tosay for Smith, while every
one praised Siavin, who had bested the
alleged '"champion." and at the same
time held his own against Smith's mob
of cutthroats who surrounded the ring.
Itwas proposed to raise a testimonial
fund of £S.<JQQ for Slavin. and £300 of
the sum was subscribed by those pres-
ent within fifteen minutes.

DETAILS orTHE FIGHT.
Brussels, Dec. 23.—The fight be-

tween Jem Smith, of England, and
Frank Slavin, the Australian champion,
was fought this morning in private
grounds, situated three miles from
Bruges. There was much squabbling
from the outset, and, owing to the out-
rageous conduct of Smith's party, at
the conclusion of the fourteentn round
the referee declared the fight a draw
and refused to remain on the ground.
Smith- party evidently saw that their
man would be beaten, and they broke
into the ring and interfered with the
fair progress of the fight, Slavin forced
the fightingat the start, hitting Smith
several times on the chest and I -ail in
the first two rounds. They fell together,
and wben Slavin rose he was bleeding
from the month.

Slavin remained in the
ring,and Smith, who had left when his
friemis ran away, returned. The
referee then said that it was
ippo-ssible to secure fair treat-
ment lor Slavin and declared the
fight a draw. Slavin was fullof fight to
the finish.

armed with knuckle-dusters and sticks,
tried toreach Slavin over the pcs, and
the Australian was struck several times.
At the end of the thirteenth round
Smith left the ring. Slavin remained
and claimed the fight,but the referee
would not award it to him. After a
s-liort time Smith returned to the ring.
During the next round there was great
uproar all around the ring. At the
close of the round Smith was very sick.
Slavin was perfectly well. The fight
lasted twenty-two minutes.

\u25a0WILLING TO FIGHT ANYONE.
London, Dee. 23.—Slavin, the ptigil-

list. has arrived at Margate on his return
from the battle with Smith. There was
i* good deal ofenthusiasm overhimupon
his arrival, and he made a speech, in
which he said that he was a good deal
more hurt by the roughs, who indulged
in the ruffianly tactics common with
them, than by Smith in the fight.
Slaviifs backer asserts that Smith never
hit Slavin, and that he was hurt onlyby
the crowd, which beat Slavin because*
emaged at the defeat of Smith.

UNDER ONE OFFICIAL HEAD.

Plana for the Amalgamation of
All Organizations of Miners.

Columbus, 0., Dec. 23.—A Joint
meeting of the representatives of the
National Progressive Union of Miners
and Mine Laborers and National Dis-
trict Assembly 185, K. of L., was held
this morning to consider plans for the
amalgamation of the two organizations.
As a result of this meeting the follow-
ing joint address was to-day issued to
the members of National District As-
sembly, K.of L., nnd the Progressive
Unionof Miners and Mine Laborers:

For many years, by reason of a con-
flictoriginating in the existence of the
rival miners' organizations, much val-
uable energy has been unprofitably em-
ployed in an unnecessary struggle for
supremacy, and in the contest the min-
ers connected with both bodies of or
ganized miners have been the principal
sufferers. No sadder commentary upon
the efforts of miners io improve their
condition as a craft could be presented
than the spectacle of the few— we
use the term few only to intimate that
quite a percentage of oui calling stand
outside the pale of any form of organ-
ization—at war with each other to the
infinite pleasure of unscrupulous em-
ployers, who have learned too often the
strength born of unity and the injury
of all who find employment in the busi-
ness of mining coal. The condition of
our craft to-day has been reduced to the
present low level, first, by reason of an
absence of a proper interest in mining
affairs; and second, because of the fail-
ure up tothis date ot the two organiza.
tions

TO UNITE THEIR POWERS
and agreed upon a policy that would at
once be acceptable to both classes of
the present officials and satisfactory to
lbe rank and tile of the respective min-
ers' unions. Our inability, as shown by
the character of past efforts to thor-
oughly unite our powers by harmoniz-
ing our forces, has led toa reduction in
wages.and in different parts of the com-
petitive district rendered our miners
and officials powerless to resist imposi-
tion and assert the rights of their inem-
bers, as wage-workers, with no other
prospect before us but of suffering still
tor the mollifications of our already too
low standard of minim; rates. White
efforts have in the past few years been
made to consummate the object that not
only we, but the body of organized min-
ers, whether belonging to the one or the
other of the present forms of organiza-
tion, have inview, they have not had
the desired effect; and ifpainful lessons
of the necessity of harmony of action, as
shown in the series of defeats which
our miners have been compelled to sub-
mit to so required, surely our late ex-
periences cannot fail to persuade even
the most enthusiastic advocates of nu-
merous organizations, officered by dif-
ferent sets of officials, whose positions
as the official representatives of the dif-
ferent organizations invited and made
possible the existence of the conditions
from which we, as a craft, suffer to-day.
The results growing out of a division of
our forces has created an almost gen-
eral demand to be made from the rank
and file ofboth organizations for a con-
solidation of our powers

UNDER ONE OFFICIAL HEAD
and illkeeping with their expressed de-
sires, the writers of this met and agreed
upon the following plan, which he be-
lieved if adopted, would unite our forces
upon a basis satisfactory to the mem-
bers of both organizations, and bring
about the beneficent results that all
demand.

First—Tounite the two organizations un-
der one head to govern and protect the in-
terests of miners and mine laborers; this
union to lie effecied without sacrificing the
essential features ofeither organization.

Second— The organization to be divided
intonational, district and local divisions, the
meetings of which are to be either secret- or
open, as the members may determine or the
exigencies of the case may require. That is
to say, the meaning of the terms "open or
secret" shad be construed as applying to the
meetings of the National Progressive union
or the Knights of Labor, as the case may be.

Third—Equal taxation upon affiliatedmem-
bers.

Fourth—The staff of officers for the nat-
ional and each district and local organiza-
tion,in which due provisions shall be made
forvisiting and directing the business ofboth
branches of the organization.

The necessity for a unification ofour
forces demands that all the members of
both existing unions, and even those
miners not connected witheither, give
these propositions their careful thought
and study, that they may be bei er pre-
pared to intelligently consider the adop-
tion or modification of the policy here
outlined."

POKER CHIPS.

Where the Handsomest Set in the
World Is Used.

In a private residence up town in

Washington there is the finest set of
poker chips that were ever manufact-
ured in this country. Their history is
interesting. They were made for the
famous John Morrissey, congressman,
state senator, aiiti-Tammanyite, shoul-
der-hitter, pugilist and gambler. Be-
lore Morrissey started his famous Sara-
toga gambling house he had a place ou
Barclay street, in New York. While
there a party of Western sports, among
whom was the famous "Big Head
Kiley," of California, called on Morris-
sey. and during the week managed to
winabout £JO,*JOO from him.

As they had been treated very elabo-
rately, and won so much they deter-
mined togive Morrissey some token of
their distinguished consideration. After
some discussion itwas decided to have
made the finest "rack" of poker chips
that money could buy. The chips now
inWashington were the result ot that
determination. There were 1,000 chips,
witha few odd ones to make up for any
that might lie lost or broken. Upon each
chip is a carving made by hand. On the
iwhite ones is a small figure without
significance; on the others are carved

! the figures "5"and "25"in a center of
red and yellow. Each chip is carved by
hand, and from the finest "heart" ivory
that could be found in the city of New
York. The total cost of tho set was
over $2,000, or *2apiece.

When they were given to Morrissey
they were polished to the highest de-
gree, and shone and glistened inthe
Tight as though they were silver. The
case, which stillholds them, is ofrose-
wood, finely polished, and in the top is
set a tiger couchant of polished brass,
two enormous cats-eyes being sunk in
the head, and givingit a peculiar, ani-
mated appearance. Now, because the
chips were given to him by winners,
Morrissey thought.it would be bad luck
to use them in the same place; and, in
consequence, they wero not used until
after Morrissey started his place at
Saratoga.

Then the superstition worked in ac-
cordance with the gambler's idea, and
tho first time they were used in a heavy
game Morrissey lost over $50,000. Then
he put them on exhibition, and they
were stolen within ten days, .-ome
months afterward they were recognized
in a Bovery pawnshop, where the thief
had pawned them for $75. Morrissey
redeemed them, and shortly afterward
they were stolen again. A young Eng-
lishman, who was doing the country,
bought them from the thief and carried

them to Chicago. After the habit of
young Englishmen, the tourist Inques-
tion became hard up and sold- thorn to
the present • owner, who brought them
to Washington, where

-
they have been

for two years, and have been played
with by some of tho heaviest poker*
players In the capital. Iwas shown
them the other day, and they bear no
more signs of use than if they had been
bought yesterday.

AS JUDGE LOCUREN HOLDS.

Divorces Cannot be Secured on
i:: the Ground of Kleptomania.

Judge Lochren filed a decision yester-
day denying the petition of John Mer-
ritt Lewis for a divorce from his wife.
Ell a G. Lewis. Mr. Lewis is a promi-
nent Minneapolis physician, and sued
for divorce on the ground that his
wife is Insane, her disorder taking tho
form of kleptomania. Judge Lochren
holds that when a person, although in-
sane on one certain point, is stillmen-
tallysound enough torecognize and un-
derstand the meaning of a marriage con-
tract, a marriage entered into by
such a person is perfectly legal and
valid. While insanity at the time of
marriage invalidates the contract, such
a form of insanity as kleptomania, which
may be classed as simply a character-
istic or defect, in no way impairing the
understanding or other mental faculties,
does not render the contract void. Judge
Lochren also holds that persons, being
mentally and physically capable of en-
tering the married state, are not obliged
to disclose defects or characteristics of
either the person or the mind. This de-
cision is an important one, inasmuch as
itleaves no way of escape open to the
person who has unwittingly been joined
to one of thievish propensities, and who
is caused much anguish and mental
suffering thereby.
