The act of the legislature giving
authority to the park board was not

Ilnss of tne board as taken in this, case.
Mr. Hell also asserted that the comp-

troller possessed the power to look into
: the affairs of the city, to inspect the

books of the treasurer, to supervise
their keeping, and inother ways to ex-
ercise a discretion as to the acts of offi-
cers of the city. His duties were not
morel v ministerial, such as a mayor or
city clerk could exercise. The law did
not onlyprovide that he can. but that it
was his"obligatory duty to review ami
pass upon warrants presented for his
signature, and exercise a discretion in
deciding upon their legality, and that of
the actions of the board authorizing
their issue.

Gordon E. Cole, as attorney for the
park commission, also made an ex-
haustive argument. He cited numer-
ous decisions based upon the tneory

that the regularity or proper form of
papers in the assessment of damages

and benefits could be examined into by
the comptroller: but he only acted as a
ministerial officer, and if the papers
were regular in form he could not make
an inquiry into the matter as
as to whether or not the
park commissioners had authority
for the action taken by it.or whether
the authority given it by law was ex-
ceeded. The authority of Mr.Koche
could be no greater in determining
whether or not be should sign the war-
rant than a judgeof an election in de-
ciding as to signing a certificate of elec-
tion. The judge ofelection could not
decide who was elected, neither could
the comptroller decide whether the ben-
efits or damages assessed by the board
were excessive or too little, it being a
matter for the parties themselves to
seek a remedy as provided by law. The
law provided that the park hoard, and
pot the comptroller, shall decide upon
questions of assessment of benefits and
injuries. If the warrant on its face
conforms to the law, the comptroller
must sign it without questioning out-
side facts. Judge Wilkin took the mat-
ter under advisement.
