THE SHOT WENT WIDE

A Fracas With a Revolver and
About a Very Pretty
Girl.

Harry Brand Evidently Meant
to Kill Young D. R.
Stewart,

After a Failure to Force Him
to Apologize to the Fair
One.

Stewart Ran Qut of Harm's
Way and Brand Went to

Jail.
People living in the vicinity of
Twelfth and Cedar streets became

somewhat excited about 8:30 yesterday
morning by a shooting affray that had
every appearance of an attempted mur-
der. Harry J. Braud, a young painter,
attempted to shoot D. R. Stewart, pro-
prietor of a bankrupt stock of stationery
at 100 East Third street. He proved a
poor marksman, however, and the affair
ended witha foot race in which Mr.
Stewart got much the best of it. What
bid fair to be a serious matter terminat-
ed very fortunately, though Brand is
behind the bars at the county jail,
charged with a dangerous assault, and
Stewart and several others are very
much disturbed mentally,

None of the parties implicated are
wiliing to say very much about their
trouble, but there is every reason to be-
lieve that there is a young wo-
man in it Brand is junior
member of the firm of Shepard &
Brand, Fourth street palnters, and
boards at the home of his partner, J. W.
Shepard, at 57 East Twelfth street.
Miss Florence Shepard is the painter’s
rather pretty  eighteen - year - old
daughter. For some time befere Christ-
mas she was employed as aclerk in
Stewart’s Third street stationery store.
So much for the apparent cause, the ef-
fect of which was clearly demounstrated
yvesterday morning.

Brand was bvefore the police judge
yesterday morning and was remanded
for trial to-day. To a reporter he inti-
mated that Stewart had been guilty of

improper advances towards Miss
Shepard Christmas afternoon, and
stated that he drove down
to the store, took  Stewart

back to to the Shepard residence and
ordered him to apologize to -the young
lady before her mother and himself.
Stewart turned upon his heel and
walked out. DBrand followed him to the
street, wiped outa new 32-caliber re-
volver and fired one shot at him, when
the stationer demonstrated his sprinting
powers. Brand gave chase and was
about to fire another shot, when the
gun was wrested from him. So much
for his story. -

Stewart kept well  out of. sight
throughout the day, but teld bis side
of the story to a pelice efficer, alleging
that Brand is enamoured of the lady
and mentally unbalanced. He denied
the grave charge intimated by Brand,
and stated that he was decoyed from the
store by the painter, who told him that
Miss Shepard was ill and wanted to see
him. He has employed an attorney
and will prosecute Brand to the end,
fearing another assault.

A reporter, who called at the Shepard
residence last night, did not gain much
information. A ‘young lady who am-
swered the bell, and who was not Miss
Fiorence, stated that the family had
nothing to say. She did say, however,
that Brand is all right mentaliy. **He
may bave been laboring under great ex-
citement,” she said with eonsiderable
spirit, “but he is not of unsound mind!”
Brand is evidently backed by the Shep-
ard family.

TO-DAY’S GIREAT CEREMONY.

The Manitoba Must Pay Taxes on

Seven decisions were filed yesterday
in the supreme court. Among thew
was the case State of Minnesota ex rel.,
The St. Paul, Mmmneapolis & Manitoba
Railway company, relator, vs. District
Court of Hennepin County. Writ of

awarded by the commissioners were in-
adeguate—in fact no damages were
awavded. The supreme court reverse
the order of the lower court, and the
syllabus of the decision reads:

Upon laymg out a public highway
acress tire track and right of way of a
railroad company, the latter 1s not en-
titled to cowpensation for providing
and maintaining cattle guards and sign
boards at the new crossings. It is en-
titled to compensation for planking the
roadway where it erosses the railroad
tracks and for the maintenance of the
planking.

A RAILROAD'S LIABILITY.

The authorities of Hennepin county
are successtul in their effort to compel
the St. Paual, Minneapoiis & Manitoba
Railroad company to pay taxes on the
Hotel Lafayette wproperty. The road
owns that hotel, and the supreme court
makes the following finding: *“The
Lafayette hotel, owned by a railroad
corporation and kept by its lessee as a
fiotel and place of summer resort, held
not ineluded within the exemption from
ordinary taxation enjoyed by the cor-
poration in respect to suen of its prop-
erty as is held and used for railroad
purposes.”

NEIRS INTESTATE,

The order of the trial court is re-
versed in the appeal—Etta Bomash et
al, respondent, vs. The Supreme Sitting
of the Order of the Iron Hall. In the
decision the supreme court holds that:
*“The administrators of an estate can-
mot maintain an action torecover money
payable upon contract to the heirs ot
ilie intestate. A contract in effeet for
the payment of a spegified sum of money
toone’s heirs. less whatever he may
have received in bis lifetime, beld to en-
title the heirs to recover the whole
specified sum, the deceased having re-
ceived notning, although he had be-
come entitled to' receive a certain'sum
in his lifetime.

Judge Kelly in a memorandum filed
as part of the order says that it appears
that the creditors of Davidson consent
to an order 1econveying to him the
property, but the consent of all the
ereditors not being in writing, the court
has no authority to wake the order to
reconvey.
