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THE MABEN TRIAL

So-Called, Although Brackett
Seems to Be Really on
Trial.

S. T. Johnson the Man Who
Furnished the Affl-
davits.

Frank L. Bixby's Version of
“The Burglar’” Success-
fully Produced.

“La Grippe” Said to Be “on
the Police Foree”
Now.

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Promptly at 9 o’cloek yesterday morn-
ing Judge Emery took his seat on the
bench in the municipal court, and the
libel case of Brackett vs. Maben was re-
sumed. Counsel for both sides were
evidently prepared for war, for a good-
sized law library was spread out on the
table between them, while numerous
and mysterious packazes of papers were
kept elose at hand and constantly re-
ferred to, The work of securing the
remaining two jurors was taken up.
John R. Everard was accepted as the
eleventh man, after he had testified
that the only newspapers he read were
those published in New York and Chi-
eazo. Maj. R. R. Henderson was per-
emptorilv challenged by the defense
and stood aside, while A. B. Hush and
E.J.Conroy were excused for actual bias.
A. M. Shuey was challenzed by the
defense on the ground of agtual bias,
but after Mr. Shuey had answered a
few questions, the challenge s with-
drawn and he wasaceepted. This com-
pleted the jury, which, for finaneial
wealth and business standing in the
community, has perhaps never been
excelled in the history of the citv. The
twelve good men and true areE. G.
Barnaby, J. W. Lauderdale, C. E. Dye,
W. K. Morrisen, Jacob Stone, W. T.
Bowen, Preston King, C. F. Haglin, J.
M. Hale, M. Lara, Jolin R. Everard and
A. M. Shuey.

The court room was erowded when
Assistant City Attorney Hall arose to
make his opening spech to the jury. In
his speech he referred to the Declara-
tion of Independence, and quoted
“Qur lives, our fortures and our
sacred honor,” In pathetic tones he
told of the physical weakness of the
state when that historie statement was
made. **But the state has grown
strong,” he exclaimed, *“the child has
grown to manhood, and now the state
guards with jealous care the honor of
its most humble citizer. This case is
action of the state of Minnesota against
C. B. Maben, who is charged with wil-
fully, wrongfully and maliciously libel-
ing Winslow M. Brackett. In tbis case
the sacred honor of a cifizen has been
attacked. Honor to an upright man
is more sacred than even life itself, and
to assail the honor of a man who has
lived an upright life in this community
for twenty-five years is striking at his
very vitality.”

Mr. Hall then,in a dramatic tone,
read the celebraied Wausch aflidavit,
laying particular stress and calling at-
tention to the inuendoes contained in
the now famous paper. He quoted that
section of the penal code relating to
libel and said: .

“Charles B. Maben has lived in this
community for some time. He may be
hounest, but, judged by this publica-
tion, he is either a knave or a
charged and rumored in
Hie community that Mr. Maben is not a
bad man, but that others, who are more
practical and designing than he, have
fired these guns over his shoulder. I

o

{ ean conceive of Mr. Maben as a sort of

modern Don Quixote, with his national
arsenal filled with all the modern artil-
lery, and the modern Free Lance of
ancient kuight errantry, who has looked
out of his small window and, seeing the
windmill which is grinding out the
crime whicih is rife in this community,
mounting his steed and, placing his
lanece in rest, attempting to run it down.
An attempt may be made on the pait of
the defense to prove the truth or the
charges: aad, if this be the purpose, the
state has ne object in suppressing any-
thing whiech is the truth, or which will
keep the truth from eomingout. We
shall prove to you that the poison of
this dirty libel was concocted zni dis-
tilled in the national arsenal and placed
upon this Free Lance to be thrust into
the vitals of Winslow M. Brackett. It
was carried to his very doorstep, that
his contiding wife and ehildren might
read it and blush for shame at their
loved one’s disgrace.”
THE EVIDENCE.

Samuel T. Johnson was the first wit-
ness sworn by the state. In answer to
County Attorney Jamison’s questions
he testified that he had known Mr.
Maben since last fsll, and he knew him
to be the editor and publisher of the
Free Lance. He had several talks with
Mr. Maben about the affidavits previous
to their publications, and had called at
Maben’s office to see him in regard to
their publication. In response to his
request Mr. Maben came to his office 1n
the Rochester block, and read the five
affidavits. After Maben had read them
he said that if they were not true it was
strange that they should ecerroborate
each other. Then Maben said he would
publish them, and the witness saw
them printed in the Free Lanee, with
the exception of one. which haa not
been published. The afhdavit known
as the Wausch affidavit was given to
Mr. Maben by Mr. Johnson.

W. H. Donahue was called to show
that Mr. Maben had admitted the publi-
cation of the Free Lance.
SUPERINTENDENT BRACKETT’S STATE-

MENT.

Winslow M. Brackett, the complain-
ing witness, was called and testified
that he had lived in Minneapolis for
twenty-five years, and that he was pow
the superintendent of police. Mr.
Brackett testified that he had received
a copy of the Free Lance of Nov. 9,1889,
at his home on Seventeenth street, and
swore that he had never subscribed for

it.

“Are the statements made in the
Wausch affidavit true?”’ inquired Mr.
Jamison.

*One moment,” exclaimed Col. Ripley.
“We might just as well make public our
line of defense now, as it will save con-
siderable time. Neither my health nor
my inelination will allow me to_go into
proving these affidavits true. We claim
that the publication was allowable by
law and that it was justifiable under the
law.”

A long legai battle between the attor-
enys on both sides followed, but Judge
Emery ruled that the truth or falsity of
the atfidavits might go to show that the
publication of them was actuated by
malice.

Mr. Brackett then said that the part
of the affidavit relating to the taking
into custody and that which related to
the discharge of the women was true.
All other statements ave absolutely
false.

“On July 6,” said Mr. Brackett,
“word was brought to my office thata
woman supposed to be a procuress from
Brainerd was about to take an innocent
girl under the age of sixteen years out
of the e¢ity for immoral purposes. 1mno-
tified the officer at the upion depot to
take the partics into custody if they at-
tempted to leave the city. When they
were about to beard a train the ofiicer
arrested them and brought them to my
office. I had them sent to the lock-up
and detained until i coald havea chance
to consult with the eity attorney and
the county attorney as to what charge I
could make against them. Assistant
City Attorney Hail and Assistant
County Attorney Brigzus went to the
loek-up and had a talk with the women.
The Wausch girl told Mr. Hall that she
was over sixteen years of age, and that
she was 2 prostitare. - 3o I ithe city and

county attoruey w ld we that there was

no charge on which to hold the
women and advised their discharge and
ordered the release of the two women,
but at the request of the Wausch girl’s
tatner ¥ detained her until the follewiu
Monday, 1 never reesived or direct
any one to reccive any money for the
refease of the women, and I never kue‘J
who the Wauseh girl was uutil she tol
me that she had worked for Charles
Hoyt.” On cross-examination Mr.
Brackett admitted that there was a rule
made by the police commission, which
was still in foree, prohibiting the dis-
charge of prisoners without an order
from the court, but the commission al-
lowed him to use his own diseretion to
a certain extent in this respect. In the
case of the women Mr. Brackett said
that they were not, strictly speaking,
prisoners, but were detained for exam-
ination,

After offering copies of the paper con-
taining the publieation, and one of a
previous date, calling attention to what
was to follow, the state rested its case.

THE DEFENSE BEGINS.,

Col. Ripley. quoted section 220 of the
penal code, claiming that the publica-
tion was of a privileged character. He
also claimed that in a case of this kind
express malice must be proven, and
moved for a dismissal of the case, as
the state had failed to prove malice.
After Mr. Jamison had cited a number
of anthorities Judge Emery denied the
motion,

Col. Ripley, in opening the case for
the defense, said they would offer in ev-
idence five or six aflidavits, made by
people whom Mr. Maben had every rea-
son to believe were 1esponsible, which
would show that the things com-
plained of were said to be true. The
publication of the affidavits, Col. Ripley
claimed, was a privilege of the press as
it called attention te the official acts of
a publie official.

C., B, Maben was ecalled by the de-
fense. Mr. Maben testitied that he had
lived in Minneapolis since 1882, and was
engaged in the real estate business, and
he was also the editor and publisher of
the National Arsenal and Free Lance.
“About two week before the publica-
tion of the affidavits 8. T. Johnson came
to my office,” said Mr. Maben. *I
wasn’t there, but Johnson left his card
and a request that 1 should call on him
at lus offive in the Rochester block. He
told me that he had in his possession a
number of aflidavits charging Chief
Brackett with very serious offenses. 1
went to the office once or twice after
that, and Mr. Johuson wanted to know
if I would publish them. I said 1
thought 1 would, and made arrange-
ments for another interview. Then 1 ex-
amined them thoroughly. Mr. Johnson
didn't want the printers to see the
names of the notaries, and he told me
that if I would call again he would have
the last pages, upon which the signa-
tures appeared copied and prepared for
publication. When 1 went there again
Mr. Johnson gave me the adidavits and
wanted me to comment upon them. I
told him I hadn’t the time to make the
comments, and that, as he understood
the tiing thoreughly, he had better
write the comments, which be did and
gave to me. When tae affidavits were
published I did not know that any ex-
amination or denial of the Wauseh affi-
davit had been made. I had been in-
formed of the rule which prohibited the
discharge of a prisoner without an order
from the court. I had also been told
that the matter hadq been brought to the
atténtion of the police commission, but
that Mayor Babb had said that the com-
mission would never investigate Brack-
ett while he was a member of it.

The affidavits made by Josie Wanseh,
Blanc¢he, Arthur, Jennie Hali, Delbert
Hall, Lela Lepa and Sergt. Krumweide
were identitied by Mr. Maben as those
which had been given him in Johnson’s
office, and, atter a lively fizht between
the opposing eounsel, were admitted 1n
evidence and read to the jury.

About Dec. 12 Mr. Maben testified
that he had met W. H. Donahue. Mr.
Brackett’s attorney, and in his conver-
sation with him he had offered the use
of the columns of s paper for any
s atement or refutation of the aflidavits
either the attorney or Mr. Brackett
chose to make. Mr. Maben said that he
had never known Chief Brackett until
he was introduced to him by Mr. Dona-
hue, and declared that when he pub-
hished the alleged libel he was not actu-
ated by any malice, but printed the
affidavits because he believed them to
Le true and for the good of the general
publie. In his ecross-examination by
Mr. Jamison Mr. Maben said that prior
to their pubiication he had talked
about them with S. T. Johnson, Police
Commissioner Gjertsen and Henry
Gjertsen and Police Sergeant Krum-
weide, who professed to know all about
them. He said that he might possibly
have consuited others, but he would
like to refer to some memoranda he had
made at the time before he “could an-
swer positively who the persons were.
After cautioning the jury not to talk
with any one about the case and to re-
strain from reading the newspaper
comments about the trial, at 5 o’clock
Judge Emery declared a recess until 9
o’clock this morning. when the cross-
examination of Mr. Maben will be con-
tinued.

HE WAS UNDER THE BED,

But He Had to Come Out and
Submit to Arrest.

Manager F. L. Bixby, of the Bijou
theater, and his family bad_a little ex-
perience at their home, No. 28 North
Tenth street, shortly after 6 o’clock last
night, which they will not forzet very
soon. While the family were at dinner
in the dining room a messenger boy
with a note called Miss Bixby to the
door. When she returned to the din-
ing room she did mnot latch the
front door, and a gentlemanly-
looking fellow walked in unseen by any
members of the household and quietly
slipped up stairs. Mr. Bixby had fin-
ished his dinner, and went into the
bath room, which adjoins his bed room
on the second floor. He was accompa-
nied by his dog, and noticed the animal
acted rather strangely and Kkept growi-
ing at something in the bed room. He
lit the gas just in time to see the form
of a man disappear beneath the bed.
The dog flew at the man, but was called
off, and Mr. Bixby invited the fellow to

LOOKS A LIITLE SHADY,

A Possible Candidate for the May-
oralty Charged With Intimida-
tion,

There was a complaint filed in the
district court yesterday which, if true,
reflects somewhat severely upon two of
the most prominent Scandinavians in
the city. R. Sunde and A, C. Haugan,
president and cashier respectively of the
Scandia Bank of Minneapolis are ac-
cused of setting the screws rather
tightly upon Ole Dahl, a contractor and
builder.

Dahl’s complaint recites that on the
11th of July, 1880. he owed the Scandia
bank §3,000 on a loun, for which he gave
a note, and which was secured by a
mortgage on certain property. He al-
leges that he was called upon by A. C.
Haugan, who requested his appearance
at the bank. Dahl, according to his
statement, called at the Scandia bank
Dee. 19, 1839, and was by Sunde and
Haugan invited into the baek room, It
is alleged that they then and there de-
manded the payment of the £3.000,
threatening to have Dahl arrested
should he fail to doso. The threat to
arrest was made on the ground that,
in giving the mortgage to secure his
note, Dahl had made false representa-
tions concerning incumbrances on the
property mortgaged. Dahl said that he
could not pay the $3,000 that day, where-
upon, it is alleged, they said:

*You will then have to go to jail or
make an assignment to the bank of the
rents of all your property.”

This Danl declined -to doj and, it is
claimed that Sunde next said:

“You cannot go out of this bank until
you make that assignment, for if you do
I shall be up town before you are and
shall have you arrested.”

Dahl says he was unacquainted with
the law and asked permission to consult
wiL}x his friends, but was met with the
reply:

*You cannot go out of here until you
make that assignment.”

It is allezed that the assignment to
the bank of all the rents of his property
was then written out, and that Dahl,
being under duress and in fear of ar-
rest, signed it. Haugan has, it is said,
visited some of Dail’s tenants and de-
manded the rents. The rents amount
to about #350 per month.

Dahl asks for an order enjoining the
collection of the rents and for posses-
sion of the written assignment, that he
may destroy it. Judge Rea Las ordered
the defendants to appear at the special
term of court to-dav and show cause
why they should not be enjoined from
collecting the rents, and why they
should not deliver over the assignment
to Dahl.

1t is designed 1o protect the shipper as
well as the receiver. Only members in
good standing of Minneapolis chamber
of commerce who are receivers of grain
will be eligible to membership. Another
meeting will be held next Monday at 8
p. m. for the election of officers and the
appointment of committees,
