CALL IT CHICAGO GRIP.

The Term Used b? opera Singers

in Referring to th? Kpidemic.
Chicago, Dec. 28.? first fatal

case of acute influenza in the city was
reported to the Health department to-
day, when the death certificate was
filed. The victim was Mrs. Julia A. In-
galls, aged seventy-two years. She re-
sided at 6331 Wright street, inLake, and
died Dec. 24. after being sick one week,
"Idoubt very much ifit is tin* Russian
disease," said Health Commissioner
Wk-kersham. "but we have no way of
going behind the record." Dr. S. 5.
Bishop said to a reporter to-day that in-
fluenza had been prevalent in the city
for two weeks, though people were
not generally aware of it. It was
not, he said, the ordinary vari-
ety of this disease, being more
severe, compelling the sufferers to re-
main in bed. lie"added that Sgr. Tauia-
crano, the tenor of the Patti Opera com-
pany, was suffering from the disease in j
its mild form, and that it was likelyto
bother him for some days to come. Dr.
Bishop said further that opera singers
were generally unfavorably affected as
to their throats when in Chicago. The
following is an extract from a lecture
delivered by him in 1877 on this subject:
"An opera singer visited my office and
announced that she had the 'Chicago
grip.' Our surprise was mutual when I
confessed to ignorance of the meaning
of the term. 'Don't youknow what the
Chicago grip is?' she rep'ied. 'We all
have it when we visit Chicago. We
take cold and sneeze, our eyes water,
our noses run. our throats are affected,

and we sing at a great disadvantage.

Whenever we are inChicago or Pitts-
burg we expect to have this trouble,

and it is known among professional
singers as the 'Chicago grip.'

WHEEZY WOLVERINES.

La Grippe Takes Hold of Detroit-
ers lorKeeps.

Detroit,Mich., Dec. 28.? influ-
enza has come to Detroit to stay. In-
quiries at the health office, the city phy-
sician's office, police headquarters
and other centers of
tion about the sanitary condi-
tions of the city show that over
5,000 people are down with the disease.
Fifty policemen, more than half of the
cityofficers and their assistants are laid
up.and there is hardly a store or factory
in the city whose clerical and working
force is not seriously crippled by the
dreaded Russian distemper. The in-
mates of the public institutions are not
yet seriously affected. The disease has
in no case proved fatal as yet,but seems
tobe getting more virulent from day to
day.

ROUGH ON THE QUAKERS.
Fully25,000 Philadelpnians Are

Among La Grippe's Victims.
Philadelphia, Dec. 27.? promi-

nent physician of this city said to-day
that there were fully25,000 persons now
being treated for influenza. According
to the board of health report

for the week ending to-day, there
were 15 per cent less deaths
from pulmonary troubles during
that time than for the corresponding
period of last year, and thus far not one
death directly traceable to influenza has
occurred. George W. Chili's is only
just recovering from an attack which
kept him in doors for several days.
Thirteen Staten Island policemen and
200 other people there have the grip.
Fifteen hundred cases of influenza in
Newark, N. J. La grippe has victims
among the employes at the New York
city postoffice. To-day's absentees in
the general office numbered sixty-five.

Influenza Impedes Commerce.

AWFUL RETRIBUTION,
Eight Negro Murderers Liter-

ally Shot to Pieces by a
Mob.

A Tragedy Without Parallel
in the History of the

South.

South Carolinians Avenge the
Assassination of Brown

and Hefferman.

Lame Excuses Offered by a
Committee of Safety for

the Lynching.

Chicago, Dec. 2S.? The Chicago
Times has the following account from
Columbia, S. C, of the lynching of
eight negroes at Barnwell this morning:
Three hundred men, with face3masked,
surrounded the jail just at the darkest
hour before the dawn, while the in-
mates are sleeping heavily. They move
with caution and as an unorganized
body. The jailor is quietly seized and
quickly overpowered, his keys taken
from him, the heavy doors unlocked,
and, before the eightnegroes withiu are
awakened from theirsleep, their cells are
filled with strange figures. They are
seized and carried out into the night.
Their cries for mercy, prayers and

curses are alike unheeded by their silent
executioners. The body of men is put
inmotion and proceeds a quarter of a
mile aud halts in the outsuirts of the
town. The eight unfortunate wretches
?re secured, several hundred shots are
fired, and eight bodies lie on the earth
with blood running from a hundred
wounds?

LITERAIXYSHOT TO PIECES.
Such was the scene of the terrible

tragedy enacted in the town of Barn-
well this morning. The most terrible
retribution for a not extraordinary of-
fense as the criminal records willprove.
Four years ago five men were lynched
in Yorkville for the brutal murder of a
little boy. who caught them stealing.
But they belonged to an organized gang
wiiose members were sworn to kill
whoever caught them stealing,
and they were believed to have
committed several murders previously.
Their conviction was uncertain, and the
people took the law in their own hands.
But the wholesale lynching of this
morningis without parallel in the rec-
ords ofcrimes in this state, and there
was less ground for tne act than prob-
ably any lynching before. It is doubt-
tul ifthe country can show a like rec-
ord. These eight negroes were
charged withcommittingand being ac-
cessory to the crimes described below.
On the afternoon of Oct. 2u John G.
iieiierman was shot and instantly killed
ina restaurant in the town of Barn-
well by Ripley Johnston. Hefferuian
was one of the principal merchants or
the town and Johnston was a colored
man employed at that time ivrunning
a gin. There bad been some trouble
between the white man and the negro

the day before, aud although there were
conflicting accounts as to the difficulty,
it is probable that tlefferman

THREATENED THE NKGRO,
for he had been summoned to appear
before the town council the morning
following, and had been put under bond.
The killtntr took place in a restaurant,
where Heffermau had followed John-
ston. Fivenegroes, charged with being
accessories to the crime, and who were
in the restaurant at the time, fled to the
swamp, but were shortly afterwards
captured and jailed. A large reward
was offered tor Kipley Johnston, and
he was captured two weeks later.
Of the twomurders for which' the men
were lynched this morning, the worst
was committed on last Saturday night,
when Robert Martin, a young man of
great promise, and the only child of two
old parents, was ambushed and shot to
death while riding to his father's house.
Itwas about 8o'clock in the eveuing.
The young man was withinseventy-five
yards of several negro houses
on the side of the road when
lie was fired upon from behind.
The occupants of the houses heard tne
gun. and heard the exclamation, "Oh,
my!oh, my!you have killed mmV but
they did not go to the help of the
wounded man. Young Martin was not
missed that night by ins parents, as he
was in the habit when reaching home
laic to go to his own rooms, which were
separated from the rest of the house.
lv the morning a servant noticed the
riderless horse at the gate, md find-
ing blood on the saddle, gave the
lann and a search was immediately
begun. The body of the young man
was found on the side or the
public road within a hundred yards of
the houses above mentioned. He had
evidently

LIVED BUT A FEW MINUTES.

Five bullets had entered his back on
cither side of the spinal column. Three
had passed through the body, and any
of them would have been a mortal
wound. The young man had not
a enemy in the country that
any of his friends knew of,
and the whole community was greatly
excited over his horrible murder. It
was subsequently discovered that Mar-
tin was shot by a party of negroes who
worked on his father's plantation, and
who the young man kept pretty close to
their work and allowed little license.
Itwas also believed that the people
in the house where the murder was
committed knew all about it,
and that was the reason they
would not go to the assistance of
the dying man. There was not a rumor
in the town of Baruwell last night that
violence was contemplated. Had there
been a whisper of it,thejail would have
been guarded by troops. As it was, tiie
town together with the doomed prison-
ers aud the jailer,were Bleeping. At 4
this morning the jailer was called by
some men on the outside of the jail en-
closure. He was informed that a con-
stable had arrested the murderer of
James P. Brown, a prominent cicizeu
murdered last week by negroes, and
that he

WISHED TO LOCK IMCP.
Suspect insi nothing the jailor came

down and opened the heavy gate. He
was immediately seized by a dozen men
and overpowered, disarmed, aud told to
keep quiet or he would suffer for any
alarm made. The keys were taken
from him, and fifty men entered the
jail and took out the following prison-
ers: Ripley Johnston and Michael
Adams. the principal and chief accessory
in the murder of J. J. Uefferman,
in October last, and Peter
8011. Rate Morrell, Hugh Furse,
Hudson Johnson, Robert Phoenix and
Judge Jone9, the six negroes charged
with the assassination of Robert Martin
on Saturday night. They were marched
to thp outskirts of t&e town, and in a
fewminute9the men were bound to the
body of eight trees. The masked men
then formed a line a short distance from
them and poured volley after volley
into the bodies of tha negroes.
They were shot to pieces. The

iring was the first Intimation
he people of the town had of the
rouble. It seemed then as If th?
lejrroes would rise up and revenge the
iyuching. Inresponse to a request the
governor ordered a company of infantn
md one of cavalry to prepare for ser
vice. The whites were armed and pret-
.y well organized to-oitrht. The

TOWS IS REASONABLY OUIET.
Ripley Johnston and Adams willbe

auried by relatives, thiother six willbe
juriedby the town. The leading men
>f Barnwell, this evening, sent out a
?ircular stating in substance that the
people of that community had been
:reatly incensed by the repeated
murders of whites by negroes. Three
white men of prominence having
recently been killed, that the trial of
some of these negroes had been put oft;
that it seemed as if justice would not
i?j done. They could not explain their
feelings, nor could they nope tor the
outside world to understand how they
telt at the repeated outrages, but they
were confident any other community in
the country would have acted in the
same manner.

GUILTY OF MIKDER.

Scathing Arraignment of the
Lynchers at Barnwcll,

Augtsta, Ga., Dec. 28.? The Chron-
icle, referring to the lynching of the
negroes confined iv jail at Barnwell, S.
C, charged with the murder of two
white citizens, will say to-morrow:
??White men who mob and shoot Legroes

accused of crime, violate the laws of
God and their country. They are guilty
of murder, and however revolting the
crimes supposed to have been commit-
ted by those upon whom their ven-
geance is wrecked, men who take
the law in their own hands,
who usurp the places of judge

and jury, are conspirators against
the peace and integrity of the
state and enemies to the most sacred
rights and only safeguard of the liber-
ties ot people". The shootiug of the
negroes, whether guilty or not, by a
band of lawless white men is brutal. It
is a disgrace to our civilization and a
scandal and shame to any community
that tolerates or perpetrates such acts of
lawlessness, inhumanity and crime."

LAMEEXCCsKS OFFERED.

The Sheriff's Advisory Committee
Seeks to Justify the Crime.

Charleston, S. C, Dec. 28.? The
following statement signed by Robert
Aldrich, Mike Brown. George H.Bates.
William McNab, and James A. Jenkins,
some of the most prominent and in-
fluential citizens of Barnwell has bet n
sent to the News and Courier, the ex-
planation of the horrible butchery of de-
fenseless men at that place last night:
in consequence of the lynching which
took place here last nitrlit, the under-
signed were this morning requested by
the sheriff to act as an advisory commit-
tee to counsel such steps as may be
deemed best to secure order. We at
first proceeded to investigate and deem
itright to put the public in possession
of the facts of the occurrence and causes
which we believe led to itas fara8we
have gathered them. On the 30th of
October last, John H. Hetfernam, a
prominent young merchant and brave,
public spirited citizen, was

SHOT DOWN AND KILLED
inBarnwell by negroes. Public indig-
nation ran very high. Threats of lvnch-
were freely made, but this was diverted
by cooler counsel. At tt% last term of
the court the erand jury found true
bills against the murderers and accessor-
ies, but the cases were continued. The
whitepeople were disappointed and the
negroes, itis though, were emboldened
by this disposition of the matter. On
the 19th of December James S. Brown,
a prominent planter and leading citizen
of Fish Pond township, was shot to
death on his own premises by negroes,
without the slighest justification or ex-
cuse. The murderer has not been ar-
rested. Ou the 18th of December,
while going to his store at Martin's
station to his house, a mile away,
Robert Martin, a young man of most
exemplary character, and of the highest
standiutr as a man and citizen, was fol-
lowed by a negro and shot in the back
with a gun loaded with slugs, on the
public road which passes through his
father's plantation, inhearing of negroes
whose houses were all around the spot
where he vvu3 shot, and who admitted
that they heard the shot and his cries
when slot, and none of them went to
his relief. None of them went to his
body, although it lay in the toad all
uigitt ami for several hours after day-
light,in plain view of them all. Itwas
satisfactorily established that his mur-
der was the

RESULT OF A CONSPIRACY
to remove him in order that ih??ir license
upon the plantation of his father might
be greater. The murderer, that is, the
negro who fired the shot, and his acces-
sories, six innumber, after being clearly
identified by tue coroner's jury, were
arrested and lodged In jail. These sev-
ersil brutal murders of prominent white
men by negroes caused a state of indig-
nant resentment among our people that
can be better imagined than described,
but cannot be imagined by any one not
present iv our midst. Last night a large
body of armed men in disguise at about
2a. m. called at the jail,overpowered
the jailer, took out the six murderers of
Martin and two of lieffernam, took them
to the limits of the corporation and shot
them to death." This explanation ot
the causes which led to the lynching
does not, in the opinion of law-abiding
citizens, in any way justify the atro-

cious murder ofeisht defenseless human
beings. The greatest indignation is ex-
pressed here at the brutality of the
deed. Allis quiet at Baruweil late this
evening, although trouble has been an-
ticipated, aud may yet come.

LUCKLESS TRAVELERS
Ten Persons Killed and Twen-

ty-five Injured ina Rail-
road Wreck.

Spreading Rails Ditch a Can-
non Ball Express at

Sulphur Springs.

Nine Moulders Are Horribly
Burned by a Shower of

Molten Metal.

Six Thousand Bales of Cotton
Reduced to Ashes in

Mississippi.

Charleston, W. Va., Dec. 28.? A
terrible accident occurred this morning
on the Chesapeake & Ohio road at
White Sulphur Springs, 125 miles east
of this place. Reports have been very
hard to get, but one of them from an
eye-witness says: "Vestibule Train
No. 3. ou the Chesapeake & Ohio,

left the track two miles west of
White Sulphur Springs at 7:20 this
morning, demolishing six cars, killing

eleven people and injuring about
twenty-five. The accident was caused
by the rails spreading. Itwas a fearful
wreck and the damage to the railroad
at this time cannot be estimated.
Luckily the cars did not take fire, being
heated 'by steam. The engine did not
leave the rails, but the tender was left
without any trucks. The rear sleeper
had its front truck on the ground and
remained on the rails. The complete
list of killed is as follows:

The wreck
occurred on the fill over Jary's run,
which is 190 feet high, said to be the
highest fillin the United States. Allof
the killed were In the smoking car,
which was telescoped by another ear.
Every person in the car was killed
except the conductor, who had
his leg broken and seriously in-
jured. He will probably recover.
Tiie dead were taken to Ronceverte,
eleven miles distant from the scene of
the wreck. Dr. W. P. Caldwell. the
only physician In White Sulphur, re-
paired to the scene of the accident, and
did all in his power to alleviate the suf-
fering, but could ouiy aid one person at
a time. After some time a number of
doctors from along the line arrived, and
worked long and faithfully among
the suffering.. Ladies of the vicinity
turned out en masse and too much can-
not be sairt in praise of their noble ef-
forts. Owing to the fact that the cars
of the vestibule train were iieated by
steam, fire dirt not break out. The
cause of the accident is not knt>wn. It
is reported that the rails spread. Other
reports say that the rail was worn out
and the ties rotten. Among the in-
jured were several of the "Karl Gard-
ner'company; one willprobably die.
One noteworthy feature was that no
ladies nor children were injured. Great
excitement prevailed in this city all
day, as no accounts of the wreck could
be obtained. The evening paper con-
tained no news regarding the accident
to the train, ou which several Charleston
persons were, among them Senator
Kenna and Congressman Alderson.
Over twelve hours passed withnothing
but vague rumors.
BL'KNED BY MOLTKN METAL.

Nine Workmen Horribly Bnrned
by the Kxplosion of a Mould.
Dallas, Tex., Dec. 28.? Nine men

were horribly and some fatally
burned by a shower of molten metal
from an exploding mould at the Mosher
Machine company's foundry, on Ross
avenue, this afternoon a 6 o'clock. The
names ot the victims are:

K.A. Dobbins, moulder, body and
head and neck fairly riddled by the
Hying metal. His left ear was burned
off,and his injuries may prove fatal; he
was in intense agony at 8 o'clock. He
has a wife.

John Hughes, moulder, had hi?
clothing burned from his person and
both eyes filled withred hot metal, lie
is burned from head to foot, and had to
be wrapped incotton saturated withoil
and opiates applied. He is suffering
the aironies of death, and ifhe recovers,
willbe blind. He is unmarried.

Matson, moulder and foreman
of the foundry, is also fearfully burned
aixHit the breast, neck and arms, but es-
caped injury to the eyes. Molten metal
ran intoone of his shoes and almost
cooked bis foot before he could kick it
off;he willrecover.

Chables Hunsf received two terri-
ble wounds in the back, from which the
flesh fellinstrips, and the blood oozed
as hia clothing was torn from him;his

injuries willkeep him disabled for some
time.

JOHN WHEELESS, workman, was
severely burned about the head and
shoulders and kuocked senseless by a
flyingbrick.

Ed Aybel, Wiley Jones. Mack
Haney. Jake Mitchell, other workmen.
were allmore or less slightly burned
about the bead and shoulders. The
disabling cf the men will cause the
foundry to temporarily close. The
cause of the explosion was the genera-
tion of pas inside the mold which was
prepared to cast a 1,600-pound piece,
and when the hot metal was poured in
at the mouth the mould exploded, send-
ingabout a thousand pounds of molten
metal in a perfect shower amone the
men. The foundrymen say that an ex-
plosion of this kind is of rare occurrence
in casting, and was purely accidental.

COTTON IN A BLAZE.

Six Thousand Bales, Worth
$300,000, and Other Property
Burned in Mississippi.
Yazoo City, Miss., Dec 28.? The

Citizens' warehouse, 6,000 bales of cot-
ton and seven freight cars were burned
here this evening. The alarm was
sounded at 9 o'clock, arid in less than
five minutes the whole building and
contents was a solid flame. A
strong wind was blowing from
the southeast, whi?h saved many
thousands of dollars' worth of
property as the Yazoo oil works are not
more than a hundred yards distant.
The warehouse was insured for*10,000,
15,000 in the dome, of Hanover, and
Phoenix. andss.ooo in the Home, ot New
York. A. F. Gaidner, insurance agent,
of this city, has the followingiusurance
on the cotton burned: Phoenix, of Hart-
ford, 19.900; Crescent, of New
Orleans, $23,500; Phoenix, of Brooklyn,
$25,000; Queen of Liverpool, $10,800;
Hanover, of New York, $2,500; Mis-
sissippi Home of Vieksburg. *10,000;
Georgia Home, $8,000: Columbus Bank-
ing and Insurance cf Columbus, Miss..
$10,000; Aetna, $20,000; $19,000 in the
companies of Chicago. George M.
Powell's agency loses as follows: Liver-
pool and London and Globe. $47,500;
Western.of Toronto. $10,000; Equitable,
of Meridian, Miss., $7,000; Delta, of
Greenville, Aliss., $6,300; Ger-
mania, of New York, $60,000;
New Orleans Insurance Association,
of New Orleans, $1,000; Home of
N. V., $5,000. Only forty-eight of the
6,000 bales of cotton were not insured.
The loss on cotton is estimated at $300,-
--000; building, $16,000; seven freight
cars. $10,500; two houses occupied by
negroes, $1,000. No one knows how the
fire originated. Itwas first discovered
by one of the laborers in the center of
the west wing of the platform. Allen
Singer, the manager, had scarcely time,

to save the books, the flames spreading
so rapidly. It is the most disastrous
fire ever in this city, the estimated loss
being fcJSO.OOO. The fire is stillburning.

BROILED TO DEATH.

Peculiarly Horrible Fate of a
Hoover Crank.

Kokomo, Ind., Dec. 28.? Apeculiarly
horrible death occurred here last night
which created a great sensation.
George Tyle, an eecenteic character,

has been miming a bath house in
this city for several years, and claiming
a wonderful efficacy inhis batns in tlie
cure of all kinds of maladies. Among
his patrons was John Clarke, an old
well-to-do farmer livingnear town, and
who was afflicted with paralysis.
He has been for some months
taking one or two baths a week
at Tyle's room, and yesterday evening
Tyle put him into a bath tab at 8
o'clock and left him to himself, while
ne engaged in revelry with some com-
panions. Tyle finally went to bed and
forgot his patient, whom he had left in
a hot bath with the gas burning beneath
the bath tub. He" found Clarke this
morning dead, with the skin allpeeled
off his body, as well as portions
of flesh. He was literally boiled to
death, being powerless to help himself
out of his awful situation. He has a
family of grown children, and is about
seventy years old. Tyle is in jail
awa ting the result of the coroners in- ,
quest, which willbe held Monday.

THREE WOMEN CREMATED.

Fatalities Attending a Fire in a
Frisco Tenement.

San Francisco, Dec. 2S.? Three
lives were lost and several persons se-
riously inju.ed last night in a fire in the
oH St. lirnace church buildingon Mar-
ket street, opposite Baldwin's hotel.
The first two stories of the building
were occupied by the New York Fur-
niture company, the Carrier Dove
Printingcompany and a number of pri-
vate offices. On the third floor were a
number of roomers. The fire, which is
supposed to have started in the fur-
niture store, spread very rapidly. Miss
Copeland, an old lady, perished in her
room. Mrs. Elizabeth Evans endeav-
ored to rescue her but was overcome by
the smoke and severely burned
before she could be gotten out.
After the flames were extin-
guished it was found that two
persons in addition to Miss Copeland
had perished. The body of Mrs. Crow-
ell, a roomer in the attic of the building,
was found lyingacross the threshold of
her door, where she had been suffo-
cated. The body of a washerwoman
known as "Ida." who used to room with
Mrs. Crowell, was also found near that
of Miss Copeland, and they were burned
beyond recognition. Foreman Logan
and Policeman Williams went to the
rescue of Mrs. Crowell and her son in
the attic. Logan was overcome by the
smoke and fell unconscious to the floor.
Officer Williams took young Crowell
out and then returned for Logan, whom
he carried to a place of safety. He then
went back for Mrs. Crowell. but was al-
most suffocated by smoke and had to
retreat. Jack McAuliffe, a fireman,

was precipitated to the ground by the
breaking of a ladder, and received fatal
injuries. Another fireman was slightly
injured by a falling wall. The pecuni-
ary loss amounts to $40,000, fully cov-
ered by insurance.

The ex-Empress
Theresa of Brazil, who was visiting in
this city with Dom Pedro, died to-day.
It is believed that her death resulted
from heart disease. The illness of the
ex-empress first assumed an alarming
phase yesterday. It had been the in-
tention of the imperial family to start
for France to-day. The doctors for-
bade the journey for fear that excite-
ment and fatigue would precipitate a
crisis. The empress was, however, a
little better this morning. Doring
the morning Dom Pedro went out
for a promenade, aud visited the
museum of fine arts. He was found
there by the Brazilian consul, who had
been dispatched to hasten his return to
the hotel because the condition of the
empress had suddenly become critical.
Before Dom Pedro arrived the empress
was dead. The remains will be tem-
porarily deposited iv a mortuary chapel
in the Lapa convent here, and will be
afterwards taken to Lisbon for inter-
ment in the royal pantheon. The mu-
nicipal authorities of this city, return-
ing in full state from the celebration of
the king's proclamation inthe cathedral,
went to the hotel of the ex-emperor to
offer their condolences, but Dom Pedro
was so overcome by the event that he
could not receive them. The cardinal
archbishop of Oporto also called.

Ex-Empress Theresa of Brazil, -who
died suddenly at Op rto yesterday, was
the daughter of Kin? Francis I.of the
Two Sicilies. She was born March 14,
1823, and was married Sept. 4, 1343, to
Dom Pedro, her junior by three years,
who had succeeded to the throne of
Brazil when six years of age. and was
crowned two years previous to the nup-
itials. Two children were born to the
royal couple? Crown Princess Isabel,
married to Prince Louis of Orleans,
Count d'Eu. both of whom are now in
exile, and Princess Leopoldina, married
to Prince August ofSaxe-Coburg, Duk?
of Saxony, and k ho died in 1371.
