Tho ceremonies at the Church of the
Immaculate Conception yesterday
niorninsr were most impressive, tho
newly consecrated Biahop James Mc-
Golrick being present, and pontifical
high mass was celebrated. The church
was ornamented as on Christmas day.

and. with the bishop arrayed withmiter
and crosier, presented an impressive
sight. Rev. Thomas O'Gorman delivered
the sermon, and spoke of the twenty
years which Bishop McGolriek
had spent in this parish, coming here
when there were but a lew scattered
houses, and when the wooden structure
used as a church also served the
purpose of a school house. He added
that in connection with the Christmas
festival which we are celebrating a

great honor has been conferred upon us
in the consecration ofa bishop from our
midst. lie dwelt at some length upon
the great educational work which has
been done by the newly-made bishop,
and how now that he is about to leave
us he gives the last work of his pen
in defense ot the education of children.
He then went on to speak of the great
growth of the city, aud the manner in
which th? church has kept pace with
it;how the Immaculate Conception was
the mother parish of the city,giving aid
to the other parishes intheir infancy.as
became a mother. Those who were
present, lie said, at the consecration of
the bishops last Friday beheld the man-
ner in which the church sends torth
those whom she has chosen to bo suc-

cessors of apostles. "As my father sent
me," so do 1send you,' said our Savior,

and thus have the powers and duties of
the apostles descended in an unbroken
line to those who were consecrated but
a few days airo. The work of the church
he declared to be the teaching oftruth
and the sending of grace, the two things

which man has always needed, and will
need till the end of time. After tracing
back the manner in which the new bish-
ops received their power from the
apostles, he spoke of the cost of the new
honor which has been conferred, and
dwelt upon the parting which must
soon come. In closing he asked the
prayers of all to assist Bishop McGol-
rick inhis new untie*, and said that the
kindness of the new friends would
never blotout the memory of the Kind
treatment he had received in this city.

Eight priests assisted in the mass,
namely: Father he Hoy, of Duluth, as-
sistant priest; Fathers Win and Henry
McGolriek, assistant deacons; deacon
and sub-deacon. Fathers Dewitt and
Timothy; masters of ceremonies. Fath-
ers Co'rbett . and Corcoran. Father
Byrne was present in the sanctuary.

PREPAUE FOR DEATH.

Dr. Tiffany Preaches on the Sol-
emnity or"This Season.

At the Heunepin Avenue Methodist
Episcopal church yesterday morning,
the pastor. Rev. Dr. Tiffany, spoke of
the solemnity of the occasion? the last
Sunday of the calendar year, from
Psalm xc,12: "So teach us to num-
ber our days that we may apply our
hearts unto wisdom," and said: The
season naturally awakens solemn
thought. Oui days are few, and rap-
idly passim:, yet they are the only days
In "which we are assured of opportunity
to prepare tor an unending future. The
ending of their number we call death.
It comes to all alike. It is the law of
nature? the appointment of God. Its
coming is no accident nor happening,
but determined by Him who gave life,
and who ends it. The analogies be-
tween His kingdoms suggest the laws of
each, and the universal law of death
finds the interpretation of its methods
in Isaiah lxiv.,C: "We all do fade as a
leaf."

We look abroad and see desolation of
the winter all about ns. The leaves
have fallen from the trees, the rich foli-
age which shadowed the gardens, decked
the landscape and robed the forests, has
everywhere decayed. "The wind has
passed over it,"and it has gone?
grass withereth and the flower fadeth."
And this is emblematic of our lifein
every stage and sphere and clime. We
all do fade as does the leaf. The mighty
population of the globe is at this mo-
ment fading and falling, as the forest
leaves have faded and fallen. There is
no power that can keep the foliage on
the tree. The leaf must fall. And so
all flesh is as grass. Death is a great
fact. He may delay his work,but does
not forget his' mission. His arrow may
be slow, but his aim is true and his
shaft will hit the mark and strike the
fatal blow.

Death is sure. "What man is there
that liveth and shall not see death?"
"It is appointed unto allmen once to
die."

No money can bribe Death: no power
can avert his blow. "There is no man
that hath power over the spirit to re-
tain the spirit, neither hath he power in
the day of death." But the forests are
not stripped by one blast, the foliage

does not descend in one shower, the
flowers are not withered by one breath,
leaving nature, which was full of life
and beauty one moment, a miserable
wreck and a vast grave the next. So
human lite fades by degrees? except in
famine, pestilence and war, when men
are cut down suddenly ingreat num-
bers?the processes are slow. The leaf
of life gradually withers until itfalls.
The fading graduates into obliteration,
allowing time for reflection and prepar-
ation: but all at last returns to primi-
tive elements. The leaf, however sym-
metrical, the flower, however beauti-
ful, growing in rich or poorer soil,
breathed on by salubrious or miasmatic
winds, all at length are indiscrimi-
nately commingled in one common dust.

And so there are infinite varieties of
lives. Some enjoyed in wealth, and
some endured inpoverty; some clad in
velvet, some in rags; some in loveli-
ness, some in deformity; some in glad-
ness, some inmisery; some in pomp,
and sonic in shame." But ina few fleet-
ing years princes and paupers, sover-
eigns and subjects, despots and serfs,
masters and servants, will be indis-
tinguishable dust. "Dust thou art and
unto dust thou shalt return," is the un-
alterable decree for all the living.

But, in the processes of nature, the
fading leaf is but the preparation for a
new life. The leaf falls, in fact, be-
cause the new life rising from the root
has pushed it off the stem. Ina few
months the trees, now allbare, willap-
pear as lovely as any that have pre
ccde-1 them. The forest willnot miss
the fallen leaves, but willbe enriched
by them. And so with human life.
Men die, but others step into their
places; new leaves spring out from the
branches of societe which death has
stripped. :Humanity willcarry on its
arts, its literature, its commerce, its
governments, its religions, without our
lieI W^.-Y'

"The cay willlaush
When we are gone the 6olemn brood of care
Plod ou,and each oho, as before, willchase
His favorite phantom."

And thus the continuity of lives is
manifested, showing that progression,
Which indicates its ultimate destiny.

"Theyhelped (very man his neighbor; and
every 0110 mihl to his biother, be of good
cheer. So the carpenter encouraged the
goldsmith, and he that smootbeth with the
hamnior him that smiteth the anvil, saying
of the soldering, it la good." Isaiah, xll.,0
ami 7.

A helping word is as good as a help-
ing hand. ''.Soldiers, remember that
from these pyramids' forty centuries
contemplate your deeds." That was
the speech with which Napoleon helped
bis men to win the battle of the pyra-
mids. "Charge in the name of the Most
High," ciied Cromwell, and then his
Ironsides swept everytilingbefore them.
Braver find more brotherly words can-
not be found than those of Moses' fare-
well address: "Bo strong and of good
courage; fear not, nor he affrighted at
them; for the Lord thy Cod. lie itis
that doth go with the; Ho will
not fail thee nor forsake thee."
The Bible heroes never count on defeat
-they are heroic to the heart, and their
laiiguaire is always In the style of vic-
tory. Paul's whole life is a naian, and
his last words are a shout. The Bible
is a book of hope and inspiration, and,
then-fore, of happiness. Christ is the
world's best optimist- Ifyou would be
thoroughly miserable go and learn from
the books of the infidels. Instead of
your clear sky of faith they willgive
a philosophic fog of agnosticism; and
instead of victory they willpromise you
only the moss thai grows ondead men's
bones.

Our text sueeests how me may help
one another: "The carpenter encour-
aged the goldsmith, . . . and they
said of the welding, 'itis good.' " There
was no professional faultfinder inall
that company. Nobody had a wet
blanket to throw over their little fire of
enthusiasm; there was nobody tosay,
"You can't do it?you can't do it."
They had good words for each other.
Are there none to say of repentance,
"It is good?" Of halting efforts
at righteousness, "It is good?"
Are there none to overlook the
faults and praise the prattle of
babes? Ifthe heart is loyal the hands
may be excused for accidental miss-
licks, and the feet for occasional slips.
Church treasurers are human, and the
soprano singer may pitch* the piece a
half a step too high, and the organist
may strike a false note once a year, and
even the preacher may occasionally get
his nominative case caught onto a prep-
osition. What then? Are we not all
worshiping, and does not God hear the
praise of the hearts of His people rising
inrichest music to His throne spite of
all our human discords? While you
are censuring the work or the worship
itmay be that the recording angels are.
whispering to one another. It is good.
O. you carpenters inChrist's workshop,
willyou not encourage the goldsmiths
who are there beside you? And you
goldsmiths, you will not despise the
blacksmiths, but you will say of the
welding. Itis good. Robert Browning
has a thoroughly Christian sentiment in
these words:
"It's wiser being good than bad,
Its safer being meet thau fierce,
It's fitter being Minethan mud.
Myownhope is a sun willpierce
The thickest cloud earth ever stretched;
That after last returns the first;
That which began best can't end worst.
Nor what God blessed once prove accursed."

GET A PAIROF SANDALS.

"Preparation for the New Year,"
the Subject ofDr. Burrell's Dis-
course.
Dr.Burrell's subject for last even-

ing's sermon was "A Pair -of Sandals
for the New Year," takinghis text from
Ephesians, vi.: "And having your feet
shod with the preparation of the gospel
of Christ." He spoke as follows:

Saint Paul was fond of representing
lifeunder the figure of a campaign.
"Fight the good fight of faith," is his
injunction; and another, "Endure hard-
ness as a good soldier of Jesus Christ.
He himseif was a soldier ofgood met-
tle, who gallantly faced foes without
and fears within until on the borders of
eternity he could say. "Ihave fought ;i

good light,Ihave finished my course, I
have kept my faith; henceforth there is
laid up for me a crown which the
righteous Judge shall give me at that
day." Itis quite in line withhis own
experience that this man exhorts us to
put on the whole armor of God; "hav-
ing your loins girt with truth and your
feet shod with the preparation of the
gospel," taking the breastplate of
righteousness and the shield of faith,
wherewith ye shall be able toquench
all llM1fury darts of the adversary, and
the helmet of salvation and the sword
of the Spirit,which is the Word of God."
No part of this equipment is more nec-
essary than the sandals. ARoman sol-
dier fought at close range, oftentimes
hand to hand; much therefore, de-
pended on his being well shod "that he
might be able to withstand in the evil
day and having done all to stand." At
the beginning of the new year we want
a due preparation for its tasks and re-
sponsibilities. We are to set forth "shod
withpreparation." the preparation of
the gospel of Christ, il.Wh are moved at this transitional pe-
riod to look backward over the old year.
Itis not altogether a pleasing retro-
spect. Sins meet our view, sins with-
out number, but over against them we
observe the infinite grace; as it is
written, "Where sin abounded, grace
did much more abound." Sorrows also
meet our view, but over against them
were divine consolations and special
providences and unspeakable tokens of
a Father's love. And wasted opportu-
nities come to our remembrance, hopes
unfulfilled, privileges unimproved, pos-
sibilities unfulfilled; but this sad rec-
ord is overarched with a bow of prom-
ise, an assurance of better hopes and
brighter days. Therefore, forgetting
the things which are behind jetus reach
forth unto tho^e which"" are before, and
press toward the mark for the prize of
the high callingof God inChrist Jesus.

This is a time also for looking in-
ward. Self-examination is oftentimes
morbid and unwholesome, but we
should scarcely be just to ourselves at
this season were we to omit it.

'
While

merchants are looking over their books
and taking an inventory of stock tosee
"how they stand with the world," we
also may profitably look over our moral
gains and losses to see how we stand
with the other world, the endless here-
after. It is a time to be asking our-
selves such questions as these: "Have
Iany master passions? DoIbelieve in
that Christ of whom It is written 'He
that believeth In Him shall be saved,
and he that believeth not shall be
damned?' Have Imade such open con-
fession of Him as shall insure me recog-
nition when He comes again in His
glory?"

This is a time, moreover, to be look-
ing upward. "Ilook unto the hills from
whence cometh my help." Itdoes lit-
tle good to merely make resolutions or
"turn over a new leaf." As well try to
menn a watch by adjusting its hands to
the time of day. The thing needed is a
thorough overhauling. There isno real
reformation without a renovation of
heart. "Except aman be born again he
cannot see the kingdom of God." That
being done on acceptidg Christ, the next
important matter is to put away sin,
and the next is totake up the cross, as
it is written: "Ifany man will come
after Me, let him deny himself, take up
his cross, and follow Me."'

And, finally, this is a time for looking
forward. How far? Not merely through
the coming twelvemonth, withits tasks
and pleasures and responsibilities, but
further; through allthe years tilldeath"
and beyond death to the judgment; and
beyond ? judgment to the endless life.
"Eternity, eternity, how long art thou?;
The part of a true man is to adjust his
manner of living and thinking and
working and playing to the importance
of that eternal life.

MON'ASCH'S METHODS.

They Are Being' Looked Into to
. Some Extent.

Isadore Monasch and his financial
troubles in connection with the Turner
Building and Loan association, whose
funds he is said to have misappropri-
ated, are occasioning considerable talk,
especially among the German eleineut.
The amount of the alleged shortage, as
at first stated, is about $25,000. Monasch
has already made overtures for a settle-
ment, and it is probable that the diffi-
culty will be adjusted this afternoon
without the interference of the courts.
Monasch has offered to turn over his
lithographing plant, valued at ?20,000
at the very least, to the association as
security for the refunding of the
money. Many are of opinion
that Monasch cannot be- prosecuted for
embezzlement, as he did not use any de-
ception in his method of keeping the
books, but had everything in eood
shape for the investigators when he was
suspected of having not done just ex-
actly what was right. Anyhow, the ex-
aminers had no trouble in finding out
the amount of the shortage.

"Where did the money go?" is a ques-
tion frequently asked in connection
withthis matter, and not yet satisfac-
torily answered. There was a rumor
afloat in certain circles last night to the
effect that Monasch was in debt for a
considerable amount to the employes of
his lithographing establishment... It is1

alleged that salaries have not been paid
promptly nor in full for some time past.
This report could not be verified last
night. Ifitbe true, it leaves the ques-
tion as to what became of the,*
money still . more in the
dark. Monasch's establishment was'
burned a few year's ago, but
he received the full amount of his (in-
surance, so that it cannot be to cover
losses from that tire that the money was:
misappropriated. He is not an extrava-
gant man in any way. He makes no
pretenses of keeping up a social estab-
lishment, is a plain dresser, and not
given to dissipation. In fact, he is just
a matter-of-fact man of business. In
view of all these fads, tiie question
again arises, what became of the
money? Itis likely to remain unan-
swered for some time yet.

DANK CONCERT,

A Musical Treat That Was Thor-
oughly Enjoyed Yesterday.

Despite the real heavy snow of the
season, the Danz orchestra concert yes-
terday attracted a large and cultured
audience at Harmonia hall; in fact, the
audience was, with one exception, the
largest that has attended any concert of
the series thus far, and there were not a
dozen vacant chairs in the hall. The
programme, while it possibly did
not give such general satisfaction
as that of the request concert of two
weeks ago, was a most excellent one.
and was thoroughly enjoyed, as
attested by the hearty applause
that greeted each number.

The
serenade for the* flute and oboe, rend-
ered by Messrs. Freeman and -Wertz,
was a delicious melody. 11. E. Zoch,
the pianist, played an adagio and rondo
from Beethoven's fifth concerto, with
orchestra accompaniment, withconsum-
ate skill. "The Flirtation," rendered
by a strong orchestra, captured the aud-
ience completely, and was encored. The
last number was the Hungarian Rhap-
sodic No. 2 by Liszt, which brought out
the strength of the fullorchestra to full
advantage, and was superbly rendered.
Altogether the concert was a delightful
one, fullyup to the high standard es-
tablished by its predecessors. . ,;*;.
