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DIGGING UP THE DEAD.
Koity'ian Bones Being Exhumed for

Shipment to China.

THE PICKERS' PERQUISITES.

Cow They Lccaie the Coffins and Lift
the Skeletons Oat of the

Sand.

Ten years ago Wong AhFat. an hon-

ored member of the Hop Wo society,

was unfortunate enough to incur the
enmity of Ah Tai, of the Sam Wing so-
ciety.
rAhTaiwasthc Neaftle of his race,
and, as a natural consequence of the
quarrel, Wong Ah' Fat was soon
gathered to his fathers. There was
not much ceremony at his funeral.
Only the ordinary number of punks
were burned, and the pig that was
roasted forhis funeral meal was neither
very large nor very fat. But the spec-
tacled secretary of the Hop Wo society
made up for all this seeming neglect by
making seventeen gridiron-like marks
in his' great register, which, if trans-
lated, would read as follows: .\u25a0-:'<::

"Wong Ah Fat, sou of tne moon and
brother of the stars, joined his father
and his father's father, and his father
father's father. in the thiid month,

twelfth day of the nineteenth year of
the Emperor Li."'
Inanother volume he entered the age

Mthe deceased at his death and some
private memorandum in regard to the
rentleman who was responsible forit.

But, thoush he was buried, and fie
prayers that kept the devils from his

crave had been properly distributed,
and the book containing the record of
his unfortunate taking otr was died
away to grow stiffand dusty, Wong Ah
Fat was not through with the upper
worldyet.

Yesterday the spectacled secretary
hunted up this yellow record book, and
brought itout to the graveyard, where
Wong AllFat had slept lor a decade,
and. after findinghis name, hunted up
his grave.

Wong Ah Fat's devoted bones were
due up, canned and properly labeled,

and then the secretary checked offthe
name of the lamented Wonc.and turned
to the :

DISIXTEKKTXG THE BOXES.
Yesterday was a sort of rehearsal of

resurrection day for fifty departed
Chinese, '

The Hop Wo society. findinga surplus
in its treasury, set aside a sufficient sum
to pay for the transfer of the bones of

that h'uny of its deceased members to
the land where their ancestors lie.

Without counting the cost of transpor-
tation, the society has to pay Into the
pity treasury 10 for every corpse in-
terred. Hut if the price were ten times
as much the job would be done, for
amcui: the most sacred of the promises
that the society makes to those who join
itis the guaranty mat it will see that
the members bones? ifhe be so fortun-
ate as to die in the land of the white
devils? are transmitted to the only land
from which it is possible toenter tiie
flowery kingdom of the hereafter.

Things were rushing at the. Hop Wo
cemetery yesterday. Wagon-load after
wagon-load of tin boxes like coal-oil
cans but a little longer and narrower,
were dumped at the break in the fence
that serves as a sate. These boxes had
one side unsoldered. One set of bones !
goes in each box. Then it is soldered
up and shipped likemerchandise across \
the Facile.

No Chinaman is allowed to dig up his
dead countrymen. As one of the grave-
diggers yesterday informed an Examiner
reporter:

"It's city work, and nndi-r the law
the employment of Chinese on city
work is forbidden.*'

Bo the white men dig down and un-
cover the long-buried coffins. The
gruesome work of removing tiie bones
if.however, done exclusively by the
'?l?ne pickers" 1of the Mongolian associ-
ation.

The bones that were taken up yester-
day had been too long buried to cause
any unpleasant odor, but they were not
dry and clean by any means.

THE UOXE-riCKER.
Innine canes out of ten the lidof the

coffin was found caved in, and the bones
had to be carefully sifted rrom the sand.

As soon as the diggers had cleared
the coffin the bone-picker jumped into
the narraw hole, and began to feel
around in the sand. Presently he
shouted something in Chinese that
brought another Chinaman with
the tin box and a sieve to the side
cf the grave. The picker took the sieve
and soon half filled it withan assort-
ment of ribs, vertebra and phalanges.
The skull and larger bones were hand-
at once to the assistant. A piece of
cloth was laid inside the tin box and
then the bones were tumbled in without
regard to arrangement. TUe one tiling
that the grave-picker must not fail
In is to gather every fragment of the
skeleton. Should he miss even a tooth
and be found out he would lose his posi-
tion at once, and il the deceased had
any relations, the bone-picker would
lose more than his job. According to
the Chinese creed no incomplete man
can enter the kingdom of heaven. A
peculiar thing about these exhumations
is that the queue, which in lifeis more
closely looked after than anything else,
is entirely ignored by the bone-pickers.
The hair inalmost every grave that was
disturbed yesterday was found compar-
atively unchanged by the years that it
lay under the ground.

One coffin was taken from the grave
unbroken. Itwas that of the child of a
Chinese merchant. The metal handles
were almost rotted off,but the coffin
and its zinc lining were still intact.
When the bone-picker cutand wrenched
the zinc away the form of the child
seemed perfect.

ADISAPPOINTED HEATIIEX.
At the first touch, however, it col-

lapsed. The faded garments had pre-
served the form while the flesh had
molded away under it. The Chinaman
made a grab for where the right hand
ought to have been. He did not find
what be looked for, and then thrust his
fingers between the bony jaws. With
a disgustsd grunt he flungthe skull into
the box. Then be swore inEnglish, but
his vocabulary gave out and he con-
cluded his profanity inChinese.
Itis the custom to place a small coin

Inthe mouth or right hand of a Chinese
when he is buried to pay his wayacross
Cue dark river. These coins are regard-
ed as the perquisites of the bone-pick-
ers.

This fellow naturally expected to fin(T
a gold piece with this rich man's son,
and w ten he found nothing his disap-
pointment found vent in curses.

Years ago the Chinese graveyards
were a bonanza for the medical stu-
dents, and many a follower of Confu-
cius was kept from Paradise by the
white men's doctors. As a result, fre-
qnently when the grave had Leen dug
into nothing would be found. So the
probe was devised, and yesterday no
digging was done until a sharp
iron rod bad been thrust into the sand
to where the coffin lay.

Inalmost every coffin was found abrick on which were roughly painted
some Chinese characters. The secre-
tary of the Hod Wo society explained
that these characters indicated the name
and date of death of the inmate of the
grave. These bricks are buried with
them to identity the bones ifthe head-
board was burned or otherwise de-
stroyed.

The Chinese seemed tohave no rever-ence at all for the bones themselves.
They jammed them into the tins,
packed the tins into wooden cases with
a far less tenderness than if tney had
been hams, nailed them up, and ad-
dressed them In Chinese to a firm atBong Kong. -
