WAR TO THE KNIFE.

Chieago Lines Prepared to
Meet the Cut in Passen-
- ger Rates.

Alleged Secret Knifing by the
Albert Lea and Wiscon-
sin Roads.

Burllngton Officials Deter-
mined to Have Tickets Sold
Above Board.

Serious Outlook for Railroads
-=Good Time for the Trav-
eling Public.

“\We propose to do openly what other
roads have been doing secretly for
months.”

1t was with these words that the dep-
uty of General Pusseuger Agent Ken-
you yesterday supported the Burling-
ton’s cut in passenger rates between St.
Paul, Cuieago and St. Louis, From an-
otiier source it was gleaned that the of-
fending roads are the Wisconsin Cen-
tral and Minneapolis & St. Louis.
I'hese roads, it is alleged, by
doing business  through brokers
and steamship - agents, have been
regularly cutting below the other Chi-
cago lines, The soft impeachinent s
naturally denicd by the otficials of both
roaus. “We kuow nothing about this
alleged secret cutting,”  blandly re-
marked an official of the Wisconsin
road. *Itis true that we do a big busi-
ness through the steawmship agents.
Ouuer roads would like to do the same;
Lut these agents have instruct’ons not
to cat below the rates. If they do we
know nothing avout it.” This official
d.d not say whetner the trouble was
taken to inquire into the charge, but he
lunted that tbe Kansas City  was as big
a stner in this secret cudling as any
road. Whatever there may be in these
re.aliatory charges passing between the
various ratiroad officiais, the action of
the Burlington will help eclear the air
aud tue traveling public will reap the
benefits,

‘LTiac all the Chicago lines would fol-
low in the wake of the Burlington was
denonstrated yesterday. and a merry
tie is expeeted ere the end is reached.
Tne Burtington’s cut, as has already
been publisped in the GLOBE, is a re-
duction on tirst and second class fares to
Culcago from $11 and $ respectively to
§) ana $7. ‘The rate o St. Louis is also
reduced from $15.85 to $13. By this re-
duction round trip rates to the East are
affected correspondingly.

1 he Omaba road was the first to re-
spond to the Buriingtow’s cut, as inai-
cated 1u yesteruay’s GLOBE. The Mil-
waukee will simlarly guard its inter-
ests, W. H. Dixon declaring that “our
revised tariff will go into effect when
the Barlingion’s does.” General Pas-
senger Agent Kenyon says the Burling-
ton’s revised taril goes into eifect Jan.

1. According to law the tarif
must be posted three days Dbe-
fore it goes o effect.  Mr.

Dixon says that the Burlington’s revised
tarid was not posied Sunuay, but toat
it was yesterday. This would indicate
toat Jan. 2 was the date for the inaug-
uration ot the Burnington’s reduced
rates. However, that is a small poing;
the sooner the war is begun the suvoner
some amicable understauding will be
arrived at between tne contending
roads.

PERFECTING A COMBINE.

The Rock 1sland-Atchison Scheme
Now Works smoothly.
Special to the Glove.

CHICAGO, Dee. 30.—Since the agree-
ment between the Rock Island and
Atchison systems in opposition to the
Union Pacifiec-Northwestern combine
was consummated, exchange of traffic
at Dodge City has been greatly ham-
pered by lack of proper connections,
tracks and side tracks. This morning
all these difficulties were removed by
the completion of a bridge aecross the
Arkansas river building of a mile and a
half of trestle work, a mile of wain
track, and all side tracks needed. A
large amoung of contiguous ground has
also been bought by the two roads for
future extension of side tracks and the
building of freight houses as needed.
President Cable, of the Rock Isiand,who
returned to-day from New York, is
much pleased over the workings of the
traffic agreement with the Atehison,
and expressed his belief that with the
completion “of the . contemplated im-
provements at Dodge City, his road
and the Atchison would now get their
share of through freight trafic. Man-
ager Hanley, of the Atchison, was
equally enthusiastic, and expressed
great pleasure that the ombination was
now ablz to compete on equal terms
with the Union Paclfic-Norihwestern
combination.

GOOD STOCK TO HOLD.

Canldlm; Pacific Directors De-
clare an Extra Dividend,

MONTREAL, Que.,, Dec. 30.—At a
meeting of the directors of the Canadian
Pacific Railroad company to-day state-
ments of the result of working for the
year were submitted, whieh, estimating
for the month of December, showed net
earnings for the year, above working
expenses, of $6,020,000, affording a sur-
plus above fixed charges for the year of
$2,250,000, which, added to the surplus
from last year, would make a total sur-
plus of $2.,576,000 at the close of the
present year, The question of an ext:a
dividend was considered, and it was de-
cided to declare a supplementary divi-
dend of 1 per sent, payable Feb. 17,
with the regular 1}{ per cent half-yearly
dividead from the annuity fund in the
hands of the Dominion government,
making a total for the half year of 21f
per cent, with the intention of ¢ntinu-
ing a similar half-yearly supplementary
dividend until the expiration of the an-

nuity in 1898, earnings permitting, and
of acenmulating further surplus earn-
ings as a dividend reserve fund.

equallv among white United States cit-
izens and full blood Cherokees.

MILLION- ¥OR A MINE.

A Trifle of $18,000,000 Offered
for the Famoeuas Granite Mouant-
ain Bonanza Mine.

St. Louis, Mo., Dec. 30.—An English
syndicate is trying to bay the famous
Granite Mountain nune of Montana,
owned in St. Louis. S. M. Rumsey,
president of the company, frankly ad-
mitted this when asked. He said that
some time ago he received a letter from
a New York broker asking if the mine
or a controlling intwerest could be
bought, and replied that it probably
could if emough money was offered.
There was some correspondence, and
finally the New York broker made an
offer of $45 per share for all or a con-
trolling portion of the 490,000 shares,
placing the vaiue of the mine at $18.-
000,000. This offer has not been re-
jeeted, but Mr. Rumsey said he very
muech doubted its acceptance. The

resent negotiations, so far as can be
earned, are being condueted by a New

York financier’s azent. He has had

personal conferences on the subjeet,

and is very well known to President

Rumsey and others of the company.
