IS ITLANDTHEFT?

A Forfeiture Bill Which Should
be Looked Into.

Special to the Globe.
Ashland, Wis., Jan. 2.? A bill in

the hands of N.P. Hangon, member of
congress from the Eighth congressional

district of Wisconsin, for the forfeiture
of a tract of valuable land in -Bay field
county, wnich was orginally conferred
upon the Portage. Winnebago & Su-
perior Railroad company, from Portage
to Superior City. The name of the
road was afterwards changed to the
Wisconsin Central, ana the road was
built from Portage to Ashland, and that
portion ot the grant was adjusted in
18s>7. The road from Ashland to Su-
perior has not been built, and the un-
earned portion of the grant in
Bayfield county has not been
earned, and is allowed to remain
withdrawn from settlement. Ashland
people who arc acquainted with the
merits of the case say that the grant
should be forfeited, but they criticise
Congressman llaugen: for lending his
aid to what is practically a scheme to
steal several thousand acres of valuable
pine land. The bill gives a priority
right to all settlers on the land prior to
last June, which is a scheme toenrich a
speculator who has induced hundreds
of people from the state of Maine to set-
tle on the lands. Through the store
which this man runs and the various
contracts which he holds from the spec-
ulative settlers, he willown the greater
portion of tho grant when it is for-
feited. The land should undoubtedly
be restored to settlement, but the for-
feiture bill should not be drawn up in
the interest of any gang of speculators
whose priuciDal motive is to gobble up
all the valuable pine lands in the sec-
tion.

MERCURY FOll THE MILLION.

A Quicksilver Mine Discovered
Near Tacoma.

AIiirSHOCTFOU PROTECTION.

Wool Growers Want the Earth
and AllThat Therein Is.

1"

; Washington, Jan. 2.? The hearing
Of the wool growers before the ways
and means committee of the house was
begun' to-day. Tho bearing opened
with an address by G. H. Wallace, on
the importation of third-class or carpet
wools. ,The importation of this class of
wool at a low rate of duty, bo said, was

greatly damaging to the producers 01
wool in this country, as Itwas killintr
the business of the fanner who got bis
wool from quarter or common blood
stock, as It is being: imported cheaper
than he can afford to raise it. This
class of wool was also being used in
the manufacture of clothing:, and
he had been told that Mr.
VVanamaker of Philadelphia, had
exhibited in the windows of his store,
in that city, pants for S3 per pair, made
from this low grade or carpet woo!. He
advocated establishing a tarilF on wool,
so that when the price was low and the
article plentiful a high duty should be
charged, and when it was Irish and
scarce a low rate. He concluded his
remarks withan appeal to the commit-
tee to stop, as far as in their power, the
importation of these low grades. Frank
P. Bennett, of Boston, editor of the
American Wool Reporter, next ad-
dressed the committee. He said at the
suggestion of some members of the com-
mittee, and at the request of parties
whose business is seriously affected by

FREAKS OP THE WEATHER.

Christmas l>ay the Warmest of
Anyin December.

Washington*, Jan. 2.?The special
weather summary for December issued
to-day by the signal bureau contains the
following interesting account of the
very high temperatures in the Eastern
part of the country: In the central val-
leys of Ohio. Mississippi and Missouri
the warn) period bewail about Dec. 6,
and continued until the 30th, the excess
of dally temperature during this period
being on no day less than 10 deg and
one day 35 deg. In the Southern states
during the. latter half of December the
daily temperature ranged from 12 to 28
deg above the average. .In the lower
Mississippi valley the warmest period
extended from the 15th to the 30th, and
duringthe same time the daily excess of
heat ranged at Washington from 11 t023deg and at New York, from 6 to25
deg above the average. The warm-
est period Ir. this section of the country
fell on Christmas and the day following
when it was about 25 deg warmer
than usual. While such high tempera-
tures were prevailing in the Eastern
states, during the holiday week, .frost
occurred on the Pacific coast, where
they extended as far Southward as SanDiego on the 3t)th and Ist. The only
decided cold wave was that at St. Vin-
cent on the 30th when a temperature of
minus 22 occurred. There has been an
excess of precipitation generally
throughout the lake region, Minnesota,
Eastern Dakota, Northern New En-
gland and in California. The rain fall
for the month has been most unusual in
California: over 18 inches having fallen
at San Francisco, 15 at Los Angelos
and nearly 8 at San Diego, which was
from three to five times the usual
amount for the month. Throughout
the entire country, south of the lake re-
gion and from Massachusetts South-
ward to Florida less than the normal
precipitation occurred, the month being
dry in the Southern states where the
amount in rainfall was from 8 to 5
iucues less than usual.

GrofT Decides a Point of Import-
ance to settlers.

Groff, of the general land office, filed a
decision to-day on the application of
James W. Berry to transmute, under
the second section of.the. act of March 2,
1889, his southeast quarter, section 20,
township 135 north, range 55 west, Fargo
land district, alleging settlement Oct.
14, 1888. and which was rejected by the
register and receiver at Fargo "for thereason that prior to the date of said act
the applicant had perfected title to a
tract of land of which he had made en-
try under the homestead law." It was
claimed by many land attorneys that the
act of March 2 allowed men, who had
already perfected title under the home-
stead law. to acquire title to another.
Tne homestead law says: '"No person
shall be permitted to acquire title to
more than one quarter section
under the provisions of this
chapter." (Sec. 2298, U. S. R. S.)
act of March 2 was claimed to have re-
pealed this provision, and gave power
to a man to transmute his redemption
tiling to homestead, this giving him livemore years in which to make proof and
only fees to p:iy. Commissioner Groff
decides that the section of the home-
stead law is still in force, and that the
words in the act of March 2 "Benefits ofany right of pre-emption" are to be con-
strued that a person has "'benefit" who
initiates a claim by settlement and fil-
ing, but who does not perfect title.
