in ."South Dakota has yet dosed its doors
on account ot the prohibition enactment,

a part of the stale constitution. Best
leg Iopinions agree that no way is laid
out toclose the saloons and stop the
tiaflic until the legislature, which con-
venes inthis city on the 7th inst., has
passed suitable laws to restrict the sale
of* liquor, and even then itis arirued
that ninety days must elapse before the
law can be enforced by reason of all
liquor licenses bavins been renewed
Jan. 1,toextend one quarter. Attorney
General Doltard lias rendered an opin-
ion covering the above points, and under
it no attempt is or willlie made to close
the saloons until the legislature lias
passed on the question. The governor-,
message, now prepared, it is said, will
take strong grounds against saloon In-
terests, withrecommendations for most
Stringent legislation to prohibit "the
liquor traffic. Senator 11. F. Pettierew
has contributed "FSOU to the fund being
raised by the South Dakota Enforce-
ment league for the purpose of prose-
cuting violators of the prohibition law.
This draft was sent to itev. William
Fielder, president of the league. Acan-
vass among nearly 100 legislators here
this afternoon on their way to Pierre,
disclosed the fact that nearly all favor
the immediate passage of a stringent
prohibition law. more vigorous even
than the lowa, Kansas or North Dakota
laws.

Miss Purcell will
have a hard time to prove that sl c is as
innocent as she claims, but the motive
is lacking, except it is found in the
rumor that there existed between Miss
Purcell and Dr. Kniffen a relationship
which was at least unlawful.

CRAZY WITH XNTHUS-ASM.

Result of a Revival Neap High
Prairie, Kan.

Leavenworth. Kan., Jan. 4.? The
vicinity of High Prairie, ten miles from
the city,has lately been the scene of a
religious revival that has greatly ex-
cited the people of that community. In
some instances persons have gone crazy
withenthusiasm. Word was received
here yesterday of twocases of insanity,
and the insane persons came near losing
their lives. During the revival about
two \eeks ago. a brother and sister,
Frank and Minnie Boland, became so
enthusiastic and excited over religion
that they lost their reason. They were
living alone and no one noticed their
condition. Thursday evening a couple
of persons passing Roland's house no-
ticed smoke issuing from it. On gain-
ing entrance they found a well-kindled
lire on the floor of one of the rooms,
with brother and sister in an almost
nude condition, singing religious songs
and dancing around it. seemingly get-
tingready for cremation. The fire was
finallyput out and the brother and sis-
ter overpowered. When questioned
about the fire, Minnie replied that the
Lord had made the fire and they would
not put itout. Late yesterday after-
noon they were placed in the jail,where
they will remain until a method of
treatment for their case has been de-
cided upon.

WOMEN MAL.IHEATED.

Story of a Terrible Crime on the
Carolina Border.

Columbia; S. C, Jan. 4.? An outrage

which is now the subject of controversy
between the authorities of Nortii and
South Carolina is reported from Spar-
tanbnrg county, S. C,near the North
Carolina line. A Spartanburg cor-
respondent tells the story as fol-
llows: Early in the summer, an
old colored women and a daugh-
ter named Mary Wilkinson (the mother
of six or seven children) came to this
county and were engaged as laborers on
the place of J. J. Cadwell, near Fair
Forest. They were very poor and. itis
said, had been a charge on the parish in
Rutherford county, N. C, where the
oldest son, about twelve years old had
been bound out, by the commissioners
to Newton Miller. The mother, with one
daughter, it is said, returned to North
Carolina went to Miller'sand took her son
against the protests of Mrs. Miller,and
in the fracas threatened to stab rs.
Millerifshe tried to keep the child and
she brought the boy to this county.
Some time in May last, Newton Miller
and four other white men came into
county and proceeded to Fair Forest.
At dark they went to Mr. Caldwell's
place. Mrs. Caldwell and her sister
being alone, and learning the object of
the men's Visit, forbade them from dis-
turbing the woman and children at
night, and requested them to wait at
least until her son came. "D?n her
son;let's take them now," was the re-
ply. The party thereupon proceeded to
the colored woman's house, broke down
the door and created a great disturb-
ance, the women and children scream-
ing for help. The old woman and her
daughter were knocked down with a
gun. the latter being sat upon and tied
and the woman and children were car-
ried to the road. The cries of
the negroes aroused the neighbor-
hood, and a number of people
came out to learn the cause, but
the party were armed with guns and
pistols, and halted all who tried to ap-
proach them. Mary Wilkerson, her
daughter and son were placed in the
wagon, and the party drove rapidly
away. To the piteous cries of the
mother for her children, one of the
party said: "Yes, you, I'll make
you cry more pitifullythan that when
Iget you inRutherford jailto-morrow."
The negroes were driven rapidly, under
cover of night, some fifteenor twenty
miles across the line, the boy being
taken back toMiller'scustody, ahd Mary
Wilkerson and daughter lodged in jail
at Rutherford, where they were kept
some sixmonths before being brought
to trial. The mother and daughter
were convicted of assault, given the
alternative of six months more in jail
or toleave the state. They, of course,
chose the latter, and returned to.Spar-
tanburg to join the rest of the family.
The matter has been referred to the
governor and attorney general, who are
now engaged in an investigation. A
demand will doubtless be made upon
the governor of North Carolina for the
apprehension and delivery to the author-
ities of this state of the perpretrators of
the outrage.

"A Confederate i-oing Duty on
His Own Responsibility.'*

Richmond, Va., Jan. 4.? The Dis-
patch willpublish to-morrow a letter
written by J. Wilkes Booth on the day
he assasi nated President Lincoln. Its
publication is said to have been sup-
pressed by the government in 1860,
Inhis opening he foreshadows that ter-
rible deed which he accomplished, when
he says: "Right or wrong, God judge
not man, for be my motive good or bad,
ofone thing 1am sure, the lasting con-
demnation of the North.

This rumor was,
ofcourse, based on the- consideration,
generally admitted in Tory as well as
in Liberal circles, thai the longer the
dissolution is deferred the more gound
the government will lose in tiie country.
Recently, however, the Tory managers
learned through some source that the
report of the special commission would
not be quite so damaging toMr. Parnell
and his party as they had expocted,
fence some other plan must be adopted
to check the rapid growth of home rule
among th * constituencies. Capt. O'Shea
has, sii cc his escapade in parliament as
a Parnellite, desired to re-enter parlia-
ment on the Tory benches, believing
that his presence there would annoy
such men as the Healys, Sexton, and
others who so bitterly opposed his se-
lection when Mr. Parnell anounced him
as a candidate for an Irish state.
A few of the Tory managers consulted
with O'Shea and it is understood that

the doughty captain was offered a safe
Tory scat, besides other emoluments, If
he succeeded in blackening Mr. Par-
ish's character.
