THEY ARE FOR REFORM.

It has been a favorite theory with Re-
publicans that Democrats must oppose
the ballot reform, as they had about all
the illiteracy of the country, antl conse-
guently would suffer more from any
method that required intelligence in the
voter. Thiscomplacent theory has been
difficult to maintain in face of the al-
most uniform support of the Australian
system by Demoerats. he Demoerats
who antagonize the reform are so rare
as to attract uncomfortable attention.
Without considering the relative stand-
ing of the parties for intesrity and sin-
cerity, it is noted that the Demserats
are takinz adverse positions, generally
in the direction of purification and
freedom of the elective franchise from
demoralizing influences. They pro-
pose in the senate to graft upon the
Sherman national election law the
ballot requirements that have given
such intense satisfaction in Mas-
sachusetts. Senator BuTLER thinks
that what meetsthe high moral and
political sense in Massachusetts is good
enough for South Carolinas. If this
would discourage some of the eolored
voters in the South, itis also insisted
that there are white voters there who
would be embarrassed. The South
Carolina senator would go further, and
add some of the provisions of the elec-
tion laws of England that have had such
a salutary effect. In New York, too, in
addition to the essential features of the
Australian system, it is proposed to add
to the election laws stringent provisions
against the practices that are believed
to be demoralizing the elective system.
The chicf veints covered are to pre-
vent Dbribery and all other ille-
gitimate tconstraints upon the voter.
The party who takes the bribe is al-
lowed to become a witness azainst the
briber without eriminal prejudice to
himself. Employers who seek 1o intim-
idate their men by threatening to re-
duce their wages or discharge them
within ninety days previous to an elec-
tion, if they will not vote as desired,
are to be subjected to penalties com-
prising imprisonment from three to
twelve months, loss of any office they
are elected to and disfranchisement for
five years. Then, after the election, the
candidate must, under oath and in the
face of severe penalties for non-compli-
ance, file an itemized account of his
campaign expenses. The law will de-

i st

fine what are legitimate expenses, and
any beyond these will require explana-
tion. The provisions of this char-
acter in the law regulating the
clection of members of parlia-
ment are said to work well and
greatly reduce the outlay to the eandi-
dates. With the secret ballot. and the
removai of money as a corrupting fae-
for io the Dballot, there appears no
reason why clections should not be as
hionest as is the average voter. It isnot
the view of high ecitizenship that the
fortunes of any political party should
be considered in such a matter; but as
an extraneous and impertinent sog-
gestion, it is apparent that the Demo-
crats have most to gain by m aking the
ballot free from improper constraints
or influences ef any character. The
ereat corporations aud subsidized in-
terests generally are the chief sources
of illegitimate supplies to pervert the
popular sense. The parties who raise
$400,000, or operate in “*blocks of five,”
as campaign arguments, are chiefly on
the other political side. But honest
clections are to be sought above all
partisan Interests.

THE JOWA SITUATION.
The Republicans will not, asindicated
by the reports from Des Moines, have
the easy time they have anticipated in
organizing the popular branch of the
lowa legislature. The Independents
were elected by the Democrats, and
stem to be acting with them. "The Dem-
ocrats will probably be able to secure
the organization. This will enable them
to check any partisan movements, if
not to effect the passage of their own
measures. It is believed they have de-
cided to refuse any alliance with anti-
ArrLisoN Republicans that has for its
object the election of some other Repub-
lican to the senate who has nothing in
common with them but dislike of that

gentleman. It would Le vad poli-
tiecs and a compromise of prin-

ciple to aid in the election of Gov. LAR-
ABEE. or any other full-orbed Repub-
lican. A measure of responsibility
would attach to them and no advantage
be gained. ArvLIsON is unly politically
obnoxious to Democrats, and not more
extreme in his partisanship than any
man likely to be supported by bolting
Republicans. He will almost certainly
be chosen, but he will owe his election
to the fact that the hold-over members
of the senate were chiefly Republicans,
If the Democrats use their strength
the house judiciously they will gainin
popular estimation and be in good con-
dition to carry buth the legislature and
state ticket at the next election. More
than that, a gain of several congress-
wen next fall will reward them,

A SWEET PROSPECT.

Unless the parties who are advocat-
ing the development of the beet sugar
industry are greatly in error, substan-
tial progress has been made in over-
coming the obstacles that have been in
the way of its success. It has not been
very deiinitely understood just what the
most material of these were, outside of
perhaps the few who were giving the
inquiry special investization. An ad-
dress before the house committee on
ways and means a few days ago by H.
T. Ox~NarD, of Nebraska, compiles a
gzood deal of information on the subject.
It seems that a material objection
has Dbeen to the small per cent
of sugar contained in the beet.
This Nebraska man is  himself
an extensive experimenter. "He is
erecting at Grand Islant, in that state,
asuzar plant to cost'a half-million dol-
lars, and designed to turn out thirty
tons of sugar a day. This is evidence
of his faith in the success of the indus-
try. This is based very considerably
upon the fact that the sugar qualities
of the beet are made to improve by cult-
ure, selection and breeding. There has
been a constant growth of this saccha-
rine element in the Leet. Ten years
azo, as stated, 9 per cent of suzar was
regarded as a good average, while the»
past vear this has been brought up to
14 perc cent. The value of this 1n-
creasé is seen in the faet that
one per cent represents twenty
pounds of sugar to the ton of raw
beets. or 300 pounds to the aere. Some
of the experiments of the Nebraska man
had produced as high as 22 per cent, and
he is confident thatin a few years, by
growing ouly from the best varieties, the
average can be made fully 20 per cent.
The industry in this country would start
in with the advantage of all the science
and experience of all the Earopean
countries. They grew last year 3,415,-
000 tons, and the beet already produces
47 per cent of the suzar production of
the world, and will soon unquestionably
be the principal sugar produecer of the
world. The experiments of Mr. Ox-
NArD show that the seed brought
from Kurope produces better than
in the old countries. Mr. SPRECK-
LEs had 1n California an average
of 17 per cent, while in Europe about 14
per cent is the standard. Various anal-
yses in Nebraska give over 16 per cent.
Minnesota, lowa and the Dakotas are
quite as well adapted to the growth of
the sugar beet as Nebraska and Cali-
fornia. If this produetion is to fill the
glowing anticipations of those speaking
for it, these Northwestern states will be
the chief sources of the supply. Notall
parts of these states are presumed to be
equally adapted to this beet, but in the
main itisa sure and abundant crop.
The yield of sugar per acre is estimated
at 2,500 pounds. If 1t is the fact that
it is adapted to this climate
and soil, and will take place
with the great staples of the land, it is
worth looking into. Any crop that can
be easily produced and i3 likely to be
more remunerative than the present ag-
ricultural products would be a boon to
this and the other Northern states. Of
course it is insisted that that the devel-
opment of this industry will require the
continuance of encouragement in a
tariff. It has been held by Republicans
quite extensively that the sugar tariff
might be badly emaciated if not en-
tirely repealed, but in view of the
claims made for the beet, it will quite
surely be allowed to remain for a time
without very material reduction. Not
over a tenth of the sugar consumed in
the United States is the product of the

country.

AN OHIO PROPHET,

Weather prophets are common in
nearly all sections, but Ohio has a com-
mercial prognosticator who is given
some credit as a veteran, if not expert.
He has arranged for a panic in 1861, It
is to be *“‘a commercial and financial re-
vulsion, and followed by a long down-
sweep of prices.” Heavy rainfalls and
floods are te play some part in the mat-
ter. This year, however, is to be a pros-
perous one, and lead people to go wild
in speculation and expansion of ecredit.
Ohio ideas are not in as high repute as
in a little earlier times, but it is consid-
erate in Prophet BENNER to give a year
for preparation. Happily for the com-
fort of people, they have DepPEw, who
sees cheerful things projecting a good
ways into the future, and BLAINE hiopes
everything will be all right.

STABBED IN HE BACK.

A Drayman Fatally Carved by an
Engineer.

John Young, a drayman, was stabbed
between the shoulders (and it may be
fatally injured) at 1 o’clock this morn-
ing, his assailant being a man named
Wm.

SCARED NEARLY TO DEATH,
on the wreck of what had just previous-

broken by falling timber and was cared
for by the lice. Passengers of the
Ferguson, 0., accommodation train
had a narrow escape, and they con-

gratulate themselves now that a
dozen or more of them did not
have their heads cut off.

they were saved from death orinjury
is a miracle quite as mysterious as any
of the peculiar freaks of a eyeclone,
which people never tice of telling about.

Slowly the train
proceeded, and when everything looked
darkest and most dismal from the fury
of the storm there was a smashing of

went out at the other just like they had
been fired from a huge cannon. "What
few passengers there were in the pas-
senger coach erouched down close to the
floor and the lumber went flying over
their heads. The storm of planks and
wood was so heavy it crashed every
pane of glass in the last coach, and the
wind jammed itin piles on the track be-
tweean the trucks, stopping the train.
There the cars stood until the storm had
somewhat abatad, when the train crew
got out and cleared the roadway. after
a half-hour’s tussle in the drenching
rain. The car was taker on to Fergu-
son, where it was side-tracked for re-
pairs.

EMPIRE STATE ZuPHYRS.
A Fierce Wind Storm Does Great
Damage to Property.

Osweco, N. Y., Jan. 13.—Shortly be-
fore noon to-day a fierce wind storm
prevailed here and considerable damage
was done. The velocity of the gale
during the four hours it prevailed
reached seventy miles an hour. Many
trees were blown down, and the streets
were strewn with branches. The steeple
of the Church of the Evangelist,110 feet
from the ground, was toppled over by
the high wind, and fell to the ground
with a resounding crash. At the same
time the roof of a near-by dwelling was
litted by the gale and landed in the
street. Part of the roof of the state
normal school was blown off and the
building suffered considerable gamage.
Chimneys were blown down, lumber
piles overturned, and many windows
broken. The breakwater is damaged,
but to what extent cannot as yet be es-
timated. While the gale was at its
height an alarm of fire was sounded
from the western part of the town.
Four dwellings and four barns were
burned, causing a loss of £10,000. A
conflagration was narrowly averted.
THe damage from the gale will be about
810,000. There is no telegraphic com-
munication to poiuts west of here,

DEATH IN THE GALE.

RocHESTER. 'N. Y., Jan. 13.—The
storm in this city caused considerable
damage. George Welter, a cabinet-
maker, was struck on the head by a
piece of stone coping blown from a
building and was almost instantly
killed. The south wall of the Joslyn
block was blown down this morning.
The two-story frame structure adjoin-
ing was crushed by the falling wall, but
the occupants of both buildings escaped
uninjured. In various parts of the
country houses and barns were blown
down.

BURIED UNDEP FALLING WALLS.

SyYrAcUsE, N. Y.,Jau. 13.—A terrible
wind storm this afternoon about 2
o'clock blew down the west wall of the
Rome, Watertown & Ogdensburg Rail-
road company’s  new brick freight
house here, which wasali finished ex-
cept the roof, which was being puton
to-day. W. H. Willis, a carpenter, was
buried under the wall and was taken
out dead. A dozen people or more,
mostly carpenters, were injured more
or less seriously. The wind blew off all
the tin roof of the north wing of the
Onondaga penitentiary, wrecked the
cement roof on the machine shop. and
blew into kinaling wood fifty feet of
outer fence around the building.

UNROOFED A CHURCIL.

UTticA, N. Y., Jan. 13.—A heavy
windstorm passed over the northern
part of this county at noon to-day. In
the village of South Trenton the Bap-
tist church was unroofed,and the steeple
of the Union church was blown down.
A number of houses and barns were un-
roofed, and trees were lifted in the air
and thrown on top of buildings. Fenees
and small buildings were blown down,
and many orchards nearly ruined. The
path of the storm was about halfa mile
wide.

WORSE THAN ANY HURRICANE.

N1AGARA Farrs, N. Y., Jan. 13.—A
regular eyclone struck here at 8:30 this
morning, the wind reaching a velocity
of ninety miles an hour, carrying ev-
erythinz before it and destroying out-
buildings, barns, treecs, telezraph poles,
rallway semaphores and fences. The
wind struck the building of the
Canadian Web company, tearing the
roof from the brick walls, tumbling the
north and west walls in upon fifteen
girls who were employed in the upper
story. One girl, Alice Deckon, aged
fiftcen, had her leg broken, and was
badly bruised about the body. A to-
bogganing slide and the fenece around
the Athletic grounds were leveled.
About 11 o’clock the guys of the foot
and ecarriage suspension bridge that has
recently been rebuilt, snapped and fell
into the river. The bridge was
elosed to  travel, bat is still
standing. Telegraph and telephone
wires are down in all diree-
tions. A ftree fell across the Rome,
Watertown & Ogdensburg track in front
of a freight train, pilling the engine and
nineteen freight cars in the ditech, The
engineer was badly hurt.- The smoke
stack of the Niagara Falls brewery fell,
smashing through an adjoining barn
and Kiiling a horse. The water rose
several feet ip the river, washing away
a portion of the promenade and build-
ings of the Whirlpool Rapids park.

THE TEMPEST RAGED TWO HOURS,

Lockrorr, N. Y., Jan. 13.—A terrific
gyctone struck here shortly before 10

clock thls morning. The Grace Epis-
copal church steeple was blown down.
Weaver’s arcade building and the Amer-
ican District Steam company’s roofs
were blown off. Chimneys;” trees and

fences were blown down as if they were
straws. ‘The wires are all broken—tele-
graph, telephone and 6ire alarm, The
severity of the gale was over in two
hours.
A BREEZE FROM LAKE ERIE,

Bu¥FrALro, Jan. 13.—A hurricane
struck this ecity about 10 o’clock this
morning, the velocity of the wind reach-
ing ninety miles an hour. A large
amount of damage was done through-
out the city, but no casualties are re-
ported. The principal damage was to
signs, windows, roofs and buildings in
course of construction. Part of St.John’s
church tower was blown down and
vortions of the roofs of the Grand Trunk
and New York Central terrace depots
were blown off. Eleetric wires suffered
severely, and to avoid possibie danger
to life the electric light currents were
shut off for several hours. Along the
Jake front the water rolled in over the
breakwater, and tlooded that district.
The long trestle of the New York
Central road was bnder water, and
trains had to be discontinued on that
route. 1t is reported that there are
two bad_washouts on the Chautauqua
Lake railroad, one between Bemus and
oLug Points, and the other at Dewitt-
ilvle. The lake 1s very rough.

TERRORS OF THE TEMPEST.

Illinois and Towa Show the Effects
of the Storm.

CmicAco, Jan. 13.—The storm last

night did a vast amount of damage

throughout Illinois. At Macsburg,
a little hamlet near Oluoey, sev-
eral residences and barns, to-
gether with the parsonage

of the M. E. church, were blown down.
In the parsonage were Philip Nichol-
son and family. They all escaped with
more or less bruises, except Mrs. Nich-
olson, who was kllled outright
by the falling building. At Cooks-
ville, near Bloomington, a drug store,
a general store building and another
building were completely demolished,
and several were unroofed and other-
wise damaged. Several people had
narrow escapes, but no one was badly
injured. At Brooklyn and Venice, IlL.,
across the river from St. Louis,
ten houses were blown down and a
dozen people hurt, but no one was
fatally injured. A great deal of damage
was also done in Southern Indiana,
many houses being unroofed, and barns
and tences leveled in the tornado’s path.

Many Houses Blown Down.

DaAvrras, Tex., Jan. 13.—Yesterday's
severe storm did great damage in this
section. Many houses were badly
f#wrecked at the suburb of Oak Cliff. and
at Louisville many houses were blown
down. Mrs. A. Jasper was fatally in-
jured. Considerable damage is re-
vorted from several sections.

BIG BLAZE IN BALTIMORE,

A Huge Flevator and an Ocean
Steamer Destroyed by Fire.
BALTtMoRre, Jan, 13.—-Elevator No. 3,
on the north side of the Patapsco river,
belonging to the Baltimore Elevator
company, and used by the Northern
Cential railroad company, was burned
to-night, with all its contents. The total
loss is between $700,000 and £500,000.
The British steamship Sacrobosco,
which was lying alongside, was also
totally destroyed, involving a loss of
$150,000. Three of the steamer’s em-

is said to be l:obf'. and two seamen,
whose names have not yet been
learned, were either burned or drowned.
The steamship Sacroboso was an iron
vessel. She belonged to Charles Turn-
bull, of North Shields, Eng., and was
commanded by Capt. Henry Gill. She
was butlt in 183833 was of 1,746 tons bur-
den. 300 feet long, beam 37, depth of
hold 34 feet 4 inches. The fire was dis-
covered about 7 o’clock this evening.
Its origin is unknown, A general
atarm broughe all the fire engines in the
city to the scene, but the combined ef-
forts of the force proved of little avail.
The fire rapidly encireled the elevator
and embraced the steamship before she
could ve run out into the stream. There
were 500,000 bushels of wheat and corn
in the bins, and this, too, is entirely
destroyed.

‘I'he names of the three men mentioned
as missing are Robert Carins, chief en-
gineer, aged thirty-two; John White,
fireman, aved twenty-six, and Charles
Johnson, fireman, aged twenty-seven
years, & seaman. ‘They are sup-
posed to have been burned to death.

They all hail from England,
and  belonged to the Sarcobosco.

Besides these the following named, all
of the Sarcobosco, were injured:
Thomas Knight, the colored cook, of
New York, injured about the,body by
timbers: Eli Whiteside, agzed twenty-
four, of England, face hurt: A. J. Rob-
inson, of England, hands and arms
burned; Charles Appleton, steward. of
England, hands burned. The British
steamships North Erin and Ohio,
which were lying along  side,
waiting to load, had their masts burned
away. So quickly did the fire spread
that the men on the vessels were obliged
to jump overboard into the water, and
the excitement and confusion was so
great that many of them did not get
ashore for over an hour, having to ecling
to spars and floating timbers.,

Bloomington Gets It Too, -
BroomingroN, IlL, Jan. 13.—Last

night a eyclone struck the village of
Cooksville, MecLean county, and
wrecked a good part of the place, caus-
ing a loss of several thousand dollars.
Matson Bros.” drug store and stock was
destroyed. Trees were uprooted and
fences and outbuildings wrecked. No
one was injured, but many had narrow
escapes.

Shoes Reduced to Ashes.

Fort MADpIsow, lo..Jan. 13.—A costly
blaze occurred here at noon yesterday,
the elothing and boot and shoe stock of
J. G. Sehwartz, valued at about £50,000,
being almost completetely destroyed by
fire, smoke and water. The stock and
building were insured.

Blown from the Track,

St. HILAIRE, P. Q.. Jan. 13.—A local
train on the Grand Trunk railway,from
Actonvale for Montreal, was blown
from the track to-day. The conductor,
brakemen, mail elerk and three passen-
gers were seriously injured, and several
other persons were slightly injured.

Procrastination the Chief
Feature of the Policy of
the Administration.

Tke Dnluth land office promises to bs
a nightmare for Mr. Comstock. There
are more applicants for the positions
coming to the surface every day. R. C.
Mitchell, ex-editor of the Duluth Trib-
une,is in the field and has indorsements
of the most flattering description. How
he obtained them is a mystery, as they
are from men who have been roasted by
him for years, many of them being
old-time enemies of the “hell and dam-
nation_editor,” as he is familiarly
known. A curious phase of the situa-
tion is the attitude of the Minnesota
Iron company, 1li has been supporting
Monroe Nichols right along, but has
switched its support to Isaac P.
Beck. Mr. Beck was formerly
treasurer of the Duluth & Iron
Range railroad, which is a corperation
identical in interest, if not in fact, with
the Minnesota Iron company. Mr,
Beck’s resignation was asked for about
ayear azo,and it was thought that he
and the great octopus corporation of St.
Louis county were “on the outs.” This
does not seem to be the case, as the
officers of the company are trying to
have him installed in the position now
neld by C. P. Maginnis.
